Last Evening.

Bids Received for Fuel and Stationery

Supplies for the Xext Term-

Physical Culture.

At last night's session of the City
Board of Education all the members were
in their seats, which has not happened
very often during the year.

Aproposition was received from A. J.
Tiffany of .San Francisco lor the intro-
duction of the "Progressive Reading
Study" for primary schools.

On motion of Director Sherburn, a
number of the bootes were ordered on
condition that they be paid for next
February.

A petition was received from members
of • -rand Army Posts and other citizens,
requesting the appointment of Mrs. It. S.
McClure asjanitress of one of the schools.

Miss Carrie St. Clair of Colorado
Springs, Col., applied for a position as
teacher. Accompanying the application
was the lady's photograph, which was
passed around the board and generally
admired.

MiwAlice l'ratt of Fresno also applied
for a pi si lion as teacher.

John Elkington and \V. S. Wilkerson
applied for positions a.s janitor.

The applications were placed on file.
Ihe board accepted an invitation from

J. W. Johnson, Principal of Sutler Gram-
mar School, 10 attend a llag-raising there
on Friday next at 1 o'clock p. m. Also,
to attena the closing exercises of the
Fremont .School.

Acommittee consisting of George YV.
Newman, Charles Schmidt, Charles
isoack, F. \\. iiieuencr, Scheuneii
and L. B. Mohr appeared be Tore the
i oanLon behalf of tho Turn-Verein, to
urge the introduction of the ueruian sys-
tem of physical culture into the primary
echools.

Keinark s were made by various mem-
bers of the committee. They promised
that the Turn-Verein would engage a
competent teacher, and made the offer to
give his ser\ ices free for a certain timo in
order that the directors might have an
opportunity to acquaint themselves with
the system. They had nothing to say
sigainst tho Swedish system, as now
taught in the schools here, but believed
that tho German system was the best in
use.

Director Harrison said he had wit-
nessed an exhibition of the German sys-
tem and had talked the matter over with
parents, and he found no objection made
against it; in fact, that they generally
iavored it.

Director Gardner knew of no reason
\u25a0why the German system should not be
given a chance. The place for physical
culture is in the primary schools. He
was satisfied the system was a good one.

After some further discussion of tho
Bubjectitwas voted by the board to al-
low the German system to bo given a
three months' trial in the primary
Behools, commencing ivOctober.

The three months' instruction is to be
given free ofcharge.

The sum of £10 was voted for the ex-
pense of a piano for one month for the
use of Miss Jones' ungraded school—the
piano being desired for closing exercises.

Superintendent Hart reported that tho
Right school had been ordered closed by
him from July Ist till the opening of the
next term. The board ratified hisaetiou.

It was announced that a vacancy ex-
isted by the resignation of Miss Buckley,
and a discussion ensued as to the ex-
pediency of tilling the vacancy at this
time. It was finally determined that, as
the term is so near its close, it would be
better to simply elect a substitute for one
month.

Chipman named Miss Fannie Cravens;
Frlewine, Mrs. Clara Parsons; Crouch,
Miss Bertie Groth; Harrison, Miss M.
McCormack; Gardner, Mrs. C. W.
Phleger; Shorburn, Miss Turner; Davis,
Miss Hicks.

<>n the third ballot Mrs. Parsons was
elected.

A discussion ensued over a suggestion
made by Director Sherburn, that itwould
be economy for the board to employ a
competent man by tho mouth to mako
the necessary repairs to all the schools,
instead of allowing things to run and
then send carpenters, painters and
plumbers around to do little jobs. Some
of the directors thought it would be more
expensive to hire a man by the month.
>io action was taken in the matter.

In the the matter of the complaint of C.
H. Oilman against a teacher in the Wash-
ington Primary School the board decided
to sustain the teacher's action.

Following are the reports from volun-
teer crop observers, received by Dii
Berwick of the State Wealhor .Service
and published by the Slate Agricultural
Society, for the past week :

Niles—Last week was very cool, allow-
ing the cherry crop to be ban
without loss: peaches and aprico
improving; highest and lowest tempera-
tores, ihj and 'jJ. . Hay is I .•:._

Pieasantou —Hay cutting is about com-
pleted, and tlie quantity and quality Is
above the average; weather very favor-
able for bailing. Wheat and barley is
tilling out, and promises a heavy yield;
hops are somewhat late, out :ire now
making a rapid growth; sugar beets have
a good stand.

STANISLAITS.

Modesto—Harvesting is in foil blast;
the yield will be an average one, while
the grain is pluuip and is rated good.

Turiook—Highest temperature, 10^; the
high winds have injured the yield of too-
ripe grain by shelling it out; the sum-
mer fallowed grain is quite badiy
pinched.

YOLO.

Yolo—Mr. Hatcher says ho will not
have a ton of grapes on his six-a>re vine-
yard; the heavy frost of May 2t;th nipped
the vines. Potatoes were injured at the
same time, and his crop willscarcely pay
for digging. Plum trees were dropping
their bioom about that time, consquently
the plum crop will be short. The Moor-
park apricots are now ripe, but there are
but lew ofthem on the trees. Our farm-
ers are busy harvesting the wheat crop,
and it will be nearly or quite an average
one.

Madison—Hay harvesting is in full
blast and will be a big crop, both as to
quality and quantity.

Winters—Fruit drying is progressing,
and the fruit is of good quality, i'our
carloads of peaches and apricots were
shipped East ou the lioth.

