Preliminary Work of the National
Convention at Cincinnati.

LARGE NUMBER OF DELEGATES EX-
PECTED TO BE PRESENT.

Cleveland Selects W. C., Whitney as
Chalrman of the National Demo-
cratic Committee and W, F. Harrity
of Pennsylvania as Chalrman of the
Executive Committee—Annual Con-
vention of the New York Republi-

can League.

CiNCINNATI, June 23.—The sixth an-
nnal convention of the Prohibition party
will open to-morrow morning in the big
Music Hall., Unless the unpromising
eifort to patch up the difierence and agree
onanew man is successful there will be
a fight for the honor of being the Presi-
dential nominee of the parly. General
Bidwell of California and Jennings
Demorest of New York are the leading
competitors for the nomination and the
delegates are becoming so excited over
the contest that there is tulk of bringing
out a dark horse as a means of healing
the two factions. Clay Bascom of Troy,
N. Y., is most mentioned as a compro-
mise, and occasionally Gideon I. Stewart
of Ohio and Professor Dickie of Michigan
are suggested. Bidwell’s and Demorest’s
friends regard the talk of a dark horse
with disfavor, and many delegates think
the matter has gone so far that it must be
fought out. Bidwell’s friends claim his
election on the first ballot and ridicule
Demorest’s claims,

The Demorest men are making much
of the strong sentiment against a fusion
with the People’s party. The opposition
to the fusion is very marked, and Miss
Willard to-night was apparently alone in
advocacy of it. The leaders of both fac-
tions appear united on the surface in an-
agonism to the proposition.

PRELIMINARY WORK BEGUN,

CiNCINNATI, June 28,—The work of the
National Convention of the Prohibition
party practically opened to-day with the
meeting of the National Committee.
Chairman 8. T. Dickie of Ann Arbor,
Mich,, presided. The primary object of
the meeting was the selection of tem-
porary oilicers for the convension, but the
committee did not confine itself to this,
and the meeting was largely in the nature
cf a caucus to shape as far as possible in
advance the proceedings o’ che conven-
tion.

Attention was drawn to the coincidence
that this, the latest and most promising
convention of the party, was held in Ohio,

he State in which the first Presidential
candidate the Prohibitionists was
named, and all sorts of pleasant auguries
were drawn from the fact.

Theleaders express confidence that this
will be the largest convention ever held
and are making preparations to give the
movementa boom. ;

Music Hail, in which the convention
will be held, is the place in which Han-
cock was nominated for the Presidency.
It has a sealing capacity of nearly five
thousand. The building is decorated
with bunting, tlags, the coats of arms of
the various States and inscriptions suit-
abletoa Prohibition convention,and afew
are not very complimentary to the lead-
ing political parties.

One hundred and fifty delegates are in
town and several special trains are on the
way here. Fourtezn carloads are expected
ifrom the Pacific Coast and far West. The
Southern delegates are scattering, and
some of the far Southern States will not
be well represenied. All sorts of idea
are bruited about among the delegates
present tor presentation to the conven-
tion.

The Presidential nomination at present
seems to lie between General Bidwell
and Mr. Demorest. The former is the
choice of the leaders, who are putting
him forward to oppose Demorest. The
principal point urged in favor of the lat-
ter seoms to be that he will subscribe
Liberally to the campaign, but the leaders
want a man who wili take well as a
speaker, and they say that if Demorest is
nominated it will be necessary to send
him away until the campaign is over, so
that he cannot make speeches or be inter-
viewed. 3

A sensation was created in the beer and
music halls over the Rhine last night by
visits by ex-Governor St. John of kan-
sas and his wite, Rev, M, C. Lockwood,
Mrs. Helen Gougar and other prominent
Prohibitionists, They saw the actual
workings of these places, but made no
attempt at missionary work among them.

TALK OF CONSOLIDATING THE FORCES.

CiNCcINNATI, June 28.—G. M. Miller,
Chairman, E. Evans, Secretary, and
Hiram Maine of the Louisville Council of
National Reformerts called a ineeting this
afternoon, at which were present a mixed
company of prohibitionists, People's
party, etc.,, and spent several hoursin
discussing the feasibility of uniting all
the reform forces in a single party.

the National Reform party.

It is understood that
woman sufiragists will be represented at
the convention by a delegation of ladies
of national renown, who will endeavor to
secure the insertion of a woman suflrage
plank in the platform. They will hold a
mass Imeeting Saturday evening, on
which night a rennion of the Blue and
Gray will also be held.

be cared for, to the end that the veterans
and their wives need not be separated in
their declining years.

‘T'be platform also pays a tribute to the
memory of the late Alvin P. Hovey and
extends sympatbhy to Blaine and his fam-
ily in their recent bereavement.

