It is easily seen
that the Soutbern Pacific is worth hun-
dreds of dollars to us where the Atchison,
Topeka and Santa Fe is not worth a con-
tinental, Serve it out by letting it alone
and it will soon be compelled to extend
its road from Mohave or withdraw and
leave the coast clear to some other road
with more enterprise.
