
GIRLS, LEARN TO SWIM.

The Peremptory Charge of a Sacra-
mento Society Be!!e.

The Fashion Xow is to Be Good Swim-
mers—How to Learn—Points

for the Ladies.

Girls, can you swim?
No ? Well, then you had better start

in right away and learn, or you will "not
be in the swim." This is not intended as
a joke, but is simply a borrowed expres-
sion from slangdom, which sums up the
\u25a0whole situation briefly. U' you don't
learn to swim you willsoon be like the
Rirl who cannot dance at the ball, or
the girl who cannot tell a story at the tea
party. It's the fed now for all girls to
swim, as well as th-jir broth

All fads suit themselves to conditions,
aud this one owes its birth in Sacramento
to the establishment of the swimming
Laths here. The craze barely got started
l*.st year when the season closed, but this
year it has bubbled up again with re-
newed vigor.

"I learn.d a few strokes last fall," said
a well-known society young lady the

other day, "and I w::s Impatient for the
Laths to reopen this year, soasto finish my
aquatic education, so to speak. Now I
can swim aero--, the baths and back
again with ease, thanks to the tireless
eiiorts and patience ofProfessor Harmon.
"You know how a girl delights to sail
down J street of a Saturday after-
noon, when she has a brand-new
silk dross to arotiso the envy of the other
girls, and how she delights to amaze her
rivals at church Sunday morning with
her new bonnet. Well, the feeling ofself-
sufficiency that one experiences on those
occasions is as nothing compared with
the swell that comes over a girl when she
can take a header offthe spring-board out
at the baths and sail through the water
likea fish, while she watches the green
looks of envy that are oast at her by tho
tjirls in the gallery who cannot swim.
Oh, 1 know how it is to .sit around and
envy those, who can swim, for I have
been there myself. And it was just that
humiliation that determined me to learn
to swim. Our folks go to Santa Cruz
every summer, and heretofore I have
been p< rfectly miserable there, just be-
cause other girls from San Francisco,
Oakland and other places could swim and
J could not. But look out for me this
time. We go to the beach again next
month, and if I don't create a sensation
among some of them it won't be the fault
of tho Sacramento swimming baths, or
mine, either. 1 am getting a love of a
bathing suit made and intend to enjoy
myself this time in the only way one can
enjoy herself at the beach. My advice to
all Sacramento girls is to learn to swim
right away if they do not wish to be
chased as wail-flowers."

A Sun Francisco writer, treating of the
.swimming subject recently, gave some
valuable information. With one excep-

tion, he asserted all animals swim when
thrown into the water. As soon as the
plunge is made they seem to be-
gin to feel for the ground with their
feet. This brings them erect, and as their
Bl edfic gravity is less than that of water
their heads are above surface. Now they
I>* gin the same movements as are made
in running. In consequence, they not
only keep afloat, but forge rapidly ahead.
J\ven the non-aquatic birds can swim.
Among these the young turkeys are per-
haps the swiftest. Falling in, for they
never go in of their own accord, they
speedily right themselves. Assuming a
ludicrously erect attitude, they strike out
powerfully for the shore. On reaching it,
if it is not shelving, they do not try to
scramble out, but turn for the other bank
and will keep atloat tilltheir feathers be-
come water-soaked.

Man is tho animal whose instinct fails
to leach the lesson ofself-preservation.
"When thrown into the water he does
Hot depend on himself, but first seeks for
help. Throwing the upper part of his
body about so violently as to overcome
the difference in gravity between it and
the water, he sinks. In the meanwhile
In-yells and in so doing fills his lungs
with water and increases his specific
gravity. His wet clothing still more
drags him down. His arms, which should
be under water, thus lessening their
weight, are above his head most of tho
time helping to push him down, and

\u25a0when be at length sinks, a victim to irra-
tional fears, they are the last things to bo
}-> -n.

Man. "n the water as elsewhere, is es-
sentially artificial.

The boy is not.
The boy first gets into water a foot

crawls along ou his hands, kicking
hU legs and yelling gleefully to his
friends, "See me swim." He is not
swimming, but he is learning that he

ran koep the body afloat by kicking the
le-^s. He soon regards this as baby play,
and instead of keeping his head above
water by carrying his hands on the
ground, loams that he can do it by going
through the motions of crawling. Then
he can swim "dog fashion," as he calls it.
A dozen strokes tire him, '>eeaus;o he has
yet to learn that he is not forced tokeep
the body afloat as well as propel it. This
knowledge soon comes. He finds that as
long as he moves ahead he cannot sink.
So he changes his stroke for the sailor
stroke, which is less fatiguing and gives
more swiftness, but is harder to acquire.

In his racing and games of tag he finds
that he must go faster stili. Then he
learns, with mueli splashing, the over-
hand stroke. To rest himself, by vary-
ing the position, ho learns the sidestroke.
Then, with much swallowing of water,
lie learns to swim on his back. These all
come to him naturally, and when pupa
finds time to take cieorge to the baths he
learns that the youngster cau double dis-
count him in the sport.

