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SANITARY MATTERS.

Chinatown Said to Have Had a
Cleansing.

The Health of the People Reported as
Excellent—No Diphtheria Nor

Scarlet Fever.

The City Board of Health metlasteven-
ing at the office of the Secretary, H. L.
Nichols. The regular meeting night, the
first Monday of the month, fell on the
4th, hence the meeting was postponed
until last night. Dr. F. L. Atkinson, who
was appointed in the place of Dr. Pruuo
(resigned), Dr. Fowler and Dr. Nichols
were present.

Dr. Fowler was elected to the Chair and
presided at the meeting.

No special business coming before the
meeting, the regular reports were read
and ordered placed on file, after which
a discussion of various matters appertain-
ing to the sanitary couditicn of the city
were discussed.

Chinatown has been receiving the at-
tention of the Health Office and Inspector,
and is reported in improved condition.

It was suggested, and generally agreed
to, that the Sanitary and Plumbing In-
spectors should be requested to attend the
meetings of the board hereafter, when
possible.

The vaccinationof school children was
again discussed, and the suggestions
made at the last meeting, that pareuts
should be more ecareful to have them
properly vaccinated, was reported to
have been quite generally observed. It
was deemed a good provision that the Su-
perintendent of Schools require them to
present a proper certificate from a mem-
ber of the board before entering school.

HEALTH OFFICER’S REPORT.

Health Officer H. L, Nichols reported
for the month of June:

1 have to report 35 deaths (including
five which occurred in May but not here-
tofore reported), as against 40 for last
month and as against 45 for the month of
June, 1=01. Consumption caused five
deaths; cancer, enteric fever, peritonitis,
septicemia, Bright’s disease, inanition,
opium poisoning and gunshot wounds
each two; convulsions, three; bronchitis,

wch, ulcer of bowels, heart disease,
apoplexy, diarrhea and dysentdry each
one. 'I'wenty of the thirty-five deaths
were of persons of foreign birth, eight
being natives of China.

No deathis occurred during the month
from diphtheria nor searlet tever, and but
one case of diphtheria reported, and that
in the person of a non-resident who was
here in attendance upon a convention.

diseases indicates an improved sanitary
condition ol the city.

The
titles to the land will then be made over
to the ingenious inventors and backers
of the scheme, and the land will be
theirs. “Thus,” in the language of a
picturesque son of Montana, “a fellow
can get a dukedom if he wants it.”” This
is an absolutely trué account of the con-
quest of a valley in Montana, and the
future historian of our country will find
much else that is akin to it, and that will
make_ an interesting chapter in his rec-
