REGULATION

LEGISLATIVE
TRANSPORTATION RATES AND
RAILROAD POLITICS.

The present Constitution of California
was submitted to the people of this State
for their ratification in May, 1879. Per-
haps no feature of the instrument at-
tracted more widespread attention or
elicited more discussion than that which
created and defined the powers of a Rail-
way Commission. The particular part of
the Constitution referred to is Section 22,
Article XII. The provision places 'the
subjeet of regulating the rates of trans-
portation absolutely in the hands of a
commission,

Thus the courts were deprived of the ex-
ercise of a prerogative vested in them by
the common law to determine the justice
or reasonableness of the case, and the
railroads were turned over to the tender
mercies of a commission to be elected by
the people.
This paper violently and strenuously
opposed the adoption of this article. It
was just as apparent to us then as now,
that the people were attempting to create
an instrumentality which should have
extraordinary and arbitrary powers over
the property of other men. The Kearney
excitement had thrown a very large per-
centage of governmental power into the
hands of a party known as the Working-
men. It dominated the Constitutional
Convention. It was an element in no
way amenable to reason. It had all the
bigotry of ignorance. It entertained the
belief, by far too common among all
classes, that the ills which afilict man-
kind are of governmental origin, and
may therefore find statutory remedies.
It proceeded with that very partial, very
imperfect, not to say stupid notion, that
governmental regulation ought to dis-
tribute as well as encourage the creation
of wealth, Itentertained the widely mis-
taken notion that government had been
in the hands of the rich and powerful
classes, and therefore all that was needed
was to take the governing power from
these hands and place it in the hands of
the *coMmon people.”” Then laws would
be enacted for the more equal distribu-
tion of the fates of men. Thus poverty
should be abolished by statute and the
hardships of life eradicated by judicial
determination.

This paper opposed the adoption of the

lailway Commission, and it has seen no
reason to change its conclusions from that
day to this. Now, after thirteen years of
experience with the Railway Commis-
sion, we point to fulfillment for the jus-
tification of prediction we then made of
failure. There was a bare possibility that
men of such charaeter and breatdh of in-
formation might be chosen to that office
as would constitute an impartial tribunal
between the conflicting interests. Es-
sentially thereis an interdependent re-
lation. between the shipper and the car-
Their interests are identical. In its
latest and best analysis, there should be
no conflict, but the commercial world is
rank with gross selfishness, and the
struggle for advantage between localities
will be constant. The Traffic Association
of San Francisco to-day is simply an ex-

rier.

The genesis of this article may be
briefly given. The rallroad era of Cali-
fornia began in 1870, It supplanted the
ox-team for freight and the stage-coach
for passengers. It supervened upon an
era of very high cost of tramsportation
both by sed and land. It wrought many
radical commercial and

city had been guilty in all time. Not-
withstanding the rates by rail were per-
haps not one-tenth of those obtaining by
means of transportation which the rail
supplanted, there arose at once a clamor
for legislative regulation, There was dis-
content among shippers, but the demand
for legislative regulation of rates was not
chiefly from that source. The professional
politician, the legislative blackmailer, the
place-hunter. the demagogue, all united

at a most vital point. Legislative regula-
tion was a failure just as it will be in the
future.
could not agree among themselves as to
regulative measures. No schedule of
transportation can be enacted in sixty,
eighty or 100 days by a legislative body,
and no schedule can be agreed upon by
reason of the diversity of interests in-
volved.

