ANOTHER PICTURE.

What Real Estate Speculation Does
for San Francisco.

Money That Should Have Been In-

vested In Factories Locked Up

In Empty nouses.

[Virginia Chronicle, July 12th.]
The following extract is taken from an

editorial in The Wasp, an Illustrated
weekly published in .San Francisco, and
contains truths not generally known:

The Micawber spirit is the bano of San
Francisco. This waiting lor something
to turn up, for some whirlof the wheel
of fortune to bring suddon wealth with-
out labor or forethought, is the aftermath
of an era of gambling.

You see this spirit exemplified to-day
rows of empty dwelling-houses In

all parts of San Francisco. To the casual
observer theso untenanted dwellings in-
dicate that the city has retrograded. Such
is not literally the fact. She has but
stood still. But in this progressive age
inaction soon becomes retrogression.

These rows of empty dwellings indi-
cate most plainly the direction in which
the industrial energy of San Francisco
has been most busy for several years.
The money taken from the savings banks
or withdraw n from trade has not gone
into factories, but into sandlots and tene-
ments. Why? Simply because the
prospective lioom offered alluring pros-
pets of a successful gamble and large
prolits, without the labor and care that

\u25a0\u25a0\u25a0ntial to success in ordinary busi-
ness pursuits.

How much kinder to his fellow-man
than the railroad monopolist is the San
Francisco landlord, whose idle houses
advertise the dullness of trade? Ap-
proach him on the subject and learn. He
will have his pound of llesh if he can get
it, and tax the applicant all that the trathe
Will bear. He wants interest on his bad
speculation in real estate, interest on the
house on which the contractor swindled
him, and further interest, if possible, on
the Insurance and water rates. Th.re are

idle houses in fc'an Francisco to-
tnd yet rents have not abated 1" per

cent, in six months, while the opportu-
nities ior a workingman to earn his bread
have diminished -<) per cent, by the very
existence of those idle houses.

The demonstration of this fact is easy.
Ten thousand houses represent an ex-
penditure of about $4,0<J0 apiece, or an

_ate of no less than £iO,<»00,000,
which earns nothing and is practically
withdrawn from circulation, for the land-
lords cannot sell their property at the
figures ihey want or rent them at the ex-
orbitant rales they demand.
