Eight Companies of Troops Ar-
rive at Wallace, Idaho.

SIX MORE MINERS PLACED UNDER
ARREST.

A Prominent Idaho Mino-Owner Shot
and Instantly Killed, Receivine a !
Bullet in the Head "Which Was in-

tended tor Another Person —A Por-

tion of Chlco-'s Chinatown De-

stroyed hy Fire.

Spokane (Wash.), July 17.—A Sunday

quiet prevails over the CVur d'Alcues
to-day. Tiie arrest of miners continues,
and several hundred are now huddled in
schoolhouses, empty warehouses and
baseball stockades. They are closely
guarded and cannot hope to escape. The
troops have not captured any ofthe riiles
or ammunition of the strikers, whicb are

'"hidden in the surrounding hills. Num-
ber^ of the leading spirits ofthe Insurrec-
tion are still at large. Among them are
Breen and Dallas, who came here irom
-Butte, to direct the campaign, lt is re-
portedthat tho Montana unionsare in-
dignant that any light has been carried
on, claiming that Breen and Dallas have
set back their cause for years. Other
leaders still at large are Pettibone, Horn,
Tobin and Sweeney.

11. s. Scott, Bpecial correspondent of
\u25a0the ßeview, who came in to-night irom
the front, says lie was informed by oSi-
oersat Catado that it was a positive fact
that five dead bodies and a number of
WOun led men were picked up in Fourth
of July Canyon. Scott is the man who
Was ordered out of Wallace because ins
piper denounced the outrages.

Very few of the lieeing strikers ere
corning tins way, most of them passing
over Bitter Koot Mountains into Mon-
tana, where tne union is strong, and
where they can find aid and shelter. Two
bave been arrested here to-night and
booked on a charge of murder at the po-
lio.'station. This charge will be prefer-
red against every fugitive who is caught.

A large number of fugitive non-union
men are gathered here. They huddle to-
gether and seem to bo dazed over their
rough experience, but are willing to go
back to work as soon as quiet has been
restored. It is tiie general impression,
both in Cceur d'Alene and here, that a
permanent garrison ought to be main-
tained right in the mines. Unless this is
done, that section during the next year
will be the theater of many dark and
bloody crimes of revenge.

A TENTED FIELD.
W___j_.ce (Idaho), July 17.—The west- i

art of Wallace, at the mouth of
Placer Creek, is now a touted tieid. Eight j
companies of troo; s arrived from Fort'
Keogh, Mont., to-day, and will be dis- j
tributed in tbo various portions of the!
mining district.

The entire command here was sud- J
denly called to arms at 11 o'clock to-day
to search the neighboring hills, in hope

uring the miners who had been in
hiding. Six were arrested.

Many of the miners under arrest are
married and have families, and to-day
many of the wives and children were
seen about the camp seeking tlie privi-
lege to speak to tho head of tbe family,
who is held prisoner. In most instances
this privilege was granted. It is prob-
able the entire body of miners under ar-
rest will be tried in tho United States
District Court forcontempt, though some
o! the prisoners will bave to answer to a
charge of murder. ,

THRILLING EXPEKIENXE.

A Prisoner Ramped Cntil Almost Dead.
Bat "Would Not Confess.

Fbesno, July 17.—Michael Blame,
charged with the murder of

kins near Centerville, was held to answer
in the -Superior Court, without bad, on
Friday at danger. On the same evenimr,
at 11 o'clock, according to Blume, eight
nien went to the jail, effected an entrance
witiiout resistance, aud bound his hands
with a rope aud threw him into a wagon.
They took him three miles to the spot
where Raskins was knocked from tho
Hume, put a rope on his neck and hanged
him up uutil insensible, and when ho re-
covered they asked him for a confession.

He said be was innocent, and they
hanged him till he was again insensible.
They then let him down, saving they
would let the court deal with him. They
then took him back to Sanger, put him
in jail, locked the door aud led, but be-
fore going threatened to bane him if he
said anything about the affair.

Blume was brought to this cityyester-
day. His left wrist was cut severely by
the rope and his hand is paralyzed. The
physicians examined his neck, and found
the windpipe dislocated, the neck swollen

and Blume unable to hold his head up. i
Blume says be k-nows the men, but wili
not reveal their identity yet.

The story has gamed circulation that
the hanging was in earnest, but that Con-
stable Warren Hall arrived in time to cut
him down before he was dead.

