Poultry
was demoralized under a forced selling.

Mining stocks were inactive but strong at a
slight advance for the North Knds under the
leadership of Ophir and Consolidated Vir-
ginia. A report is current that in these two
mines an improvement has taken place, but
ItIs questionable whether itamounts to any-
thing more than enough to allow the stock
pool to, through cross orders, force prices up a
littleso as to sell all the shares that can be
disposed of at a profit. It is claimed that the

ducing mines are running higher.

The local money market continues excep-
tionally easy, witii accommodations readily
obtained on gilt-edged, two-name paper and
Warehouse receipts of staple goods. Ther.- is

Funds are now goinc
into the country for loaning on grain. Heavy
shipments of fruit Eastward have given a
liberal supply of Chicago and .New York ex-
changes.
