
THE LEVLE QUESTION.

The matter of the treatment of the city
levees has not received the official atten-
tion that was expected, and which, wo
submit, was due to the petition that was

respectfully presented by the citizens'
meeting, held three weeks ago. The re-
quest for estimates by engineers was not
complied with, and not until a week ago
was the City Surveyor requested to make
estimates, and tbeu he was limited to one
section of the levee. Of course he cannot
report for some time yet, and the meeting
to reassemble to-night will probably be
witbout the information it asked for.

The Trustees can possibly square thoir
action with conviction ol duty—we make
no assaults upon their motives—but the
Kixorti-Union does emphatically ar-
raign their judgment as grossly iverror.
They do not reflect tbe opinion of tho
people to-day in this levee matter, so lar
as their official^udgmcnt can be ascer-
tained from tbe unexplained delay re-
ferred to, and the commitment of the
subject to tbe City Surveyor aloue, and
that for but a small section of the front
levee.

The Record-Union knows whereof it
speaks when it says that seven-tenths of
the property values of the city to-day, by
personal representation, is emphatically
in favor of the proposition to raise the
front levee irom above tbe railroad shops
to T street four and five feet, aud broaden
it upon the top to sixty feet; that seven-
tenths of property values is to-day in
favor of this being done, regardless of
the cost, and at once, and to that end will
favor a lien upon city credit, or almost
any other means to accomplish the end.

The Record-Union knows whereof ie
speaks when it says that Sacramento is
taking infinite harm to-day, aud will
take much more, because this improve-
meut is not mado. It is uot because our
own people have fears, but because it is
an absolute necessity, and a present and
pressing one, that the outside public shall
by visible evidence be convinced of the
absolute safety of the levees. As an old-
time citizen and large property-owuer
puts it in a commuuicatiou to this paper,
"tho improvement asked for by the meet-
ing, at a cost of $100,000, would be better
than a policy of insurance underwritten
at minimum rates upon the entire valua-
tion of all property in the city, against
any and all damage or depreciation, were
such insurance possible."

It is evident that ifanything more than
patchwork is to be done this season, it
must be undertaken now; but to do so
there must be some guarantee of pay-
ment Before the matter can now be
submitted to the people, and the legal
steps accomplished for creating the lia-
bility, the season will have passed.
entertain the belief that there is enough
of public spirit and conviction of the
need for the work to secure the guarantee.
Ifso, what remains is to make suoh a
showing to the Trustees of the desire of
their constituents that they can feel re-
lieved of responsibility, and be induced
to order the necessary steps to be taken.

The gentlemen composing the board,
will, we take it, concede the demaud of
the people, if it is made in a manner
clearly convincing that it is free willand
representative ofa large majority of tax-
payers. We can understand why they

should move cautiously and not rush
into costly improvements without reflec-
tion; but we submit that the time which
has elapsed since the high water of May
has been ample, and that at least there is
no reason why the sense of the people
upon this question may not be taken,
even in an informal w*ay, and every rea-
Bon why, when taken, it should bo com-
plied with.

This ascertainment can be by petition,
by canvass, by expression in mass meet-
ings, or by vote. It is not necessary,

*»owaver, that any of these means shall

be employed. Everyone who has made
a study of the subject knows what the

| wish of the property-owners is, and that j
|it does not find response among the !
officials with desired promptness is the
cause for comment upon the highway
that is not helpful to the city. A public
board, advised by tbe best engineering
skill and the voice of experience that a

certain work of protection is needed, j
ought to have the courage to take the
nanaaaaiy steps to accomplish it. One of j
these is submission of the proposition to |
create a liability to the vote ofthe people. ;
That action must be taken sooner or later;
to delay it is but to extend the menace j
that to-day cows values and keeps alive \u25a0

a sense of fear.

! SEIZCRE OF PROPERTY OF OTHERS.

The New York Independent, which is
deemed a calm reasoner, puts one phase
of the Homestead difficultyin the proper i
light, when it asserts that the error of the j
workers was in seeking to control tho
property of others. That is to say, their
right to strike, to cease work, is not to be
questioned; the right to ask a higher j
wage is undoubted as is the protest !
against reduction. The right to legiti-
mately organize for trade aud personal
benefit is indisputable; precisely the ;
right that owners have to organize trade, :
commercial, protective and mutually
helpful societies exists for workmen to

a-^'.ei.de themselves for legitimate and
ennobling purposes.

