Prehistoric Civilization.
In Egypt, writing and literatur

from before tho time of Abraham. Inlike manner we have no monumental c* -ideuce ot any tune when the Acadian
people of Babylonia were desti ute otwriting and science, and now v. i
that there were learned scribes in all thu
cities ofCanaan, and that the Phoenicians
and Southern Arabians knew their al-phabetages before Moses, while even tho
Greeks seem to have known alphabetic
writing long before the Mosaic age. Thmen, in short, were the descendants ottheNoachian Deluge, and therefore civ-
ilized from the lirst; and though we havono certain evidence of letters before tbeHood, except tiie-statement 01 the author
ol the Babylonian deluge tablets, that
Noah had written archives at Sippara I \u25a0 -fore going into the ork, yet it is quite cer-
tain that men who could build Noah's
ship are not unworthy ancestors ofthe
Phoenician seamen who probably
launched their barks on the Mediterra-nean before the death of Noah himself.Thus, whatever value wo may attach tothe record in Genesis, Aye cannot refuse
to admit that it is thoroughly consist nt
witb itself and with tho testimony of the
oldest monuments of Asia and Africa, asit is also with the evidence ofthe geologi-
cal changes of the Pleistocene and early
modern epoch. In like manner the
Egyptian inscriptions of the conquests of
Thotbmes 111. gives us a pre-Mosaic rec-
ord ofPalestinian geography correspond-
ing with that of the Hebrew conquest,
and the pictures of sieges coincide witb
tne excavations of Petrie at Lachish in
restoring those Canaanite towns, "walledup to heaven," which excited the fear of
the Israelites. Neither can we BCoflf at
the illiteracy of men who were carrying
on diplomatic correspondence in written
dispatches before Genesis was compiled.
