They lived before the
dogmatism, ecclesiastic-ism and 'experi-
mentaliso-rof the past, as well as the
'conduct 1 ofthe future."

The New York Churchman (P. E.)
thinks that "Inany case, the Parliament
of Religious, which is to be a conspicu-
ous part ofthe great Columbian Exhibi-
tion in Chicago noxt year, may be con-
fidently expected to yield very unique
and instructive results. A clear state-
meut of the dogmas, laws, institutions,
morals, and actual workings of any of
the great religions ofthe world, by one of
its own prolessors and believers, would
bo suro to differ very widoly from the re-
ports of missionaries or the speculations
ofoutside observers. When a man tries
to estimate the probable future of Chris-
tianity as tiie religion for all mankind, he

isumesthat all human beings are alike
in those particulars with which such a
religion as Christianity is most concerned.
Thus, for instance, he assumes that all
men love or desire truth, a foundation of
verifiable fact; that they have a deep
sense ofsin and longing for redemption;
and so on. Whereas truth, fact, seemed
even to Pilate and to the Roman rulers
afterwards wholly irrelevant, it seemed
to them simply absurd to make a fuss
about a formal recognition ofthe divinity
ofthe Caesar on the ground that he was
not, as a matter of fact, divine; because
his divinity was a mere political or social
hypothesis, and would answer its pur-
pose equally well whether true or false.
Similarly-, to its adherents the Christian
religion is precious because it 'opens the
kingdom of heaven to all believers,' and
assures them ofa life beyond the grave.
But to millions of mankind that would
bean intolerable and crushing burden,
lhe only heaven they care for is the ex-
tinction of personality.''

"There is one more evidence of tho
secularisation of life in these days that
must not be overlooked," says the Watch-

am ißapt.) of Boston, "and that is the
adoption by so many churches of the
methods ofthe world. There are churches
in almost every community of any sizo
that are hardly moro than religious clubs,
as in almost evt-iy such community there
are pulpits that have boen converted into
platforms for the discussion of about
every conceivable subject that can
"catch" the popular ear.

"Ifhis arrange-
ment is faulty, why, let us have one that
is better. Ifit be well to move for recog-
nition of the right of parochial schools to
share in the funds raised by taxation for
the purposes of education; if the word is
sent out by our hierarchy that such, in
their conscientious judgment, is the right
and proper thing to' do, we believe ivall
confidence that thoy will find a hearty
support among the laymen who have to
bear the burden of double taxation.
Whatever the programme devised, oppo-
sition may be counted upon in the begin-
ning by the fanatical elemeut, just as the
arrangement of Archbishop Ireland,
mim as it is considered by some, has to
contend with in Minneapolis at this mo-
ment—the Protestant ministers having
formed a union to destroy it—but just so
surely as the cause is God's cause, victory
will follow. Itwill be a proud day for
New York Catholics if. as the result of
Pope Leo's recommendation, the Bishops
cab upon them to take the lirst stand in
the battle for their rights as parents,
guardians, citizens and Christians."
