Weekly Review of the San .Fran-
cisco Market,

“Wheat Hizher—Dairy Produce Firm—
Dried ¥ruit Active—Sacra-
mento Market.,

SAN Fraxcisco, July 28, 1592.

For the week under review there have been
Very few changes in the general merchandise
market, but what there were the corrected
quotations show, Ta# fecling among mer-
chants is becoming more buoyant, with the
feeling strengthening that we are on the eve
of more prosperous times. This feeling is
grounded on large railroad construction and
other important improvements in all parts of
the State, éombined with the commencement
of a boom in land suitable for Frauit culture.
In Farm Produce the week has been unevent-
ful, outside of Fruit. Wheat has held strong
under light offerings and a fair demand.
Buyers find it difficult to have their wants
met without paying an advance, and when
they so bid up it is generally conditional that
the higher prices must not be reported. For-
eign and Eastern advices are favorable to
better prices betore winter sets in, The large
list of vessels in port and on the way, as-
sures us of a liberal supply of tonnage
with which to market the surplus at
reasonable freights, Barley has been in good
demand, chiefly for the better grades for home
brewers and for export. Receipts were very
large, but the low prices induced free buying.
Oats weakened slightly under free offerings of
new and a slow demand. Corn has held to
sirong prices, owing to short crop prospects
in this State and at the Fast. Rye has ruled
very strong under firm holding and a fair ex-
pori demand. All Kinds of Ground Feed ruled
steady, except Bran, which sold lower under
free receipts. Hay strengthened slightly when
receipts fell off, but with Increased receipts
the poorer grades sold off again, but the more
choice were steady. Gilt-edged Butter and
Chéese advanced slightly under a good de-
mand and moderate supplies coming for-
ward. Itis claimned that any further advance
in Butter will send the retail trade to pickled.
In its general review of the situation the
Rural Presssays that Eggs are cleaning up,
and as the supply of poor to fair lessens the
better kinds stiffen. Garden stuff, except Corn
and river Tomatoes, which sold lower, has
moved off quite freely at around prices cur-
rent the preceding week, Onions have moved
ofl’ siowly at unchanged quotations., Potatoes
had poor support from buyers, and with free
receipts concessions were in order. Poultry
has ruled quite steady. Colored and Lima
Beans scored another advance under moder-
ate supplies, a good demand and a light crop.
Honey has held firm. Hops nave strength-
ened, with buyers willing to contract on bids
lately current. This is due to unfavorable
crop advices received from New York, Eng-

land and Germany. Wool was held to
unchanged figures. Live stock has not

changed essentially, although a weaker tone
is reported in bullocks. Fruit has fluctuated.
Berries sold loweron Friday and Saturday,
strengthened on Monday, and yesterday
blackberries sold lower, while the other varie-
ties held steady, Peaches held up well until
Monday, #vhen at the auction sale lower
prices were established, with another lower
range at the auction sale yesterday.
pears suffered in a like manner. Apricots,
none of which have been sold at auction,
shaded off slightly on Friday and Saturday,
but were firm on Monday, and yesterday they
sold higher., Carmers were the leading buyers.
Apples have been steady, as have plums, nec-
tarines and prunes. Only peaches and pears
have been sold at auction, both of which have
sold down. There is a very strong buying
competition between eanners and shippers for
peaches, apricots and pears, Canners are
quite anxious for the two former. They are
also taking plums and pears more freely than
for over two years., Lonfirmed advices of
short crops at the East, and an active demand
at higher prices for the canned product, are
the stimulus. Dried fruit is doing better. with
higher prices bid for all kiads. Even apples
show signs of advancing. Our Eastern ad-
vices report strong and somewhat excited
markets at improving prices, yet the same
advices report that the trade is not taking
hold much as yet, being skeptical. This indi-
cates that the movement is largely, if not al-
togéether, speculative. Raisins are creepiug
up. Buyers are taking everything in sight
and freely contracting for future delivery.
New York advices report the market higher
for 1891 'stock, with the tendency still up-
ward, Some dealers claim that if the cholera,
now reported in Russia, shoula spread to
Italy, Spain and France, California prunes,
raisins, ete., will be the gainer, for importa-
tion from the above nations will stop. Notto
be outdone, nuts are stronger, At New York,
Tarragona and Ivica, almonds have moved up
considerably, while Brazil nuts gained several
points. The advance is due to shortcrops
abroad. The advance inalmonds and Brazil
nuts has strengthened the other varieties.
