Aa yet, the
movement Is largely of a si«tcuiati\e cliar-
acter. it is claimed tliat, at the advance,
large, shrewd operators are selling, preferring

to let others make all that remains, rather
than take chanc. s themselves. Continued
reports oi a short prune crop abroad are a
farvorable tactor tn the market for that fruit.
Raisins and driel grapes are very strong for
future delivery. Ail the old stock on this
coast ami at tiie Baal baa been sloe nod up, and
\u25a0will g j into consumption before tiie new crop
comes ou the market.
