
BURNED BARNS.

Four of Them Destroyed Yesterday
Evening.

It Was the Old Story—The Firemen
Could Not Get a Sufficient

Water Supply.

Shortly after 5 o'clock last evening a
fire broke out in a barn in the alley bo-
'tween Tenth and Eleventh, E and F
streets, owned by P. Sullivan. It was
destroyed before the firemen could reach
it.

The flames meantime had attacked the
barns of E. Riley and Mrs. Mains, on the
fcame side of tho alley, and these were
mostly destroyed. A brick barn owned
by Mrs. H. C. Kirk, on the south side of
the alley was afso badly damaged.

Sullivan's barn was insured, but not
for quite its full value, and was worth
about $250.

There was no insurance on Mrs. Maius'
barn, and her loss was about §000.

In Riley's barn was stored a largo
quantity of baled hay, which was not in-
sured, and his loss is between §800 and
fc'l,ooo.

If there had been anything of a breeze
blowing at the time the firemen would
not have been ablo to prevent a serious
conflagration and great loss of residence
property. The fire occurred just at the
time when tiie city requires all domesiio
irrigation to be done—between 6 and H
o'clock—which practically confines the
irrigating to two hours, from sto 7. The
result was that nearly all the garden hose
in the city was in use and water was run-
ning irom thousands ofprivate hydrants.

Chief Guthrie tried to get four streams
of water, but could not; then he tried three.
but still there was no pressure, so he had
to come down to two streams with which
to fight tlames In four buildings. He
went to the Water Works building while
the pressure was still on, and the engineer
informed him that he could not get more
than forty pounds pressure with both
pamps running.

What a condition the city would be in
if several fires should break out at one
time, especially if at tbo time everybody
is using water! To be sure, there is an
ordinance that requires all house and
garden hydrants to be shut ott'during a
tire, but probably not one-third the popu-
lation hears the fire-whistle, and only a
i<w of these understand the necessity for
closing their hydrants.

Ry many persons the present regula-
tion is regarded as a bad one, for many
reasons, lt puts a strain upon the pumps,
and even theu they cannot give force
enough to throw a stream from "a quarter-
inch nozzle twenty feet. In case a lire
breaks out while all the garden hydrants
are open, as on yesterday, there is no
water for the firemen.

It might be worth while to suspend the
present rule governing the use of water,
find sco ifthe result would not be more
Kitisiaetory. Some, it is argued, would
use water at one hour in the day, some at
another, ami so on. there being at no time
a general use thereof. Ifthe result should
be unsatisfactory, the present method
could bo resumed.

Afterall, the only true remedy for the
vwhole thing would be a water supply
;.irom the eastern suburbs, with machin-ery that would give a guaranteed and
uniform pressure of ninety pounds all
over the city.
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CHINESE AND CHAINGANG.
Two Local Features tho Authorities

are Asked to Abolish.
Members of the Executive Committee

of the Federated Trades yesterday inter-
viewed City Attorney Hart in regard to
the possible removal of the Chinese from
I street, where their presence is regarded
as a meuace to the hoalth and safety of
the public.

Mr. Hart expressed the belief that such
removal could be legally accomplished
and will prepare an ordinance with that
object in view. Then petitions will be
circulated for signatures and the City
Trustees requested to pass tiic ordinance.

The committee also contemplates ask-
ing the Supervisors to abolish the chain-
gang upon the ground that it is degrad-
ing to men, besides interfering with free
labor.

NAVAL MILITIA.
A Display at Santa Cruz Noxt Week—

Commander Glass.
Commander Henry Glass of the navy,

who is stationed at present at Mare Isl-
and, arrived in town last evening.

He is here to see Governor Markham
with reference to tho proposed grand
review of the naval militia at Santa Cruz
next week. It is proposed to move sev-
eral war ships from the navy yard and
from San brftncisoo to Santa Cruz, so
that the entire battalion cau bo maneuv-
ered.

THE BUGLE SOUNDS.

And the National Guardsmen are
About to Move.

Troops Will be Pouring Into C.nta
Cruz Until MiduljfhtTo-Night

—Latest Pointers.

At 2:50 o'clock this afternoon the First
Artillery Regiment, Band, Signal Corps
and officers will leave by special train for
Santa Cruz, going via Oakland. Com-
pany C will arrive from Nevada City this
morning at 10:10, and Company P will be
picked up at Davisville. The train will
reach camp about midnight.

All baggage must be left at the depot
by noon, and the horses will be at the
freight depot, at the foot of I street, at 1
o'clock.

The men will take rations for use en
route.

Most of the brigade stall will leave on
the regalar 10:40 train this forenoon, as
there is considerable preliminary work
to be done in locating the guard-line and
other matters.

Colonel Houshaw's regiment will pass
through the city about noon on its way to
camp, and willbe due in Santa Cruz at 6
i>. M.

Lieutenant-Colonel McKee and family
and Major Ryan and family have already
gone. Major J. D. Gilchrist will not be
in camp, being ill at his home in Pasa-
dena. This is a source of regret to the
Brigade Stall", as he is a very capable
officer and popular with the home regi-
ment. He is about the only officer on
the staff who will be absent, except Major
Heilbron, who is in Europe on a fur-
lough.

