ANOTHER SLOT MACHINE.

The Novel Invention of a Native Son
of Sacramento.

A resident of this city—who is' a na-
tive son, but evidently has Yankee, blood
in his veins and Yankee brains in his
head —has invented what is known in
patent-office phrase as an "automatic
vending machine," but which in com-
mon parlance will be known as the
"stationary slot machine." It is built
entirely of metal.

The purpose of the machine is to fur-
nish tho public, the transient public
especially, with greater facilities for writ-
ing and mailing letters. Tlie machine is
so constructed that liy dropping a nickel
in a slot and touching a spring a sheet of
writing paper and a stamped envelope is
handed, as it were, to the purchaser. <>n
either side are two folding leaves, or lids,
which on being drawn down ailord an
easy and convenient desk for writing.
Pen and ink are also provided, and the
writer, when through, can mail his letter
in a box provided beneath.

The inventor intends, it is understood,
to have the machines manufactured here,
and ifso, it willadd another industry and
givo employment to a number of me-
chanics.

THE GAME LAW.

Trouble Can be Avoided by Studying
Its Provisions.

The Shooting: Season Is Approaching,

But Gunners Should Check

Their Enthusiasm.

The wild game crops of this season will
soon be matured, but the law has wisely
fixed a limit to the time during which
game may be killed. It may be well to
mention, also, that the State Sportsmen's
Association is prepared to prosecute any
and all persons found violating the pro-
visions of the law, which are as follows:

"Every person who, in the State ofCal-
iiornia, between the Ist day of March and
the Ist day of October, in each year, hunts,
pursues, takes, kills or destroys auy
quail, partridge, or grouse, or any kind
oi wild duck or rail, is guilty of a misde-
meanor. Every person who, in any of
the counties of the State of California, at
any time, takes, gathers or destroys the
eggs ol any quail, partridge or grouse, or
mallard duck, or any kind ol summer
duck, red head, teal or any gray duck, or
any o;her kind of wild duck, is guilty of
a misdemeanor.

"Every person who, in the State of
California, between the Ist day of Janu-
ary and the Ist day of July in each year,
hunts, pursues, takes, kills or destroys
doves, is guilty ofa misdemeanor.

•'Every person who, in auy of the coun-
ties in the ."-tate ofCalifornia, hunts, pur-
sues, takes, kills or destroys any male
deer, antelope, mountain sheep or buck
for the period of two years from the date
of the passage of this Act, is guilty of a
misdemeanor.

"Every parson in the State of California
; who has inhis possession any green bides

or any green skins ofapy deer, elk, ante-
lope or mountain sheep, killed alter the
passage of this Act, and !>e.ore the e.\-

. piration of two years from the date of the
passage ol tins Act, is guiity of a misde-
meanor. '"Every person in the State of Califor-
nia who at any time, hunts, pursues,
kills, takes, or destroys any lent ale deer,
antelope, elk, mountain sheep, or doe,
Bhall be guilty of a misdemeanor.

"Every person who shall al any time
hum, pursue, take, kill, or destroy any
spotted fawn, is guiity ofa misdemeanor.

"Every person who shall take, kid. or
destroy any of the animal-; or birds
mentioned in this section, at any lime,
unless the carcass of sneh animal or bird
is used or preserved by the person tak-
ing or slaying it, or is sold for food, is
guilty of a misdemeanor.

"Every person who sliall buy, sell,
oiler or expose for Bale, transport or carry,
or havo in his possession, any deer or
deerskin; or any hide, or pelt, from
which the evidence of sex has heen re-
moved, or any of the aforesaid game, at a
time when it i.s unlawful to kill the same,
as provided by tliis anu subsequent sec-
tions, is guilty of a misdemeanor.

"Every person who takes, catches, or
kills, or exposes for sale, <»r has in his
possession, any speckled trout, brook or
salmon trout, or any variety of trout, be-
tween the tirst day of November and the
lirst day of April in the following year,
except salmon trout taken with rod and
line in tide water, is guilty of a misde-
meanor.

"Fishing for salmon, shad, etc., be-
tween 6 o'clock Saturday evening and
sundown of succeeding Sunday, prohib-
ited.

"Fishing by explosives, or by pound,
weir, cage, trap or set nol, prohibited."
