•works was unwise, because it is conceded

on all sides that the dotritus in the lower
canyons must be stayed in its descent,
and that this can be done only by re-
straining works. We do not falter a par-

ticle in our loyalty to the right of low-
land dwellers to be protected; but we
have held, and were the first to so hold,
that the best means to that end is the
commitment of the Federal Government
to the doctrine, by action, that it must

take care of the navigable drainways and
prevent their degeneracy by reason of

mining work. In that direction the

Government has been moving in recent
years. Not all has been accomplished,

not the celerity made manifest that the
people have hoped for, but something has

been done.
By the assertion of the legal rights ot

the valley hydraulic mining was put
tinder a ban, and the industry if ever
prosecuted must be done without inva-

sion ofthe rights of others, and we have

understood the miner to concede this.
Upon that conception a truce was ar-

ranged that promised brightly for both
contending interests. The action now
taken tends to put the whole question
back to the original starting point.

We do not impugn the motives of the

movers, or entertain any doubt of their

sincerity, but that their action will en-
courage Federal activity in treatment of

the rivers we do doubt. The action of

the convention however will so
sharply draw the lines and newly
emphasize the whole question as to pos-
sibly result in so interesting all of the
people of the State in it, that early good

will come out ofit.
The question from the standpoint of

the gentlemen of the convention is not

one susceptible of calm debate, but in
governmental councils no other willbe
possible. We wish the navigability o

the rivers to be restored and preserved

by the Federal Government, believing
that such a policy adopted will carry

with it full protection to the valley. I
in that accomplishment hydraulic min-
ing can be permitted, the valley willnot
have reason to complain. If it cannot,
and it has not been so determined, no

right of the valley will be fortified, nor
will the Government ever engage in the
risk and at the same time permit it to be
undone.

TO-MORROW NIGHT'S MEETING.

The meeting of citizens at the Court-
house to-morrow night, to consider the
levee improvement question, should be
largely attended. The time should not
be wasted in the advancement and dis-
cussion of questions about relief ways,
canals, cuts and escape weirs. Eventually
those matters must be considered, but
not by Sacramento alone. The people
may differalso, considering exactly what
should be done now, but the divergence
of opinion should not be so urgently
presented and persistently adhered to,

as to defeat all action. There must be
concession and yielding on all sides, to
the end that the greatest need shall have
first attention.

Admittedly that need relates first to
the front levee, that ruus down grade as
it goes up stream, as was demonstrated
by the Record-Union's official profile
map recently printed in these columns ;
secondly, to the raising of the Y-street
levee, which is between three and four
feet lower for some blocks than the high
back-water mark of 187S on the R-street
grade. Lastly, to the treatment, where
necessary, of the east and north levees.

At the meeting close estimates will be
reported by the citizens' committee ofthe
cost of the work most pressingly de-
manded. The business ot the assem-
blage should then be directed to the ques-

tion of ways and means.
Itis the judgment of citizens who are

familiar with financial problems and the

city's credit, that the money can be had,

and that its repayment can be distributed
over such a period as will divide the bur-

den among those immediately benefited

and the oncoming generation, and that

unless this is done the city credit, now
tjood, willsuffer.

Such disposition of the matter will re-
quire a vote of the people. The proposi-

tion willbe submitted by the Trustees, if

a petition fairly representative is pre-

sented and a remonstrance no stronger is

filed. So far as remonstrants are con-

cerned, we do not believe that there axe

thirty in tbe city, while a petition signed
by many hundreds of large taxpayers
and small can be procured in a few hours
oftime. Ifthere is any objection to the
proposed improvement and the removal
ofthe menace to the city we have failed
to hear of it. The columns of the Record-
Unjon have been and are open to the
people to present objections, but not one
communication has been submitted. We
invite those who can advance concisely
stated and reasonable objections to do so.
In fact it is desired by the people that ob-
jectors, ifthere are any, should come for-
ward now and enlighten the public.

This whole matter is a subject of free,
candid and unrestrained debate, one of
reason and conviction. All that anyone
wants concerning it is the truth. We
trust, therefore, that any hesitancy on the
part of those who believe that there is no
need for levee improvement, will be put
aside and any possible statements within
reason, that can be made against levee
improvement now, and the means sug-

gested to accomplish it, wiil be advanced
unreservedly through these or other col-
umns.

VyHEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF
• * the State of California, at its twenty-

ninth session, beginning on the sth day of
January, a. d., 1891, two-thirds of all the
members ejected to each of the two Houses 6t
said Legislature voting in favor thereof, pro-
posed the following described amendments to
the Constitution of the State of Calilornia,
t>j wit:

Amendment Number One.

[Senate Constitutional Amendment No. lO.j
Article IV.

Section 2. The sessions of the Legislature
shall commence at 12 o'clock m. oh the first
Monday alter the. lirst day oi January next
succeeding the election ot Its members,and
shall be biennial, unless the Governor shall in
the intcnni convene the Legislature by procla-
mation. >'o pay snail be allowed to members
(or a longer period than one hundred days,
and no bill shall be Introduced in either House
aitt r the expiration of sixty days from the
commencement of each session, without the
consent oftwo-thirds ot the members thereof.

