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EASTERN FREIGHT TARIFFS.

The Clipper Ship Lines to be Met
DB Their Own Ground.

KATES TO BE REDUCED BY THE
SOUTHERN PACIFIC SYSTEM.

A Clothing Store at Sisson Burglar- I

ized and Nino Hundred Dollars In

Coin Taken—A Dispute Over a Min-

ing Claim Results in a Fatal Shoot-

ing—Two Children Burned to Death

ln a Fire at Seattle.

Special to the Record-Union.
Sax Francisco, Aug. IL—The South-

ern Pacific Railroad apparently has every :

intention of meeting the new clipper
lines, and all other competing concerns
for that matter, ou their own ground in a
fairand square fight for through freight
business between this city and the East.
As a member of the two great railroad
associations ofthe West—the Transconti-
nental and Western TrafficAssociations
—the company cannot of course act in-
dependently in the matter ofcutting rates,
but it proposes to make material reduc-
tions if it can obtain the requisite au-
thority.

To this end a list of reductions averag-
ing about 50 per cent, on many classes of
freight has been prepared, and every en-
deavor will be used to secure favorable
action upon it by the powers inauthority.
Some at least of the other companies in
the Transcontinental Association are
known to have heretofore been antago-
nistic to the proposed cuts, but it is
hoped they may be won over. If not
there remain the Commissioners of tho
Western TrafficAssociation to appeal to.
Snch an anpeal has in fact already been
made, and willbo acted upon before long
ifthis is not rendered unnecessary by an
agreement being reached at tho forthcom-
ing meeting ofthe Transcontinental Asso-
ciation.

TRAFFIC MANAGER GRAY.
To a l'o*t representative, who called

upon him in relation to the matter this
morning, Mr. Gray, General Traffic
Manager of the Southern Pacilic, spoke
very frankly.

"These reductions are proposed," he
said, "because of the manner in which
the clipper lines have begun to cut freight
rales on through business. Thero is no
mystery about it at all. We do not pro-
pose to come down to tho clipper figures,
as, of course, wo do not need to do so,
considering that theirs is sea transporta-
tion whilo ours is by land. But we de-
sire to make such a reduction as, the
different conditions being considered,
may be sufficient for the purpose in
view.

"The list of proposed reductions as you
have them is correct, practically so at
least, but of course it is possible that
changes may yet be made. You under-
stand that these are not new rates already
fixed, but simply such as we propose to
try aud have agreed upon. Something
may be done about it at the meeting of
the Transcontinental Association on the
24th, or ifnot, then the governing body
of the Western Traffic Association, to
which we have already appealed, may do
something. The Western Traffic Asso-
ciation includes, you understand, the
Transcontinental Association and several
other minor bodies."

"The Southern Pacific does not pro-
pose, then, to make these rates independ-
ently?"

"Oh, no. The Southern Pacific is not
in a position to act independently in such
matters. No road is nowadays where
through business is concerned."

NORTH-BOUND FREIGHTS.
In a conversation which the Post repre-

sentative had with Mr. Sproul of the
freight department, that gentleman cor-
rected an erroneous statement recently
circulated to the effect that the late re-
duction made by the Southern Pacific on
north-bound freights had been rendered
necessary by the fear that tho Great
Is'orthern Railway might soon inaugurate
an effective opposition.

"The Great Northern has no more to
do with it than that streeet car line out
there," said Mr. Sproul. "The fact of
the matter was that the Union Pacific re-
duced its rates to Portland, and our peo-
ple made a corresponding change in or-
der to preserve tho differentials, so to
speak, as far as possible. To be more
specific, the Southern Pacific desires to
preserve to Sau Francisco merchants the
same advantages heretofore enjoyed as
compared with Portland and its business
men. The reductions made the Union
Pacific on overland freights would have
placed Sau Francisco importers and ]
shippers at a disadvantage as compared!
with those of Portland, but for the corre- i
sponding reduction between this city and
northern points made by the .Southern
Pacific. That is ail there is in that."

