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John J. Valentine Elected President
Yesterday,

The Organization and Work of the
Company — Sketch of Mr.
Valentine’s Life.

At a meeting held in San Francisco yes-
terday John Jj, Valentine was elected
President of Wells, Fargo & Co.'s Ex-
press Company, In Mareh, 1852, Henry
Wells, William G. Fargo and others or-
ganized in New York City, under the
laws of the State of New York, Wells,
Fargo & Company, to transact an ex-
press, exchange and banking business,
particularly on the Pacific Coast, but also,
between San Francisco, New York and
Europe.

The company sprang into existence,
Minerva-like, tully equipped for service;
and at once engaged upon its long mis-
sion of trust and responsibility, ever
since maintaining itself sucéessfully
amidst some of the most trying com-
mercial vicissitudes; extending its lines
farther and farther over mountains,
across deserts and plains, and along in-
land water-ways, until it spans the broad
continent, extending, all told, to forty-
three States and Territories within the
United States of America and the Repub-
lic of Mexico, as well as reaching British

. Columbia, Great Britain and Continental

Europe, In 1888it acquired the Erie sys-
tem, centering in New York, and exten-
sive auxiliary lines, thus securing its
own direet through lines to New York,
Joston and all other large commerecial
centers, and where it is now perma-
nently represented. The company oper-

ates nearly forty thousand miles of lines |
by railway, stage and steamer; has over |

three thousand agencies and more than
six thousand two hundred employes;

transacts millions of business annually |

in its express department and handles,
in its banking departments, its accumu-
lated capital and deposits, amounting to
over $11,500,000, the largest cash assets of
any commercial banking concern on the
Pacific Coast. The main office of the
company in New York City is at 63
Broadway, but its headquarters proper,
or general accounting office, is in San
Francisco.

ward followed by the capacious mail and
passenger coaches, along with the tele-
graph wires; and in no less quick suc-
cession, that of the railroad track and
swift-speeding locomotive, which now
unite in one bond of fraternal intercourse

The express building in San Francisco,
in which the local and general business
of the company is transacted, is one of
the marked architectural features of that
city, its massive exterior covering two-
thirds of a block, and it is probably the
largest and best appointed express office
in the world.

M Valentine, the subjeet of
sketch, received a common school educa-
tion, and in the winter of 1854-55 hegan
his business career with Younglove

ter, Thomas & €Co.’s stage and express
line in Bowling Green, and though still a
young man to outward appearance, he
has been engaged in the express business
for over thirty-seven years.

About the time he entered the employ
of the above named firm, the construc-
tion of railroads was commenced in that
section of the country, and as it pro-
gressed express facilities were secured by
O’Bannon, Kean & Co. of [Louisville,
who occupied both stage and railroad
lines, but the Adams Ixpress Company
obtained the rights and privileges en-
joyed by them, and Mr. Valentine be-
came identified with that company, con-
tinuing in its service until the winter of
1861, when he resigned, and in the follow-
ing spring emigrated to California, where
he was soon appointed joint agent for
Wells, Fargo & Co.’s express, the Pio-
neer Stage Company and the California
State Telegraph Company at Strawberry
Valley, Il Dorado County, but was
shortly afterward transferred to Vir-
ginia City, Nev., as agent there for the
Overiand Mail Company and Pioneer
Stage Company. He acquitted himself
with so much credit that he was subse-
quently appointed Superintendent of the
Pioneer Stage Company, the most per-
fectly equipped and managed line in the
country.

CONTINUING TO DEVELOP
Qualities adapted to transportation busi-
ness, he was next appointed Superintend-
ent of the Pacific Division of Wells,
Fargo & Co.’s Express. As the interests
of this company expanded, Mr, Valen-
tine was advanced from time to time, un-
til in 1868 he was ofifered a managing po-
sition at New York headquarters, but
declined. In the spring of 1569 he was
again called to New \'url;. and there ap-
pointed General Superintendent with
headquariers in that city. The business,
however, being then prineipally on the
Pacifiec Coast, it was not long before the
general office was transferred to San
Francisco, and since about the summer
of 1870 he has resided in California. In
1552 he was elected a director of the com-
pany, and, at the same time, to the oitlice

which would have absorbed the physical
strength of a less robust and energetic
man, to identify himself with the great
charitable movements of the age in
seasons of public calamity, and by organ-
ized eflorts among the agents and em-
ployes of Wells, Fargo & Co. raised large
sums of money for the relief of commu-
nities thus distressed. Notably among

Certainty That It is Still at the River
Bottom.

The Body Found Yesterday Was Badly
Decomposed—What Simeon’s
Roommate Says.

A body, at first supposed to be that of
Jean M. Simeon, who was drowned with
Ed Spenoni about midnight on Tuesday,
was recovered from the river yesterday
morning. It was first discovered by a
man named Otto, and taken out by
Thomas Soule and Charles White, at a
voint near the Paine break, on the
Yolo side.

It was delivered to Justice Kaup of
Washington, who, at the request of mem-
bers of Sacramento Lodge, No. 11, K. of
P., permitted it to be brought over to the
Morgue in this city.

A number of the members of the lodge
and friends of Simeon viewed the re-
mains yesterday, but the body was so
badly discolored, swollen and decom-
posed that it was not identified.

