Weckly Review of the Market at San
Francisco.

Free Buying of General Merchandise,
But Mostly of an Assortment
Character,

{8pecial Correspondence RECORD-UNION.]
SAN FrRANCISCO, August11, 1892,

For the week under review there has been
free buying of general merchandise, but
mostly of an assortment character. Cauned
Fruits and Canned Vegetables are very strong,
with the tendency stiil upward. In Provis-
ions another advance was established, with
still higher prices looked for in Hog product.
In staple Groceries no changes are reported.
Coal is very firm with an upward tendency.
In farm and orchard product the market bas
not shown any material change, although
slight fluctuations obtained from day to day.
Wheat has met with a quiet but strong de-
mand from shippers, with better prices paid
at favored localities for straight parcels than
were bid in this city. Quite a number of ves-
sels have come down from Port Costa loaded
outward, while those on berth will reeeive
quick dispatch. Charters are slightly weaker,
with the rate at the close quoted at 25s U.K. f.0.
b. for a handy-sized iron vessel. The decline in
charters is, of course, in favor of wheat-hold-
ers, but it is more than offset by a decline in
pilver. The lower silver falls, the cheaper
Wheat from India, Chile and Russia can be
imported into England, Germany and France,
and of necessity low prices operate against the
market value of Wheat in this conntry. Bar-
ley has held very strong for bright, choice
grades, and weak for off color and poor
grades. The consumption is large. Thereisa
free demand for the better grades for export.
The lower freights castward will cause heavier
shipments than for years, while England
promises to take more liberal supplies during
this season than she did the last season. Oats
have had strong support in limited supplies,
light receipts and a good demand. The crop
in Oregon and Washington will be less than
it was last year, and as the Barley crop is
short up north there will probably be less

shipped to us from those two States. Corn
has held to steady prices. The stock in
this State is iight, while the crop will

be short. The corn crop in the Central States
will be about 25 per cent. less than it was in
1891. Rye fell back some. At the decline
there is more buying. In ground feed there
was large buying, particularly in Bran and
Middlings at the lower prices. Oregon is send-
ing us liberal supplies. Roll and Ground Bar-
ley met with a large home and shipping de-
mand. Poor Hay is in oversupply, weak and
irregular in prices, but choice met with a fair
iuquiry and held steady. An effort was made
to advance the price of creamery and Butter
in squares, which sent a large number of buy-
ers to roll Butter. The latter sells for less
money, with good to gilt-edged averaging
fully up to the same grades of creamery.

New York, Boston, Chicago and Minncapolis,
are over twenty carloads. The sales of other
agenecies, as also the consignments to other
cities, are not reported by telegraph, so we
are unable to include them. These large con-
signments have been sold at good prices. It
is claimed that the Eastern markets
would take still larger consignments without
breaking prices. Theshipments of green fruit
to England promise to be successful, but it
will take time to disabuse the English ot the
many erroneous ideas which they now enter-
tain. The local or San Francisco market is
being glutted with poor-keeping and also
trashy fruit, which works an injury to the
more choice. The auction sales in this city
are proving an injury rather than a benefit to
the industry. Berries have met with a fair
demand. Grapes continue to come In more
or less sour and poor; probably the cool
weather is against their maturing properly.
Melons, under free receipts and cool weather,
have declined. Black Figs are very scarce. A
consignment of Navel Oranges came to hand
the past week from Australia. The quality is
gaid to have been good. They sold at 83 per

box. The consignee cabled for heavier ship-
ments, Eflorts are being made to break the

dried truit market, but so far as we are able to
Jearn it is not proving a success. The guan-
tity that will be cured this year will be very
considerably less than it was last year, while
the quality, as a whole, will be much better.
The fact must not be lost sight of that next
spring there will be a larger Eastern demand
than ever before known., This opinion is
based on the small crop of fruit at the Bast
and also abroad, and the very small stock of
the 1897 curing on hand at the commence-
ment o: the season, and also that the con-
sumption will be very heavy owmg to the
throngs that will visit the World’s Fair,
