NEw YORK, Aug. 22.—A dispatch from |
Dallas, Tex., says: “United States Judge |
MeCormick, at Dallas, in a decision in
the case of the Railroads against the
Texas Railroad Comniissioners, decided
every point in favor of the railroad com-
panies and granted an injunctiun‘ against
the Commissioners, restraining them
ifrom establishing the proposed rates,
These rates proposed by the Cominis- |
sioners, the railroads claim, would have
compelled them to run their roads at a |
serious loss.

The decree reviews Texas railroad
building, and the agitation leading to the |
adoption of a constitutional amendment
authorizing the commission. Judge Mc-
Cormick then says there is no such col-
lusion between the complaining trust
comnvanies and the railroads shown as
would prejudice the rights of the trust
companies to file bills. Moreover, the |
Liust companies show an equitable inter-
est in the fair earnings of the railroads, |
#nd the actual ownersoip and possession
of securities of roads which are being in-
Jjured and threatened with destruction by |
the Railroad Commission’s acts. They |
show further, that the railroads are
coerced by the commission, and the di- |
rectors cannot exercise their judgment
and discharge their duties as they should
and would buat tor said coercion.

The court then goes on to show that
railroads were built under extreme hard- |
+hips, opening up new country and hav-
ing to wait a long time for returns; also,
that the character of the soil is such as to
render it extremely ditlicult to construct
and maintain such roads, and the proper |
cost of plants as they exist to-day exceeus
the amount of its bonded indebtedness.
The earnings of these roads, says the
court, have not been diverted to improper !
uses, and none of these railroads except |
ithe Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe has ever |
paid a diviaend. Iour of the roads have |

iad to submit to the process of reorgan- '
ization under foreclosure proceedings—
1wo of them a second time—and the Gult
road, which has so far escaped this ordeal,
now owes a tloating debt of upwards of
three miilion dollars,

Within consigeravle exceptions the
Judge says the commission has reduced
every taritf which it touched. Under
ithe commission rates the 'exas and Pa-
cific derived only enough revenue to pay
operating expenses and the cost of re-
jpairs and 5 per cent. on §17,000 per mile, |
‘T'his road under a taritt has lost over
§212,000 in seven months, The St Louis
and Southwestern has not earned the
necessary operating expenses and has
been compelled to borrow money to mect
the deficit in operating expenses and in-
terest on mortgage obligations. The loss
to the International and Great Northern
in the few months it has been out of the
hands of a receiver shows a greater ratio
than $200,000 per annum. The loss to the
Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe fromn these
commission tarifis aggregates $300,000,

The question of the reasonableness of
rates is eminently a question for judicial
investigation. Under the commission’s
ruling the rcads are deprived of the lawful
use of property without due process of
law and in violation of the Constitution
of the United States, and in so far as they
are deprived, while other persons are
permitted to receive, the profits on their
invested capital the companies are de-
prived of equal protection of law.

Pointing to the fact that the Interstate
Commerce Commission did not possess
or claim the power to enforce the rates
fixed by it except through the court of
highest jurisdiction, the court said that
this commission would not meet the exi-
gency of the bour ifthe reasonableness of |
its rates could be inqguired into before
being enforced. In conclusion Judge !
MeCormick says: “It clearly appears to |
me that every provision of this law
which tends to foree compliance with the |
rates of the commission, whether they be
reasonable or not, is invalid.” {

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DIAMOND MINING.

The Largest Mining Holes Ever Dug |
by Man.

The De Beers and Kimberley mines are
probably the two largest holes which
greedy man has ever aug into the earth,
the area of the former at the surface be-
ing thirteen acres, with a depth of 450 |
feet, the area and depth of the latter being |
even greater. 'These mines are no longer
worked from the surtace, but from shafs
sunk at some distance from the original
holes, and penetraung to the blue ground
by transverse drivings at depths varying
from 500 to 1,260 feet. 'I'he blue ground,
when extracted, is carried in small iron
trucks to the *‘floors,” 'These are made
by removing the brush and grass from a
fairly level piece of ground; the land is |
then rolled and made as hard and as
smooth as possible. These *‘tloors’ are |
about 60) acres in extent, They
are covered to the depth of |
about a toot with the blue ground, which
for a time remains on them without
much mauipulation. The heat of the sun
and moisture soon have a wonderful ef-
feet upon it. Large pieces which were as |
hard as ordinary sandstone when taken
trom the mine, soon commence to crum-
ble. At this stage of the work the win- |
ning of the diamonds assumes more the |

ground is continually harrowed to assist
pulverization by exposing the larger
pieces to the action of the sun and rain.
The blue ground from tne Kimberley ‘
mine becomes quite well pulverized in |
three months, while that from De Beers |
requires double that time. The longer |
