Kern County Officials Before the State
Tax Equalizers.

Members of tho Board Make Porno

Very Pointed Queries, But the
Visitors Stand Them Off.

Yesterday was the day fixed by the
Hoard of Equalization for the Su-

pervisors ofKern County to appear and
show cause why the property valuations,
as returned by the Assessor of that
county, should not be raised. In re-
sponse to their somewhat urgent invita-
tion, there appeared before the board A.

T. Lightner, Assessor of Kern County;
K. M. Roberta, representing its Board of
Supervisors, and Attorney McCutchin,
representing the Kern County Land
Company.

Most of the day was consumed in dis-
cussing values of Kern County property
and the 'discrepancies between the re-
ports made by the Assessor and those of
the Auditor of the county, the twooffi-
cials having differed widely in their esti-
mates of values.

As an instance of the quality of the \

nuts the State Hoard is trying to crack, \
the following are a few of the proposi- [
tions that came up: The Assessor on his j
list has in some cases given In a piece of j
laud as worth a given sum, and the im-
provements thereon a given sum; on this
land then? may be an orchard, or a num-
ber of acres ol alfalta, which is not seg- j
regated, but is simply included in the I
"improvements."

Therefore, when another piece of Land '<
is assessed as so many acres ofalfalfa land j
or as having so many orchard trees at an j
estimated valuation, there is a marked j
discrepancy in the assessment, and No.
Two wants to know why No. < >ne's orch-
ard or alfalfa was not asset

Again, the same grade of land in one }

locality may bo valuable for fruit, while
in another it would not, and the same
may be also the case with alfalfa or other j
crops lor which land may be adapted, but
which crops are not louud the most
prolitable. In such cases arises ihe di;ii- >
culty of valuing the same grade of laud, ;
crops, etc.

Assessor Lightner was questioned as to ,
many things on his roii and allowed how
circumstances alter cases. Ouu or two
queries cropped up, however, which
seemed to stagger the appraiser ot'county
property.

The time for this work is short, but if
the press will kindly publish Professor
Anderson's request, a notable collection
can yet be made, and one which will
possess the highest interest to every
visitor.

A CAGED BEAST.

He Was Corraled in the Jungle and

The plucky woman followed him, liow-
ever, forquite a distance and noted the
direction be took in making his way
across the north levee.

The case was placed in Office Gibson's
bands yesterday, and callingto his aid
Officer Wilson they went over beyond
the levee and made a thorough search of
tht: wiliow thickets along the American
River. Their efforts were '.warded late
iv the afternoon by tho discovery of a
shanty in which the fellow had his camp.
He was rot expecting visitors, appar-
ently, and the officers effected his cap-
ture.

They found in the shanty several hats,
one exactly like that described by Mrs.
Luxenius. He refused to wear it, so they
brought it along. On arriving at the
police station be gave the name of Joseph
Palmer ana was locked in a ceil.

Mrs. Luxenius and her little girl wore
sent for and both positively identified the
prisoner as the scoundrel they had en-
countered on the preceding day. As
soon as the lady was confronted with
him she sprang at him, and if the officers
had not restrained her she would doubt-
less have done him harm.

Palmer answers the description of a
man whom several fathers in the north-
ern part of the city have been desirous of
netting eyes on, and oue or two of whom
have been hunting for him with shot-
guns.

The sensa-
tion was all caused, however, by an er-
ratic young v, oman who, under the stim-
ulus ofa little alcohol, imagined herself
to be a former wifeof Evaus.

When questioned at the police
siatiou she would not talk much, but
uc;x and begged not to be locked up.

McCharlea.

There is apparently nothing wrong
with the woman, except that she had
probably become over-excited from the
liquor she had drank and imagined her-
self the former wife of bandit Evans.
JShe is a young woman of nice appearance
and apparently very bright and well-
informed. There is no charge against
her and to-day she will probably be re-
leased.

HEILBRON'S WATER SUIT.

The Supreme Court Affirms the Judg-
ment in His Favor.

ItDeclares that He and ills Associates
Art- Entitled to tlio Wators of

tho Kings iiiver.

A decision was filed in Deputy Clerk
I Jovan'a office yesterday by the Supreme
Court in the cmsc of A. Heilbron and oth-
ers vs. ibe St vt ni.-.-.ix Lutul and Water
Company (appellant).

Tho plaintiffs commenced this action in
I the Superior Court of Tuiare County to
| obtain a perpetual injunction restruininj;
the defendant irom diverting any oi" tho
waters Oi Kiuj^.s River iuto and through
a certain canal constructed and owned by
defendant. After trial, the court granted
the Injunction, as prayed for, and "further
ordered, adjudged and decreed that said
defendant forthwith till up the head of its
said canal, where it connects with the

j channel of Kings River, and close the
! same, so that no water can or will tlow
from said river into defendant's aaid ca-
nal."

From this judgment and an order re-
living a new trial an appeal was taken.

| After reviewing the case at great length
j the decision of the lower court was af-
| rirmed by the .Supremo Court.

DIVOKCE CASE AFFIRMEU.
The court has also liled its decision in

the ca.so of Mary J. Heading vs. o. B.
Reading <appeilanti. This was an acjum
fora divorce, a division ot the community
property and tor the custody of the
childron. The grounds upon which the
plaintill relied were extreme cruelty ana
habitual intemperance.

The summons was served upon the de-
fendant personally in the county of
Butte, but he made no appearance. The
court found that all the facts stated in tho
complaint were true, and a decree was
entered in favor of the plaintiff. From
this decree defendant appealed, and thecase went to tho Supreme Court on tho
judgment roll aloue.

Appellant contended that the judgment
was not supported by the allegations of
the comolai nt, for a number of reasons,
but aßer summing them up the judg-
ment of the lower court was airirniftd.

CHANGE OF VENUE DENIKD.
In the case of Daniels vs. Church (ap-

pellanti the appeal was from an ordor of
the Superior Court of San Joaquin
County, denying defendant's motion and
application for a change of the place of
trial from the county of San Joaquiu to
the county of Fresno. The order of tho
lower court was atlirmed.
