STATE OF CALIFORNIA, )\

Amendment Number One.

[Senate Constitutional Amendment No. 10.]
ARTICLE IV,

Section 2. The sessions of the Legislature
Monday after the first day of January next
succeeding the election of its members, and
shall be biennial, unless the Governor shall 1n
the interim convene the Legislature by procla-
mation.

case shall have the power to increase the same
above the sums hereby fixed by this Constitu-
tion. The Legislature may, in its discretion,
abolish the office of Sarveyor-Generusl, and
none of the officers hereinbefore named shall
receive for their own use any fees or perqui-
sites for the perfomance ot any official duty.

Amendment Number Four.

[Assembly Constitutional Amendment No. 5.]
ARTICLE 1V.

Seetion 34. No bill making an appropria-
tion for money, except the general appropria-
tion bili, and the deficiency bill for the appro-
priation of money exclusively devoted to the
support of the General Government and State
institutions, shall contain more than one
appropriation, and that tor asingle and cer-
tain purpese, to be therein expressed. When
the deficiency bill is presented to the Gover-
nuor, he may object to one or more items,
while approving other portions of the bill.
No officer of the State shall have power to in-
cur any deficiency except in case of actual
necessity, and then only’ upon the written
authority, first obtained, of the Ggvernor,
Secrelary of State and Annrney-%enoral.
Any deficiency lncurred in violation of this
provision shall be void, and the Legislature
shall not have the power toappropriate money
to pay the same.

Amendment Number Five.

[Senate Constitutional Amendment No. 14,]
ARTICLE XL

Section 8. Any city containing a popula-
tion of more than three thousand five hun-
dred inhabitants, may frame a charter for its
own government, consistent with and subject
to the Constitution and laws of this State, by
causing a board of iifteen freeholders, who
shall have been for at least five years qualitied
electors thereof, to be elecied v the
aqualified voters of said city at any general
or special election, whose duty it shall
be, within ninety days after such elec-
tion, to preparc and propose a charter
for such city, which shall be signed, in dupli-
cate, by the members of such Board, or a ina-
jority of them, and returned, oue copy to the
Mayor thereot, or otlrer chief executive officer
of such ¢ity, and the other to the Recorder or
the county. Such proposed charter shall then
be published in two daily newspapers of gen-
eral circulation in such city, iorat least twenty
days, and the first publication sball be maae
within twenty days after the completion of
the charter; provided, thatin cities containing
# population of not more than ten thousanu
inhabitants such proposed charter shall be
published in one such daily newspaper; and
within not less than thirty days aiter such
publication it shall be submitted to the quali-
iled electors of such city at a general or
speclal election, and if a majority of such
qualified electors voting thereat shall ratify
the same, it shall thereafter be submnitted to
the Legislature for its approval or rejection
as a whole, without power of alteration or
amendment. Such approval may be made
by concurrent resolution, and if approvet by
& majority vote of the members eiected to
each house, it shall become the charter of such
city,or if such city be consolidatea with a
county, then of such eity and county, and
shall become the organic law thereof, and su-
persede any existing charter and all amend-
ments thereof, and all laws inconsistent with
such charter. A copy of such charter, certi- |
fied by the Mayor, or chief executive officer, |
and authenticated by "the seal of such eity, |
setting forth the submission of such charter |
to the eclectors, and its ratification by them, |
shall, after the approval of such charter by

the Legislature, be made,2in duplicate, |
and deposited, one 1in the offce or |
the Secretary of State, and the other, |

after being recorded in said Re-
corder’s office, shall be deposited in the arch-
1ves of the city, and thereafter all Courts shall
take judicial notice of said charter. ‘Ihe !
charter, so ratifled, may be amended at inter-
