
THE PROPER SPIRIT.

Mr. J. F. Davis, the Republican nomi-
nee for Congress in this district, is to open
the campaign on the evening of Septem-
ber dd, beginning at Stockton. He will
be accompanied by Hon. Grove L. John-
son, who contested with Mr. Davis lor
the nomination. The canvass of the dis-
trict willprobably be the most thorough
and exhaustive ever made in this section
of the State. Mr. Davis proposes to meet

lace to face all the voters of the district, if
it is possible to do so. He is showing the
same fine generalship in planning his
campaign that he displayed in securing
his nomination against so strong a caudi-
date as the gentleman who was pitted
ngainst him. That contest proved Mr.
Davis to be an admirable organizer, and
to be possessed of remarkable vigor and
of strong persuasive powers. His cam-
paign will unquestionably be one of un-
usual vivacity and interest.

Mr. Johnson has shown fine spirit in
tendering his services to Mr. Davis. It
proves that an honorable contest forparty

favors need not and should not estrange
men, much less withdraw a defeated can-
didate from support of the party. Mr.
Johnson made a hot contest for the nomi-
nation, but Mr. Davis received the honor.
In conformance with his volunteered
pledge to canvass for the Congressional
ticket no matter who was nominated,
Mr. Johnson now comes forward and ten-
ders to Mr. Davis his assistance, and it is
accepted in the same spirit in which the
ofier was made.

The incident is worthy of consideration
by any party membership that suffers
defeat within the party. When a do-
mestic contest is engaged in, fought out
and ended within party limits, the de-
feated who are sincere in belief do not
forget that the party has claims upon
them for support superior to all personal
ambition. The man who is truly at-
tached to the principles of a party is not
deflected from his duty to it because he is
not successful in securing the favor of its
nomination. He is not a laggard because
he-is not made a banner-bearer.

Thk Canadian press is attempting to
construe the retaliation proclamation of
President Harrison into a snub to Mr.
Gladstone. Was anything ever more ab-
surd? The Canadians knew long ago
that if the Welland tolls were not taken
offthe law would compel the President
to issue the proclamation. Even if he
desired to withhold he did not have the
power to do it, except he violated his
Bworn duty. Mr. Gladstone has not as
yet made the British lion roar, and we
doubt if the royal beast will even so
much as wink an eye in relation to the
matter. Canadians have themselves
alone to blame, and all their efforts to
drag the mother country into the wran-
gle will probably be ineffectual. But if
the new Cabinet should be so complacent
as to take up the Canadian quarrel, what
ofit ? Itwill be likely to recall that the
growling and roaring of its predecessor
in the matter of the Behring .Sea affair
did not scare Uncle Sam a particle. The
truth is that Canadian authority has for
the past few years been greatly troubled
with enlargement of the head. It was
manifest in the defiance in liehring Sea,
in the bait trouble and in the off-shore
fishery issue and in the prodding of Eng-
land to quarrel with the United States.
Itwould really be much better for the
United States if England would under-
take to deal with her in this latest matter
-directly, for Mr. Gladstone does not lose
his temper and he is not troubled with
the enlargement that afflicts the Canadian
officials.

I of entry least guarded against incoming
of the contraband. Just why the news

; should be received in Vera Cruz and not
in the United States is singular, and gives
ground for the hope that it is false. But
if the cholera has reached Havana it will
not be ten days before it will step across
the narrow expanse of water and an-
nounce itself in Florida. This may,
without incurring the stigma of alarmist,
be safely forecast by anyone familiarwith

I the traffic and communication between
j the Gulf States and Cuba. There is not a
Southern port to-day in a condition to
repel the plague. Invariably the South-

j crn Gulf towns are negligent of sanitary
science and careless about health regula-
tions. Not even the threat of a cholera
invasion will make Florida, Mississippi
or Louisiana Gulf cities and towns take
the precautions they should, in any one
of them the cholera fiend will find con-

• genial lodgings and breeding places.

At last the machinery has been well act
in motion that is to bring to the ballot-
box the question of levee improvement.
The necessary ordinance has been passed
by the unanimous vote of the < 'ity Trus-
tees, declaring levee work to be essential
to city safety. This willbe followed by
the necessary ordinance reciting the char-
acter of the proposed work and its cost,

with specifications, etc., and ordering
submitted to a vote of the people the
question of issuing §100,000 of bonds to
meet the cost. This second ordinance is
yet to bo passed and occasions another
delay, possibly of a couple of weeks, a
fact greatly to be regretted. Had tho es-
sential steps for the submission of the
question of levee improvement been
taken in Juno last, when the Record-
Union presented the iacts in the case and
pointed out the need for action, work
upon the levees would now be progress-
ing. Authoritative bodies move slowly,
and the Trustees of Sacramento are
weightily authoritative. But they have
acted at last, and with energy that is
worthy of all commendation. It is now
possible to get to an election and to work
on the levees by October Ist. We willhave
one full month before any considerable
amount of rain will fall, in all proba-
bility, and it may be possible to advance
the work well into the month of Novem-
ber. We do not expect to see it com-
pleted this year; that would, under the
conditions, be too much to expect. But
at least the hight of the low portions can
be raised, and if there comes high water
it will not, at Losot, flow upon the top of
the front levee.

It is now evident that it was not Mr.
Blame who stuck in the craw of the
New York Earning Post and made that
journal a Republican hater. It is quite
as bitter with (.ieueral Harrison in the
field as ever before. The mistake has
been in ever classing the Pott as favor-
able to the principles underlying the Re-
publican party.

It is not at all to our credit as a na-
tion of sensible and humane people
that the approaching contest between
bruisers Sullivan and Corbett should
absorb more attention than the Presi-
dential campaign, which it now actually
overshadows. Are we retrograding to-
wards savagery ?
