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Why San Luis Obispo Tax Assess-
ments Are Low.

The County’s Representitive Finds
Himself in a Hot Corner
More Than Once.

The State Board of Equalization was
occupied all day yesterday with the in-
vestigation of the assessment returns of
San Luis Obispo County.

C. O. King, an ex-Assessor of the
County, was present and provided with a
great deal of information and many fig-
ures relative to valuations of all kinds of
property there.

As two members of the Board, Messrs.
Hebbron and Beamer, had recently ex-
plored the southern part of the State, in-
cluding San Luis Obispo County, and
had taken numerous notes, they too were
loaded. o

It developed during the discussion that
Messrs. Hebbron and Beamer, while vis-
iting numerous ranches and points of in-
terest in the county, had not been idle,
but while traveling as tenderfeet and
strangers they priced every ranch they
came to, and took down notes and fig-
ures. In this way they laid in a supply
of statistical and other ammunition
which they seemed to gdelight in making
use of.

Hence, after Mr. King had unburdeuned
himself of all his store of facts, figures
and presumptions, these members of the
board suddenly unrolled a long schedule
of notes and figures, which they had se-
cured by personal interviews with citi-
zens of Mr. King’s county.

This schedule was gone over slowly
and compared with the figures given in
by the Assessor and with Mr. King’s ap-
praisement of values,

Mr. King held his ground pretty well,
and in most cases made ex planations that
showed the Assessor of the county to
have made only approximate valuations,
if certain other conditions were taken
into consideration,

In some cases, however, there was such
an apparent and considerable discrep-
ancy in the assessments of certain lands
or ranches, that the shrewd and weli-
informed ex-Assessor was forced to ad-
mit that there was need of equalization.
He was alternately attacked by the difter-
ent members of the board, and it would
bave been remarkable if he had not been
cornered somewhere,

The county contains many large
ranches which are utilized almost en-
tirely for grazing purposes, and this ac-
counted for the low valuation of the land,
as compared with portions under favored
conditions and a high state of cultivation,

The Assessor had not shown clearly
that he had included in his roll the assess-
ment of Port Harford wharf and wharf
buildings, and this was inquired into and
taken note of as matter for investigation.

The assessment of bank funds and se-
curities was discussed, and it seemed as
though the bankers of San Luis Obispo
were affected with the usual depleted ex-
chequer about March 1st, when the As-
sessor was looked for,

A member of the board suggested that
banks generally seemed too big game for
Assessors to handle satisfactorily, or else
the banks had a system of going to the
verge of ruin at a particular season of the
year.

Mr. King produced affidavits showing
a depreciation of land values of from 15
to Z5 per cent. in the past year, and held
that in many instances the asking price
was made fanciful and unreasonably
high. Booms at different times had
raised the price to figures that would
never again be realized in some localities;
and again, some men were capable of
making lands pay them where other
men would fail to exist. He instanced
certain Swiss ranchers, or dairymen, who
by a system of economy and thritt im-
possible to the average American could

afford to pay a good rental for land that |

was of little comaprative value.

Mr. Hebbron and Mr. Beamer thought
the Supervisors of San Luis Obispo had
been very painstaking in going over their
assessment roll and doing all they could
to adjust assessments.

From all indications it would seem
that the county may look for some mate-
rial elevation of some of its assessments.

Moreover, Presiding Elder Needham
had already promoted Mr. McCallam to
the pastorate of the church at Red Blatt,
s0 that everything before him was bright
with promise.

An Insectivorous Plant.

Irrigation In North Africa.

Irrigation is working miracles of re-
demption in North Africa. About one-

square miles in the boundaries of Sahara,
is being put under successtul cultivation
by means of artesian well irrigation.
There are now over 13,000 wells in active
operation. They range in depth from
seventy-five feet to 400 feet. The water
flowing from them is collected in reser-

mains and laterals over the land. It is
estimated that 12,000,000 acres, or 19,000
square miles, have been reclaimed, and
the entire area is under cualtivation. As
a result Algeria has become a great wine-
producing country, about 12,000 acres of
the old desert being planted to the vine.
