Life Among the Military at Fort
Bidweil.

Aro Military Systems Adapted to tho

Successful Transaction

ofBusiness?

[Traveling Correspondent Record-Union.*!
In visiting Fort Bidweil, the military

post, as the distinctive feature of the
place, was the principal object of interest.

Captain G. H. Gale, who has lately
been promoted to the command ofthe
post after six years' service on the fron-
tier and four as an instructor at West
Point, was very courteous and hospitable
in his atteniDt to give a civilian a clear
idea of military life. The post has stables,
barracks, parade grounds, pastures,
garden and officers' quarters for two
companies of cavalry. At present it is
garrisoned by a little less than seventy
men. They have a library, a reading-
room and a "canteen," which is a combi-
nation of gymnasium and bar, where
light drinks aro dispensed. The old log
buildings remain to show what officers'
quarters were in early days.

The Government reservation includes
four sections. There is plenty of fertile
valley land for pastures aud garden, with
water for irrigation and domestic uses,
and a large tract of hill and forest land.

The soldiers have become wonderfully
adept in drill and target practice. In
firing offhand at ':JOO yards distance I was
informed that 140 out ot a possible 200 hit
the targets, which represented a row of
soldiers standing and another rank kneel-
ing in front of them.

For a long time it has been one of my
hobbies that almost all service of a pub-
lic nature would be done by the Govern-
ment in that sweet bye-and-bye when our
civil service should combine the integrity
of the army oilicer with the economy and
efficiency of the postal service. Inow I
am shaky on that proposition. They tell
a story in military circles of a storehouse
in the commissary department some-
where on Lake Superior having taken
fire, and as tho officer in charge had no
other means of sa\ing tlie property, he
sent down for the tire-boat, lt was suc-
cessful in its mission, aud a bill was sent
in for the service. The Auditor had no
power to allow it, as the contract was not
let to the highest bidder, as provided by
law.

THE HOUSE DEAL.
The country all about the post is over-

run with horses that have spent their colt-
hood running over rocky hills. Perhaps
thoy cannot be excelled in endurance in

tho world, especially for service in those
mountains. The leading merchant of tho
section was anxious to have mo look him
up a buyer lor fifty to a hundred sound,
young horses, from 5 to 7 years old, and
Weighing 850 to Ll5O each, at ?30 apiece.

Perhaps the farmers tike so much
pleasure in telling this story that they
exaggerate a little, but here it is, as it
came from farmers and soldiers.

Several months since tho Government
needed six additional horses, which was
dulyadvertised. They were authorized to
piy $134 each and the requirements were
clearly set forth in the book of instruc-
tions. It took about three months to
find six horses to fillthe bill and one of
those was so broken down tbat he would
not stand half a day's march, and from

.11 to 15 years old. Another was so
vicious that not even an expert vacquero
was safe upon his back. The old horse
had his teeth filed up to appear young,
and he was fat, stylish and built exactly
according to the bo>>k. The other was on
Lis good Dehavior when they bought him,
"but doped with a medicine in which
chloroform was an ingredient until he
•was quiet for the hour.

-Vow, it is probable tbat a good horso
buyer, who was hampered by no direc-
tions, would be able to purchase a thou-
sand horses in that section within thirty
days that should, almost every one of
Them, render good service, at a co3t of
*?50 to ""SOO each. The man who bought
these was a veteran officer who prided
himself especially on his knowledge of
horses, and no one questioned his integ-

rity, llow about running railroads by
.similar regulations?

When Captain Gale told how long he
"was in the service bofore he saw a whole
regiment together, and we discussed how
few veterans of the war that ended twen-
ty-six years ago are now in a state of
"health to endure field service, Ibegan to
i'eel as though we had very good frontier
policemen, but no army. What if we
wero called upon to oppose such a cam-
paign as Yon Moltke made against
France?

Captain Gale's suggestion seemed very
practical, that in view of the improba-
bility of any marked increase of out-
standing army it would be well to ar-
range some method of co-operation be-
tween regulars and militia by which
regular officers should have tho advan-
tage every year ot attending encamp-
ments where large bodies of troops are
moved, and militia officers should come
in contact with those who have made
military science and training a lifestudy.
Iwas also impressed with the idea that

soldiers would bo better contented and
more efficient if their daily duties in-
cluded so much of drill, mountain riding
or other service as to keep them com-
fortably busy.

So long as the post is so near the center
of the section farthest removed from rail-
roads ofehe Lnited States and surrounded
by so many hundreds of Indians, among
whom ninnyretain tribal relations, work
only spasmodically, aro subject to super-
stitious excitement and sudden turbu-
lence, and neglect to adopt any of the
good habits or avail themselves of any
londitions favorable to civilization, an
Indian police will be necessary, and if
tho post should bo abandoned by the
Government settlers would consider it
necessary to hold themselves ready to
assume military functions at any time.
Let Judge Saunders tell you how nis
party of four tracked the murderers of
Mrs. Allen for many days aud shot down
eighteen of them in the early dawn, and
you willrealize something of how fron-
tiersmen treat Indians. You won't shed
many tears for them when you havo
heard Mr. Allen tell how they shot his
wifeat the breakfast table, then beat the
baby's brains out against tho fireplace,
kicked another who was creeping on the
toor till they thought he was dead and
broke the little sister's skull with a blow
from a clubbed riiie.

