ducts. Follow up the experiments of
i1his season by an exhibition of our show-
ing at Chicago in London late in 1893 and
we will confirm the taste for our fruits
and secure for them a quicker market
and better prices, and at the sametime,
by the occular proofs of other products,
invite attention to the State and all claims
made for it.

The good effects of placing the exhibit
in London will go beyond encouragement
of green fruit shipments such a long dis-
tance; it will open to us a broad new
market throughout Europe for our canned
and dried fruits and vegetables. In Lon-
don *‘all the world’”’ will see just what
fruits we can grow if we but set up the
exhibition proposed, for into London an-
nually flows all the business travel
of the Old World, or very nearly
all, and to that center comes con-
stantly a stream of Europeans, be-
cause in that great city they can and do
tind all things they need for the gratifica-
tion of the tastes and the prosecution of
business.
