Cereals Inactive, with Buyers and
Sellers Apart.

Poultry Demoralized—Gllt-Edged But-

ter and Strictly Choice

Pegs Firmer.

San Francisco, September 1,1892.
There has been a steadily increasing call for

funds with which to make advances against
grain that is going into warehouses. All ad- ;
vices report that the quantity of wheat which
is being warehoused by farmers in tuis State
is the largest on record. Among better in-

formed persons itls the general opinion that
at present prices wheat i.s most certainly a
good venture, although the wheat and ship
rings claim that the market will go still
lower. This opinion Is grounded on the tenor
ofgeneral Information from tlie East and also

from abroad that the wheat markets are be-
ing manipulated by the same syndicate that
ls manipulating silver, and that lower pries
are ln the programme before an advancing

market sets in. This opinion is given for what
it is worth, but nowadays moneyed syndi-

cates can do anything, and, therefore, they
may be- able to carry out their programme in
the face ol a short crop, taking all producing
countries as a whole—the bear influences
on the market on the cholera scare, the
low price of silver am! the larmers at the East
and also abroad free sellers. Last year at about
this time Bes_Brn aud foreign farmers were
slow sellers, and California farmers sold freely,

with speculators buying; but now California
Bars are holding and Eastern and foreign

farmers are selling, ln our market there has j
been small selling.
