New Orleans, Sept. 7.—The laurel
lias shifted. John L. Sullivan has had
some new sensations. So has James Cor-
bett. One has been knocked oil" tho pe-
destal of the pugilistic championship,
and the other climbs into his place.
The California heavy-weight, Corbett,
has knocked out the champion, John
Sullivan, and won, besides, some >
And how it appears to the spectators —the
truth told—it seems as though Corbett
won easily. The impression left by the
rapid spectacle is that Sullivan was at no
moment in the path of success, and physi-
cal evidences of this were apparent at the
finish.

Spooial to the Rkcord-Uxion.

What was Corbett, the winner, at tho
moment of his victory? He was keen,
(.nick, alert in every round, unmarked
by bruise or blood. His face was aglow
with steady interest. Ilisface wore a half
smile, and ho was ready to attack his foe
with ferocious force had his foe been able
to rise. These were the conditions of
victory.

Sullivan was reeking with blood,
smashed, bruised, jellied, and nearly, if
not quite, densely so. These were the
evidences of deleat, and it was when these
had been established that tho laurels
shifted, and a new man had been born
into the championship.

Why was Sullivan dethroned? He him-
self bad contributed to the causes of his
own downfall. Had his life had no excess
Sullivan would have been able to light
the struggle more effectively to retain his
prestige. He is not relatively so good a
man at 34 as hundreds of other men at

that age. His face is furrowed, not alone
by years, but by tho methods of his liv-
ing. His ponderous body, too, bore trace
not alone of time, but of easy living. 11 is
condition was not comparable with that
of his foe. Jt could not be. There was
an accumulation of age and wide freedom
v. Inch could not be trained away without
impairing the man.

Sullivan, too, had been overconfident.
He had been contemptuous of tho need-
ful measures for his perfect condition.
Ho was Sullivan, and Sullivan could not
lose in 1 tattle.

Corbett has taught him otherwise, and
now starting with eight years less of
life's inevitable wear, he had eon.>erved
his powers, perfected the methods oftheir
use, charging his heart meanwhile, con-
fident he would become king of his kind.
] ~>hj was tho capital of brawn and muscle
upon which to build np a fortune of vic-
tory and reputation.

Itmay not be carelessly said that (!or-

bett, at 20 years of age, is a better man
than Sullivan was at that age; but assum-
ing that they were equally good men at
equal ages, an analysis of tills victory
comes back to the fact that while some
men of 34 may whip some men of ;Jts, the
elder man being the victor, must not have
added his own methods of dellection to
those which silent years so surely em-
ploy.

Sullivan came forward to-night into the
glare of twenty electric lights, his senses
fed by the shouts of those who will flount
him now. Tho majority believed in him.
Why should not a champion believe in
himself? So, whilo they yelled with
worshiping plaudits, he sat down in his
corner, and with easy interest scanned
the powerful fellow opposite.

Somehow tiiere is a homage in the
eager attention trainers bestow upon
their champion, and to-night while Sulli-
van enjoyed this, his heavy form sagged
down as he sat waiting for the prelimi-
naries. Those who scanned him closely
saw the welts of llesh on his abdomen
rolling far over the edgo of his firmly
drawn belt. It should not have been
obesity of age, for the man to-night
should be in the prime of his years. Was
it the distention surely following wine
suppers and hot dinners of rich foods?
"Who shall say?

While sitting thus under the eyes of
hundreds, whose scrutiny was sharpened
by their money on tho result, Sullivan
was in turn studying his foe, and what
did he see? In the opposite corner, out
of which all victors in the Olympic Club
Lave gone to victory, there sat a beautiful
Specimen of human llesh and bone. Sul-
livan saw a smiling anil, confident face.
He saw a neck that had poise and
strength. He saw a chest that was deep
enough to hold a pair of bellows.
He saw- a pair of browned shoulders,
where piles of muscles crept aud glided

beneath the skiu. JIo beheld out-
jstretched upon the ropes, v.iiilo the train-
i ers did their service, a pair of arms as
j long as those of a windmill, bunched
with lithe driving muscles, with th-j

blood and nerve of youth. The cham-
pion beheld a foe wnose abdomen was
clean-cut and round-like in its lines.
There was no adipose to clog his lungs or
burden the freedom of his actions.

Like aracer was Corbe't —trim, solid,
balanced j hysicaliy at every point, un-

ndee I, his long legs seemed a trit!e
light for the muscular shoulders and
body. Jiut those who doubted the power
of the lithe underlimbs could not know-
how lileo steel they had been tempered to
bend without breaking under stress and
tension. lJoubters learned later what
iron thews lay along the Blender columns
that should uphold the man.

