
ofedges, it is better molding than much
now sold.

So, too. in that part of the Santa Bar-
Lara exhibit, under charge of Father
O'Keefe, is shown a priest's altar robe in
heavy green silk and gold lace or galoon.
The garment was made in 1782, and the
gold trimming to-day is untarnished. It
is, indeed, brighter and richer after all
these years than most bullion ofto-day is
after one year of use.

In the Monterey section, under charge
of M. Wolters and Father Casanova,
there are enough of historic relics to en-
gage study for some hours. There is, for
instance, the ilagstatl that stood at the
northwest corner of the old Custom-
house, Monterey. Ou this start' Commo-
dore Sloat, July 7, IMb, raise<l the lirst
stars and stripes that floated over Cali-
fornia by direction of the Government.

Near by is a Hint-lock musket and a
cavalry sabre, used in the early days \u25a0by
Mexican soldiers in California. They
are from the old Presidio of Monterey.

Apair of gold scales is shown, used in
Monterey, in the time of gold discovery.

A group of Mexican cannon balls is
Hhown in a case. They aru lroni the
scene of the engagement between United
States and Mexican troops, near Gabi-
lan, six miles from Salinas. The former,
under Fremont, had iron cannon, the
latter one brass piece. Some oi these
balls are of copper and were made in
Mexico.

There are shown, also, a Mexican can-
ana or cartridge box; two cannon brought
to Monterey in 1773 by a Spanish mau-oi-

"vvar. An interesting story about them is
posted and is in typewriter and easily
read. < >ne of these guns was nshod out
of the bay in W~>-. It was in a stunt
oaken box, and the finders though}; they
had raised a treasure box tilled with sil-
ver. The gun belongs now to William
Tibbetts, who has listed it in the fciast-
lake Museum and has mounted it on a
carriage.

A Mexican saddle of the old style, such
as the earliest California vaqueros used,
is shown. Itis owned by 15. V. Sargent.
A brick from Colton iiail, the lirst State
Capitoi, is exhibited, and an Indian mor-
tar and pestle, with which the aborigine
ground acorns and wild oats into a meal
lor food. Two malaias used by early
Mexican possessors of California soilare
shown. With these were ground or
crushed the corn for food. One of these
lualatas was brought lrom Mexico in
it-i.

In this exhibit, also, are to be seen a
brick from the rirst brick building in
California, built by Henry Dickson in
JMl'. The bricks were brought from Bos-
ton; ftcopper Mexican kettle: portraits of
Jnnipero Serra; a lot of strange body
arms, one pistoi being rigged with a vil-
lainous-looking sword; an adze, an ax, a
hoe and a spear 01the old time are labeled
in this section; also, a Mexican coa, or
spade; some old derringers and "Allen
Pepperbox" pistols (.the first revolver:
an odd fireplace grate, made for the lirsi
Judge of Monterey; a mission bell that
for forty years has called the children of
Monterey to school; for many years it
Lung in the old euratel; the lirst platform
scales ever seen in California, wrought
here in 1848 and still in good order.

A very interesting relic is a rib of the
brigautine Nalalia. On this ship Napo-
leon lett the Isle of Klba on his return to

France. The ship was thereafter sold to
Mexico and titled out as a Guarda Costa
in lsl.!, and was stranded some years
later in Monterey l.ay. Tiles from the
t>id Spanish part of the Custom-house are
shown, and one from the Mexican par., of
the building, and a cart wheel of the type
used by Mexicans and Indians before "the
American occupation. (A story con-
nected with the wheel is posted above it
in typewriting.) The remains of the
wheel belong to W. B. Post of Monterey.

A iuaugas, a robe worn by gentlemen,
is shown that was given to Jacinto iiod-
riguez in 1872 by Jose Maria Villia, in
whose family it was an heirloom formany
generations. Itis valued at $000 and the
rich gold embroidery on it is as bright
and golden in color to-day as when
\u25a0worked into the cloth. MSS. of Juni-
pero Serra are shown, from the
San Carlos Mission; a copy of a letter by
Admiral Viscayno to the King ofSpain
in L6U2; Indian baskets made in Cali-
fornia in 1770; tiles from San Carlos Mis-
sion with oil paintings thereon; cypress
and cedar of Lebanon wood work; iron
straps and nails made by Indians under
Instruction of Jesuit Missionaries in 1770;
frames made of Monterey shells; old
paintings from San Carlos Mission;
dalmatic, used by Father Junipero Serra
in 177'); and a lla^r earned in the Mexican
"War and finally presented to the daugh-
ters of MiltonLittle in lNi4 at Monterey.

