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CHOLERA DYING OUT.

Only One Death and Three New
Cases in New York Harbor.

SEVERAL STEAMERS ARRIVE. BUT

NO SICKNESS ON BOARD.

Resident* of Fire Island Protest

Aealnst Its Use by the State for

Quarantine Purposes—The Pooplo

Resolve to Resist Any Attempt to

Land Passengers from the Infected

Ships—Affairs Assuming a Serious

Aspect.

Special to the Record-Union.
Nbw York, Sept. II.—A number of

steamers arrived in the early morning
hours and dropped anchor in the lower
bay to await the arrival of the health of-
ficers after sunrise. Among them were
the La Champagne from Havre, and the
Cherbourg and Aurania from Liverpool.
Both showed clean bills of health, and
after being inspected were allowed to
drop anchor oil' the quarantine station.
The other arrivals were the British
Bteaniur Martello from Hull, and the
Clintonia from Shields.

The steamers will be closely inspected,
and if it is found that cholera has made
its appearance on board any ofthem they
willbe treated in each instance in a man-
ner similar to that adopted in the case of
the infected vessels which are at present
undergoing quarantine.

The steamer < >bdam was released from
quarantine this morning.

Dr. Jenkins, in addition to his regular
rounds, took passage in the Ceplieus and
proceeded to the Normanuia to superin-
tend the transfer of her passengers to j
lire Island. He sent the following teie-
gram to Governor Flower in explanation |
of his movements:

"Have possession of Fire Island and I
have transferred the first and secoud-
cabiu passengers of the Kormaunia.
Will be pleased to hear and act upon any j
suggestions you may make to have mat-
ters in control and believe they willbe
successful in kr.-eping out the disease. We
li.ive been successful in stopping it on
the Moravia and checking iton the Ku-
gia and Normanuia. The Seandia is be-
ing disinfected and new cases are re-
moved as fast as they develop.

"Ihave a competent stall, and willem-
ploy physicians as the emergency de-
mands. Have accepted all assistance I
otiered, both from local and national
authorities. The Wyoming is not deti-
nitaiy infected with cholera, but we will
Jjoid her until we are perfectly satisfied
of her condition. At 1- ire Island I have
placed a competent hotel man in charge
Of the Surf Hotel and a competent
pnysician to inspect and look alter the
passengers. I have also appointed thirty-
t:w special police to patrol Fire Island.
Acommittee from the Chamber of Com-
merce waited upon me this afternoon
with a consulting board ofphysicians ap-
pointed by them, and said Camp Low, at
Sandy Hook spit, willbe proffered me as
soon as complote for the reception of well
people. 1 shall also request and act upon
any suggestion by the medical consult-
ing committee appointed by the Chamber
of Commerce."

The number of new cases and deaths is
not large, the Scandia being the only one
to present further developments. Marie
Janowits, aged two and a half years; An-
nie • ttsen, aged eight, and Malke Merske,
aged thirteen years, were taken ill to-day,
and removed to Swinburne Island. Only
one death occurred, that of Theodora Ol-
s.n, a three-year-old child, who was
taken ill at G o'clock this morning, and
died at night. There was another death
on board the Sandia, but it was not from
cholera.

The old frigate New Hampshire left
her dock at Hoboken to-day and, in tow
01 two tugs, proceeded on her way to the
lower quarantine to take aboard the
Ragia's first-cabin passengers and the
Kormannia'a second-cabin passengers.

The Stonington, which was tendered by
J. i'ierrepont Morgan, was carefully ex-
ami ucd to-day by the health otlicers and
others and found to be unseaworthy.
The Cepheus, of the Iron Steamboat
Company, was chartered to remove the
p;i>seugers from the fcstonington to Fire
Island.

Dr. Jenkins returned late in the even-
ing from down the bay and calling the
reporters together alter the reports of the
crises were given out, reported that on
Saturday night a disturbance occurred
among a lot of Armenians, Turks and
Hebrews among the detained passengers
on Hoffman Island. A native of Jerusa-
lem was stabbed in the leftarm, but tho
injuries were trivial. He stated that the
new quarantine station at Sandy Hook
will be used as a place for the detention
of steerage passengers and the New
Hampshire will be used for tho Scandia's
first-cabin passengers.

