HISTORICAL SECTION,
Some Features of the Santa Barbara
Section.

Santa Barbara’s exhibit in the historical
section covers sixty feet of wall and case
space, half as much more of running floor
space, and fillsa number of upright show-
cases as well. Itisa splendid collection
and in itself is a fair. Some of the best
features of it are guarded so jealously
that they are kept locked in leather cases,
but these costly relics, precious stones
and gold and silver rarities Carlos de ia
Guerra, in charge, will expose to any who
ask to sce them. Mr. dela Guerra will
be recognized by his badge of old gold
silk, by his hight and by his speaking
face and large eyes, which aitract the at-
tion of the visitor who enters the section.
If by these signs hé is not found, ask for
him and he will gquickly appear, and de-
light in explaining his exhibits to groups
of visitors. Father O'Keefe, a short, stout
gentleman in clerical garb, rotund of
face and keen-eyed, an educated, liberal
minded and courteous man, is associated
with the Santa Barbara section also and
will equally take pleasure in explaining
it to visitors.

The great extent and variety of the ex-
hibit requires that notes of itshall be con-
fined to leading features only. Abori-
ginal remains and handiwork come first
in order. These are many and consist of
basket-work, arrow heads, flint knives
and implements, domestic utensils, ar-
ticles of personal adornment, etc., and are
shown in large number. They are the
work of the Tulares, Chumas, Mutsuns
and other California tribes, now extinet,
but formerly resident in the vicinity of
Santa Barbara. !

Upon the walls will be noted Henry
Chapman Ford’s water color pictures of
the old Missions, works of art of a high
order that are' widely known in art
circles. There are twenty-one pictures of
AMissions and three of stations. :

There is a large collection of Spanish

works of art brought to California from
Spain and dating back to 1735, Most of
‘them are of churchly relation. There is
also a large and very rich collection of
costumery, robes, dress shawl_s, rebozas,
mantillas, laces, etc., all typical of the
period of the last or the early part of this
century. SE :

At'the head of the section is the portrait
by Barbiere (1840) of Don Jose de la
Guerra y Noriega, first Spanish
military Governor at the Presidio of
Santa Barbara, 1812, Next to it

the portrait of Judge and

‘Senator Pablo de la Guerra, who was

so intimately related to California history :
prior to and after American occubpation. |

The portrait ot the Judge’'s wiie is also
shown. Near by is the mirror Don Jose
brought from Santandar, Spain, 115 years
ago, and to which reference has been
made heretofore.

Among these are a
and powder horn, the rifle pur-
d by him in 1818, when he was a
pioneer also of the section afterward
called Missouri. This guan he carried
across the plains in 1833, in company
with Kit Carson. Mr. Graham was three
years with this famous scout and pioneer,
during which time the rifle participated
in many wonderful adventures and aided
several in many hairbreadth escapes.
The barrel stili shows the teeth-marks of
a bear, the assault of which was intended
for the owner, Graham. The ritle was
loaned for this occasion by Mrs. David
Rice of Soquel, daughter of Isaac Gra-
ham, and the oldest native daughter of
American parentage in California, she
having been born near Felton, Santa
Cruz County, July 3, 1846. The powder
horn mentioned was sent to Mr. Graham
from Clover House, near Dundee, Scot-
land, the home of his ancestors, and is a
family heirloom of the early Scottish
wars. It is handsomely ornamented
with German silver.

Another valued relic in the Graham
family is a passport from the port of San
Blas, Mexico, signed by Don Jose Cal-
don, Commandante of that port and coun-
tersigned by Governor Alvarado at Mon-
terey. The reason of its existence is,
briefly stated: 'Through the bad
