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EYANS AND SONTAG.

A Posse Suddenly Encounter the
Collis Train Robbers.

THREE OP THE OFFICERS KILLED

AND ONE WOUNDED.

One of the Bandits Believed to Have

Boon Wounded—The Officers Think

It Is a Matter of a Short Time Until

the Fugitives Will be Capturod-

Peoplo Organizing to Scout the

Country and Cut Off all Avenues of

Escapo.

Sanoer (Cal.), Sept. 13.—For more

than a week Evans and Sontag, the
much-read-about robbers, have been stay-
ing in the neighborhood of a place called
Sampson Fiat, a thickly-wooded, rough
country in the mountains, where they
could secrete themselves to a certain ex-
tent. They wandered around in a radius
of a few miles, and were repeatedly seen
by parties knowing them. They were
seen by some of the King's River Lum-
ber Company's hands on the morning of
the 10th, apparently enjoying a some-
what meager breakfast offish which they
had caught in Kings River, and were not
in the least disturljod at being observed.
Sampson Flat is about eight miles north-
oast of Dunlap, and about thirty miles
irom Fresno.

Having heard of their whereabouts,
Will Smith and a party of six white men
and two Indian trailers, who had been
specially brought from Yuma, Ariz., for
the purpc.e of tracking the robbers, had
been in that part of the country for sev-
eral days. The posse was on its way to
Sampson Vint, and had got within about
two miles <* that locality when they
stopped at the cabin of a man named Jim
Young. They stopped thereto cook some
provisions, not expecting to meet the
train robbers in that immediate neighbor-
hood. Being perfectly at their ease, they
did not have the slightest idea that Evans
and Sontag might be in tho cabin at that
time. They had been to Young's house
the day before this, and had not observed
the least trace of anyone having been
there for some time, consequently they
did not expect that the enemy was en-
trenched within a barricade which gave
the two desperadoes an advantage over a
battalion of armed men.

The posso was going down a narrow
track which turned in plain view of any
one who might happen to be in the cabin.
They were proceeding leisurely Indian
file, Tick Wilson, Deputy United States
Marshal of Tucson, leading, with Frank
Burke, Deputy Sheriff oi Yuma, next, a
man named McGinn next, then Warren
Hill,one of Sanger's constables, who was
leading a pack animal loaded with food
and articles they had taken from Evans'
and Sontag's camp, which they had come
across in their march, and near which it
was their intention to wait till night in
order to surprise the robbers. After Hill
came Will Smith, then came the two In-
dian trailers from Yuma, A. T. The men
were selected for thoir great expertness
in tracking.

They arrived at Young's cabin, aud
Wilson and Burke had gone within the
fence and were within ten feet of the front
door, when the door was suddenly
thrown open and Evans and Sontag came
out as quick as a flash and opened a regu-
lar lusillade of shots on the party. Wil-
son and Burke, before thoy could turn
round or reach their arms, were killed
in their tracks.

At the time the shots were fired at
Wilson and Burke Warren Hill was ty-
ing his horse and the pack animal to the
fence; McGinnis was standing alongside
of Warren Hill. As soon as Wilson and
Burke had fallen the murderers turned
their attention to the rest of tho party
and rapidly tired numerous shots at
them. one rifle shot passed through
AVhitty's neck, inflicting an ugly though
not dangerous wound. McGinnis was
shot, and dropped down by Hill's side.
It is not said whether he was killed in-
stantly or not. A charge of buckshot
was fired at Warren Hill, but he hap-
pened to be standing behind his horse,
aud was not hurt, tho horse receiving the
entire charge, but his hat was liftedirom
his head and the horse killed.

The party was taken completely by
surprise, and did not have time to re-
turn the fire. The two Indian trailers,
however, always on tho alert, discharged
their weapons on the robbers, but it is
not known how the shots affected them.
The horses of the posse stampeded in the
tumult. The remainder ofthe posse then
dispersed themselves under cover.

Evans and Sontag then Immediately
turned and went through the house out
at the back door and escaped, going in a
northeasterly direction, and that was the
last seen of them.

