Five Deaths From Asiatic Cholera |

in New York City.

THE UTMOST PRECAUTION TO PRE-
VENT ITS SFREAD.

Constantly on

Physiclans Remain

Guard at Each House Where the

Disease Appears to Enforce the

Most Rigid Rules of Cleanliness—
No Family Allowed to Moye Out of
a House Without a Written Permit
—The Quarantined Passengers at
Fire Island to be Released To-Day.

NEw YoRK, Sept. 14.—Now that Asi-
alic cholera has developed among the
dwellers in this city, each may ask his
neighbor, ‘“Well, what of it?”” This ex-
pression implies no over-confidence. It
lies within each individual’s power to
assure his own personal safety almost
beyond peradventure. He has but to
drink no water and milk except such as
has been thoroughly boiled, and to eat no
food that has not been thoroughly and
freshly cooked. He will abstain from
butter and cheese, and may then possess
his soul in serenity. Cholera will pass
him by,

Ever since the Moravia arrived in port
as a harbinger of the dreaded plague the
State and local officials have been strain-
ing every nerve to prevent its gaining a
foothold in this city and being spread by
various chaunels to the country at large,
but while they were all looking seaward
cholera has quietly made its presence
felt in our midst, and five corpses to-day
mark its advent. How did it get in? is
the question on everyone’s lips. The
Health Officers are puzzled, but the ut-
most precautions are being taken to pre-
vent its spread. At each of the houses
where the patients lived two doctors have
been stationed, to remain constantly on
duty, enforcing the most rigid rules of
cleanliness, seeing to disiniection, ete.
No family inust move out of a house with-
out a written permit,

The idea is to overwhelm and stamp
out the disease in each house, as was done
with typhus upon its first appearance.
That this can be done was successtuliy
demonstrated in the cholera outbreak of
1846. The doctors on duty in each of the
infected houses will remain there untll
the danger of a further outbreak is finally
f::m.sud. The health officers fully be-

ieve this will be before long. Other cases

are expected to develop from scattered
canters of the contagion, but none in the
sanie buildings. That is the way the
health officers propose to drive cholera
from the city, now it has got in, and if
the citizens will use reason and not get
into a foolish and needless panic they are
sure they will succeed, though they by
no means undervalue the danger. Every
possibility, every ifeature of the cholera
epidemic has been discounted and pro-
vided against.

Itis hard for the department to trace
the cases so far reported, because all of
the vietims are dead. The situation 1s
identical with that of 1866, when cholera
suddenly appeared in three or four widely
separated places in the ecity, after it had
been successfully quarantined out the
previous fall.

The {first case this year was Charles
McAvoy, a plasterer by trade, who lived
on Tenth avenue. The only possible
clue may be that he had been working
about the wharves. Yet, none of the
pest ships had come up to the wharf.
McAvoy was seized with cramps last
Monday evening, and the next morning
took to his bed, dying Tuesday evening.
Two doctors diagnosed the case as Asiatic
cholera, and the house was disinfected as
a measure of precaution. Doctor Biggs,
who made the autopsy, declares, how-
ever, that its result was “not at all sug-
gestive of Asiatic cholera, while showing
iamiliar signs of cholera morbus,”

In spite of this statement, however,
some of the intestinal fluid was taken to
the sanitary headquarters and cultivated
in jellitine and produced a crop of cholera
bacilli, and the nature of the disease was
no longer open to question. Eight days
bhave elapsed since McAvoy’s death. The
cause of the long delay in ascertaining
the facts is not stated.

The other victims were William W,
Wigmann and wife of 761 Xleventh
avenue, Charlotte Beck of 1734 Second
avenue and Minnie Levinger of 411 East
Forty-sixth street. There have been
other cases, of which the board has not
yet made otlicial report.

It is said at police headquarters this
evening that the disease had been brought
into the city by butchers taking meat to
the quarantined Hamburg steamships,
but this could not be supported.

Prosident Wilson said this evening that
there was no occasion for excitement in
this city. The Health Department had
taken every possible measure to prevent
the spread of the infection.

Sanitary Superintendent Edson said
there was no danger of cholera becoming
epidemic. There would be sporadaic
cases, he said, for at least sixty days, un-
til real cold weather sets in, which will
have the efliect of stamping out the
disease.

The health officials have sent to Eilis
Island for the passenger lists of all ves-
sels which have arrived there since Au-
gust 20th. Every effort will be made to
trace the passengers as far as practicable,
Edson said the infection which caused
cholera to break out here must come
through some quarantine. The source of
the infection is being investigated very
carefully.