LAX!'.
Upper Lake—The weather was quite

warm, which has rapidly ripened the
grain. Reaping barley began on tfae22d,
and wheat will be ready to harvest in a
few days; the crop will be a large one
and of good quality. Haying is nearly
over, and a second crop of alfalfa is ready
to cut. Grapes are doing splendidly.
The fruit crop will be short, but good. A
continuation of this weather is needed.

SHASTA.
Anderson—The past week has been all

that could be desired. Fruit is ripening
fast. The first carload was shipped on
the 25th to Portland, Or. This was the
first shipment of green truits by the car-
load from this place. There will bo sixty
carloads this year. The heavy north
wind on the 22d slightly damaged Bartlett
pears. Highest and lowest temperatures,
102° and &i°.

SANTA CBTJZ.
Watsonville — The first three days'

heavy fogs prevailed at night until 10 to
12 o'clock. The past four days have been
all the farmers and fruit-growers could
wish for. Barley is being cut, and prom-
ises an average yield. Harvesting of
wheat and black oats will commence
next week in the foothills and on the up-
lands. The same crops in the bottom
lands are a week Inter. Wheat willbo
below the average in yield and acreage.
The black oats acreage and yield is above
the average.

SAN JOAQT.'IN.
Stockton—The favorable conditions last

reported continued during the week. The
cool weather has added much to the grain
crop throughout the county.

Lodi —Highest and lowest tempera-
tures, 100° and 52°. The high tempera-
ture early in the week hastened the
ripening of wheat, causing it to shrink
more or less. The barley harvest is well
under way. and the yield and quality is
good, (irapes are setting well, but thecrop will be light, owing to the spring
frosts.

BT'TTE.
Palermo—The farmers are. busy har-

vesting their barley crop, which is turn-
log out better than the average. The
harvesting ofgrain and fruitkeeps every-
one busy.

GLENN.

A SPLENDID INSTRUMENT.

The Sixth-Street M. E. Church's New
and Grand Organ.

One of the Finest on tlie Coast—lt

Will be Called Into Service on

Wednesday Night.

The completion of the new organ that
has just been placed in the Sixth-street
M. K. Church is an event of interest to
our whole city. It will aiil in increasing
the interest in this department of tine
arts and will form another center of at-
traction.

Several years since this enterprise was
begun, when the receipts of a concert
formed the nucleus of an organ fund,
which has been increased from time to
time until it now amounts to over 12,560.

At first it was thought to put the organ
in the audience-room of the church, but
this idea was abandoned and it was de-
cided to erect an

Ai>:>; j ionai, BUILDING,
Twenty by fifty-two feet, adjoining the
principal building on the west, making
one large room on the first floor, with a
line organ 101labove, with pastor's study,
choir-room. toikt-room, etc. The plans
were, therefore, drawn by Joseph Ough,
architect, and after slight modifications
were adopted by the Official Hoard and
Trustees ofthe church. Alter due notice
bids were received aud the contract
awarded to J. E. Harris, who has exe-
cuted the work in a manner satisfactory
to all. In the meantime the Ladies'
Social Union, having charge of the organ
fund, appointed a committee to select and
purchase an organ to cost

11U1KE THOUSAND DOLLARS.
This committee, consisting of Miss A.

C. liohl, Mrs. C. H. Ihinn and the pastor,
Rev. T. C. George, at once opened corre-
spondence with all the leading organ-
builders of the United states, asking that
plans and specifications be submitted of
the best organ that could be built for the
money. After a careful study of these
specifications and examination of the
merits oi the builders, the committee nar-
rowed the limits to about six of the lead-
ing manufactures, including only those
whose instruments were known to bo
first-class.

About this time Samuel 1). Mayer, or-
ganistofthe First Congregational Church
in san Francisco, invited the committee
to inspect his new organ, which had been
placed in his. chnrcii nearly two years
before by Mrs. Alexander in memory of
her parents, Mr. and Mrs. Charles
Crocker. This visit inclined the commit-
tee in favor ofthe Hutchings organs, on
account of their

SWKBTXUEBS AND RICHNESS OF TONE,
And this was confirmed by a visit to the
new orean made by Mr. Uutchings and
placed in the Trinity Presbyterian
Church of San Francisco. An article in
the >»ew England Magazine giving an
account of Mr. Hu.ehings, his artistic
qualities as a builder, and the skill ex-
hibited in the execution of his work and
the perfection, and above all, in the voic-
ing of his instruments, continued the
committee in their decision. This opin-
ion was still further confirmed by the
statement of Mr. Audsley, one of the
leading architects of London, a member
of the College of Organists, who, after
visiting all the groat organs of Europe,
except St. Petersburg, on inspecting the

?/^at, Prffan buUt hy Mr- Hutchings inBrooklyn, X. V., stated that he was the
e«iua^ oi any organ-builder. It was very
gratifying to the committee to know that
their judgment coincided with such highauthority.

The contract, therefore, was given to Mr.
iiutehings, to build an organ according
to tne lollowing specifications of the

best material and in the most thoroughm&nner, ' giving especial attention totone, and expending as little cost as pos-
sible on exterior ornamentation.

Pipes exceeded the contract, and the

material in the construction of his organs,

day evening, June 2!Jth, when Samuel D.
Mayer, organist of the 1 ir.-t Congrega-
tional Chinch, San Francisco, will act asorganist. He will be supplemented by
some of o;ir best local talent. Great
pains have been taken to make thi* one
of the best concerts ever given in .Sacra-
mento, and it is Imped that our people
will give a hearty response.