ROCHESTER, June 25.—The annual con-
vention of the Republican State League
opened this morning with a large attend-
ance. There were speeches of welcome
by the Mayor, and responses. A letter
from President Harrison was read, re-
gretting his inability to attend, and urg-
ing the league to renewed exertions.
President McAlpine delivered the annual
address, predicting the brightest prospect
for Republican success. A recess was
taken.

When the convention reassembled a
resolution was otfered recognizing the
Women’s National Republican Associa-
tion as a valued and welcomed co-worker
in the cause of good government, and in-
viting the association to extend organiza-
tion into the State and requesting the aid
of all Republican women in the State in
the coming contest; recommending the
organization of women'’s auxiliary clubs,
and pledging hearty and active co-opera-
tion.

The convention then adjourned till to-
MOIrow.

Communications from prominent Re-
publicans were read before the convention
to-aay. President Harrison, aiter express-
ing regret at his inability to attend the
convention, said in part: “I cannotin
this letter discuss the great issues now
presented for debate, but I venture to
call your attention to the significant ac-
tion of the Chicago Convention on the
subject of the tariff. The majority re-
port seemed to recognize that some re-
gard might be had in tariff legislation of
the interests of American workingmen;
that in making tariff reductions injury
to domestic industries should be re-
gardful of -the labor and capital con-
nected therewith. All these declarations
were stricken out by an overwhelming
vote, and the resolutions adopted must be
construed to be un affirmative declara-
tion that Democratic legislation on the
tariff will be witbout thought of the de-
structive eflfectupon American industries.
This seems Lo me to constitute a declara-
tion more extreme and more destructive
than ever before promulgated by the
Democratic party. The party may there-
fore appeal with added coniidence to
American workingmen aund American
producers to susiain the policy always
highly regardless of their interests.”

The amendments provide that a
referee shall be appointed by the district
instead of the Circuit Court; that the per-
ceniage which was to have been paid to
the Government to reimburse it for the
payment of salaries of referees shall be
paid direct to the referees in lieu of sal-
aries; lhz_tL as many of these officers may
be appointed as may be necessary to
transact the bankruptey business, and
that corporations shall not enter into
voluntary bankruptey under proceed-
ings by creditors.

BISMARCK’S UTTERANCES,

The ‘*Gazette’® Says They Are an In-
Jury to State and Empire.

BERLIN, June 28.—The article against
Prince Bismarck which appeared in yes-
terday’s North German Gazette was
almost the sole topic of conversation to-
night. Public opinion in the matter is
almost unanimously on the side of the
Government. To-night’s issue of the
Gazette says Bismarck’s utterances throw
a cloud oit'hiss gread historic figure which
is caleunlated to injure both the State and
empire. The question is whether he has
not abused the rights of ecriticism. It de-
clares that the remarks attributed to himn
are disrespectful to Emperor William.
The Gazette concludes by saying it is the

duty of those continuing Bismarck’s
work to protect their endeavors
against a man whose work they

are continuing. Bismarck, it says, by
increasing the regardlessness of his ut-
terances, appears to aim at compelling
those in power to take up the gauntlet
against him. Nobody knows what
weapons he msy have ready, but the
duty of protecting the interests of the
nation, even against a man who did so
much to promote it, must not be ignored
by those at the head of the State,

The publication created an immense
sensation in Berlin. The belief is gen-
erally entertained that energetic action
will be taken by the Government against
Prince Bismarck.

COMMERCIAL CONGRESS,

Meeting of Chambers of Commerce of
the British Empire.

Loxpox, June 28.—The second con-
gress of the Chambers of Commerce of
the British Empire opened this morning.
The programme of the congress includes
a discussion of the commercial relations
of the mother conntry with the colonies,
with special regard to a renewal of the
European treaties and the recent com-
mercial legislation in the United States.

A resolution introduced by Lord Bras-
sey declaring it the opinion of the con-
gress that practical arrangements should
be devised to secure closer commercial
union between the mother country and
her colonies and dependencies was unan-
mously adopted.

M. Medely moved a resolution declar-
ing that arrangements based upon pro-
tection would be politically disastrous,
and the best plan would be for the self-
government «-Qlumqs to adopt the non-
protective policy of Great Britain., Sir
Charles Tupper opposed the motion and
heid that the best policy was preferen-
tial trade. Cauvada could not adopt free
trade, he said, having the United States
tarifi so close to themi. Other Canadian
delegates supported Tupper’s views,

CHOLERA IN

Government Oiflicials Alarmed Over
the spread of the Disease.

Loxpox, June 28.—The St. Petersburg
correspondent of the T%imes dwells upon
the agitation of the Russian Government,
as indicated by the columns of hygienic
precautions against cholera published in
the papers. The mortality reports al-
ready published only go up to the 24th.
It is feared the mortality since has in-
creased. The terribly enfeebled and
sickly condition of the people renders
them incapable of resisting the seourge.
If the cholera lays hold on Astrakhan,
nothing will prevent it ravaging the
country.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE.