Now for the girls.
It would be quite improper to expect

onr girls to steal away from home, and
liketheir little brothers, scoot forthe river,
never stopping to borrow a bathing suit,
or thinking ot the dangers of the stream.
Tho girl heretofore was handicapped in
Sacramento, but as the society lady above
referred to said, since the inauguration of
the swimming baths in this city there is
no further excuse. She now has better

advantages than her brother had. she
has nice, clean tepid water in the first
place, which doe^ away with chills and
the usual horror o: stepping on a crab or
an eel that girls usually are aliiicted with.
The (loor of the tank is graduated so that
she can suit herself as regards depth.
Then there are always a teacher and in-
numerable clever gentlemen swimmers
there who always stand ready to at
lady, and there is absolutely no danger of
her being drowned, But if she does not
desire to call upon these gentlemen let her
take her own gentleman friend with her.

The beginning is of course tho hardest.
In the first place, girls, let your costumes
be as light as possible. You will never
It a ii to swim in those big, heavy things
some of you insist upon wearing. The
arms should be bare, and the skirts not
so voluminous as to prevent free action of
the limbs.

Now descend the steps at the shallow
end of the tank and wade out until you

<jt waist deep. Face the stairs
yon ju>t left aud plunge toward them,
with the hands extended, as in diving,
Straightening the less. Yon will find
that while the body i> moving forward it
does not sink, and v. iii be Burpriaed to
see how far you go without motion.
Plunge again and again, tin il you can
carry yourself quite a distance-clear
over to the stairs for instance. Now try
to swim a little, if you »re willing to
appear alittleawkward, follow your little
brother's example* Learn to swim "dog
fashion" first. Make your plunge, but
this time, instead of keeping your hands
extended before jtou, hold them, palm
forward, at about the bight of your
shoulder. As you move forward strike
down and backward as raras the waist
alternately with right and left. As for
your legs, you will lind that they will be
kicking of their own volition, keeping
time with your hands and splashing even
more water.

Go as fast as you please. You won't go
far anyhow. You may make three
strokes, perhaps five if you are courage-
ous. As you go dowu you will most
likely make a wild reach after your com-
panion, gasp down half a pint of water,
and emerge spluttering, aye, spluttering
but triumphant, for the hirst stroke has
been made.

The next time you go out to the baths
try the sailor stroke. Take your old
place again. Have your hands palms to-
gether, with the tips of the fingers at your
chin. As you plunge forward extend the
arms, bringing the hands back toward
the hips, turning them so that in the pro-
pelling motion the palm will bo forced

against the water, while in the recovery
tho back and slightly bent lingers will
present but Little surface. In this stroke
the legs are drawn up together toward
the body, and both are kicked at the
same time. When drawn up the feet are
held close together, but when the legs are
extended the feet are far apart. This,
while the hardest to acquire, is the most
graceful of all strokes, and by it one can
keep afloat with almost no exertion.

In the sailor stroke the arm stroke and
leg stroke are made alternately, first one
and then the other. In the side stroke
they are made together. Now let us get
it.

To learn to swim on the back one should
proceed mtrob the same as in learning to
swim at iirst. Take position with the
back to the shore and your hands at your
side, and see how far you can go toward
the shore in one plunge. Keep this up
till you can keep near the surface for
some ways. Then begin topaddle a little
with the hands. The arm should be still,
the stroke being made with the forearm
and hand. You will soon find that the
hands will keep the head above water.
-Most of tho kicking is done with
the lower part of the leg, the
upper part being held almost
stationary. The leg propels tho body,
and it requires no more than a slight
wave of the hand to keep it alioat. This
allows of many different strokes. The
arms may be folded. As long as the legs
keep the body moving ii will not sink.
In one stroke the arms are brought over
the head, palms together, aud the legs
drawn up. Both arms and legs are ex-
tended with great suddenness and then
held stationary till the body loses some
of its headway, when the stroke is re-
peated.

Now a word as to why women, as a
rule, swim slower and with more exer-
tion than men. The man in swimming
is almost straight. His head often lies
half in the water. His sister, on the
other hand, perhaps to save her hair,
niaybo her complexion, strains her bead
far back. This raises her head out of tho

water, but of course it tilts the other
end of her spinal column down deeper.
In this way her body is forced out of the
horizontal.

When a man kicks his body is forced
forward, as his body lies horizontally.
When the woman kicks her body is
forced tipward and forward, most of the
strength being expended in raising the
body. As high as it was raised it would
sink, but to obviate this greater force is
put in the arm stroke. Thus it is seen
that where a man's strength is employed
in forcing the body forward, the water
keeping it afloat, the woman spends un-

ary labor in keeping her head above
water, devoting the small remainder of
her strength to propulsion. The little
motion attained is only won through
greatest exertion. Remember this.