Some crudeattempts at legislative regu-
lation were, indeed, made. Looking back
upon the period with that maturity of
thought which time and experience con-
fer, the people of California can now see
that the Freeman bill and the Irwin bill
were the crude efforts of men who had
not mastered the primitive problems of
transportation. They were the work of
novices who possessed that little learning
which has been said to be a dangarous
thing. The rates of transportation al-
lowed by them would appear at the pres-
ent time ridiculously high, and yet the
people at the time imagined that these
enactments were in the interest of the
shipper. Before another session of the
Legislature assembled rates had de-
scended below the scale proposed to be
enacted into law. Out of an abundant
experience in attempts at legislative regu-
lation the Constitutional Convention de-
vised Section 22, Article XIT,

There are those to-day who declare that
the railroads themselves were responsi-
ble for that article. This is simply an
untruth, The most important modi-
fication of the arbitrary powers con-
ferredgiupon the commission by the
Constitution were secured by the
railroad. A prominent attorney, who
was a member of the convention, intro-
duced at the conclusion of the sentence
enumerating the powers of the commis-
sion, the words, ‘“‘and enforce their de-

cisions and correct abuses through the |

medium of the courts.” But for these
words the Railway Commission would
have been an executive, legislative and

judicial tribunal. The railroads of the |

State opposed strenuously the adoption of
the new Constitution. This is just as
much a matter of history as the discov-
ery of America, the Declaration of Inde-
pendence, or any other historical fact,
which is accepted as fact by the consensus
of evidence and the consent of common
intelligence. The provision declared that
the behests of the Railway Commission
should be so sacred that any officer or
agent or employe of any corporation who
should demand or receive rates in excess
of those fixed by the commission should
pay a fine of $5,000. But the crowning
infamy of the section is found in the
words: “In all controversies, civil or
criminal, the rates of fare and freight es-
tablished by said commission shall be
deemed conclusive, just and reasonable.”’

\ The first was a
complete, total and ignominious failure.
The second has been more successful in
many respects than was anticipated. One
{ thing should be completely apparent to
the people of California, and that is, that
a regulative instrumentality must be in
continuous session and in the steady and
constant exercise of its power. A bien-
nial Legislature eannot regulate trans-
| portation. Statutory regulation at best
would be rigid and inflexible. The re-
currence to the old method of regulation
would be a revival of the old scenes of
railroad politiecs and publie corruption.
The abolition of the commission and the
relegation of the whole subject to the
Legislature will suit the purposes of the
professional politician, the legislative
blackmailer and the corruptionist to a
nicety. Politics will become a standard
and most profitable profession. Had a
commission been established with powers
analogous to those vested in the commis-
sion of the State of Massachusetts, the
thirteen years of experiment in the direc-
tion of regulation by a commission wouald
have had far other results. The pro-
vision of the Constitution defeated itself
by its senseless extravagance. There are
unmistakable signs of unrest, and plain
indications that the whole ground of con-
tention is to be gone over again, and per-
haps the parties least concerned and least
apprebensive under all the cirecumsiances

THE PROTECTION OF CITIZENS,

Governor Pattison of Pennsylvania did
but his sworn duty as official conservator
of peace and the executive of the State, in
commanding State troeps to proceed to
Homestead and prevent further breaches
of the peace by mobs armed or unarmed.
i It is his duty also to protect any and all

citizens, rich or poor, in the peaceable
occupancy of their property when the
local authority is unable to do so. But
Governor Pattison should have acted
earlier; had he done so loss of life would
not have followed the attempt of the
Pinkerton foree to land.

In this connection there is a general
demand for the passage of laws to pre-
vent these small standing Pinkerton
armies moving from point to point and
| enraging the people by what may well
| enough be termed an invasion. It will

be well to pass such laws and prohibit
this hiring of large bands of fighters, for
there is great danger init. At the same
time let there be clearer laws regarding
the power and duty of the State to resist
| riots and to protect property rights, The
“posse comitatus’’ is the last resort of the
Sheriff, but he is not given means to arm
a posse, nor was it ever intended that the
posse should be called out, as is an army,
to resist a great body of men committing
unlawfal acts. When such menace and
assault obtains it is or should be the duty
of the executive to use the power of the
State to put down lawlessness and pre-
serve the peace, and likewise to protect
alike the cottager in his dwelling or the
rich man in his factory from violation of
his rights by & mob against which it is
folly to pit a Sheriff’s posse.

What is wanted is sach promptness
and vigor on the part of the State that
there never can be the faintest exeuse for
importing from other States armed