MDIE OWNKII KILLED.
Receives a Bullet In tho Head Intended

for Another.
Wai.lack [Idaho), July 17. — News

reached here yesterday from Murray, the
county seat of Shoshone County, that
Frank Reed, a mine-owner, had shot and
killed 11. \Y. .Stevens, another mine-
owner on Pritchard's Creek. The
trouble arose about the survey of some
mining lauds. Both men are well known
here and throughout tbe State. Reed is 'the owner ol the Buckeye group of
mines and other locations. Stevens was
one of tbe owners ofthe famous < Occident
group above Murray and was inter .ted
inmany other locations. The news cre-
ated great excitement here, where all tho
parties are well known.

A.detachment of troops went to Mur-
ray to-day and brought Reed to Wallace
for safekeeping, as threats of lynching j
were heard on all hands, and a well-
organized mob had planned to attacK the
jail to-night.

Further particulars of the shooting oi" |
Stevens show that Hyrnan Wolf, who
owns a mining claim adjoining Reed's.
requ< sted I nited states Deputy Mineral
Surveyor < ieorge it. Trask of Wallace to
survey bis claim, heed heard of this
and looked ior Woll. On going into a
saloon be saw Trask. Wolf .saw Reed
coming and bid himself. Reed asked
Trask where Wolf was. Trask replied
that he did not know. Reed said, "Damn
you, you do; I'll kill yon,'-'and pulled
out Ins revolver and shot at Trask, who
threw iiis head aside. The ball grazed I
bis mustache and the bullet intend i
him lodged in the head of Koberl W.
Stevens, wiio was immediately behind.
Reed was immediately arrested and
placed iv jail.

Stevens' body will be shipped to his i
parents in lowa for burial.

Reed is a desperate man and is said tonave shot a number of men in Arizona
and Nevada.

XEKKli'I.i: CASE OF PIRACY.
A Mate E_llls tho Captain and Crow of

iiVessel.
San FnANCiSi o, July 17.—A Yokohama

paper prints an account of a ;•- rribie case
of piracy aud murder on the high seas.
Itsays several months ago the schooner
Undine sailed for acruise in the south sea
islands, with a crew of eight men, besides
a mate and Captain Costella. AtHono-j
lulu a man who was introduced a.s tiie
mate's brother joined tbe vessel. About
three days out from Honolulu the mate
and bis brother shot the Captain in his
cabin, and afterward killed the super- !
cargo, who discovered the crime. The
crow was called a.t and the mate gave
them poisoned liquor, and all were killed !
except the steward, who was given a
bribeof $1,000 to keep quiet. Tiie schooner j
then shipped a new crew of natives at
one of the islands and sailed for Ascen-
sion Island. There th.c steward revealed i
the crime to the authority s, who arrested |
the mate and his brother and sent them
to Manila ivirons.

HERE AT CHICO.
A Goodly Portion of Chinatown he- j

duoed to Ashes.
Ch co, July 17. -At 2 o'clock this morn- I

ing nearly the whole side of the block of
old Chinatown, situated in the eastern 1
part of the city, was destroyed by lire, j
Chinatown is composed of a row of
shanties in two sections, one block in
length, ou the east and west side of Flume
street. The lire stared in a theater on
the east side, and with the assistance of a
southeast breeze rapidly spread toward
the opposite corner, and with the exep-
tion of about half a dozen shanties, the
whole side was destroyed. By the ex-
ertions of the Bremen the blaze was kepi
irom leaping across the street, and only
two buildings were damaged on the west
side.

The buildings destroyed were owned
by I>. Noonan, and were closely packed
together. The loss is about f1,500* unin-
sured. Tlie loss ou Chinese goods, etc.,
is hot known, but is estimated to be at
least $5,000, also uninsured. The origin
of the lire is unknown.

Stabbed tho Captain.

S.\x FRANCISCO, July 17. — Captain
Jenkins of the British ship Benmore,
which arrived here this morning, was
Bgriously stabbed by his lirst officer,
il >bert Dunn, whilethe ship was on the
high seas. Captain Jenkins shipped luinn
while in Honolulu on letters of recom-
ihendation from the Consul, afterward
finding him to be imcompetent, on the
night «f June 30th tho Captain found
Dunn in his stateroom when he si
bave been on duty and used sharp lan-
guage. The mate retorted by an attack
with a knife, stabbing Captain Jenkins
in the side. It is feared the knife reached
tbe liver. A passenger and ihe steward
overpowi red the mate, \\ bo was brought
to port in irons. Dunn willbe taken to
British Columbia or England lor trial.