But if manufacturers, cauital combina-
tions or organizations attempted to usurp
the right of workers to possess property;

ifemployers seized upon the possessions
ofwage earners to compel them to compli-
ance the universal voice of mankind
would make known its protest, and the
Btr 'iig arm of tha law would interpose.
No more excuse can be made for tho at-

tempt to control the property of the em-
ployer than for an effort to coerce the
employe by like means.

This as a fundamental principle must

be maintained if we are to exist as a na-
tion of freemen, that every man's right
to his own property must be defended, no

matter if it be the mill of the corporation
or the cottage of the artisan.

Tho public sentiment regarding the
employment of Pinkerton forces is pretty
much one way, and it is sound. Theso
bodies oi armed men for hire to possess
property for owners, and to fight for it if
need bo, will not be tolerated, any more
than will be armed bodies in insurrec-
tion or by force seizing the property of
others. But the right of the owner to

take and possess the property the title of
which the law vests in him mast be
maintained. Upon it is based an un-

changeable principle of free government,
assault upon which means the threat of
anarchy.

When the hot blood cools the working-
men of this nation, m aud out of unions,
will realize that this is truth, and that
their own liberties iv largest measure de-
pend upon the maintenance of its integ-
rity. It must become permanent con-
viction in the minds of ihe wage

earners that they cannot afford to
set up the doctrine of seizure of the prop-
erty of employers iv the case of a strike
ora lock-out. Labor, to maintain itself
iree, aud to guarantee it's right to its own
possessions, must not make any stand for
seizure ol the employer's property as a
means to ends, no matter what the latter
may be.

We have high faith in the good sense of
the American people, and that it will
bring conviction to organized labor that
it must, to command for itself common

respect, put its heel upon this seizure of
property of others in its name, and of all
attempts to justify it.

Comment is made by strangers to our

discredit, because the streets of this city
are not, save in rare instances, indicated
by corner signs. Because our streets are
numbered in oue direction and lettered
in tbe other, the simplicity of the system
appears to us absolutely clear. But we
forget that to the stranger there Is no
knowledge communicated that tho streets
are indicated by sequence of numbers
and letters. To the visitor, therefore,
streets without corner signs aro perplex-
ing. It is a small matter to have the
streets properly marked at every corner.
It would prevent people who are unfa-
miliar with the city from being annoyed
and from losing time, and would there-
fore send them away in better frame of
mind concerning Sacramento. Itpays to
provide such conveniences, eveu in small
matters, as willconduce to the comfort of
visitors and induce them to speak well of
the place. The matter of street lettering
and numbering, for one thing, should
therefore be at once taken up and the
proper signs mounted before the large in-
fluxof visitors we expect in September.

Some one wants to construct an adobe

building at the World's Fair within the
California grounds as typical of early
California civilization. The Board of
Lady Managers of the Fair indorsed the
idea. For goodness sake, some one stop

up the mouth of the proposer, and shut
the door upon the lady managers. The
idea is a foolish one, meaningless, and
would, ifcarried out, be a source of mor-

tification, not of pride. Let tho adobe
hut live in memory only; we do not
need to perpetuate it by a type. Abroken
tile from its roof will be sufficient as a
curiosity to prevent it being whollyforgot-
ten; but even that should have small atten-

tion in the World's Fair. California should
be seen at Chicago for what she is, and is
capable of; be judged by her products
and the proofs of her capacity, not by the
suggestion of her era of inactivity, lazi-
ness, sun-dried mud bricks, and shiftloss-
ness. -•

The people of San Francisco who have
been so energetic in fighting the dive evil
have met with a serious reverse. The
Supervisors have refused their request to
take the granting of licenses to dives out
of political hands. But they should not
be discouraged, the seed they have sown
in the metropolis must yield bountifully
to-morrow, if not to-day. The dive's day
is not long in the land; the evil has been

.auccGßS-ully throttled in other con-muni*

ties, and can be in San Francisco. At
least these disreputable resorts can be put
under strict surveillance and driven to
quarters where they will bo least offen-
sive.

Government Lieu Land sales Declared

to be Invalid.

Tne result of this decision will be to re- I
open For entry many sections of Govern- I
ment land, and the purchasers affected |
willhave to look io the dealers for the re-
tarn of their money.

The lands to which the decision ap- j
plies are of the so-called swamp land class
only.