Major Weinstock will act as Inspector
of Rifle Practice and Ordnance Officer
during the encampment. He willhave
some 3,000 rounds of ammunition shipped
to camp for target practice and volley-
firing, which will be interesting if the
present plans are carried out.

All who have revolvers are requested
to take them along, as there will be prac-
tice with that weapon also.

Major M. J. Dillman willnot be able to
go to camp until the middle of the week.
"Archie," of Camp Stoneman fame, is
going along with the stall' as a protege of
Major Weinstock. He is to be rigged up
to look like General as much as
possible.

Colonel Hubbard has received the
Tenth Battalion roster, showing thirty-
one officers and men in one company and
thirty-seven iv the other. The battalion
is from Humboldt County, aud will be a
part of the First Brigade.

Colonel Guthrie says that all that are
going to camp should get their tickets be-
fore 12 o'clock to-day. Xo tickets will be
sold on the train.

"OLE" ROBBERSON'S COW.

Carter Jackson Tells How* He Killed
the Animal.

A Wearisome "Utlgatlonary'" Difficulty

ln Early Days That Cost liim

Money and a "Hoss."

"As for me, Inever was in lit;gati onary
trouble but onect," said Special Officer
Carter Jackson yesterday. Mr. Jackson is
the "old reliable" of the colored pioneers,
and he was in a mood to revert to ancient
history.

Hit lasted nigh on to live
year, an' Idon't want to be agin the law
no more.

"You see, I've been here 'bout forty
years, an' all over the earth pretty much
at different spells, an' I've got to be 'bout
76 years old. When I fust came here I
lived 'way out yonder on Cosumines
Plains, an' I loaned old mau Robberson
a mighty good ritle, which I didn't have
much use for, no how. So one day I
went over to his place and got the gun
and started for homo agin.

"Well, sah, afore I got more'n half
way back what should jump up, an'
squat right in front of me but ono of the
biggest jack-rabberts Iever see! He was
one ofthese old bars- no cottontail 'bout
him. I didn't lose no time, but jus'
brought the oie ritle to my shoulder, this
yer way, an' aim't along tho bar'l an'
pull'd!"

"Killed him, did you?"
"No sah: never teched him! But, bless

me, if that _un didn't shoot about a milo, jan'the ballet hit old Kobberson's cow
right yor, atwixt tho eyes, an' she drapt!"

"Killed her, eh?"
"Yes, sah: she didn't no more'n kick a

few kicks, an' was the defunctest cow I
ever see. Well, I went over to the 010
man's aud tole him I diddn't want no
trouble, an' wanted to do right: said I'd
pay $75 and tako tho cow an' let him keep
the oalf.bnt he swore as how he'd have fit 0
or he'd sue. As $75 was a big price for
the animal, 1 tole him I'd die fust.

"Well, Robberson he sued an' got er
jedgment agin me, an' I card the ease
over to the other Justis an' beat him, an'
then a new Jedge was elected an' Robber-
son beat me agin an' got his jedgment.
Then i tole him he might keep his
jedgment, as I guessed 1 had relations
enough to hold all my property as wasn't
exempted.
"Ihad two guns which the Constable

levied onto, and the lawyers got ther
proceeds, and Robberson had to put up
about a hundred dollahs, and we jest
kep'that cow case agoin' for nigh outo
loah years. Finaldly Robberson came
over to my place and says:

" 'Jackson, what yo want o' dat old
boss dere ?'

"Isee he was a mighty good horse on-
til he was wore out, au' I calkilated I
could take care o' him.

"Robberson says, says he: 'Yo better
gimme that boss as a compromise of the
case, an' we'll quit de costs.'

'1 haddn't no yuse for do boss, but I
hung back awhile an' tinl'y said: 'Rob-
berson, lake do boss.' Well, sah, Rob-
berson couldn't wait hardly till I uu-
hitched do animal, an' he took him, an' I
hain't been indicated in no legalization
since.

"Idon't want no inference of do costs,
no mo. Icau defend my own right, an'
mm' my own businessman' if anybody
interferes with me they better pos'pon'e
other affairs till we settle up on a hand-
to-hand base."

He argued
that the offense was one committed every
day by what are considered good citizens,
and that eveu newspapers aro constantly
violating the laws in regard to lotteries.
Ho claimed that the law transgressed by
Ginsberg was practically a dead statute,
inasmuch as it was not enforced.

Judge Craveus said, in pronouncing
sentence, that it was true the law was vio-
lated daily, but this was not a sufficientreasou why an offender found guilty
should not be punished. He held it was
the duty of the officers and courts to en-
force the law as it appeared on the statute
books. It was, however, evident that a
great many people encouraged the traffic
in lottery tickets, for if there were no
purchasers there would certainly not be
many sellers. The Judge thought such
violations of the law ought to contribute
substantially to the maintenance of the
courts, but in this instance he did not
feel like inflicting the extreme penalty.
He therefore aunouncedhis judgment as
ahueofj_4o.

Jim Hee, a Chinese found guilty of
petty larceny, was sentenced to forty days
in the County Jail.