Amendment Number Two.

[Assembly Constitutional Amendment No. 7.,

tion. The Legislature may, in its discretion,
abolish the office of Surveyor-General, and
none of the officers hereinbelore named shall
receive for their own use any fees or perqui-
sites for the perfomance oi any officialduty.

Amendment Number Four.

[Assembly Constitutional Amendment No. 5.]
Article IV.

Section 34. No bill making an appropria-
tion for money, except the general appropria-
tion bill, and the deficiency bill for the appro-
priation of money exclusively devoted to the
support of the General Government and State
institutions, shall contain more than one
appropriation, and that lor a single and cer-
tain purpose, to be therein expressed. When
the deficiency bill is presented to the Gover-
nor, he may object to one or more items,
while approving other portions ot the bill.
No officerot the Stale shall have power to in-
cur any deficiency except In case of actual
necessity, and then only upon the written
authority, first ouiained, of the Governor,
Jecretary of State and Attorney-General.
\.uy deficiency incurred in violation of this
irovisiou shall be void, and the Legislature
shall not have the power to appropriate money
to pay the same.

Amendment Number Five.

Senate Constitutional Amendment No. 14.]
Article XI.

Section 8. Any city containing a popula-
lon of more than three thousand five nun-

Ured inhabitants, may frame a charter for its
own government, consistent with and subject
o the Constitution and laws of this Stale, by

causing a board ol fifteen freeholders, who
•hall have been for at least five years imaiiilcd
electors thereof, to be elected Dy the
uualiiied voters of said city at any general
or special election, whose duty it shad
be, within ninety ds^ys after such elec-
ion, to prepare and propose a charter
or such city, which thai] oe signed, in dupli-

cate, by the members of such Board, or a maj-

ority of them, and returned, one copy to the
Vla> or thereof, or other chief executive officer
of such city, and the oiher to tiie Recorder ot
,he county, such proposed charter shall then
ms published in two daily newspapers of gen-
eral circulat on in such city, lor at least twenty
days, and the nrst publication shah oe maae
.•. ithin twenty days after the completion of
the charter; provided, that In cities containing
a population ot not more than ten thousand
uhaoitauts sucu proposed charter shall be

published in one such daily newspaper; and
within not less than thirty days alter such
publication it shall be submitted to the quail-

ed electors of such city at a general or
special election, and if a majority of such
qualified electors voting thereat shall ratify
the same, it shall thereafter be submitted- to
the Legislature for its approval or rejection
as a whole, without power of alteration or
amendment. Such approval may be made
by concurrent resolution, and Ifapproved by
a majority vote of the members elected to
each bouse, itshall become the charter of such
city,or if such city be consolidated with a
county, then of such city and county, and
6hall become the organic law thereof, and su-
persede any existing charter and all amend-
ments thereof, and all laws inconsistent with
sucli charter. A copy of such charter, certi-
fied by the Mayor, or chief executive officer,
and authenticated by the seal of such city,
setting fortb the submission of such charter
to the electors, aud its ratification by them,
shall, after the approval of sucn charter by
the Legislature, be made,B^ duplicate,
and deposited, one in the omce oi
the Secretary of State, and the other,
after being recorded in said He-
corder's office, shall be deposited in the arch-
ives of lue city, and thereafter all Courts shall
take judicial notice of said charter. ihe
charter, so ratified, may be amended at inter-
vals of not iess than two years by proposals
therear. subinittea by the legislative author-
ityof lue city to the qualified elector* thereof,
at a general or special election, held at least
forty days after the publication of such pro-
posals for twenty days in a daily newspaper
of general circulation in such city, and rati-
fied by at least three-fifths of the qualified
electors voting thereat, and approved by tne
Legislature, as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the charter. In submitting any
sucu charter, or amendments thereto, any al-
ternative article or proposition may be pre-
sented for tne choice of the voters, and may
be voted on separately without prejudice tc
others.

Now, therefore, pursuant to the provision!
of the Constitution, and an Act oi the Legisia-

turc entitled "An Act to provide for the sub-
mission oi"certain proposed amendments to
the Constitution of the State of California to
the qualified electors for their approval." ap-
proved Miuvh 7, a. d. 1883, viz.: ".Section 1.
Whenever the Legislature shall propose any
amendment or amendments to the Constitu-
tion of till* suite, which amendment or
amendments shall have been passed in the
manner and form required by section one of
article eighteen of the Constitution, and no
other mode is provided by law for the sub-
mission oi^uch amendment or amendments

! to the p« ople ;or the* approval, It shall be
the duty ot the Governor to advertise such
proposed amendment or amendment* in at
[east lour newspapers of general circulation in

[tnlsSUtte, for three months next preceding
i the next general election, one of said news-
papers must be published at the city of Sacra-

I mento, and twoat the city of Baa Francisco;
and in Issuing hit proclamation for an election
;it which aiiy amendment or amendments
to the i 'oustitutiun are to be voted upon, ho
>iiai! include such amendment or amend-
ments therein, and he shall designate them by
nnmbers, in the order in which they have
been proposed." The said amendments are
su omitted, to be separately voted upon by
ballot by the qualiiied electors of the State, on