Eleven of the Cceur d'Alene Rioters
Sent to Prison.

Boise (Ida.), Aug. 11.—United States
District Judge Beatty this afternoon held
that eieveu of the Cceur d'Alene rioters
were guilty of contempt of court in vio-
lating the injuuetion served on them re-
straining them from interfering with,the
mine-owners in operation of the mines.
Judge Beatty sentenced the prisoners to
terms ranging from four to eight months.
Ten of the men who had been on trial
were discharged.

A Murderer Identified.
San Diego, Aug. IL—Francisco Torres,

suspected of beiug the murderer of
Madame Modjeska's ranch foreman in
Orange County, was taken to Santa Ana
this morning by Sheriff Lacy, who posi-
tively identified the prisoner. A good
purse found Lv his pocket with $5 in gold
and eighty-five cents in silver isexpected
to convict him. The Mexican answers
every question with a grunt.

Santa Ana, Aug. 11.—Francisco Tor-
res, murderer of Captain McKelvey, was
safely landed in jail by Sheriff Lacey at
noon to-day. Considerable excitement
prevails, but violence is not anticipated,
lie confesses killing McKelvey, but
claims it was done in self-defense.

Bed lilufrCannery.
Red Bluff, Aug. 11.—The Red Bluff

Cannery started up this morning on free-
stone peaches. About seventy-five hands
are employed. The machinery and ev-
erything else work liko a charm. The
force will be increased as the fruit ripens
and arrives. Over 200 tons of peaches
have been contracted for. Superintend-
ent Feely calculates on a two mouths'
run at Least. A carload of 45,000 cans ar-
rived this morning. Tho fruit brought
in is very line, and will make first-class
goods.

Run Over by (ars and Killed.
Elmira, Aug. 11.—This afternoon a

man named W. E. Roberts fell from a
brake beam of a freight car where he was
riding. The car wheel passed over his
chest, killing him instantly. Deceased
was about 27 years old and has a married
sister in Los Angeles. His companion, a
lad named Lester, whose relatives live in
Stockton, was riding alongside Roberts,
and had a narrow escape from beiug
dragged off.

Young Girl Murdered.
Delano, Aug. IL—Reta, the 14-year-

old daughter of Charles Alberts, living
six miles south of Delano, was found
dead iv her room last evening with a gap-
ing gunshot wound in her head. The
Coroner's jury to-day rendered a verdict
that the wound was produced by a
weapon in the hands of persons unknown
to the jury.

The Last Mementoes Burned.
San Diego, Aug. 11.—The house of

William Lester, at La Mesa District, ten
miles out, has been found in ashes. Two
men are suspected of incendiarism. The
last member of the Lester familyrecently
died by a house tailing on him. His wife
and all his family have been accidentally
killed, and all mementoes of them weroburned.

Two Children Burned to Death.
Seattle, Aug. 11.—A fire early this

morning, destroyed the Elliott lodging-
house and three residences adjoining. It
is reported that two children perished in
the flames. The children were the sons
of Milton Tanner. Mrs. Elliott was badly
burned. The loss is $7,000; insured for
.3,000.

A Fatal Fall.
Angels Camp, Aug. 11.—This morn-

ing Gus Bruner, whilo out on the veranda
of his house near this place, lost his bal-
ance and fell to the ground, a distance of
twenty feet, sustaining injuries which
caused his death in a few hours. De-
ceased waa 68 years of ace and a brother
of Fred Bruner, the cattleman of Carson
Creek.

Fruit Going East From San Diego.
San Diego, Aug. 11.—The first refrig-

erator car offruit to go across tho conti-
nent from California Valley pulled into
the city to-day and goes to Minneapolis'
in tho morning, filled with peaches and
grapes and a small quantity of assorted
fruits. Others will follow "if this ship-
ment succeeds.

Will Attend the Columbian Celebra-
tion In October.

Washington, Aug. IL—About the
middle of October President Harrison
goes to New York to attend the Colum-
bian celebration. From there ho will go
to Chicago to attend the dedication of the
World's Fair. It is expected that Secre-
taries J. W. Foster, Elkins and Tracy
aad Attorney-General Miller willaccom-
pany the President to Chicago. They
will remain there two days.