Justice Kaup has a silver watch and
plated chain, together with sleeve-buttons
and a shirt-stad taken from the body.
The buttons are engraved with either
the letter ““U” or “E” in German text.

A reward of $25 was offered by the
lodge mentioned above for the recovery
of Simeon’s body, but last evening the
Secretary of the lodge notified Coroner
Clark that they would not accept this as
his remains,

The case was investigated yesterday by
a lodge committee, and the Secretary
stated last evening that there was scarcely
a chance of the body found being that of
Simeon. When seen afew hours before
going in the boat he had agold watch and
chain, and at the boat-house his street
coat was found, while a hunting coat,
which he was accustomed to wear when
boating, was gone, indicating that he
changed his coat betore going out. >

John Stack, his room mate at 1328 Sec-
ond street, says he saw him at noon on
Tuesday and gave him the keys to the
boat and locker, at which time he had a
gold watch, and he is positive the re-
mains are not those of Simeon.

As the body was floating when found,
and omnly about thirty-six hours after
Simeon sank, and several miles from
where the latter was drowned, it did not
seem at all probable that it could be his.
There is scarcely any current in the river
now, and the probability is that Simeon’s
body will yet be recovered not far from
where the boat was upset.

THE BODY IDENTIFIED,
_ Since the above was in type the body
has been identified as that of a young
man named Charles Frisch, who disap-
peared on Sunday.,

The last seen of him was on the river
front between 12 and 1 o’clock of that
night, and the supposition is that he
committed suicide, although no reason is
known for his taking his own life.

Deceased formerly worked at the rail-
road shops. His home was'on K street,
between Fourteenth and Fifteenth. He
leaves two sisters—a Mrs, Graff and Miss
Kittie Frisch. The parents of Frisch are
dead, and he was a single man.

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REVENUE GAUGERS.
They Are Not to Work in Rectifying
Houses.

A couple of days ago the Revenue Col-
lectors received communiecation from
Commuissioner of Internal Revenue
Mason, directing that all gaugers at recti-
fying bouses be relieved to-morrow. In
the San Francisco district this will cause |
areduction in the number of gaugers in |
the service.

The order directs that only the num-!
ber of gaugers necessary to dump spirits |
are to be retained. 'The rectifyers wiil
gauge and mark the packages of rectified
spirits and attach the rectified stamps,
The stamnps will be obtained from the
office of Collector of Internal Revenue,
upon proper application being made,

The etiect of the order will be to make
the rectifiers do most of the work
now done by the gaugers. Under the

This work the few |
gaugers to be retained will continue to |
do. Heretofore the gauger, in addilinnl
to making the dump, marked and
stamped the rectified packages. Hereafter
the rectifier will have to do the marking
and gauging of the rectified spirits, cah
on the Collector’s office to procure stamps
and place them on the packages instead
of having the gauger do it.

STCPENDOUS HUMNBUG.

Making Food Tests with Doctored
Samples.

An Organized Scheme to Decelve and
Defraud the Honest Housewives

of California.

[Chronicle, San Francisco.]

One of the new baking powder concerns
which is trying to introduce its goods into
this market acknowledges that it is be-
hind the fraudulent test tricks which
have recently been performed in the
kitchens of this vicinity.

It is remarkable that any manufacturer
claiming respectability, should put him-
self in so contemptible a position as this.
The scheme which these parties are try-
ing to workis one of the most stupen-
dous humbugs of the day. It is not only
a humbug, but so dishonest that its back-
ers have not the courage to engage in it
openly, but put forward innocent women
to perform the public part of the disgrace-
ful and illegal operation.

One of the women who was employed
in the performance of these tricks, and
who resigned her position when she fonnd
out their fraudulent character. thus de-

scribes the methods she was taught to use:
She was to oblain a sample of the baking
powder used in the house visited, mix it
with water, boil it, and tell the house-
keeper that the gas given oft indicated

| that there was something wrong about

the powder. If the housekeeper’s imag-
ination was not equal to the demands of
the occasion, the tester was instrueted to
use a sample can of the same powder
which had been specially doctored and
prepared to show the thing desired.

This test was supplemented by another
equally as fraudulent. A small quantity

of the baking powder found in the kitchen |
baking |

t
and a similar guantity of the
powder which the tester was trying to
prove superior, were mixed with water
in separate glasses. The first being pure
would foam up quickly, like a glass of
champagne, while the other would rise
slowly, frothing like yeast, the foam per-
haps standing over the top of the glass.
This the tester was taught to c¢laim as an
evidence of the superiority of the powder
she carried. She had found out, however,
by a rather unpleasant experience, that
she had been deceived and was likewisa
A lady said
to her one day when she was performing
this test that she believed it was a traud:
that the extra foam upon the tester’s
powder was caused by the introduction
of an adulterant, The housekeeper then

| procured a small quantity of flour which

she thoroughly mixed with her own
powder before adding the water. When
the mixture was stirred, exactly the saine
slow foam resulted as with the other
powder. This showed the woman that
the whole test wasa humbug, and that
the result was an evidence that the new
powder carried by the tester contained an
adulterant.

There is another dishonest feature in
this business. The baking powder which
these traveling testers are (rying to sell
by these methods and upon the represen-
tation that all its ingredients are name
upon the label of each can, and that these
ingredients are simply cream of tartar,
soda, and flour, is actually shown by the
reports of official chemists to have in its
composition lime and sulphurie acid,