To prove that this spirit is not dead
they instance one who sometimes .in his
oupoi gnashes his teeth and cries withrage to think his people cannot, or dare
not rise and avenge their wrongs upon
those who have takeu their hunting
grounds. -

Half the buildings at the post might be
available for purposes of an Indian train-
ing school now. Another generation
trained in the school and employed in
white families might redeem them to civ-
ilization and avert the destiny which
seems _o surely overtaking them.

"Do you ask, 'Is there really as much
danger in a social glass as temperance re-
formers claim?' We are a peoplo of fig-
ures; lot me quote a few: ln San Fran-
cisco there are 3,_OU licensed bars for the
sale of liquor by the glass. That means
one saloon to every 06 of a population of
30-gOOO, one saloon to every 17 voters! It
is impossible to estimate the amount of
money they require to be supported, but
Californians are generous and support

| more saloons in proportion to population
than any other city in the Union. liore
aro the figures ofa few: Boston has one
saloon to every "A inhabitants, Philadel-
phia's proportion is one to every £\u25a0*£\u0084
Minneapolis 075, Now Orleans l&S, St.
Paul 345, Chicago 195, New York 188, De-
troit I*o-, Denver 210, Cincinnati i:Jo, Mil-
waukee 148, and poor, foolish San Fran-
cisco is at the bottom of the list with one
saloon for every 90 peoplo it contains.

''We are not keeping pace with the
other cities of the country. You hear
that said by business men every day, and
read it in every daily paper. But one
business seems to thrive, and that one is
the business of making men and women
paupers through drink. The pernicious,
soul aud body destroying business is on
every hand. Ifa new street is opened
tho choicest corner is devoted to a rum-
shop. If a vast building is erected a
rum-seller at onco takes his stand to
catch tho toilers within. Down at the
new town of Itodeo, where the industry
which caused the founding of the town
is not yet fairly under way, there are a
number of saloons waiting for the earn-
ings of tho toilers so soon to be located
there. Even the very gates of the cities
of the dead are confronted by rumshops
of so low a character that 'silent' is not
applicable to the consecrated ground. I
am even now engaged in a battle against
the establishment of a rumshop at the
gates of Holy Cross Cemetery, several
uides from the city, and 1 will fight it to
the bitter end."

BIG LAND-HOLDINGS.

Counties Thus Afflicted Are Yearly
Becoming Poorer.

Unsatisfactory Showings Made by Te-

hama and Tulare Counties

Yesterday.

Representatives from the counties of
Tulare and Tehama were heard by tho
State Board of Equalization yesterday,
and most of the day was occupied in dis-
cussing matters appertaining to valua-
tions as assessed by the officials of those
counties.

Tulare County was represented by
Assessor D. F. Coffee, Deputy Assessor
John Brown, T. Henderson and J. Fox,
Supervisors.

The delegation from and representing
Tehama County was quite a formidable
one. and consisted of J. L. Barnaul, As-
sessor; H. Kraft, Chairman of the Board
of Supervisors; H. Bressler, Supervisor;
A. M. McCoy, District Attorney; J. S.
Cone, capitalist; Dr. Matthews and R. H.
Blossom.

Tehama County was heard first, and its
property values were pretty thoroughly
overhauled. The assessment roll shows
a decrease of several thousand dollars as
compared with last year's returns, and
this was accounted for in several ways.

It was claimed that the appraisement
by the Assessor last year was too high,
aud that various prevailing couditions of
tlie past year have resulted in a deprecia-
tion of values.

Some portions of the county are im-
proving, and show it on the roll, while
other parts have shown a falling off,
owing to light crops, the low prices
ruling for live stock and the fact that
many valuable cattle aud blooded stock
have been removed.

The Tehama County people claimed
that land has depreciated in value to a;i

alarming extent in the last few years.
Mr. Kraft said it has in twenty years de-
preciated 50 per cent. Some of them
seemed to think that the county was
more prosperous twenty or thirty years
ago than it has been since.

Tulare County went through the regu-
lar ordeal, and its representatives made
the customary showings to justifyreduc-
tions shown in many instances by the
assessment roll. Land valuations "were
gone into with considerable thorough-
ness, and in many cases it seemed that it
was, to say the least, not overrated by
the Assessor.

By the time the remaining counties are
heard from the board will doubtless be
very well informed as to the prosperity
of the various parts of the State.

The Special Vent-Pipe Again.