THE FIGHT IX DETAIL.
A Hard Battle In Which Snllivan Was

Badly Punished.
Rinoside a r Tiib Olympic Club, New

i-i:i.K\Ns. Sept. 7.—The excitement that
has prevailed in this city has had no
parallel since the Italian assassination
eighteen months ago. There has been no

I ofeon versai ion discussed in any
quarter save the event ol the evening, in
which every portion of the civilized
world whs more or less deeply interested.
It apparently ailected the outside as
deeply as itdid the participants in the
battle. Both men were known to be in
the prime ofcondition, and the greatest
tight ofthe series was looked forward to
by all wiih keen anticipation.

There was a universal move in the di-
rection ofthe clubhouse eveu before the
evening began to fall. Business meu, law-
yers aud journalists took their dinners
down town, and bad vehicles ordered
rariy. They were willing to wait at the
club, but they were unwilling to waste
time going down. At o o'clock carriages
were already beading down Canal street,
which was crowded with people and ve-
hicles. 1 "own the intersecting streets car-

a were reaching to the seeneof battle.
Down in the neghborhood oJ the club lor
blocks and blocks carriages were strung
along the curbstones, and every street
corner bad a crowd.

The Sullivan people came to the club
first. They look a carriage at tin- hotel
before 7, and drove leisurely down with
a string ofhacks. Sullivan looked strong
and determined, iio walked with a
jaunty air, and came in so easy with the
tine of people entering at the.time that
lew noticed him.

In the toss lor corners Corbett won, and
chose the Lucky one that iu;von aud Jic-
Aulitfe fought in.

Big Jim Corbett followed in the wak,>
of the champion, coming in fifteen inm-
ates later. When the party pulled mi in
front or the door the .street was cleared
ami an avenue opened into the building.
Corbett catue in first, with a light step
and ins face wreathed in smiles.

The Jir>t sign of the contest for tho
championship of America (Mint; in the

i of Police Captain Barrett, who
wem into the ring at live minutes to 9
o'clock, 'i on which the gloves
were to be weighed were laid beside the
center of the post. Kx-Mayor Uuillot,
who acted as master of ceremonies, en-
tered the arena a few minutes later and
made a speech, warning the speetaiors to
be careful and not violate- any rules of
the club.

Sullivan entered the ring first, dressed
in green trunks and black shoes and
.socks, lie iooked in perfect condition.

Corbett followed a moment later, Look-
ing pale and finely drawn beside his
bulky antagonist, tiewore an air ofcon-
fidence, however, smiled and nodded to
acquaintances around tne ring, though
he was said by some people to be a little
nervous.

Police Captain Barrett stepped to the
center of the ring and presented Professor
John Dully with a beautiful silver ice
bowl and ladle.

John Donaldson and Billy Delaney
were announced as Corbett's seconds,
with iiat Masterson as timekeeper.
Charles Johnson and -iaek McAuiifie
were seconds for John L. .Sullivan, and
Frank Moran timekeeper. The gloves
were weighed and found io be according
lo law, and they were given to the fight-
ers.

Iti the parley which was held in tiie
center of the ring Corbett looked en-
tirely outclassed in point ofbuild, though
bis iriends relied upon his cleverness to
win the battle. The pivot blow and back-
heeling was barred by mutual consent,
and the men agreeing to fight fairthey
were sent to their corners to gui ready lor
the fray.

The battle commenced at JhlO o'clock.
Both men stepped Lightly to the center of
the rim;. Sullivan immediately became
the aggressor. He made a leit lead, and
was btopped. Corbett danced all about
his opponent, eyeing him closely. Sulli-
van uiade a rush but Jim backed away.
tie also attempted a left-hander, but Jim
would not bite. Sullivan looked vicious

las he played for an opening. He at-
tempt* i a right-hand stomach punch, but
tho blow 101 l short. Sullivan tried to
corner Jim, but the latter slipped away.
Thegong sounded and not a blow was
landed by either man.

Kound two Sullivan was still the ag-
gressor. Sullivan uppercut Jim, and
tombed him again with his left a little
Later. Jim eyed him closely, and when
Sullivan would rush the Californian
would slip away. Sullivan landed a
heavy right ou the shoulder, but received
a stomach punch in return.