An interesting exhibit was placed on
view yesterday by Governor Markham,
a musket carried by his father and used
at the battle of Plattsburg September 11,
IM4,also a strange old pistol used in the
war of ISIJ.

In the medical department, the Sacra-
mento Society for Medical Improve-
ment has posted in large letters im-
portant statistics showing the growth of
medical schools and tho profession in
California. The society also shows por-
traits of Drs. T. M. Logan and F. W.
Hatch, first and second Secretaries of the
State Board ofHealth.also port raits ot Drs.
W. R. Cluness and G. L. Simmons, as
representative physicians. There is also
shown the portrait of Dr. R. K. Keid, tirst
Superintendent of the first Insane Asy-
lum in California. The Medical Depart-
ment of the State University exhibits
line, large portraits of Dr. H. 11. Toland,
organizer of the department, and ot Dr.
EL Beverly Cole; also pictures of the ear-
liest graduating classes and a framed
plate of resolutions of respect for the late
Dr. Toland.

In the merchant marine and ship-build-
ing line, (ioodall, Perkins ACo. exhibit
two flue pictures and a beautiful model
of a steamship of their line. The Union
Iron Works shows a lull-sized model of a
piece of armor plate for the battle ship
Oregon, now in course of construction.
It is so large and heavy that it is left for
convenience in the mining section's an-
nex.

Yesterday there were added to General
Ruger's exhibit of flags and portraits of
military commanders, three cannon, tro-
phy guns acquired from Mexico. All
were made in Spain and bear the Span-
ish coat of arms and dates as far back as
17(>!». < >ne piece is ten leet long and named

iSan Francisco. Another is named San
Feruandio, is a three-loot piece, and still
another is ot brass and highly polished.
It is a three-footer also and very odd in
construction. The three pieces excito a
great deal of curious interest.

THE MONETARY CONFERENCE.

Gladstone ami Efuroourt Said to be
Opposed to It.

London, Sept. 7.—The Associated Press
is authorized to state' thai both Gladstone
and Haroourt, his Chancellor of tlie !>.\-
chequer, are averse to the Internatioufd
Monetary t'on.orenco discussing any-
thing affecting the currency of the Brit-
ish bCmpire. Gladstone thinks ifany-
thing is done to relieve the strain of the
monetary syst< inof India it ought to be
effected without an agreement or confer-
ence with the Inited States authorities.
Gladstone ami Idaroourt both think, the
conference will lead to nothing.

It has been learned tliat (Gladstone pri-
vately expreatted his opinion thatGoscuen
had gone too lar in treating with Secre-
tary foster; and finally the officialsasked
why the Washington Government did
not forward fresh papers on the subject.

In reference to the suspension of silver
coinage in India, it is learned thattho
pressure of the Indian Government in
favorof suspension was so urgent that a
special Cabinet meeting willsnort be con-
vened to decide tho question, which is
considered much more critical and im-
portant than the Monetary Conference.

"Now, it was very kind in Mr. Kipling
to answer me personally, but Despoiled
it all by adding a littlo lling to the effect
that if he had written them my country-
men would have stolen them long ago, and
Iwould not have needed to apply to him.
My American blood boiled within me at
this, and I could not refrain from a re-
tort. I told him Idisliked to paraphrase
verses I admired, but I must turn on
him with a parofly of himself:

"'We ain't no thin red 'crocs, but
We ain't no liiackguarUs, too,

But plain men after money,
Most remarkable like you.'

And that I don't believe publishers on
his side the poud were much nearer
'plaster saints' than ours. The interna-
tional copyright law had just gone into
etlect, and 1 remarked that it would be
Great Britain's own fault now if her
writers were not protected.

"To this letter Mr.Kipling did not re-
ply, although 1 have since beard lrom
him indirectly. A man I know and
whom 1 had told of the correspondence
met him out West. He mentioned the
incident, and seemed to admire my 'im-
pertinence' in answering. This man. by
the way, characterizes him as 'all right:'
a great deal better fellow than he looks,
and brighter than Max O'Keli.' "—Now
York Times.