It had been decided to hold the steam-
ers Wyoming and Moravia forat least ten
days alter all trace of sickness on board
had been lost. Dr. BjTron reported that
outside of the new cases of sickness all
patients at Swinburne Island were doing
well, and Dr. llyude, surgeon of the
V, yoming, who had been received at the
island three days ago, returned to the ship
perfectly recovered from his slight ill-
noss.

Dr. Jenkins having received word that
opposition was being threatened by the
residents of Babylon to the landing of
detained passengers at Fire Island, iie
telegraphed Governor Flower, request-
ing him to notify Dr. Balch to proceed
with the landing under direction ol the
executive.

Later in the evening the Governor re-
Jtiled that the landing be done, regard-

a ofthe people of Babylon, and notify-
ing Dr. Jenkins that he would be at the
Vi [ndsor Hotel to-morrow morning.

Dr. Jenkins received word that the pas-
sengers on the Cepheus were forcibly
prevented from lauding at Fire Island by I
a mice of 150 armed deputies from Baby- [
lon, L. I. He wired for particulars.
The Cepheus returned to Sandy Hook,
and Dr. Jenkins at once dispatched his
secretary down the bay with instructions I
to look after the passengers and sec that j
they were made as comfortable as the cir-
cumstance will admit of on the iron I
steamboat, where th«y will have to re- I
main all night.

The steamer Stubbenhul landed her
steerage passengers to-day at Ellis Island, !
and the ship was thoroughly cleaned and
disinfected.

The following is tho latest dispatch of !
the night received by Dr. Jenkins from j
Swineburne Island:

"':"o i\ m.—Have just been round tho i
ships; everything is O. K."

No news is likely to he received here!
to-night regarding the Cepheus passeu- j
gers. The news Horn Sandy Hook says j
she is In the vicinity of Stonington, at j
the lower quarantine. Whether Dr.
Sunburn, who is in charge ol them, will i
return them to Stonington or put them |
on board the Normannia again, no one j
knows. They cannot remain on board i
the Cepheus with any safety, as, although |
she has some provisions on board, she
has not anything like the accommoda-
tion necessary for so large a number of i
p.is^engers removed from the steamer, j
The wind is blowing fresh, and it would i
be a very diilicult,if not an impossible, 1

thing to get the Cepheus alongside the
Normannia to-night.

THE PURCHASE OF FIRK ISLAND.
Surf Hotel, Fire Island (N. V.),

Sept. 11.—There has been more excite-
ment in the last twelve hours at Fire
Island than during the whole summer
season. The sale of the place to the Stale
for quarantine purposes created a great
hubbub among the people of the towns
Of Islip and Babylon, who predict all
kinds of dire calamities with the result of
the landing of passengers from vessels
infected with cholera upon the beach.
Last night's mass-meeting appointed a
committee consisting of Supervisor
Young, Justice Clarks Studley, O'Brien
and Howeil, Dr. W. A. Baker and J. S.
Gilbert, constituting the Board of Health,
to go to Fire Island with twenty Deputy
Constables, to protest against the use of
the island for quarantine purposes, and
to resist the landing of passengers. They
left in sailboats late at night, arriving
there in the morning. The deputies were
placed on guard.

When i'resident Charles W. Wilson
and Dr. Cyrus Edson, of the New \ork
Board of Health, who came to Babylon
by special train, arrived in a sailboat at 3
o'clock this morning, they were quickly
surrounded by deputies, who made
demonstrations against D. S. S. Sammis,
owner of Fire Island, making all kinds of
threats against him lor selling it. Presi-
dent Wilson informed Sammis that Gov-
ernor Flower authorized the purchase of
the island for |21Q,000, and he had a cer-
tilied check fori*oo,uoo to pay as soon as
the papers were signed. Sammis then
turned it over to President Wilson, as
representative of Health Ollicer Jenkins,
all the guests and most of the servants
having left yesterday afternoon.