Will Smith and the Indian trailers
stayed to deal with the wounded men.
Warren Hill started after one of the
frightened horses, and succeeded in cap-
turing it in about half an hour. He then
carried the news of the disaster to the
Sequoia Millof the Kings River Lumber
Company, and transmitted itto your cor-
respondent. Hill says they were going
down there to lie in wait for the robbers
to-night.

Sheriff E. W. Kay of Tulare County
was in Sanger to-night and gave it as his
opinion that tho robbers had the idea of |
drawing all the active fighting force of
t:ie neighborhood into that part of the
country preparatory to making a swoop \u25a0

on the plains. I
in talking with Hill this evening he in- 'formed your correspondent that he i

thought it likely that they would attempt |
to escape by coming down the lumberHume on raits, and that they would prob- 'ably stop all communication for a time !by cutting the telephone wires.

Sheriff Kay had beeu out with the posse,
and came away sick, and had just arrived
at Sanger when he learned of the disaster 'He suited that Frank Burke, who was the
Deputy Sheriff of Vuma, Ariz., told himon his way up that he had the ni<rht be-
fore a singular premouition of the death
he was to meet. He had been out three
or four times belore, but nothing hadhappened to disturb his equanimity. He
was a man noted for his cooluess and his
courage. He was never known to be
at raid of anything. But the night he
Btaarted to his doom, his dog, which had
hitherto allowed him to depart without
making any signs ofgrief or any unusual
manifestations, this time was filled with
Home alarm, and barked and growled, and
even caught him by the clothes in his
efforts to prevent his going. His wife oh- !
serving this, told him he had better not
go, as there must be something wrong,
and begged him not to go. Burke told
Kay that he was not superstitious, but,
notwithstanding, ho could not shake off
the impression this incident had created.

When the news was telephoned to
Fresno this afternoon Sheriff Hensi_y
immediately started to meet Hilland the
others at Dunlap. Parties are being
formed in all of the small towns of the
foothills to-night, and a large body of
men will in the next few days give the
murderers a hard chase.

Itis thought it willnow be impossible
for the robbers to escape, their camping
outfit having been captured and it being
assured that their ammunition is not
very plentiful.

An intimate friend of Chris Evans told
one of the herders on the Hume that he
bad seen Evans a day or two ago, and

that Evans told him they were going to
leave the country in a while, but not be-
lore they had had a-nother crack at the
Southern Pacific. The same man stated
that the friends ot the robbers were very
numerous in that part of the country,
and that they seemed devoted to them
and they would supply them with a hid-
ing place, food aud ammunition. War-
rants have been issued for the arrest of
certain parties believed to have afforded
protection to the robbers, and it is
thought that thia will have a favorablo
result.

ANOTHER STORY.
San Francisco, Sept. 13.—Another ac-

count ofthe fight with Sontag and Evans
has been received from Visalia. Itdif-
fers in many points from the stories re-
ceived from Sanger and Fresno, and is as
follows: Only two men were killed, Wil-
son and McGinnis, and thoy were within
fivefeet of the house when the doors
were thrown open and Evans and Son-
tag commenced shooting.

The trail of the desperadoes was first
found on Sunday, the camp being well
supplied with the latest papers. The
trail was lost before reaching Young's
house, where Wilson and McGinuis went
to get potatoes and leave a note for John
Broder, who was to arrive there to-day.
The men were on foot whon approaching
Young's house, and one or two of
the party had left their arms on their
horses.

Wilson died with his pistol in his hand,
but the two men were killed bofore they
had time to act.

Detective Burke says the posse in pur-
suit of Evans and Sontag run out of pro-
visions and went to Duulap postoffice to
secure a new supply. Returning, they
came to Young's house and he left the
party a short distance to get into a water-
melon patch. Ho saw the Hash of a gun,
saw firing from the door and window of
the house. They did the shooting from
the house. Soon after Evans and Sontag
came into the yard aud shot at Witty.
Burke was in a clump of brush and Bhot
at Evans, and at the second shot* Evans
fell, dropping his gun. He ran in a
stooping position till out ofsight.

Burke is confident he wounded Evans.
The two Indian trailers were on top of a
ridge above the house together and fired
three shots without effect.