The gquarantine lines at Fire Island and
the hotels were guarded by twelve de-
tectives from New York last night to pre-
vent their escape. This morning Dr.
Voight reported the health of the passen-
gers excellent,there being only a few inci-
dental troubles among women and
children. While there was some grumb-
ling, the majority of the passengers ex-
press satisfaction with their accommoda-
tions. All opposition on the part of the
bay men has disappeared. :

Dr. Jenkins telegraphed that he will
probably release the Normannia’s pas-
sengers tO-morrow.

The Thirteenth Regiment will remain
at Babylon to prevent any interference
with the landing of passengers,

The steamers Rhynland and Amalfi
were released from quarantine this after-
noon. The men who died on the Heligo-
land are Michael Bolandies, afler twenty-
four hours sickness, and G. D. Heafiman,
after twenty hours sickness. All are well
on board now. :

CHOLERA IN NEW YORK.

Five Deaths from the Dreaded Plague
in the City.

New Yorxk, Sept. 14.—The Board of
Health announces this afternoon that
from bacteriological examinations made
by Protfessor Herman Biggs on the bodies
of several suspected cholera patients
there have been five deaths from Asiatic
cholera in New York.

cholera are: Charles McAvery died Sep-
tember 9th, address unknown; Mrs. So-
ohia Wigman, died September 10th at 768
Cleventh avenue; Wm. Wigman, same

! address, the following day; Minnie Lev-

inger, a child, died September 11th at 411
East Forty-sixth street; Charlotta Beck,
30 years old, died yesterday afternoon at
1764 Second avenue.

Charles McAvery was 35 years old. and
a plasterer’s assistant, He died at 579
Tenth avenue.

Minnie Levinger was 1 year and 8
months old. She died at 411 East Forty-
eighth street, where her parents lived.

William Wigman was 52 years old and
his wife, Sophia, was 63 years old. He
had been sick for eight days and his wife
had been sick for about the same length
of time. She died on Saturday and he on
Sunday. The physicians in attendance
reported they believed the cases to be
cholera, and by order of the Board of
Health the bodies were removed to the
Reception Hospital, where they were ex-
amined by Professor Biggs.

Charlotta Beck of 1764 Second avenue,
was found sick in her apartments yester-
day morning. She was attended by Dr.
Vandergaltz, who saw her at 9:30 o’clock.
He reported to the Board of Health that
he believed the case to be cholera. She,
too, was removed to the Detention Hos-
pital till her death, which occurred at
11:30 the same day.

The physicians have been unable to
find out how the cholera was contracted
in each one of these cases. So far as they
have been able to learn, none of the dead
persons came In contact with the
cholera germs, Every precaution has
been taken to prevent the spread of
cholera in these different houses. The
bedding has been burned and the houses
placed under observation. All these
cases were originally reported to the
health authorities as suspected cholera,
and have been under the investigation of
physicians connected with the depart-
ment. Professor Herman Biggs, who is
in charge of the Division of Pathology
and Bacteriology, has been making bac-
teriological examinations of the intestinal
fluids taken from the bodies of suspected
cases. He reported to the department
this afternoon the result of his examina-
tions, and announced unhesitatingly that
the cases were Asiatic cholera without
doubt.

To Charles G. Wilson, President Board of
Health—SIR: We would respectfully report
that very caretul biological examinations of
the Intestinal contents from the body of Chas.

The autopsy showed anatomical
lesion of sporadic cholera, but a biological ex-
amination proves that the sputum of Asiatic
cholera were present in the intestines, We
theretore declare the case to be one of Asiatic
cholera.

Following is another report:

Hon. Charles G. Wilson, President of the
Health Department—Sir: Mrs. Sophia Wic-
mann, who died on September 10, 1592, and
whose body was referred to us to determine
the cause of death, died of cholera asiatica, as
has been shown by biological examination of
intestinal discharges taken before death. No
reliable conclusions could be drawn from the
post mortem or biological examination made
after death, or of her husband, William Wic-
mann, and both bodies have been embalmed.
We have no doubt, however, that the cause of
death in both cases was the same,

The biological examination in the case of
the child Minnie Levinger, who died Septem-
ber 11th, also shows thatcause of death was
Asiatie cholera. Respectfully submitted.

NO CAUSE FOR FRIGHT.