' An Early Morning Blaze on How-
ard Street San Fraacisco.

OVER SIXTY HORSES BURNED TO
DEATH. ,

Aged Piloneer of Santa Barbara

County Suicides by Shooting Hlm-
¢ self Through the Head—Carsonites
Suffering From the Rays of Old Sol
—The Thermometer Going Over the
Ninety Mark During the Day, With

Suffocating Nights.

Sax Fraxcisco, June 28.—In the block
on the north side of Howard street, be-
tween Fourth and Fifth streets, a bilack-
| ened waste now marks the spot whero
last night stood a number of structures
occupied by business concerns and resi-
dences,

A fire, the origin of which is unknown,
and which will probably never be ascer-
tained, broke out in one of the buildings,
and before its progress could be checked
it burned over and reduced to ashes every
stick of timber on an area fronting 150
| feet on Howard street- and extending
| from the latter thoroughfare to a small
| street to the morth, known as Natoma

court.

It was shortly after 3 o’clock this morn-

ing when Kilmartin, the harness man of
the United Carriage Company’s stables
| on Natoma court, noticed smoke and
| flames issuing from the rear of Hugh
{ Flynn’s stable on the opposite side of the
} street. ‘'ne harness man quickly called
| the attention of Charles Cornelius and
}J. W. Pratt, employes of the carriage
|

company, to the fire, and they gotout a
fire hose and made an attempt to ex=
i ish the biaze. 'The iire, however,

Lad gained a firm hold on the dry hay in

the barn, and as the building was like so
{ much tinder, the two men found that
they were utterly helpless to do etfective
{ work.

An alarm of fire was then turned in,
‘ but when the engines arrived the flames
had gained such headway that the prop-
erty was doomed, and the firemen tarned
thelr atiention Lo keeping the tlanies trom
spreading tu the adjoining buildings.

Hugh ilynn, the contractor and wood
and coal dealer, whose place of business
was at 848 and 850 Howard street, suffered
the greatest los In his stables were
sixty-three horses, and all of the animals
were roasted to death, An effort had
been made by some kindly disposed per-
sons to liberate the imprisoned beasts,
but the fire spread so rapidly that only a
half a dozen horses were unhitched and
these dashed madly up and down the
stable until overcome with the heat and
flames, when they fell and perished. The
rest of the horses died in their stalls and
the ruins of the stable this morning pre-
sented a sickening sight, while the odor
of roasted flesh was nauseating.

The fire gained its foothold in the
northwest corner of Ilynn’s barn, and as
the wind was blowingz toward the ferry
the flames traveled eastward to lick up
everything in their path.

South of this building on Howard
street was a long two-story building
occupied on the upper floor as a lodging-
{ house by W. J. Monahan. This place
! wus practically gutted.
| Nextto IFlynn’s coal yard on the east
was ‘I' D, Sullivan’s livery stable, ex-
tending from Howard street to the small
street in the rear. In the upper story of
the front portion ot the building lived
Sullivan’s family, and the family of Geo.
Gerken. The furniture in the second
story was totally destroyed.

Sullivan had in his stable five horses,
six buggies, two wagons, one cart, a lot
of harness and a quantity of hay and
grain. All of these were burned, the
horses perishing in the stalls. There was
no time to save them.

Below Sullivan’s stable, to the east, was
a two-story frame building occupied by
I°. M. Stone on the lower floor as a horse-
shoeing shop, and on the second story by
William MeManus, a saloon-keeper, as a
dwelling. Stone’s shop was ruined, and
nothing was left of the furniture up-stairs
worth taking away.

The fire stopped in its course eastward
at the carriage factory of H, K, Holmes &
Co., 331 and 836 Howard treet. 'This
place, like the barns of Flynn and Sulli-
van, extended from street to street.

It was not until ¥ o’clock this morning
that the last engine was ordered home.

Mall-Robbers Arraigned.

PorTLAND (Or.), June 28,.—Virgil How-
ard and George Jones, who are charged
with robbery of the United States mails
in Southern Oregon last October, were
arraigned under an indictment before
Judge Deady to-day, and, pleading not
guilty, were held under §2,000 bail each
for trial. 'I'he charge of having couanter-
feit money in his possession is also stand-
ing against Howard, who bpleaded not
guilty to this indictment, and was held
under $1,000 bonds.

An Aged Pioneer Suicldes.

SANTA BarBARA, June 28.—Jose ILo-
bero, aged about 8) years, was found dead
in his house this morning. He had com-
mitted suicide by shooting himself
through the head. He was a native of
Italy, and came to this city in 1857. At
one time he was a wealthy man, but lost
his entire property through speculation.
This, coupled with poor health, drove
him to end his life.