A Murderer Captured.
Stockton, July 17. — Luigi Somoni,

who is wanted in Placer County, on a
charge oi murder, was arrested last night
on Bouldin Island by Deputy Sheriffs
Benjamin and [_eagle. The officers drove
eight miles yesterday afternoon and last
night in capturing the man. Semoniis
accused of Killing a countryman named
Antonc Vin_.li in Placer County about
two months ago. The prisoner is a
Bhoomaker by trade. He has a brother-
in-law on Bouldin Island, and the latter

;n harboring him recently. Semoni
was employed in picking blackberries
wh< :. caught. He will be held here for
the Placer Sheriff.

A VERY QUIET SUNDAY.

Not the Least Sign of Disturbance
at the Homestead Mills.

THE WORKS TO BE FORMALLY
OPENED ON THURSDAY.

Many Workmen Formerly Kmployed
hy tho Company "but Who Do Not

Eclone- to tho Association Decline
to Return to Work "Unless tho Old

Workmen Aro Reinstated—Affairs

at the Union Mills at Pittsburg; As-

suming a Serious Phase.

Homestead, July 17.—A1l is quiet on

the Monongahela, and it has been the
moat quiet Sunday Binee the shut-down.
New men are confidently expected he-
fore the formal opening of the works
Thursday, but the Btrike loaders do not
believe any of them willbe introduced
until alter it is soon how many applica-
tions for work are rnr.de by the old men.
That some willreturn is quite certain.

A muss meeting of the mechanical de-
partment and day laborers was held this
morning. The men are not members of
the Amalgamated Association, but have
been in sympathy with it. At the meet-
ing a resolution was adopts d. saying that
they were in sympathy with the Amalga-
mated Association, and pledging to sup-
port them to the en!, denouncing itan
injustice and insult to ask them to work
under guard.

This moans that the repair work which
was to have begun to-morrow v. ill not be
undertaken by the old men, and new
ones a*ill have to be brought in if the

tny prop* -es to reopen tho works
day.

It is impossible to untangle all the con-
tradictory stories being told about the
now men. They are reported as coming
from many different points, but after the
rumors are sifted there is found to be no
truth in them. Some ofthe pilgrims are
expected to-night, but the chances b& m
to be that they will not come. At any
rate the Advisory Committee is not par-
ticularly vigilant this evening, although
the patrols were continued.

Shannon stated this evening that he
knew no men would be brought in until
Thursday, and that the whole eti'ort of
the company was to be directed toward
bringing back tho old men, and not in
g< Uinc now ones.

"The company cannot mako nickel
steel armor-plates without ns,'' said he,
"or except at greatly increased expense
do tho ordinary work at the mills. It
will be a waiting fight, but I believe v.o
can stand it for live years. Considerable
beln has been sent us by friends, and this
money will be used to provide for tho
laborers, and not members of our body,
but who are affected by the conflict.''

In the military camp to-day Sabbath
stillness reigned. Divine service was
held by some regiments, but not all. In
the town pulpits tho strike was referred
to, iiut chiefly in the direction of allaying
tlie excitement.

ASSUMING a SERIOUS PHASE.
PITTSBUBO, July 17.—AHairs in the

neighborhood of the upper and lower
Union Mills are assuming a serious
phase. Skilled mechanics are endeavor-
ing to induce the workmen to quit and
in numerous cases the latter declared
they would.

A Becret conference of the Amalga-
mated workmen and laboring men was
held in Union Hall this afternoon, but it
is impossible to learn the result. It is
safe to say that none of the strikers will
accept the company's invitation to return
to work. Tlie men hold that they will
remain firm to the last, and the mills
will never bo operated by non-union
men. Tiie men are confident of winning,
and claim that there aro not enough
skilled men in the country to till the va-
cancies in the various plants that are now
idle.

There is an unconfirmed rumor to the
effect that tiie order of Railway Train-
men willjoin in the light, and a meeting
will be called to decide whether they
would handle Carnegie's output if non-
union men were? employed.