While in the West the President may
make a trip through Indiana, Michigan
and, perhaps, Wisconsin. Mr. Harrison
expects to be in Indianapolis the latter
part of October, and willreturn to Wash-
ington just before the election, and wiil
receive the election returns at the White
House.

Miss Borden Placed Under Arrest.
Fall River (Mass.), Aug. IL—Miss

Lizzie Borden is under arrest, charged
with murdering her father and step-
mother last Thursday. The inquiry into
the crime has been conducted all day
with closed doors, and none ofthe details
have been given to the public. Miss Bor-
den was arrested to-night, some time
after the adjournment of the inquiry.
The prisoner will be arraigned in the
District Court to-morrow morning.

Five Men Killed.

The
jury should also have not have left the
State during the trial.

When told that his action had been an-
grily criticised by the press and people,
the Governor said: "I am Governor of
Tennessee, and I thought Iwas doing
right. lam responsible to my God for
the action I took." The Governor has a
large bundle of letters and petitions from
prominent citizens and public men ask-
ing him to pursue the course he has
taken.

Drought in Texas.
A Heavy Downpour Breaks tho

San Antonio (Tex.), Aug. 11.—Heavy
general rains have continued for several
days over Southwestern Texas, covering
the drought region on the Lower Rio
Grande and extending into Northern
Mexico, Where it has not rained foy three
years and where much suffering existed.
Washouts on the railroads are numerous

and a loss to bridges is reported at many
places. Twelve miles from here a water-
spout washed away the track of the
Southern Pacific and stranded soveral
farm houses. The downpour is invalua-
ble, breaking the extended drought and
ending much misery.

FRICK'S LIFE IN DANGER.

Another Anarchist Plot to Assassi-
nate Him Unearthed.

THIS TIME IT WAS HATCHED OUT
AT AUSTRIA'S CAPITAL.

One of the Men Hired to Go to Ilome-

Stead by the Pinkertons Sues the j
Managers of tho Detective Agency

for Twenty Thousand Dollars Dam-
ages for Injuries Received During

the Riot—Health Officials of New
York Fear an Epidemic of Small-
pox the Coming Fall.

Special to the Record-Union.
Pittsburg, Aug. IL—Tho Post will

publish a story ia the morning to the
effect that the polico have discovered an-
other anarchistic plotto assassinate Frick.
The assassin is Anarchist Aaronstann of
New York, who is a close friend of Berg-
man and Emma Goldman. Aaronstann
has been in this city for several days, and
it is claimed lias been waiting fora favor-
able opportunity to kill his victim. It is
said the plot was hatched out in Vienna,
and was given to the Xew York police by
Vice-Consul Eberhardt of Austria. The
information was given to Eberhardt by
an Austrian, who arrived in New York
recently with letters from high police
officialsOf Vienna. The New York po-
lice at once notified the Pittsburg author-
ities, and a close watch for Aaronstann is
being kept about all anarchist resorts.

Philadelphia, Aug. 11.—William R.
Letar brought suit for damage to-day
against the Pinkertons on account of the
Homestead riot. In his statement Letar
says he was employed by the Pinkertons
to act as a watchman of certain buildings
iv the State of New York, to which de-
fendants falsely and deceitfully pretended
to be conducting him. Then follows an
account ofthe fight with the strikers, and
Letar says, as a result of being compelled
to run the'gantlet through the mob, one
of his vital organs was permanently in-
jured, incapacitating him for accustomed
labor. Twenty thousand dollars damages
is claimed.

THE PINKERTONS SLED.

Washington, Aug. IL—Good Govern-

the provisions of the civil service law re-
garding political assessments or contribu-
tions, to inform the Government service
not to infringe upon the rights of politi-
cal assessments under any guise. They
are prohibited by law, say the commis-
sioners, and itis the duty of the commis-
sioners to see the law inforced, and it will
employ everj- means in its power to se-
cure the prosecution and punishment of
whoever may violate them.