Eds. Record-Union: You will remem-
ber that something likea year ago Iwrote
a number of articles on the sanitary and
plumbing question which were published
in tho Kecord-Union at that time.
Many who read those articles thought I
was right in my theory; in fact, nearly all
thought so, so far as known, consequently
I ilattered myself that there would be a
change made when our new "Board of
Health came into power, but up to this
time there has been no change made for
the better so far aa Ican see; at any rate
there has been no change made "in the
most important part, that is, the ques-
tion of a special vent-pipe; and still our
death rate goes on as^it did before. Our
old rate of deaths before this special vent
was instituted was for forty years, up to
two years ago, 30 per mouth; for the last
two years our death rate has been 40 or
more per month, last fall it was 65 oue
month, last mouth it was over 40. Per-
haps this don't mean anything, but I
think it means a great deal.

1 read the article in the Kecord-Union
of tho 29th inst. on the sanitary question,
which was very good so far as it went,
but the writer ignored the spoiial vent-
pipe altogether. Should tho cholera ever
get here (.which I hope it never will), I
for one shall always believe that this
special vent-pipe had more to do with it
than any other one thing, or all others
combined. Why not? Just imagine
every cesspool and sewer in the city
tapped with a 4 or 0-inch pipe leading
direct to the top of all the houses in the
city, would not more or less of the nox-
ious gases from thoso places escape to
that point? Certainly they would; not
only that, being heavier than the natural
air they would of course drop into our
bedrooms aud lower atmosphere which
we breathe; yea, it is doiue so now right
along from day to day, and tho more of
these places you open the more unhealthy
the city becomes.

What earthly use aro these pipes any-
how ? No ono is benefited by them ex-
cept the doctors and plumbers. Beside,
it costs the owner of houses from $25 to
$50 for every houso built, yet this would
be nothing ifit was of any good, but it is
not; it is absolutely worse than nothing.
Ireceive pamphlets ©very week—some-
times a half a dozen—from all parts ofthe
United States—on tho sanitary question,
plumbing, sewerago acd houso drainage,
ventilation, etc., and I have yet to learn
of a single city or town in the United
States where this special vent-pipe sys-
tem has been introduced. Many scientists
claim that much of our plumbing at the
present has too many vent-pipes. lie
that as it may, itis certain and sure that
tho special one should bo abandoned, and
the sooner the better for the health of the
city. The doctors may call me an old
crank, as one of them did the other day
when talking on the subject, but they
will find 1 am sound ou this question,
aud I hope so before it is too late, for the
cholera is bound to come here if this sys-
tem is kept up.

Why can't these doctors and law-mak-
ers be consistent? For instance, hero
they make a law that no rain-water con-
ductor leading from a roof of a building
shall lead direct into a cesspoel or sewer.
Why make such a law as that ? For the
very best reason in the world; because it
would convey all the noxious gases from
those places up to the top of tho building,
just where it should not be allowed to go.
The next set ofofficers after taking their
seats pass another law just the opposite,
and say that the property-holders shall
put in a special vent-pipe leading from
all cesspools (consequently from all sew-
ers, to three feet above the roof of the
house, which, of course, will do just the
very same thing as tho other. Every
outhouse or water-closet should have a
brick cesspool four feet in diameter and
at least six feet deep, ceiled up tight over
the top, supplied with a patent water-
closet and all necessary pipes, traps and
vents leading above the building tho
same as is done inside of buildiugs, aud
where there is a sewer near there should
be an overflow pipe leading to it.
All scientists know that gases from
sowers and cesspools after passing
through the water which is in the trap of
tho closet becomes somewhat purified,
and, consequently, much lighter than it
was while laying in the cesspool or sewer,

| so it will be more easdy carried offinto
the upper atmosphere; but where these

j gases are allowed to escape through a
i free and independent special vent-pipe or
! other outlet it won't do so because it
! comes out with all of its impurities, and,
jconsequently, is heavier than our natural

! air, and willdrop downward.
Icannot quit this subject without call-

| ing public attention to the old City Jail,
one of the most uusanitary places in the
city, not excepting Chinatown. Itwould
not cost more than 83,000 or :j*3,500 to put
this building in a perfect sanitary condi-
tion. All that needs to be done is to tear

opt all the old rotten cells, and put new
Iron ones iv their place, and put in new
j iuniting in place of the old; some little
painting and whitewashing, and that is
pretty much all. Why should it not be
done? Why do our city fathers hesi-
tate to do this needed work? Should
the cholera reach this city that would be
the first place it wiilhit.

AUGUST WEATHER.
Meteorological Summary for the Past

William Burrows, Acting Director of

the State Weather Bureau, supplies the
following summary ofthe weather condi-
tions during the month of August:

ture, 39°, on the ith and 18th; least daily
range of temperature, 20°, on the 11th.
Mean temperature tor this month in 1877,