Kound three—Corbett ducked away
from a heavy lunge. Sullivan followed
him about the ring, trying for the
stomach. Jim's head missed a heavy
left-hander, and Sullivan looked vicious.
Jim Landed two heavy stomach punches,
and Sullivan missed a vicious right.
Both hit each otner on the head. < loroett
Stepped out of harm's way. He came
bad; cjuickly and landed his kit on the
stomach, lie also planted a heavy one
on the champion's car, Bending his head
ba.-k. Both men were fighting hard
when the gong sounded.

Konnd lour—Sollivan missed his left
again, but he chased Jim around the
ring. Sullivan lauded a light left. Cor-
bett stepped up dose, attempting to
punch the stomach, but John was guard-
ing with his right. The champion fol-
lowed his opponent all over tiie ring, and
received a heavy left-handed swmg for
b a Mis. Jim Landed both hands on
Sullivan's head as the round ended, and
the champion went to his corner with a
sneering smile.

Kound fifth—Sullivan stepped to the
center witha smile, and Corueit touched
his nose with ins left. The champion
tried to land his loft on the Btomach, and
the men clinched, .Sullivan landing his
first heavy right. Sullivan nii.ssed a
fearful leit hand and staggered forward
from the force of the blow. The men

I cautiously for an opening, and tho
champion seemed eager for hot work.
Be followed his antagonist all nround the
ring, and first blood came from Sulli-
van's nose. The ligiit was fast aud furi-
ous, and Sullivan nearly fell on the ropes
from left-hand jabs ou the head, and was
unmercifully punished. As the round
ended Corbett landed a heavy right on
the champion's head.

Round sixth—lWh men landed light
lefts, and Sullivan's nose was bleeding
again. The champion was beginning to
look tired, for he missed his right, aimed

I for the jaw. Corbett took plenty of time,
aud used tho entire ring to maneuver in.
He landed a light stomach punch, and.
hit the champion in the lace. A little
later there was :i heavy exchange of lefts
on the head, and Sullivan seemed angry, i
and slapped his opponent with his left j
hand. Corbett landed with blows on the ]
head and ran away. The men were in
the center of the ring, and it began to
look as if some of the light was out of
Sullivan. Jim landed a heavy left on
Sullivan's head, and the champion went I
to his corner looking tired. |

Round seventh—Corbett walked right
up to Sullivan and barely avoided a left-
hand punch. The champion was trying
his hardest for a right on the jaw, bin
foxy Corbett was not there. The cham-
pion landed two light I lowa on the head,
and Corbett sent in a hot shot from the
left. lie jabbed Sullivan continually on
the nose in this round and the blood
flowed freely. Jim was cheered to the
echo for his skillfulrighting. Snllivan
was forced <»n the ropes by a nea\ yright
on tin'jaw and as the gong sounded re-
ceived a heavy left on the jaw.

Round eighth—Sullivan landed a light
left on the stomach and received a left on
the mouth. Jim was now the aggressor.
Sullivan hit Corbett in a clinch and the
audience yelled "foul." lioth exchanged
heavy lefts, but .lim's head missed a
mighty right. -Jim barely escaped a
right and sent his left in the champion's
stomach, forcing him to the ropes. Jim
landed a heavy left on the mouth, which
brought blood and a smile from the
champion. Sullivan looked very tired.

Bound ninth—Sullivan was puffing,
and both exchanged good leils. Sullivan
r... ived a light one on the ear and got
another <>n the nose, but evened up mat-
ters a little with his right. Jim landed a
heavy left on the nose, and both men hug-
ged each oilier in a clinch: Sullivan was
missing many blows now, though when
he did land it was twice as heavy as his
antagonist's. Jim had all the best of
Sullivan.

Hound tenth—Sullivan attempted to
land Ids left, but the blow was very short,
tie followed his opponent, however, and
both exchanged lefts. Corbett's right
found the chain] ion's bead and his left
got there a moment later, but iii \u25a0 cham-
pion Landed on the lead in turn. Tins
was a great tight so far, and Corbett ap-
ian ntly hud tbeadmiration of the croud,
a-- h.: was doing most of the hitting.
When tiie round closed Corbett was
lustily \u25a0\u25a0!;; ered.

Round eleventh—Both landed good
blows, and Sullivan got twisted round
from the force of a left. Corbett showed
great ability, even at clinching ins more
bulky opponent. Sullivan was ex-

y cautious, though he got a crush-
ing .low on the nose. Jim tried to de-
liver a heavy right hand blow, and the
champion was tbrced to the ropes to
avoid it. Sullivan received a punch in
the stomach from a left, and got it again a
moment later.