When President Wilson appeared about
10 o'clock this morning, alter breakfast,
tho local Board of Health and a hundred
others from tho main land, mostly boys
and men, made a demonstration, using
threats against the State, Mr. Sammis and
everybody concerned. At 11 o'clock

j President Wilson met the Board of
I Health, and explained all circumstances
I of the purchase and the intended use of
I the. island.

Supervisor Young and Dr. Baker stated
that it would ruin the property and in-
dustries and endanger the health of the
adjoining communities, and asserted that

! the local board had jurisdiction para-
j mount to the State Board, and would re-
sist any attempt to land passengers.

At the sending of this'dispatch affairs
Avere assuming a serious aspect at Fire
Island. Although only 7:3oo'clock in the j
evening, this will likely be the last word
sent to-night, as it has transpired that !

sympathizers of the local Board of Health
are considering the feasibility ol cutting
oil" all telegraphic communication be-

| tween Fire Island and this city.
Men from Islip and other points on thei main shore appear to have decided to bid

defianoa both to the bidding of Governor
Flower and the instructions of the State
Board of Health. They seem to have be-
come utterly lawless, as well as reckless.
As itgrew dark men who had been con-
cealed in tho shadows of outbuildings be-
gan to move about more freely, as if they
were certain of concealing their identity.
Pickets were posted and a regular system
of signals arranged. There is do telling
the number ofmen thus engaged on the

j island, but there certainly could not have
been fewer than fiftyand thero may havo
been double that number.

A taste of the temper and cunning of
these fellows had already been afforded
President Wilson, and an associated
search being deemed advisable piles ofj
inflammable matter were found heaped
up against either end of the ramshackle
hotel, which, it lighted, would have de-
stroyed the building in a very short time,
for, being old and dry, it would burn like
tinder. When the machinations of the
enemy were fully understood Mr. Wilson
promptly divided his associates of the
Health Department and newspaper men
into watches ofsix men each, who should
patrol the building throughout the night,
each watch being on duty three hours at
a stretch. Even President Wilson stood a
turn, and Avheu the arrangement was
effected all hands feltmore comfortable.

The first news of the Cepheus was re-
ceived a little after 5 o'clock, when a dis-
patch came saying an iron steamboat was
oil' Point Lookout with 2»i7 cabin passen-
gers on board. This was a great surprise
and annoyance to Mr. Wilson, who sent
special orders to havo the Cepheus arrive
at Fire Island as near noon as possible,
and in no event to leave the quarantine
later than tho noon hour. Mr. Wilson
had already arranged with Captain
Charles Wickes of the Fire Island Life-
Saving Station to pilot tho Cepheus
across the bay.

At lirst Captain Wickes demurred and
finally told Mr. Wilson frankly that Su-
perintendent Arthur Doininy threatened
him with the loss of his place if ho
brought the steamboat in. Mr. Wilson
then promised him a place which would
pay o^2oo a year in case he lost the $!>oo
position he already held for bringing the
Cepheus over the bar. Wickes agreed to
this, but when the Cepheus appeared oft
the bar at t>:3o he had not turned up.
When it was quite dark he appeared and
said it was impossible for him to bring in
the Cephous, or even go out and explain
the situation. In spite of his protesta-
tions it was evident that Captain Wickes
has been intimidated.

An hour later word came from the Fire
Island Observatory saying that tho Ce-
pheus' lights wore disappearing, and she
had evidently put back toward Now
York. Meautime the watchers concealed
in the shadows about the hotel kept up
up their vigilance, while Mr. Wilson,
after sending appeals to New York for
special policemen to be sent down on an
extra train, had fire buckets placed at
handy points on the piazzas, and the
watch arranged for the night began.

O.IIET DAY AT THE QUARANTINE.
Qiak yntine, Sept. 11.—Sunday morn-

ing at tho Dpper Quarantine was quiet,
and up to sunrise the Health Ollicer and
Ins assistants enjoyed the lirss. night's
undisturbed rest since the dreaded chol-
era invaded the shores ofNew York Bay.

i The first arrival in port this morning was
the Wilson line steamer Curacoa from
Hull. She carried no passengers, and no
sickness being found or reported on
board, she was at once released and pro-
cerded to dock.