The fact that Mrs. Evans was at
Howell's house, where Evans and Sontag
left Supervisor Ellis' horse and cart,
tended to disconcert the pursuing party
and partially threw them off their guard.
The Indian trailers returned to town
with Detective Burke. Sheriff' Kay and
one or two ofhis posse were still in the
mountains.

CROP CONDITIONS.
Reports Received From Voluntary Ob-

servers Last Week.
The temperature has apparently been

slightly above the normal in all sections,
while there has been a very considerable
deficiency in rainfall. The only rain re-
ported was .04 of an inch, at Eureka,
Humboldt County.

There has been considerable damp and
f°2gy weather along the immediate coast,
but in the interior it has been clear and
dry.

At Sacramento the temperature has
averaged a fractional degree above the
normal; light to fresh southerly winds
have prevailed, and there has been con-
tinuous cloudlessuess.

Peaches, pears, plums and prunes have
been about all disposed of, and grape-
picking has begun. The crop Is generally
reported to be light. Some shipments
have already been made, and it is ex-
pected that within the next week or ten
days there will be great activity in thib
line. Itis estimated that sixty carloads,
of grapes will be shipped from Sacra-
mento within the next week or two.

Tho weathor has been especially favor-
able to fruit-drying, and also to raisin-
luaking, which has begun in most sec-
tions heard from.

Hops are about all picked and &re be-
ing shipped. The crop, in some parts, is
reported to be somewhat lighter than was
expected from previous estimates.

The reports for the week, received by
Acting Director Burrows of the State
Weather Bureau have disclosed no ma-
terial departures from the normal condi-
tions or Conner anticipations. The prev-
alent tenor of most of the correspondenceis, as heretofore, that tho season's opera-
tions, taken as a totality, yielded rather
satisfactory results.

M'KINLEY ININDIANA.

Ohio's Governor Addresses a
Large Audience at Eiwood.

HIS SPEECH DEVOTED TO THE BEN-
EFITS QF PROTECTION.

The Republicans Carry Maine by

About Twelve Thousand Majority—

The Condition of Mrs. President
Harrison Very Serious—Deep Con-
cern Felt Lest a Continuance of

Her Present Unfavorable Symptom;*

May Prove Fatal.

Special to the Recokd-Uniox.
Elwood (Ind.), Sept. 13.—The Ameri-

can Tin-plate Factory of Eiwood was
formally dedicated as an American in-
dustry to-day, and William McKinley,
Jr., officiated at the ceremonies. Some
five thousand enthusiastic spectators
were present. The small attendance is
due to a heavy rain which fell continu-
ously all day. It was not until 12: JO
o'clock that the train bearing Governor
McKinley, Governor Chase of Indiana,
Chairman Gowdy, of the State Republi-
can Committee, Hon. Charles L. Henry,
candidate lor Congress in the Seventh
District, reached the city.

Elaborate arrangements were made for
speaking in the grove, but the weather
prevented this, and Governor McKinley
made the principal address from the
opera-house stage. To some hundred
people standing in the rain outside un-
able to gain admission. Governor Mc-
Kinley addressed a few words from tho
balcony.

Governor Chase of Indiana was also in-
troduced and spoke briefly.

Governor McKinley then entered the
opera-house and made the principal
speech or the day. He said, in part: "All
agree that tiie issue which is command-ing the most attention, and which is
most upon the minds of the people, is the
question of taritf. [Applause.] Now
there are two kinds of taritf, protective
tariffand tarifffor revenue only. Either
a protective or revenue tariffwU] provide
money requisite for public purposes.
But a revenue tariffwill do nothing elsebut raise a revenue. It turns a deaf ear tolabor aud wages and the industries of the
country. Protective tariff performs the
lurther service of protecting and defend-
ing and encouraging and stimulating the
industries and energies of our own
people." [Cries of "Good, good," and
applause.]