NEw Yorgx, Sept. 14.—The cases re-
ferred to in the cholera reports have been
treated with the same precautionary
measures as would have characterized
the action of the board if they bad heen
immediately and positively recognized.
Thus far no secondary cases have oc-
curred on the premises occupied by the
sick persons, nor have any cases arisen
from them, The board has under exami-
nation the body of the woman who died
with the symptoms of cholera on Septem-
ber 13th. All the suspected or reported
cases of cholera since September 1st have
been carefully investigated and kept
under observation. No suspected cases
have been reported to the board since
8:30 A. M. yesterday.

DANGER OF AN EPIDEMIC.

New Yorg, Sept. 14.—Mayor Grant
had a conference to-night with President
Wilson, of the Health Department, and
others. They took the view that the best
service they could render the public was
to keep it fully informed of all develop-
ments. The Mayor found the Department
of Charities and Corrections fully pre-
pared to care for patients,

One of the doctors formerly attached to
the Board of Health said to-night that the
present indications point to an epidemic,
which will require the most stringent
measures to prevent it from assuming
large proportions. The fact that the his-
tory of the cases so far isunknown makes
the danger all the greater, as the points of
distribution of cholera germs may be
many. The authorities can act only on
each case as it appears, while the disease
itself is perhaps secretly spreading and
infecting the crowded tenement districts,

The fact that five cases occurred within
such a short period of time is strong
proof that they were not spermadic at-
tacks, but of true epidemic character.
However, the epidemic would not result
insuch a large mortality as in the past
history of the plague, when sanitary sci-
ence was in a crude state, but should
cholera get into the crowded tenements it
would be a difficult matter to check the
ravages of the disease. In the face of
such a threatened calamity all political
considerations should be put aside and
the co-operation of eminent medical men
ot the city be sought.

There is a suspicion that Max Vitkaft,
who was stricken with symptoms of
cholera on Tuesday night and died at
Bellevue Hospital this morning, was
really afilicted with the plague. Ifsuch
is the case, the infection doubtless has
found a good breeding-place in the cheap

lodging-houses in the Bowery, where he
had a room.
IN OTHER LANDS.

Cholera Reported to be Raging at
Vera Cruz.

New ORLEANS, Sept. 14.—A Times-
Democrat’s San Antonio (Texas) special
says: According to a letter received to-
day from Dr. Clove, dated Jalapa, Mex-
ico, cholera is raging at Vera Cruz, the
denial of the Government officials to the
contrary notwithstanding.

AT PARIS,

Paris, Sept. 14.—In Paris and its
suburbs there were reported yesterday
titfty-nine new cases of cholera and forty-
four deaths, including fourteen new cases
and thirteen deaths in Si. Ouen.

A DEATH AT BERLIN,

BERLIN, Sept. 14.—A bargeman from
Hamburg died in the Moabite Cholera
Hcspital to-day. His companion, a barge-
man, was isolated. Two new cases of
cholera and one death were reported in
Stettin to-day. The magistrate of Berlin
has opened a public fund for the relief of

the distressed people in Hamburg.
AT BERLIN,
BERLIN, Sept. 14. — The Hamburg

Chamber of Commerce sent a circular to
the German commercial corporations,
begging them to try and allay the pre-
vailing anxiety in regard to the cholera
epidemic in Hamburg, by abstaining
from taking exceptional quarantine
measures against Hamburg, which, so
far, says the circular has proved unnec-
essary.
THE DISEASE IN RUSSIA.

A VERY SICK WOMAN,

Statement of Physicians as to
Mrs. Harrison's Health.

HER CONDITION PRONQUNCED TO
BE VERY CRITICAL.

The Officers of the Government at

Washington Are Looking Up the

Legal Powers of the President in
the Matter of Temporarily Sus-
pending or Prohibiting Immigra-
tion—A Niece of Whitelaw Reid to
Wed Justice Harrison on the 27th
Instant.

Loo~x LAxE House (N. Y.), Sept. 14.—
Doctors Gardner of Washington, Doughty
of New York, and Trudeau of Saranac,
had a consultation at the President’s cot-
tage this morning in regard to Mrs. Har-
rison, and at its close issued the following
Statement: ‘‘The primary disease is pul-
monary tuberculosis of the right side, as-
sociated with nervous prostration, a 1e-
cent complication of sub-acute pleurisy
with a rapid effusion of water in the right
chest, necessitating two tappings with
some relief. Her present condition is crit-
ical, on account of the tendency to repro-
duction of the fluid. The contemplated
removal to Washington is impossible, A
prognostication as to the immediate future
is uncertain.”