COST OF MANUFACTURE OF STEEI*,
PITTSBUBO, July 17.—A Sunday paper

says: "When the Congressional Commit-
tee held its investigation its chief object
was to discover tho exact amount ex-
pended in the manufacture of a ton of
steel. Fiick' refused to answer. The
Homestead workmen did all possible to
obtain the figures, but without result.
The greatest caution is exercised to pre-
vent the publication of figures, but the
cost of making a ton of basic hearth and
acid open hearth was secured. They areofficial figures, taken right from the
books of Carnegie, Phippa & Company
for December _>, 1838." There follows ~a
lengthy itemized statement, which shows
the total cost ofacid open hearth per ton
to be $26 98, and the total cost per ton of
basic open hearth ,v"_4 41.

Tho paper, analyzing the statement,
says at that time acid open-hearth steel
was selling at $175 per ton, and the costof production would be $28 98. But, to| be just, it is necessary to enumerate the
expense attached torolling a ton of acidj open-hearth into plate, and also tho coat: in the slabbing mid. and the total cost of
ore per ton reaches f_l, giving the Car-
negie Company a profit of !*q_ per ton
exactly. The figures of basic open-hearth
show that a ton would net profit some-
thing like "mo per ton.

Since December, 1889. the minimum
basis has dropped from $30 per ton to $25.

, The reductions in all departments were*
accepted, and the cost of labor made

' much lower.
President Weihe of the Amalgamated

Association being shown tho figures, said
they were certainly very strong evidence,
and had they been in possession of the
men while the Investigating Committee
was here they would make stroug argu-
ments.

IX.MAXD ABBESS Ol' THE PIXKERTOXS.
Chxcaqo, July 17.—The Trades and La-

bor Assembly held a meeting to-day totake action on the Homestead troubles.
The committee appointed a week ago to
prepare resolutions on the subject pre-
sented a report. The preamble recitestiio existence of the Pinkerton agency

j and its "habit ofsending armed assassins
[ into different Stages and Territories to
; shoot American citizens and working-

men"': .tiie that Flick conspired with the
j Pinkertona to send "armed assassins,
; called watchmen, to Homestead, under
i brick's instructions. His armed hire-
j lings attacked, killed and maimed citi-
j zens and workinemen, creating riot and
imperiling the welfare of the whole

I United States. Such acts are anarchistic
i aud agaiust the spirit ofour liberties."

Then follows a resolution demanding
that the Covernor of Illinois immedi-
;.: y cause the arrest of William Pinker-
ton upon a chanrs of murder and incit-
ing riot and insurrection; calls upon
Covernor Flower of New York to arrest
Robert Pinkerton of New York City on
a similar charge, and requests tbe Cov-
ernor of Pennsylvania to arrest Mr.
Frick on a charge of treason, murder, in-
citing riot, insurrection and rebellion,
and at present trying to deprive Ameri-
can citizens of their rights to earn their
living.

The resolutions were received with
cheers, and a committee of five appointed
to draw up charges of murder against
Pinkerton and Frick.

IX XEKD OF FUNDS.
NkwYork, July 17.—T0-day tho Cen-

tra! Labor Union received an appeal tor
financial aid from the Homestead steel
and iron workers. It was referred lo the
affiliated unions for Immediate action.
The Central Committee will collect funds
in aid of the Homestead iron workers.

VESTING nt NON-UNION HEN.
Homestead, July 17.—T0-day's meet-ing of the employes of Carnegie's non-

union works at Duquesue did nothing of
a. sensational character. Tbe meeting
was addressed by a number ofHomestead
and other Carnegie employes. It is
stated that somo 160 men present signified
their intention of joining tho Amalga-
mated Association.

Burgess McLuckie said alter tho meet-
ing that all tbe men at Duquesue would
be in the ranks ofthe association inside of
a week. Considerable curiosity was
aroused by tbe departure ofHugh O'Don-
neil on a fast line east. He letu-el posi-
tively to give his destination or missi >n.

Ceorgo XV. Runner, a steel worker,
wounded in the riot of July (.tn. .bed to-
day, as did i'dward Speer, a Pinkerton
man of Chicago. This makes eleven
deaths resulting from the riot.