MAEBLEHEAD.
Cruiser Number Eleven Successfully

Launched at Boston.
Boston, Aug. 11.—United States cruiser

No. 11 was successfully launched from
the shipyard of Harrison tfc Loring at 1
o'clock this afternoon. The yards were
crowded with peoplo, who came to wit-
ness the launching. Assistant Secretary
of the Navy Soley represented tho Gov-
ernment. Governor Russell and several
members of tlie Legislature were present
from Massachusetts. The city of Boston
was represented by members of the
Board of Aldermen and the Common
Council.

At the appointed hour the sign was
given and amid cheers of tbe spectators
the vessel slipped siowly down the
waves, and as she took tho water was
christened tho Marblehead.

Tbe principal dimensions of the vessel
are: Length on mean load water-fine,
257 feet; extreme breadth, 37 ieet: depth
of hold to under side of spar deck plank
amidships, 19 feet 0 inches; draft of water
mean normal, 14 feet 0 inches; displace-
ment in tons to load water-line, 2,000;
area of immersed midships section, 665
square feet; indicated horse-powor, 5,400;
maximum speed per hour, lb knots in
smooth water.

She is a twin screw protected cruiser,
with poop and jorecastle decks and open
gun deck between, fitted with water-tight
deck, seventeen and one-half pounds of
plating at sides, reduced to twelve pounds
in center, and extending the entire length
of the vessel. The torpedo outfit will
consist of six torpedo guns for launching
torpedoes. There will be an electric light
plant on board. The battery willconsist
of two sixteen-inch breech-loading riiles,
eight five-inch breech-loading rifles
mounted in sponsors, four on each sido
of tbe cruiser, six six-pound and two one-
pound rapid firingguns, and two Galling
guns.

Tho motive power ior the twin screws
will be furnished by two tripleexpansion
engines of vertical inverted type, one on
each side of the vessel, 5,-00 horse-power,
with cylinders of 20., 39 and 63 inches in
diameter and stroke of 33 inches.

The vessel was designed by Chief Con-
tractor Theodore B. Wilson of the United
States Navy. The machinery, which is
to be placed in position in a few months
after launching, was designed by Engi-
ueer-in-Chief George W. Melville,of the
Navy Department.

SMALLPOX IN NEW YORK.

So Many Cases Appear That an Epi-
demic is Feared.

New Yokk, Aug. 11.—So many cases
of smallpox have appeared in this cify
during the past three weeks that tho
health authorities fear thero may be a
general outbreak of tho disease during
tho coming fall, unless energetic meas-
ures are taken. The infected district has
been divided into twenty sub-districts
and a sanitary inspector assigned to each
of the latter.

Three additional cases of smallpox
were reported to the Bureau of Con-
tagious Diseases this afternoon.

Nothing will bo done
until tbe matter is settled in tho Danish
courts.

Division in the House of Commons
Against the Government

GREAT ENTHUSIASM WHEN THF
VOTE IS ANNOUNCED.

Lord Salisbury to Tender the Resigna-
tions of tho Present Cabinet To-
day—Peoplo "Who Refuse to Obey

Turkish Sanitary Rules Against

Cholera Shot Down by Soldiers-
Venezuela Reported In a State of
Utter Anarchy.

Special to the Rkcokd-Union.
London, Aug. 11.—In the House of

Commons to-day, J. XV. Lowther, Parlia-
mentary Secretary of the Foreigu Office,
said tho Governnieut made no represen-
tations or remonstrances to tlie United
states Government concerning the Mc-
Kiniey tariffbill.

Bight Honorable Sir John Gorst, Finan-
cial Secretary to tbe Treasury, stated that
no loan had yet been advanced to British
Columbia. The object of the loan is to
aid in paying for the proposed fort works
and other defenses to be constructed at
Victoria, B. C.