Round twelfth—Sullivan was the last
to respond, and when he did he got a left
in the stomach. He got it again very
heavily, and there was a repetition a mo-
rn sut later. Sullivan landed a Iairly good
blow with his right, though lie ;:< -." a left
in the stomach in return. Jim landed an-
other leftin return in the stomach, and
ran away smiling, 'i he< aiifornian landed
a good left on the head, but the champion
stopped a right with his shoulder. Sulli-
van made a vicious rush, and Corbett
shipped him in the stomach with his left.
The champion's bead was forced back
twice from two heavy left-handers, and
the round wound up with both of Cor-
bett's hands in Sullivan's stomach.

Round thirteenth—Jim was first up
again. Dodging the usual leit lead from
the champion, he slipped away from a
left a moment later, and then the men
boxed scientifically foran opening. Sul-
livan could not draw his antagonist on
with his left hand feints, but be barely
touched his body will, his left. The
men's toes touched, they stood so clo.si,
and SuUivan attempted to land his right;
it !eli short, Corbett stepping away.
Sullivan was now forcing matters, i>:it

\u25a0Ay. ile gut a left on the nose that
sent his head Bar back, though tht; cham-
pion landed light on the bead.

Round fourteenth —The Californian's
stock was sky-high now, and he stepped
up to his opponent, though he got a left
on the nose tor his pains. Moth men
landed good blows. Corbett landed his
left and Sullivan his right. Both men
got heavy (lows on the head, and Sulli-
van was pushed back with a loft. Again
both men got in good lefts, though tin:
first blow was tho heavier of the two.
Jim-landed a left on Sullivan's lace and
slipped away. Sullivan landed on the
forehead, but in attempting to land his
left he fell into the corner, standing
closi ly to his man. Honors were easy.

Hound fifteenth—Jim was first to the
center. Sullivan made his famous rush
and forced ins man all over the ring,
though he was nearly knocked down
with a right. The men clinched and sep-
arated, Sullivan receiving a right on the
ear. He landed a lefton Jim's nose, but
his stomach was uncovered, and lie re-
ceived a heavy blow. .Jim landed his
usual left on the head, but he got a right.
on the body in return. Both men landed
efts. Sullivan missed his vicious right

lor the body. Both received light lets,
though Jim recorded heavy stomach
punches as th \u25a0 round closed.

Round sixteenth The round com-
menced witli a rally, and Sullivan re-
ceived a left on hia dial.

Sullivan landed a good left, though his
right for tin; body was >h..rt. Sullivan
was breathing hard. Jim neatly avoided
a left for the face, but sent his own osr
home a moment later on Sullivan's head.
Snllivan's face was very red, and he re-

ment in this round.

Hound eighteenth.—Jim was, as usual,
first to respond. A beautiful rally took
I lace in the center of the ring.

A fearful left-
hand jab on the Dose was presented to
John, and be got a hot one on the head
for being too familiar. Jim's left found
the champion's stomach ami (ace, and
also the head. Later John landed a right
punch on the ribs that sounded all over
the house, though he got a left swine- in
the stomach a moment later. Sullivan
was extremely cautious, although he got
four heavy rights on tho lace. This was
all < 'orbett's round.

Hound nineteenth— Both men were
quick to respond. They boxed cau-
tiously. Sullivan landed and Jim retal-
iate.! on the stomach and stepped away
from a heavy right, and the champion

! tired. Sullivan's left was contin-
ually in motion, seemingly. The Cali-
fornian looked too clever for him, and he
laughed sarcastically at the champion aa
he leisurely boxed for an opening. Cor-
bett landed two quick lefts in tho
stomach. Sullivan lost Ins temper from
a staggering right and rushed at his op-
ponent, (nit locked likea beaten man.

Round twentieth — Sullivan looked
tired, and his left was very short. He
Mowed hard and seemed very cautions,
but he was the same resolute, ferocious
man of yore. Both exchanged rights,
and Sullivan was nearly knocked down
with a left on his stomach and a right on
the head. Corbett was dead game and
unhurt so far. Sullivan tried his right
and received five clips on the head and
stomach. The champion's knees were
shaking, and he soemed unable to defend
himself. Sullivan was fought to the
ropes with heavy rights and lefts, and
the gong seemed his only safety.