The La Champagne dropped anchor
opposite the quarantine pier at &38 p. m.
She carried 3lii saloon passengers and
thirty-two second-class passengers. The
fact that she had no immigrants on board
added to tho hope of the passengers and
crew that the vessel would not be de-
tained, but the hope was not of long
duration, as on tho Health Officer board-
ing her he ordered the ship's detention,
although all the passengers and baggago
had been shipped at Cherbourg, at the
Government wharf, and inspected and
fumigated there, affidavits to that effect
being presented to the quarantine officers
made by the United States Consul at the
port of sailing. Dr. Jenkins ordered her
detained tor an indefinite period as a pre-
cautionary measure. Latter in tho day
the mail was fumigated and landed.

Ai!-:iSA. .m. the Aurania came up the
bay with 696 cabin passengers and 70l>
bugs ot mail from Liverpool on board.
No sickness was reported, but the death
was reported of Emily G. Itainsay, a ten-
year-oid child of Robert Ramsay of Bal-
timore, from acute tousilitis. The chiid

; was attacked with sickness during the
I voyage, and died at 5 r. m. Saturday
i night.

CASES AND DEATHS IN KITSSI A.

COAST CHRONICLES.

Glowing Tribute to the Resources
of Placer County.

MAN BURNED TO DEATH IN A

LODGING-HOUSE FIRE.

A Platform in Front of a Boat-llcmse
at Coronado Boach Collapses, Pre-

cipitating All the Occupants, About
Fifty in Number, Into the Bay—For-

tunately All Wore Rescued Alive.

Special to the Record-Union.
Auburn, Sept. 11.—A large and enthu-

siastic audience greeted Mr. Bowman
and Judson Brusie at the Opera-house
last night. Mr. Brusie, in his opening
address, paid tho following tribute to
Placer County. He said:

"When California first disclosed her
unfathomable riches to the world, no
spot, or place, or locality contributed
more to that marvelous revelation than
the county within whoso borders Ifind
myself to-night.

"The history of Placer County can be
found upon the pages containing a narra-
tive which reads like a romance, and con-
stitutes a record of the greatest progress
and development that has ever marked
tho history of any other county within
the State. Those great potent influences
which shaped the destiny ofthis grand
commonwealth first held their sway from
the mountain tops of Placer County; the
money powers of the Old and New
World stood in supplication at her feot,
and who is there who would ehinin ite
from her history those records that were
made among the foothills of California at
a time when there was. no law bat Na-
ture's, no restrictions save tho limit to
man's endeavor and endurance?

"Orchards may have grown where the
chaparral held sway, grain fields may
now be waving where native grasses of
the soil once grew, flower beds may now
be blooming where the thistle and the
thorn like savage inonarchs reigned; but
the footprints of the miner are imbedded
within the very rocks of California, and
are as imperishable as the rocks them-
selves. Aman living in Placer Couuty
without a feeling of pride is a recent im-
portation, unfamiliar with her history,
unacquainted with her heroes, ignorant
of her traditions, unmindful of her
achievements and indifferent as to her
fate.

"xVt a time -when the precious metals of
the earth were rapidly diminishing and

I the commercial marts of the world were
distressed in the contemplation of a de-
clining specie, California, with her lapful
of golden nuggets from Placer, Nevada,
El Dorado and Ainador Counties,
knocked at the gate of every port in the
world, and in the distribution of her pre-
cious load revived the commerce of the
seas, gave new lifeand hope to the people
of every clime, and bestowed upon her-
self that wondrous renown of which we
now so proudly boast. The safety of this
nation depended upon these resources,
which were so generously lorthcomiug
from the very gulches and ravines that
are to this very day confronting us on
every side, as silent and sad reminders of
the worth, loyalty and devotion that
marked the pathway of our pioneers.