Governor McKinlev went on to in-
stance tho articles which tho tariffpro-
tected, and said: "Thoy say tLis protect-
ivo tarifi' is a burden upon the American
people. There is not a man in Indiana

! who knows that there is any such thing
j as a protective tariff law from any per-
; sonal experience of his own of the bur-
dens, of v protective tariff. There is not
a man or woman in Indiana who does
not know that there is a protective tariff
from the blessings that he experiences
under the system." [.Applause.]- l^o re -ir-tei- ofGovernor McKinley's
speech was eyoted to a review of the
Republican v riff law, and its effect upon
the commerce and manufactures of the
country.

At the conclusion of his speech a visit
was made to tho tin-plate factory, and the
process of manufacturing tin-plate ex-
hibited to the visitors. Governor Mc-
Kinley was again called upon, and made
a briof speech on the object loason of the
day.

During the whole aftornoon men and
boys passed around among the croud
and distributed copies of the following
hand bills: "Tin plate stock for sale.
Several shares of American tin plate stock
at a discount. Apply to the undersigned
stockholders. C. Klueh, G. Hupp, F. M
Harbitt, 11. F. Wilkie, Eiwood Ind."

The distribution of these dodgers crea-
ted considerable excitement, and was de-
nounced as a Democratic scheme to dis-
credit tho exercises of the day.

The Family Apprehensive of ncr Un-
favorable Condition.

Loon Laki: lloi.se (N. V.), Sept 13.—
Presidont Harrison makes no effort to
conceal his anxiety over the condition of
Mrs. Harrison, and has been at her bed-
side during the entire day. While the
family share deep concern, and all are
evidently apprehensive of a continuance
of the present unfavorable symptoms,
they are doing the utmost to cheer the
patient up, and have succeeded so well
that she is not fully aware of the extreme
gravity of her case. She rested comfort-
ably during the day, and Dr. Gardner,
who is in constant attendance upon her,
said there had been a slight improvement
since yesterday.

Dr. Dougherty, the New York special-
ist, is expected to arrive here at mid-

jnight. It is expected that an officialbul-
letin wili be issued in regard to the case
after a consultation of the physicians to-
night. Mrs. Harrison expressed a desire
to go to Washington, and the transler
will be made if it is deemed advisable.
The President's future movements will
depend entirely upon the state of Mrs.
Harrison's health, and it now seems
likely that he may have to abandon his
purpose of being present at the Grand
Army encampment at Washington next
week.

FATAX, STREET-CAR ACCIDENT.

A Car Capsizes, Causing One Death
and Many Injuries.

St. Louis, Sept. 13.—A trailer car on
the Union Depot electric line capsized to-
day while rounding a sharp curve at Ninth
srteet and Russell avenue. The^passen-
gers were hurled to the street and several
of them dragged along under the car,
which turned over. The car had been
dragged several yards before it broke
loose and the motor man could stop, and
the scene was a horrible one. A score of

prostrate women and men lay on the
pavement, some of them seeming lifeless,
others shrieking in agony.

Aid was quickly at hand, and the suf-
ferers taken to the nearest stores until
ambulances could be brought. William
llaake of Chester, 111., was instantly
killed, the trailer car crushing in his
breast as it fell over, and his head being
horribly mangled by being dragged
along the street. Seventeen other people
were more or less painfully injured, two
or three of whom may die. The injured
were all residents of this city. The acci-
dent was caused by wet rails and too
high speed in rounding the curve.

Murders by the Wholesale.
Caddoo (I. T.), Sept. 13.—Seven men

are reported to have been murdered since
yesterday morning in the Choctaw Na-
tion incidental to the political war raging
there. Governor Jones, who is here, has
summoned Indian Agent Hennett, Agent
Wright, Lieutenant-Governor Bryant and
a number ofprominent Indians to confer
with him. He has dispatched an armed
force to the seat of trouble and keeps a
heavy guard around himself all the time.

leaders are now under arrest for disor-
derly conduct.

BRITISH SHIP WRECKED.

Went on the Rocks Off the South
End of Santa Rosa Island.

THE OFFICERS AND CREW NAR-
ROWLY ESCAPE DROWNING.

An Ashland ITotel-Keeper Accidentally

Shot and Probably Fatally "Wounded
Through the Careless Ilnndllntr of a

Shotgun by a Fellow-llnnter—A

Washington Town Suffers From a

Big Fire.