Lieutenant Parker said this morning:
“The President will remain with Mrs.
Harrison until she gets better, and has no
other plans whatever.” It is, therefore,
apparent that the President’s stay here is
indefinite. The physicians, it is said,
have quietly intimated to the President
the strong probability of a fatal result.
The President rarely leaves Mrs, Harri-
son’s bedside. In fact, he really shares
the nursing of the invalid with the pro-
fessional attendant. Russell Harrison
and Mrs. McKee, the President’s son and
daughter, are also in constantattendance.
It is understood that another operation
will be performed this afternoon.

The best that can be said of Mrs. Har-
rison’s condition to-night is that it is no
worse than it was this morning when the
bulletin was issued. All her friends now
realize that any nmew complications will
be attended with the greatest danger.
Mrs. Harrison’s vitality is at the very
lowest ebb, and cannot successfully resist
further inroads.

Dr. Gardner said this evening that
thqre was a slight improvement, and the
fluid had not gathered in her chest as
rapidly as before. It was learned, how-
ever, from other sources that the produc-
tion of fluid is sufficient in quantity to
indicate that another operation will be
necessary to-morrow, unless there is a
decided improvement in the meantime,

For a time it
seemed as though the convention would
break up, but after a lengthy row ballot-
ing proeeeded and resulted in the nomi-
nation of Wertz.

Forty-one delegates
were present, representing every county
in the State. Thirty-two delegates voted
against the mation to nominate Electors,
and the mine who voted tor the motion
left the hall and formed & minority con-
vention, They nominated R. M. Clarke
for Senator and J. C. Hamerman for Con-
gressman.

Only Two Persens Killed in Yes-
terday's Encounter.

Visarra, Sept. 14.—There is nothing
new in reference to Evans and Sontag.
At 4 o’clock another posse started to the
mountains in search of the desperadoes.
Frank Burke and his two Yuma Indian
trailers started for Yuma, accompanying
the remains of Detective Wilson. Burke
will return in a few days, but the In-
dians say they will not come back. There
is talk of petitioning Governor Markham
for a large reward for Evans and Sontag,
dead or alive. The people are asking
why those evidently assisting the out-
laws are not arrested, as it is certain
some of them, easily named, are car1ying
communications from Evans to his wife,
and otherwise assisting the robbers.

ONLY TWO KILLED,

SAN Francisco, Sept. 14.—Dispatches
from the Associated Press correspondents
in Fresno, Visalia and Sanger state that
the reports sent out last night, that more
than two persons were killed by Evans
and Sontag at Sampson Flat yesterday,
were incorrect. The only persons killed
were United States Deputy Marshal
Wilson of Tuscon and Andrew McGinnis
of San Francisco, formerly Constable at
Modesto.

WILL BE SHOT ON SIGHT.

Fres~No, Sept. 14.—Deputy Coroner
Stephens, who went to Dunlap yesterday
afternoon to meet the men bringing down
the bodies of Deputy United States Mar-
shal McGinnis and Vic Wilson, returned
to Fresno this evening. Stephens ac-
companied Sheriff Hensley and posse to
Dunlap, and says that when he left that
place this morning at 10 o’clock Hensley
and his men were getting ready to start
in pursuit of the robbers. Hensley told
Stephens that he would take no chances
and that the posse would shoot on sight.

It is now certain that there were two
men in Young’'s house with Evans and
Sontag, who aided the robbers in their
murderous attack upon the officers.

Probably the first work of the officers
will be to make a round-up of all per-
sons suspected of having given informa-
tion and assistance and the two accom-
plices of the robbers will be arrested.

Counstable Hill told Stephens he had
learned from one of the robbers’ friends
that they (the robbers) say they had
Sheritt Hensley and Deputy McCardle in
their power a few days ago, but spared
them. The two otlicers passed within
easy gunshot ot the robbers, who were
hiding, but they wouldn’t use their ad-
vantage. As proof of this they say they
left a medicine bottle at the place where
they were hid, so that the truth of their
story might be substantiated.

A ritle pit constructed by Sontag and
Evans on the mountain side about one
mile from Young’s house was found by
the ofiicers. It is large enough te con-
tain both the robbers and a good amount
of provisions. 1t is approached from one
sid’e only, and the robbers could have
held it against a small army.

No news was received here to-day of
the movements of the posse.

CORONER’S INQUEST,

VisAL1A, Sept. 14.—A Coroner’s inquest
was held this morning on the bodies of
Wilson and McGinnis, the victims of
Sontag and Evans. Both men were rid-
dled with shot and must have been in-
stantly killed. The Indian trailers now
here say that Evans was not wounded, as
they saw him running away after the
shooting. No word has been received
from the posse to-day.