IMPORTING WORKMEN.
Piiir,\i>Ki.piiiA, July 17.—1f the in-

formation received by President Weihe
of the Amalgamated Association, to the
effect that the Carnegie Company is im-
porting iron workers from Belgium by
the steamer S .vitzerland, is true, then themen behind the cordon of troops around
Homestead bave cause for alarm, for the

last. The Switzerland brought tno im-
migrants, every one of whom was passed
by the inspectors and allowed to proceed
to their destination.

NEW DEVELOPMENTS IN TEE SITUA-

Gladstone Will Have n Probable Ma-

jority ofForty In the Now House of

Commons—An Island In tho Malay

Archipelago Reported to Havo Reen
Destroyed by a Volcanic Eruption

and All Its Inhabitants, Twelve
Thousand In Number, Perish.

Loa doe, July 17.—A1l the Cabinet Min-

isters are summoned to London for
Thursday next Salisbury went to Wind-
son yesterday for a conference with ber
majesty, and returned to London tliis
evening.

Amongst the troubles menacing
tho Government is the habit tbe Irish
members have oi irregular attendance.
Iftbe practice is continued, the absence
of sonic forty Irish members will render
tho Government liable to defeat at any
moment.
IfAmerican subscriptions freely con-

tinue during tho final crisis, tbe home
rule party will be wonderfully heartened

Iand strengthened.
The resources of the Unionists are in-

exhaustible as compared with thos<> of
tiie Liberals, though it is learned that
assurances have been obtained by the
Liberal executives that wealthy Glad-
stonians are ready to respond to de-
mands.

Regarding tho coming crisis in Parlia-
ment, a month must elapse before tha
actual business ol" the Houso begins, if
this is followed by a change of Govern-
ment, Gladstone may tako forthwith
from the Ministry numbers which may
require re-election. Tbo Liberals thus
calculate tbat it will be October before
the new Government can be called upon
to present to Parliament its programme.
Itis probable Gladstone will not begin
the work of legislation in the winter ses-
sion, but will postpone it until next
spring.

The number of members thus far re-
turned is 658, leaving eighteen yet unde-
cided. Tho Opposition combined num-
bers 342 aud tbe Unionists 310. Of tbe
eighteen seats yet unreturned, seven are
Irish and six Rritisb in tbo late Parlia-

jment, nine held by tlie Opposition and
! five by tho Unionists. As changes are

AWFUL DISASTER.
An Island Destroyed hy a Voleanlc

Eruption and l*i,OU(> People Perish.
LONDON, July 17.—The steamer Catter-

thum, which has arrived at Sydney, N.
S. W., reports that whon she touched at
tho Island of Timor there was a rumor
current that the Island of Sangis, in the
Malay Archipelago, bad been destroyed
by a volcanic eruption aud tbo whole
population, comprising I^OUO, perished.
Tho Catterthum steamed for hours
through masses of volcanic debris.

The Eismarek Controversy.
LONDON, July 17.—The Berlin corre-

When Prince Bis-
maivk. who always asserted that be had
done no wrong, and bad nothing to regret
or withdraw, is classed by his own
friends among those for whom the mercy
ofthe crown can be invoked, it may be
assumed that the worst of the fight is
over."

CREMATED.

Tbe Lasrt Wish of t;»-.. President ot a
Suicide (in!; Fulfilled.

Chicago, July 17.—At Tiller, Indiana,
a small junction village, thirty miles
boul ' i of this city, the mortal remains
of Morris A I resident of the
Dallas, Texas, Suicide Club, was reduced
to ashes at a late hour last night. Tbo
Whitechapel Club of ibis city bad charge
of the strange ceremony.

The torch was applied to tbe pile of
pitch-soaked wood at 10:50 o'clock. Dur-
ing the five boms the body burned im-
pressive ceremonies were enacted about
the blazing pile. When the consuming
flames bad done their work the ashes
were gathered together with reverential
care,and placid in an urn, on which liv-
ing bands had traced in many hues pic-
tures symbolic of tho principles which
had once animated life.

Collins committed suicide nine days
ago, and left a remarkable letter, one ex-
tract from which explains its char
it was written to a friend named Ilan-
nora Jackson. Ho asked that bis body
be saved from the dissecting-room, and
concluded : "Please see that my body ia
turned over to the Whitechapel Club,
and that tbat organization incinerate it
according to the custom of the hoys, who
have always been my friends and well-
wishers. It is giowing dark. A minute
more and all will be light, or eternal
darkness. Gond-by, old friend."