Debate on the address in reply to tho
Queen's speech was resumed, Joseph
Chamberlain,leader of the Liberal Union-
ists, taking tbe floor. He agreed that the
issue between the Unionists and Homa
Rulers was decided for the time by the
country, but when Gladstone went on to
say that it was irrelevant, what would
follow? He must protest. The present
situation was unparalleled in English
political history.

Hitherto a vote of want of confidence
in the Government implied confidence in
the party replacing them. The present
opposition, if intact, was but in a mi-
nority of forty, but tbe new Government
might find itself in a minority of lliOla
almost tho first breath of its existence.
What was the foreign policy ofthe in-
coming Government? It was not alone
on foreign, but also on many questions.
The Liberal sections maintained a con-
spiracy of silence, and he didn't much
wonder at it, for if Gladstone tried to
satisfy the different sections of the party
the assurances given one section might
displease another, and would be fatal to
tbe Government.

Chamberlain went on to analyze the
component parts of the opposition, and
criticised scathingly their taciturnity.

Sir Henry James said there was no pre-
cedent sustaining the incoming Govern-
ment withholding information as to tho
policy they intended to pursue.

Gladstone, interrupting, said there was
a precedent in the course pursued by the
Government which assumed power in
1841.

Sir Henry, continuing, said there bad
j been tall debate on Lord Melbourne's fu-
j ture policy, and criticised Gladstone's re-. to disclose the plans.

Mr, Chaplin, President of the Board of
: Agriculture, arose to speak, but was
drowned out by cries oi "Divide." The

iker finally secured order, and Chap-
lin continued amid frequent interrup-
tions, until Chaplin said that the Bouse
of Lords would survive tbe attacks ot'
the Mode;- crew, when the greatest up-
roar ensued.

Sensation in Society Circles.
Winnipeg (Manitoba), Aug. 11.—The

arrest of Colonel Ray, a prominent
banker and military man ofPort Arthur,
created a tremendous sensation in society
circles. The facts ofthe scandal are said
to be that Colonel Ray made an improper
proposal to Mrs Bathurst, wifeofn well-
known physician. She was so shocked
that she swooned away, and while in a
fainting condition, Mrs. Bathurst say.
Ray accomplished his purpose. Ray,
hearing of the proceedings to be taken,'
sent a check for 8-5,000 to suppress tho
matter. Mrs. Bathurst indignantly re-
fused, and at once swore out a warrant,
which was executed. Dr. Bathurst
threatens to shoot Ray ifhe escapes pun-
ishment in court.

Serious Disturbances in Turkey.
Constantinople, Aug. 11.—On the sth

inst. a serious disturbance occurred at
Trebizond over the enforcement of sani-
tary regulations adopted by Turkish offi-cials against cholera. Nearly 1,860 per-
sons were detained at the lazaretto, and
they attempted to break through the san-
itary cordon. The soldiers were sum-
moned to quell the disturbance, and at
the first volley seven persons were killed
and a large number wounded. The peo-
ple were panic-stricken, and fled back to
tbo lazaretto.

Rofused to Accept tho Offer.
PARIS, Ang. IL—Edward Parker Dea-

con had an offer of release from the Gov-
ernment on condition that he leave
France forthwith, never to return. Dea-
con wrote to the Prefect of Nice refusing
to accept tho offer. The French authori-
ties are much disappointed at his refusal,
as the object was to prevent, if possible,
the trial of Deacon's suit agaiust his wife
for divorce and the exposure of addi-
tional evidence going to show her guilty
of misconduct with Abeille.

Anarchy in Venezuela.
Par.is, Aug. 11.—A correspondent ol

the Temps, wbo was sent to Venezuela,
telegraphs from Martinique that ho was
not allowed to land and is returning
home. lie says he found Venezuela in a
state of utter anarchy. General Urdau-
eta had proclaimed himself Dictator of
the Western States.

The American Defeated.
London, Aug. 11.—The fight betweeu

light-weights Tommy Euston of Leyton-
stone aud George Strong of Denver, bet-
ter known as tho "Cyclone," took place
to-night. Tho tight was short and sharp,
Euston knocking Strong out in foui
rounds.