Round twenty-first—Corbett was first
to respond t > time. Sullivan's left lead
was very weak, and he seemed anxious
to wait. His opponent was with him,
however, and the champion received a
left on the nose. Sullivan was trying for
a right, though he made little attempt to
send it home. Sullivan was beaten down
with heavy rights and lefts., falling to the
ground. He attempted to rise and light,
but nature gave way, and he fell and was
counted out, and Corbett was proclaimed
champion of the world by Referee Duflfy.

The ovation Corbett received was sotue-

thing tremendous, and he walked round
the ring kissing and hugging his friends.

RBETT ALL RXGB V.

Corbett came out of the right without
a scratch. Sullivan was badly punished.
He \sas bleeding like a beef.

When Sullivan was brought around he
stepped in the middle of the ring and
made a speech saying he was glad that
tiie championship remained in America,
but that he had fought once too often.

bett was seen immediately after he
entered his dressing-room by an A
ated Press reporter. When he camo in a
dozen or nn>re men sprang forward to
shake his baud, but he pushed them
back saying: "Don't get so excited. 1
know I won, and I know you
aro all glad of it, but don't
try to claw me to death.
Look at me, 1 am not excited, and why
should you people be. Just get away
from me and lot me get a little air."

He then lay on his cot and was rubbed
down before being weighed. He tipped
the scales at i.si pounds, showing that he
lost only live pounds during the light.
In answer to questions, Corbett paid: "1
knew what I could do. i have been
practicing for weeks to guard against his
particular style of ficrhting, and felt just
as confident of winning as L did that I
was alive."

j The big Californian said he did not feel
the least lit tired, and had worked ten
times harder than that every day he
trained for the light. "I am satisfied 1
could have whipped him very much
s i..nor had I mixed and gone into
infighting. Bat I was a trifle leary.
On several occasions i. was sorely
tempted to dose right in on him
and do him quick, but my b
kept at me to be cautious; that

1 Was doing weil and having all the best
ofit ami that 1 had better light a little
shy of his right hand."

W hen Mike Donovan entered the room
Corbett sprang to bis feet, and shook
hands with him very cordially. "Weil,
Mike, we got on top at last. Mike, my
boy, every word you said about Sullivan
was rigiit. He fought just as you said he
would light, and L followed your advice,
and here I am. lam winner and chain-

! pion. I scarcely know how to thank you
and express niy gratitude t > yon."

Billy Delaney, who really deserves
great credit lor getting Corbett in his
present magnificent condition, as no
trainer ever worked more faithfully with
the man than he did with Corbett, is
highly elated over < lorbett's success.

JOY IX SAX FRANCISCO.
San Francisco,Sept.7.—San Francisco

went wild over Corbett's victory. Thou-
sands of people congregated in fronl of
tiie newspaper irfices, where bulletins
were displayed, and as the progress of
the light was outlined showing ('orbett's
superiority the crowd cheered lustily.

At Harry Corbett's poolroom and
saloon, on Eddy street, there waa an im-
mense crowd. When Jim's victory was
announced Harry opened champagne
with a lavish hand. He claims to have
won over $10,000 on the fight. A special
wire ran to Corbett's father's house, on
Hayes street, and his parents received
the report of the tight as it progressed.
They were greatly elated, but say they
\\ i>.'i Jim would stop prize lighting, now
that he has become champion of the
world.

WHITTIER IS DEAD.

Tho Venerable Poet's Life Ends In si
lVacei'iil sieoo.

Hampton Fall-; (X. H.), Sept. 7.—
John <;. Whittier, the poet, died at4:3o
this morning. He passed away peace-
fully. His nearest relatives and Dr.
Douglas were at his bedside whin death
came, and he seemed to be conscious of
his surroundings to the last moment.
Tho funeral will f.^:o place at Amesbury,
Mass., next Saturday.

John Greenleaf Whittier, endeared to
every American heart as the "Quaker
bard"' of New England, was born in
Haverhill, Mass., December 17, 1807; con-
sequently his eighty-fifth birthday was
close at hand. With thesingieexception*.
perhaps, of Longfellow, Whittier is the
poet who lias won the highest place in the
affections of his countrymen. Ho was
peculiarly and wholly American, and
New England American at tiiat. Long-
fellow was a student, a scholar, familiar
with many lands and many tongues, and
drank deeply at tho Old World founts of
inspiration.