MNor does Placer county's contribution
to the wealth of the world end here.
Where the rudely constructed cabin of
the miner marked the spot of a tempor-
ary aoodo, we now lincl buildings built
upon the bedrock, standing for ail time
to come. Those sparkling slreams (avail-
able forces of nature) that rushed down
the mountain gorges, on and on, unin-
terrupted to the sea, have since been har-
nessed to those groat wheels which fur-
nish light and power. Those iittle, yel-
low twining mountain trails that looked
like veins upon the foreheads of the hills
have grown to groat arteries of commerce
and traffic. Those terrific, unyielding
streams that in moments changed matter
into space and dissolved great moun-
tains, as the noon-day sun dissolves a fail
ofsnow, are now flowing down in peace-
ful channels and, likesilver threads, steal
away to the roots of the vine and tree
until rocky gorges have become luxuri-
ant shades and barren plains are now as
rich and fertile as the 'Garden of lles-
perides' Again is Placer County knock-
ing at the ports ofevery nation, and from
the same spots where sue found the lumps
of gold she is now dispensing a more de-
licious and delicate commodity with even
more generous returns. Fur it has been
said that the roots of Placer County's
trees being imbedded in the golden sands
of her prolific soil gives a color and tint to
her fruits as rich and yellow as the pre-
cious metal itself.

"No better illustration of the great
strides of civilization could be given than
the picture of Placer County with her
monitors, sluice boxes and cabins of '4.9
compared to her homes, schoolhouses
and churches, orchards, vineyards and 'commercial vigor 0f'92."

Man Burned to Death.

Itwas caused
by a drunken negro retiring with a
lighted cigar.

San Francisco, Sept. 11.—A big lum-

The
rait contains a million feet of lumber,
valued ai $75,000.

The Monterey's Big Guns.
San Francisco. Sopt. 11. — The big

guns for the Monterey arrived here from
the East to-night in good order. There
are two ten-inch and one twelve-inch
gun.

BURNED SNOW SHEDS.

Dastardly Work of Incendiaries on the
Central Pacific Line.

Rewards Offered for the Miscreants'

Arrest—A Firo Train Caught

and Burned.

Late Friday night a fire broko out in
the snow sheds on the Central Pacific
line about 300 feet west of Summit sta-
tion and the flames were not extinguished
until late in the forenoon of Saturday.
About 2,200 feet of sheds wero destroyed.

The lire train which is kept at Summit
went to the scene immediately and did
some heroic work.

A second fire was discovered early
Saturday morning between Soda Springs
and Cascade. Here tho flames broke out
simultaneously in three or four different
places, destroying 2,iMX) feet more ofsheds.

Tho firo trains at Blue Canyon and
Truckee wero theu hurried to the scene
and a gallant battle with tho flames en-
sued.

At the Summit fire the flames raged so
fiercelj' that the firemen became hemmed
in and in order to save their lives had to
abandon the fire train. The locomotive
and water cars were lost.

A fourth firo train was sent up from
Kocklin Saturday evening, but when it
arrived tho fire had been subdued.

The work of repairing and clearing the
track was then inaugurated and carried
on until late Saturday night in order that
the delayed overland trains might get
through. Forces of men were sent from
Truckee and this city with ties and rails
and the repairing was done rapidly.

The fact that tho tire broke out in so
many different places at tho same time
demonstrates beyond doubt that one or
more incendiaries were at work. The
Southern Pacific otlicials are satisfied that
this is the case, and have ottered a reward
of £1,000 for the arrest and conviction of
each of the miscreants, should there be
more than ono of them. Notices have
been sent out to all the Sherills, Chiefs of
Police, etc., and it is hoped that the ras-
culs willbe overhauled.

REVOLT IN MEXICO.

Government Troops Meet Defeat at
the Hands of Rebels.

FBABS THAT A GENERAL UPRISING
MAYTAKE PLACE.

The Condition of Mrs. ITarrison's

Health Does Xot Improve—A Scaro

Creatod at Homestead by a Rumor

That an Attempt Wonld be Made to

Blow Up the Carnesrie Mills.