Special to the Rkcorw-Union.
Santa Barbara, Sept. 13.—The British

ship Golden Horn went ashore oil" the
south end of Santa Rosa Island at 8 o'clock j
last night. The crew of twenty-eight
were saved. The vessel is probably
a complete wreck. She was seventy-two
days out from Newcastle, N. S. W., and
was loaded with coal for San Pedro.

The officers aud crew arrived here at
G oVlock this evening. Captain Dunn,
master of the vessel, was seen and gives
the following particulars of the wreck :

"We were sailing through a heavy fog,
when the lookout reported, 'Land ahead!'
Every effort was made to get out of the
place, but the wind seemed to lull, and
before the ship would answer the helm
the bow struck the bottom. Finding
it would be impossible to get her off, as
the vessel alt was sinking rapidly, the
men put to the small boats. When they
left her she was completely gutted aft,
and a heavy sea was breaking over her.
In the darkness the coast was not discern-
ible, but was seemingly rocky."

Ifthe weather continues fair, it is pos-
sible to save some of the contents. Noth-
ing was saved by the men, they barely es-
caping with their lives. Some had no
coats, and others were hatless and shoe-
less. In this condition in small boats
they followed the coast line until they ef-
fected a landing at 6 o'clock this morning
at Beacher's Cove. This part of the island
is uninhabited, and at 8 o'clock the party
left in their boats for the main land, where
they arrived after they had beeu over
twenty hours with scarcely any food, and
having rowed the boats probably over
fifty miles. The Golden Horn was a
three-masted ship of 1800 tons regis-
ter and was ownod by James K. Dewolf
& Son of Liverpool. She sailed from
Newcastle, N. S. W., July 30th, with2,Boo
tons of coal, consigned to the Southern
Pacific Railroad Company at San Pedro.

A SHERIFF IN CONTEMPT.

Result of JLaumeistor's Refusal to Hang
John AleXnlty.

San Francisco, Sept. 13.—At 2 o'clock
this afternoon Judge Murphy rendered a
written opinion in the matter of C, S.
Laumcister, Sheriff of this county, for
contempt, having failod to hang John
MeNulty on the day set for execution.

After having reviewed the case the
court said: "The court, therefore, holds,
determines and finds that the respondent,
C. S. LaumeisU-r, Sheritl of said city and
county, did willfully fail and relrse to
execute the warrant of execution issued
out of this court on the 17th of Juue, a.
d. 18i»2, in the case of the People of the
State of California against John MeNulty,
and by reason thereof was and is guilty
of contempt of this court; and, as a pun-
ishment for which contempt so committed
as aforesaid, the court does now order and
adjudge that the respondent, Charles S.
Laumeister, Sheriff of the city and
county, be committed to tho custody of
the Coroner of said city and county, aud
by him be imprisoned in the County Jail
of said city and county for the period of
twenty-four hours."

Anapplication will be made to the Su-
preme Court for a writ of habeas corpus,
and thereby test a very important ques-
tion as to the power or authority of a
Sheriff to neglect or refuse to carry out
an order of a court.

A stay of execution has been granted
until 11 o'clock to-morrow.

STATE BOARD OF TRADE.

Camlnettl Explains His Position on
the Mlnlne: Debris BUI.

Sax Francisco, Sept. 13.—At the
monthly meeting of the State Board of
Trade to-day Eugene J. Gregory of Sac-
ramento presided. Among those present
were Mayor Cole of Fresno, Tyler Beach
of San Jose, L. C. McAfee of Bakersfield
and others.

Congressman Caminetti refuted the
charge that he, in favoring certain legis-
lation, had been endeavoring to transfer
control of our navigable rivers from tho
Federal Government to the State Govern-
ment. He spoke of the proposed hy-
draulic mining bill, and said its pro-
visions would have permitted the re-
sumption of hydraulic mining with per-
fect safety to the agricultural interests.
California would have obtained the de-
sired law, to be carried out by a Govern-
ment Commission, had not certain reso-
lutions adopted by the Sacramento Con-
vention been sent to Washington.

ACCIDENTALLY SHOT.

Result of Carelessness In Dandling a
Shotgun.