An Englishman named Mering was the
principal witness. He was made a pris-
oner by Evans and Sontag and was forced
to get breakfast for them. His statement
of the occurrence at the house is the same
as telegraphed last night.,

The jury found that the men had come
to their death by gunshot wounds in-
flicted by Evans and Sontag.

There were more than 100 duckshot
found on the person of Wilson, many in
the bowels and thirty-five in the left
arm. McGinnis was hit by thirty-six
duckshot, and a Winchester ball entered
his left jaw opposite the mouth.

WRECK GF THE GOLDEN HORN.

The Vessel Being Slowly Pounded to
Pleces on tho Rocks,

SANTA BARBARA, Sept. 14.—When the
crew left the wreck of the British ship
Golden Horn, Monday evening, the ship
was pounding on the rocks, a heavy sea
gutted the cabin and three feet of water
was in the hold. The men saved nothing.
Many are barefooted and coatless and all
are penniless.

Captain Dunn says hisreckonings were
that the ship was at the time of the wreck
ten miles away from the south end of
Santa Rosa Island, but there was a heavy
fog and high tide. Dunn has no idea of
the value of the ship or cargo, The ship
was insured.

SAaNx MaTro, Sept. 14.—Dr. W. S. Whit-
well was arrested yesterday for not com-
plying with the notorious *‘‘iron-clad”
ordinance passed by the Board of Super-
visors of this county regarding bhospitals
for the care of mental and nervous
patients. The doctor’s arrest is made to
bring the matter before the Supreme
Court in the form of a test case, all parties
agreeing that should the Supreme Court
hold the ordinance invalid, the doctor is
not to be molested any more. But if the
ordinance is constitutional the hospital is
to Le abolished. The ordinance is the one
which requires a brick wall eight feet
high and two feet thick to surround all
asylums for mentally incompetent
patients, At first the people thought the
institution ought to have the wall around
it, but alter three years of observation of
its management a great majority look
upon these steps as needless persecutions,
Much interest is atiracted to the move.

SIR EDWIN ARNOLD,
His Conduct in Japan Severely Com-
mented Upon.

Curcaco, Sept. 13.—Rev. Mr. Bartlett,
a young missionary sent to Japan by the
American Board of Missions, at the
meeting of the Congregational ministers
attacked Sir Edwin Arnold, the English
poet and editor, who spent several years
in Japan. Mr. Bartiett was relating his
experience in Japan, telling how great
the impiety and general contempt for
missionaries were among the Japanese,
when one of the brethren interrupted
bhim by saying: *‘Is this conduct toward
missionaries caused by the general im-
piety of the people?”’ The young mis-
sionary quickly answered: “‘ It is caused
by the conduct of certain travelers, not-
able among whom is Sir Edwin Arnold.
His conduct while in Japan, if enlarged
upon, would certainly not be tolerated in
America. It might pass in the gay
courts of European kings and princes,
and would be particularly suitable to the
court of Louis XIV. These are facts
and I am not speaking from mere rumor.
I dislike to make these allusions to Sir
Edwin Arnold, but they are true.”

Mr. Bartlett proceeded to say that the
missionaries were everywhere looked
upon with contempt. The English and
American merchants were quite as disre-
spectful and fanned the fire daily. The
newspapers were filled with screed at-
tacking the missionaries and altogether
they had a hard time of it.

Deputy
Williams had been following on the trail
of the desperadoes since the last robbery,
in July. He jollowed them into Kansas,
Colorado, and finally New' Mexico,
where the capture was made. The gang
is wanted in Indian Territory, Kansas,
New Mexico and California on charges of
train robbery, and the rewards offered
aggregate $22,000,

LaTer.—The following was received
late to-night from EIl Paso: A fight took
place between the Marshal’s posse and
the robbers, two of the latter being killed
and five captured. Three of the gang are
yet at liberty, but the posse expects to
capture them within a day or two. The
ofiicers are keeping the matter very quiet,

THE CHOCTAW TROUBLES.

Town of McAllister at Present Under
Martial Law.

McArrister (I. T.), Sept. 14.—Thera
has been no development to-day in the
Choctaw vendetta. Reports adding to the
original list of fatalities are incorrect,
only four men having been killed at Mc~
Allister and Hartshorne as first reported.
Further trouble, however, is almost
sure to come.

The town is
under martial law.