Upon his genius the old England has
her claims as well as the new. Hut YVhit-
tier, born on a Massachusetts farm, and
taken as a hid by William I.loyd <.arri-
si.n from the plow to the newspaper desk,
was graduated directly from nature to
Life, ail on that bleak "but kindly N*ew
England soil which he lias never quitted,
c tiier in person or spirit, lor any alien
shore. Legends of the Indian tribes,
tales of the early settler-;, stirring echoes
of thG Revolutionary period, types, Inci-
dents and sayings that coll< tively light
up the whole history and character of
New England—these abound in Whit-
tier's poems from the earliest

Whittier was a poet of nature, and her
myriad moods are reflected in his verse.
He was eminently a poet of humanity—
the champion of the oppressed, the leader
of the aspiring, the comforter of the
afflicted, the lover of the lowly.

Tiiose who were happy m his intimate
' acquaintance describe him as a charming
i host and fascinating conversationalist,

i; rtily enjoying lito and the innocent
good things of this world. Ilis peculiar
modesty and shyness with .strangers or
in public give zest to the story told by
George Makepeace Towle, of how Whit-

< tier once noisily applauded, in the pres-
ence of a largo audience, some versos
quoted by a lecturer, and was inexpressi-
bly shocked wheu a friend reminded him
that they were from one of his own
poems.
was one ofrecognition of his niece, Mrs.
Samuel L. Pickard, who lived with him
some years previous to hor marriage.

I painless, like one falling asleep—a fitting
close for such a life. The body has been
brought to his home in Amesbury and
the funeral will be held Saturday' from
his late residence in French street, tho
house in which many of his best poems
wore written.

PROGRESS OF CHOLERA.

AllFeeling of Alarm Has Subsided
at New York.

NO NEW CASES REPORTED AT THE

QUARANTINE STATIONS.

A Report Circulated Iv San Francisco

That iiShip Which IIh;1 Just Arrived

From Calcutta Had Lost Two of

Its Crew by Cholera Creates a

Sc-j.ro Among tho People—lnvesti-

Kution Proves the lturaor to Have

Been Unfounded.

New York, Sept. 7.—The weather is

brighter and frostierand every way more
bracing than any day since the cholera
made its appearance at this port. Here
in New York all feeling of alarm has
subsided, as the work of cleaning and
disinfecting goes on.

This afternoon Dr. Depew, on the City
of New York, sent his compliments to
Dr. Jenkins, and regretted that the
Health Ofiicer had not been able to board
the Innian liner in person. Dr. Jenkins
replied with the following message:
"Present my compliments to Dr. Depow,
and my regrets that I must detain him
and his ship until to-morrow at least.';

The Waesland, which arrived this
morning, had on board 102 cabin and 405
steerage passengers. They were all in
good health. On tho City of New York
there aro 527 first cabin, 185 second and
1-7 steerage passengers. They, too, aro
all well.

Secretary Foster came down the bay on
the revenue cutter Grant to meet his
wife, who i.s on the City of New York.
The Grant steamed alongside the City of
New York, and Mr. Foster held a con-
versation with his wife from tho deck,
but did not board the steamer, lie re-
ceived permission to do this from Dr.
Jenkins.

The passengers of the La Bourgogne
will probably be released to-morrow
morning, and possibly the ship also. The
Anchor line's Elysia hus been released.

Francisco Harbor Untrue.
A Report That tho Disease Was in San

s\\n Francisco, Sept. 7.—The Ameri-
can ship Frank Pendleton arrived to-day
from Calcutta, after having touched at
Madias. During the voyage a seaman,
Archibald McDougal, and William E.
Whitty, chief officer, a native of Maine,
died of what was recorded on the log as
dysentery. Tho deaths occurred last
April, and since then there has been no
sign ofthe disease. McDougal died first,
and three days later Whitty was taken ill
and died in about fifteen hours. All the
clothing and effects of tho men were
thrown into the sea. The symptoms of
the two men are said to have been identi-
cal.

Captain J. F. Chapman, consignee of
tho vessel, says the report of cholera
aboard is a canard. Captain Nichols
came ashore this afternoon and went to
the Custom-house.

Tho nature of the disease of the two
men gave rise to the alarming report that
they had died ofrholera.

Captain Nichols sent a memorandum
from his log to the Merchant's Exchange
It has in it no suggestion of cholera. He
reports a stormy voyage, and says twomen died from dysentery, as above
stated.

The consignees of the cargo, Balfour,
Guthrio A: Co., say no word of cholera
has coma to them. They say the report
is untrue. The vessel is, however. bein<>-
fumigated under the direction of tho