Special to the Record-Union.
New Orleans, Sept. 11.—A Times-

Democrat El Paso, Tex., special says:
The trouble between the Indians and tho
Government at Tomasache, in the State
of Sonora, continues. Election troubles
in the same district havo been occurring
about the same time. The political party
under the leadership of Cruz Chuvez,
have organized. General Raujel, with
the Eleventh Battalion of infantry,
marched against them. Arriving at
Tomasache, the troops were surprised by
the rebels and several killed, the entire
staff made prisoners, and the battalion
dispersed with heavy losses. The Gov-
ernment has a strong force in the coun-
try, but the rebels havo the advantage.
Latest reports havo it that the rebel force
is over five hundred strong, and tho Gov-
ernment sent over five hundred men
against them and met a most signal de-
feat.

On Wednesday last Captain Martinez
and 500 men left Chihuahua for the scene
of hostilities. About ltX) miles west of
Chihuahua the regulars encountered tho
rebels, resulting in the loss of Captain
Martinez and forty soldiers, while the
rebels came out without the loss of a sin-
gle man. Last night two companies of
Government troops left for the scene of
action. Tho Government is doing all it
can to suppress the revolt, but the .Indi-
ans in the mountains have put to route
every advance of tin; regulars, without
loss or capture, and now hold as hostages
General Kanjel and staff. It is feared
this is but the beginning and the success
Of the Indians will encourage the dissat-
isfied element in Mexico in a general up-
rising and tho Government willsuccuLuo.

REIGN' OF ANAKCIIY.

Dictator Mendoza llunnine Things
wit.i a Muli Hand iv Venezuela.

New York, Sept. 11.—The Herald?s
Panama correspondent says: News comes
here of a state bordering on anarchy in
Venezuela. While the Government's old
soldiers havo been plundering private
houses in La Guayra and Caracas, Dic-
tator Mendoza has assessed the estate of
Guzman Blanco for £1.X),000, those ofllejas
Paul Mammatos and Andrueza Palaoco
?1»X»,(KjO, each of the Crespos $f>o,iiuo, Santa
Ana &i~<,ooo, and other wealthy estates
proportionately.

He orders the immediate confiscation of
the estates or the imprisonment of the
managers unless the amounts be paid at
once. He robbed and closed the Bank of
Venezuela, taking all the gold and silver
in sight, and compelling the directory to
agree to issue to him §0,000 a day in paper
money.

The use of the telephone between Cara-
cas and La Guayra has been denied to
anybody except himself and he has sus-
pended passenger trafficon the railroad
trains and denies passports to people de-
siring to leave the country. Clearances
have been refused toforeign vessels, and
they have been compelled to appeal to the
warships for protection in leaving port.
Bishops have been banished, churches
robbed and priests put in jail. Alto-
gether there is a reign of terror.

IN A PITIABLE CONDITION.

Starvlne Immlirraiits iv Quarantine at
Windsor, Out.

Detroit (Mich.), Sept. 11.—Fifty or
sixty immigrants, who arrived at Wind-
sor, Out., to-day over the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway from Quebec, were held
there to await the decision of the Detroit
health officials as to whother they can en-
ter the city. Government Inspector Mul-
hern has decided to have them held at
Windsor pending a conference with the
health authorities to-morrow.

Sixty iiumigrants who stopped at the
border Friday night were released from
quarantine by decision of Dr. Frank
Wells of tho State Hoard of Health. He
says the quarantine restrictions apply
only to those immigrants entering Amer-
ica by Canadian ports. These immigrants
came through tho New York harbor.
The release brings tho State and local
boards into conflict. Health Ofh'cer Dnf- I
field suys under no consideration cau
these immigrants pass the river, except
by decision of the local Hoard of Health.

The situation of tho immigrants in the
meantime is Ditiiul. Two cars Avere side-

! tracked on the river bank at Walkerville,
I Ont., Saturday night, and this morning
! they awoko fairly famished. But few ol
I them possessed money, and they bid fair
Ito starve. There was not a morsel of
food on the cars, and not one had had a
warm meal since Thursday. At 4 o'clock
hunger drove them out of the cars, and
they Hocked to neighboring houses for
food, bogging from door to door for what
bites they could get. As soon as their

i condition was made known, a number of
jkind ladies went to their relief.