Ashland (Or.), Sept. 13.—T. A. Harris,
proprietor of the Grand Central Hotel at
Medford, was accidentally shot and prob-
ably fatally wounded yesterday forenoon
near Big Butto Postolfice, this county.
He was on a huuting trip with three
other men, ono of whom, Gus Neuber of
Jacksonville, was riding in a buggy with
Harris. Neuber was climbing into the
bugey hurriedly with a shotgun loaded
with buckshot, when the hammer struck
on something aud one barrel was dis-
charged, the charge entering Harris' body
at the hip and penetrating portions of the
abdomen. Medical aid was immediately
summoned, but it is thought the unfortu-
nate man can live but a short time.

Bathing, fishing, boat-
races, target practice, football and base-
ball were the chief recreations.

The cow's head and hide were
found at the slaughter-house of W. J.
Schuyler, and Rubles claims he was
ottered $2 by the latter if he would get
them a boef. W. J. Schuyler is still at
liberty.
Attacked by Boardlug-llouse Runners.

Port Town send, Sept. I'd.—The ship
McNear, from Salina Cruz, Mex., for
Nauaiino, was attacked by two boarding-
house runners while leaving port to-day.
(Japtaiu Swan resented their efforts to
take the crow away, and fired three shots
at them.

The case
will bo laid before the authorities.

L.artre Warehouse Burned.
Modesto, Sept. 13.—A large warehouse

at the site of the joint irrigation dam,
near Lagrange, was destroyed by tiro
yesterday. There were 'S,'2QQ barrels
stored in it, and were probably all de-
stroyed. The loss is about §14,000. It
was the Modesto Irrigation District's
property, and was insured for 550,000,
while the Turlock District was not in-
sured. The building cost $SOO. The
cause of the lire is unknown.

Womeu and Two Children Drowned.
Port Townsend, Sept. 13.—News has

arrived here of a triple drowning in
Queet's River. A Mr. Harris, wife and
two children were going down the river
in a canoe, which capsized, and the occu-
pants thrown into the river. The hus-
band was thrown on the bank insensi-
ble. The wife and two children were
drowned. The woman's body was ro-
covered, but no trace of the children
could bu found.

A Tramp Shot and Killed.
Tacoma (Wash.), Sept. 13.—An un-

known tramp was killed at South Prairie
last night by Wiley Com best, a l'J-year-
old boy employed as a hop-picker. Com-
bust refused to allow three tramps to
enter the barn whero he slept, where-
upon they began to abuse him. He
pulled a revolver and shot one dead, the |
others running away. The boy then
surrendered himself to the authorities.

Itallroad Work Abandoned.
San Francisco, Sept. 13.—The pro-

jectors of the Santa Lre, Prescott and
Phoenix Railroad, in process of con-
struction from Ashfork south to Phcenix,
have concluded to abandon work on this
Hue. There seems to be no foundation
for tho report that the Atlantic and Pacific
and the Atehison, Topeka and Santa Fe
roads were interested in the proposed
line.

Portland (Or.), Sept. 13.—T0-morrow-

night the first train bearing Odd Fellows
of the Sovereign Grand 1-iodge, which
meets here on Friday, willarrive, and by
Thursday it is expected more than two
thousand Odd Fellows will be in the city.

Death of Judyro Maguire's Father.
San Juan, Sept. 13.—Felix Maguiro,

Ho was a pioneer, and
leaves a widow and several grown up
sous and daughters.

Tho Federated Trades Take Iloldofthe

Matter iv Earnest.
The local Council of Federated Trades

has taken up its cudgel against tho Chi-
nese in earnest, and it' there is any vir-
tue in laws and regard for ptiblie health,
this powerful organization will succeed
in removing the pig-tailed fraternity out-
side the city limits. Operations will be-
gin with the Board of Trustees, and the
Executive Committee has submitted to
the council tho following petition to bo
presented to the Trustees:

Sacka.mknto, September, 1892.
To the Honorable ilourd. oj Trutteet: The

undersigned respectfully and earnestly pro-
<e>t that the presence of Chinese in large num-
bers on lower I street in this city Is a constant
menace to the health and personal safety of
citizens, and a puhlie. nuisance. Wherefore,
we petition your honorable body to order the
removal of Chinatown l'rom its present posi-
tion to some location witliout the city limits.