DEATH ON THE RAIL.

Frightful Accident at a Railway*
Crossing Near Boston.

A FREIGHT RUNS INTO THE REAR OS*
A PASSENGER TRAIN.

The Koar Car of the Passenger Train

Telescoped — Eight Persons Killed
Outright anil Nearly Forty Others
Injured—As the Bodies ofthe Killed
"Were Recovered From the Uurnlnir
"Wreck They Presented a Sickening:

Appearance.

Special to the REOortn-UxTOW.
Boston (Mass.), Sept. 11..—The horror

of the great Quincy accident was recalled
last night when a through freight express
train, west-bouud, on the Fitch burg Raii-
road. ran intoa passenger train standing
on an out-bound track at West Caiii-
bridge Junction, telescoping tho rear car,
killing eight persons outright and injur-
ing nearly forty others, three of whom
are reported to have since died.

Passenger traiu No. 131, due to leave
Boston at 10:15 p. m., started on time.
When West Cambridge Junction was
reached the engineer found it necessary,
owing to the dense fog, to run close to
the cross-over in order to see if he h£.d
the right of way from the signal tower.
While standing near the cross-over an
express freight train, bound west, came
thundering along, and just as the pas-
senger train started to cross to the Water-
town branch tho freight train crashed
into the rear of the passenger train, with
the result above described.

When the engine struck the rear
ear it entered it like a wedge, spli-
tiug it in two parts, each of
which fell outward upon the track. Tho
whole roof of the car lodged on top of tho
locomotive. The recoil from the collision
drove the heavily loaded freight cars
backward, and although the two cars
nearest the engine were not injured, tea
or twelve cars behind them were smashed
into kindling wood. Cars were piled
upon one another in [indescribable
confusion, completely blocking bom
tracks for fully a hundred yards.

Ait soon as the accident occurred word
was dispatched to various police stations
in Boston, Somerville and Cambridge,
asking them to send surgeons to tho
scene.

The relief and wrecking trains, on ar-
riving on tuo scene, round six of tho
bodies removed from the debris and laid
out in the West Cambridge passenger
station. They were removed by the un-
dertakers, as were the bodies of t wo others
recovered later. l»y 1 o'clock this morn-
ing all the visible bodies were removed
from the wreck, and the wouudea cared
lor by willing bands.

On the rear end of the ill-fated car a
man's le^s were dandling, tho trunk be-
ing found a quarter of a mile down tho
track.

The rear brakeman of the passenger
train, who shortly after the accident was
sent back to notify the engineer of tho
freight train that there was danger ahead,
states that he went back as directed and
signaled the freight train, and tho signal
was answered by two whistles, which is
the usual answer that ail signals have
been seen and noted. The reason for tho
collision, he feels sure, was that the en-
gineer of the freight train could not con-
trol his train, which was of thirty cars, a
greater part containing lumber. Allwere
very heavy. Engineer Goodwin, of tho
freight train, is in the hospital sutfering
from a bad shaking up, but is not seri-
ously injured. He says: "As so<>n as I
saw the signals on the rear of tho pas-
senger train I reversed tne engine, but
the momentum o; the freight carried it
into ihe passenger train. "The passenger cars, other than the rear
one, were not very much injured, but tho
shock to the occupants was only a liltlo
less severe than ttiat sustained by those
in that car.

As soon us the crash came frantic men
and women rushed about in a purposeless
way, shrieking and groaning. Flames
soon began to burst from the wrecked
freight ears. The lire department soon
put oat the flames. The work ot rescue
then began. One by one bodies were
brought in and placed on the depot Hour.
Mangled uy the crash of timber, scalded
by steam and blackened by lire, they
presented a sickening appearance.

The groans of thejiujured and cries of
those who were searching for missing
friends added to the horror of the scene.
Most of tlio.se on the passenger train
were residents of places on the lino of the
Watertown branch, and nearly all ware
working: people.

Itwillbe a difficult matter to identify
some of the dead, tome were burned to
a crisp, while others were frightfully
mangled.