A member of tho council, speaking of
the matter to a reporter yesterday, said:
"We are going about this thing quietly,
but determinedly and systematically.
We have laws which we think cover the
case entirely. The Trustees cannot fall
back and say they havo no jurisdiction.
All that is required of them is a littlo
backbone. There is probably not a man,
woman or child in Sacramento who does
not realize tho danger of maintaining
this foul place, should an epidemic of
any sort reach our fair city. Chinatown
is a nuisance and can be removed on that
ground, independent of any other."

FRUIT FOR ENGLAND.

The Ninth Special Train Sent From
Here Last Night.

The ninth weekly shipment of Califor-
nia green fruits for Liverpool, London
and other English markets went out on
the California Fruit Transportation Com-
pany's export special last night. This
shipment consists almost entirely of

comment from other portions of Europe,
and letters are being received almost daily
from different parts of Germany and
France asking that sample shipments be
made in order to demonstrate tho feasi-
bility of extending the service to thoso
markets.

The Bay Men's Little War at Fire
Island at an End.

:THE NORMANNIA'S PASSENGERS
ALL LANDED.

A Rumor That Cases of Cholera Had

Been Discovered In New York City

Denied by the IToalth Department

—The Officers Admit, ITowever,

That They Are Investigating: Sev-
eral Suspected Cases.

Special to the Recokd-Uxiov.
Fire Island (N. V.), Sept. 13.—From

all indications tho bay men's little war in
over. David S. S. Sammis, late proprietor
of the hotel, said the trouble was a tem-
pest in a teapot. Some of the bay men,
excited by people who had political meas-
ures to serve, became impressed more or
less with tho idea that the establishment
of a quarantine at Fire Island would in-
jure their business. This is all bosh, and
they now know it, and practically ad-
mit it.

The Normannia's passengers were all
lauded, and will be made as comfortable
as possible. The Sheriff informed Gov-
ernor Flower that there was no further
use for the troops. It is expected that the
military will be withdrawn to-morrow,
and they will not go to Fire Island.

An Associated Press correspondent
subsequently interviewed a number of
leading men ofall classes, residents, bay
men and hotel men, and all joinin saying
that the views expressed by Sammis
were undoubtedly correct in all the main
particulars, one fact became evident to
the correspondent, and that was that tho
quarantine people on Fire Island made ;i

farce of the very worst description. At
least a dozen boats came from the island
to the main laud and there landed loads
of persons, who, it seemed from the con-
versation generally and from the admis-
sion of several, had been in close com-
munication and conversation with the
Normannia's detained cabin passengers.

The Sheriff assured the Governor that
the people will abide by the law, and
there is no further need oftroops or posse.
Thus it will be seen all troublo here ap-
pears to have blown over. Definite news
from the bay shore meeting has not been
received here, but it is reported that it
resulted in the complete backdown of tho
bay men.

At 11:30 I*, m. a dispatch was received
from Governor Flower, addressed to
Sheriff Darling, saying that the Governor
preferred that tho Sheriff should remaiu
at Babylon for the present, and the troops
would also remain there until all danger
of interference with the State authorities
has passed. At this hour all is quiet.

A great bustle followed the arrival of
the passengers at the hotel. Considering
the fact that 500 guests arrived within
five minutes, it is natural that some con-
fusion .should n suit. Such progress was
made by the temporary hotel clerks that
inside of two hours all were comfortably
located. Gray-haired men jumped about
in the sand like boys. The second cabin,
passengers were put in tho westerly and
the firstcabin in the caste I f section.

At 0:30 supper was served. It would
be diflicult to find a happier crowd than
that which tilled the dining-room. Con-
ventionalities were cast aside, everyone
knew everyone else, and congratulations
were showered from every part of thy
room. No strict quarantine is main-
tained. A wind storm is now raging and
all tho passengers arc thankful that they
are not on the Cepheus to-night.

In reply to an offer of men from Islip
to withdraw the injunction it tho Gov-
ernor would promise to sell the hotel, Mr.
