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STILL THEY COME.

Another Cholera-Stricken Vessel
Arrives at New York.

ONE MORE CASE OF THE PLAGUE

DISCOVERED IN THE CITY.

The Contagion Believed to Have Been

Brought to the City by Immi-

Ifrnnts Who Arrived Last Month

From Antwerp—Nine Steamships

Reported to be En Route to This

Country With Five Thousand Immi-

grants From Infected Ports.

Bpeclal to the Recori>U.n*ion.
New York, Sopt. 16.—The Herald this

(Friday) morning says : Another plague
ship is in port and another story ofdis-
ease and death on the voyage. Eleven
more victims were added to the long list
of those who died of cholera between
Hamburg and New York. This is the
fctory of the steamship Bohemia, which
reached New York last night and an-
chored in the lower quarantine. The
JlerakPs tug, which had been waiting
for her inside tho Hook, drew op
alongside as she steamed in, and
Captain Schroeder came to the rail to tell
about the voyage. He admitted the
essential facts of tho misfortunes that
had befallen the company. "We had
eleven deaths on board," said the Cap-
tain; "all little children. There is no
sickness on board at present."

"Was it cholera?"
"Ican't tell. The last death was five

days ago. Nobody has been illon board
aince then."

"How long after you leftport did the
first death occur?"

"About the fourth day. No adult pas-
sengers died or have been sick."

ANOTHER CASE IN BTKW YORK.
New York, Sept. 15.—Mary Connerty,

a 19-year-old girl, who came from Ire-
land six months ago, was removed to the
Reception Hospital to-day from tenement
No. C92 Second avenue, suffering from
what was announced as genuine cholera.
Itis not known how she got the plague.
Orders were issued to have the girlre-
moved at once to tho Reception Hospital,
at the foot of East Sixteenth street.

No. 692 Second avenue is a tenement in
which eight families live. The house was
thoroughly disinfected to-day, and the
bedding on which the sick girl laid was
taken away and burned. All her cloth-
ing was also burned.

Employes of tho health department
visited Mrs. Finn's boarding-house,
where the girl recently washed, and took
away the bed which she slept in there,
and whatever clothing she had. Every-
thing was burned to destroy the infection,
and the boarding-house was also disin-
fected. Mrs. Finn's boarders, eight in
number, are professional people. They
are badly scared, and a physician was
detailed to watch the house from which
the girl was removed. A large crowd
gathered, and it took several policemen
to keep the crowd back.

It is believed the girl will die. The
physicians have possession of some of
the girl's vomit for biological examina-
tion.

This ia the first case of cholera re-
ported in the city in which the patient
was alive.

The immigrant passengers of the
•teamer Friesland. which arrived here
August 29th, seem to have brought the
disease to little Minnie Levinger, who
died September 11th. The passengers are
traced back to Antwerp, which place they
reached from other cities ot Europe
doubtless infected with cholera. When
they reached quarantine there was no
illness reported aboard, and after a few-
hours' detention and so-called fumiga-
tion they were allowed to proceed. From
the steamship pier the passengers
scattered over the city and country. Four
young women went to the house where
little Minnie lived. The infection was
probably in their clothing, but they
escaped attack themselves.

Sanitary Superintendent Edson had a
conference with Police Superintendent
Byrnes to-day, and over two hundred
thousand cholera circulars are being dis-
tributed through the city. They are
printed in English, German, Hebrew,
Italian and Bohemian.

The work of fitting tho floating hos-
pital at the foot ofSixteenth street for the
reception of cholera patients is being
hurried along. Among the nurses offer-
ing help are many young women of re-
finement and education. The attire of
several indicated a lifeofease and wealth.
There have been many male applicants
also.

J. Pierpont Morgan, Treasurer of the
Chamber of Commerce quarantine emer-gency fund, has acknowledged the re-
ceipt ofan additional |7^S3B in subscrip-
tions since noon yesterday. Previously
acknowledged, §58,300. The grand total
to date is $130,636.

To-morrow the Normannia's passen-
gers will be brought by boat from Fire
Island and landed at the Normannia's
pier in Hoboken. The landing may bo
opposed by the New Jersey authorities.

It is authoritatively stated that ninesteamships, carrying 5,000 immigrants,
are en route to this country. Among the
steamers now en route with steerage pas-sengers are the Inman Line steamer In-
diana, from Liverpool September 10thwith 000 in the steerage; tho Anchor Line
Bteamer Ethiopia, from Glasgow Septem-
ber Ist, with IM>steerage; the Hamburg-
American Line steamer Bohemia fromHamburg, August 31st, with 882 in the
steerage; the steamer Polaria, from Stet-
tin September Ist, with 148 in the steer-age; the North German Line steamer
Herman, from Bremen September 6th
with 300 in the steerage; the Fabre Line
steamer Massilla, from Naples, Septem-
ber 12th, with 400 In the steerage.

The most rigid inspection of ail incom-
ing trains is being made by inspectors
who board them beyond the State line, i
Ifa case is found on any train the train
will be run on a branch line at once to i
the State refuge camp, which has already |
been established near the State line. Five |
hundred tents are already there, and j
everything is in readiness for the recep-
tion of patients. The railway companies
have notified the Health Department that
no foreign passengers will be accepted at
eastern points for the West unless each
bears a clean bill ofhealth.

At the hospital to-night it was stated
that the men were not suffering from
cholera. The hospital authorities seem to
be inclined to reticence, but it is thought
the Italians are suffering from a combina-
tion of acute mania and colic.

Three suspected cases of cholera were
reported to the health authorities to-
night, but upon investigation by experts j
they were pronounced to be only cholera
morbus and cramps.

The Bohemia was due here about mid-
night to-night, but has not arrived. Much
anxiety is being experienced by the
health officers of the arrival of the boat,as it is feared she has many cases of
cholera aboard.

A DEATH IN BROOKLYN.
New York, Sept. 15.—The first case of

death from suspected cholera occured in

Brooklyn to-day. Josephine Malecka. 21
years old, of S2B State street, was taken
illyesterday. At night she passed into a
state of collapse. To-day she vomited,
and when a physician called she was
dead. The girl had eaten heartily of
green corn and tomatoes, and the case was
put down to cholera morbus. Abachteral
examination is now being made. The
girl arrived from Poland in January.

The Trave arrived at JS:4S with a full
list of cabin passengers, but no immi-
grants. She reported all well, cleared,
and about 6 o'clock t>he was permitted to
go up.

\\ . R. Hearst cabled from Paris plac-
ing at the disposal of the physicians com-
posing tho medical conference appointed
oy the Chamber of Commerce the use of
his famous yacht Vamoose.

Dr. Walser, Deputy Health Officer,
issued the following bulletin to-nig!it:

ming—One infant died of marasmus this
morning; Normaunia—All well on
board."

A report from Dr, Byron at Swinburne
to-night reports one death from pneumo-
nia, following an attack ofcholera.

SUSPICIOUS CASKS IN CONNECTICUT.
Nkw Haven, Sept. 15.—About7o'clock

this moraine an Italian was found writh-
ing in terrible agony in a lieid on the
outskirts of the city. The police were at
once notified, and when an ambulance
arrived the Italian, evidently a laborer,
was exhibiting all symptoms oi' cholera.
He was removed to the hospital and iso-
lated. The man's name is Romero
Roouey. This afternoon his brother
Natalue Roouey, woo lived with him,
was stricken with the Bame symptoms.
lie was taken to the hospital and isolated.
Tho Health Onicer and hospital authori-
ties maintain a rigid siience as to the
cases.
THE PRESIDENT HAS FILL POWER TO

ACT.
Loon Lake (N. V.), Sept. 15.—The

President sent a telegram to the Secretary
of the Treasury tp-day saying that the
Attorney-! ieneral Ihad sent him an opin-
ion to the effect that he had lullpower
under the law to prevent the landing in
this country of all immigrants coming
from ports infected with cholera or any
other contagious disease. He suggested
that the Secretary of the Treasury con-
vey the information to tho various trans-
Atlantic companies, together with an
official notice that unless they acted in
strict accordance therewith he would
issue an executive order prohibiting en-
tirely all immigration from infected
ports, without exception.

CHICAGO AUTHORITIES ACTINH.
Chicago, Sept. 15.—Secretary Riley of

the State Board of Health had a lengthy
conference with the City Health Com-
missioner to-day. Plans have been made
to meet any emergency, and everything
possible is being done to ward oil" an
epidemic of cholera. The authorities are
proceeding on the theory that cholera
willin all probability reach Chicago. Dr.
Riley, however, does not believe it will
become epidemic. A municipal cholera
hospital has been established near Bride-
well, and 300 patients can bo cared for
ihere alone.

CLEVELAND BARS IMMIGRANTS.
Cleveland, Sept. 15.—The Mayor and

Board of Control of this city have decided
to notify the oilicials ofrailways entering
this place that no more immigrants from
infected ports willbe received in Cleve-
land. Dr. Miller of tho Slate Board of
Health has established a military medi-
cal quarantine at the eastern State line at
Lawrenceburg, where all immigrants
will be inspected, iiehasalso established
a camp hospital at Ashtabula with accom-
modations for UOO immigrants. There is
talk ofestablishing a quarantine just out-
side the city limits. A hospital has been
erected on the Infirmary grounds and
preparations made to meet the cholera
should it come.

CHOMBBA IN MEXICO.
San Antonio (Tex.), Sept. 15.—J. "VV.

Roth, a mining Superintendent, arrived
here from Monclava, Mexico, to-day. He
says a telegraph operator there died from
cholera Tuesday, that the town was im-
mediately quarantined, and now no ono
is permitted to outer or leave it. Itis re-
ported that others have been attacked by
the disease there, and it is further re-
ported that cholera is epidemic in San
Luis Potosi and Vera Cruz.
QUARANTINE INSPECTION ON THE BOR-

DER.
Ottawa (Ont.), Sept. 15.—The Cabinet

to-day decided to establish a rigid quar-
antine inspection at ail points on the in-
ternational border where trains enter
from the United States. The same in-
spection will be carried on at lake and
ocean ports where vessels enter from
American ports. Should the situation
become more serious, the Government
will earnestly consider the advisability of
preventing trains from entering Canada.

CASES AT HAMBURG.
Hamburg, Sept. 15.—Two hundred and

four new cases of cholera was officially
reported here yesterday. There were
eighty-one deaths, an increase of six new
cases and fifteen less deaths. The hos-
pital authorities state that the situation
shows considerable improvement,

IN FRANCE.
Paris, Sept. 15.—1n this city and sub-

urbs there were reported yesterday forty-
five new cases of cholera and eleven
deaths, including six new cases and three
deaths in St. Oven.

London, Sept. 15.—According to a dis-
patch to the News from Toulouse, France,
four cases of Asiatic cholera were re-
ported in that city to-day, two fatal.

SPREADING AT ANTWERP.
Antaverp, Sept. 15.—The cholera is

spreading here. Since yesterday ten pa-
tients have been taken to the hospital,
and others are sick at various houses.
Two children and a sailor died yesterday.

THE DISEASE IN PERSIA.
Teheran, Sept. 15.—The deaths from

cholera in this city from September 6th to
the 11th were 2,336. In the Shah's camp,
150 miles north, where he and the upper
classes pass the summer, there have been
130 deaths from cholera.

ItEV. BARTLETT AGAIN.

He Reiterates His Charges Against
Sir Edward Arnold.

Chicago, Sept. 15.—Rev. Samuel Bart-
lett, the young man who attacked the
character of Sir Edward Arnold at a
preachers' meeting in this city on Mon-
day, was not at all surprised when he
learned that Sir Edward had denied his
allegations.

"Not long ago," he said, "Edwin Ar-
nold, in referring to tho .Japanese women,
spoke of them as half angelic, and under-
took to defend their notorious infidelity
and loose morality on the ground that
they wore forced to marry early, without
love, and hence were in all purity and in-
nocence led by their personal inclinations
to seek love elsewhere."

Continuing, Mr. Bartlett said that dur-
ing his entire stay in Japan, when in
Tokio, and at the summer resorts, Edwin
Arnold supported one, and sometimes
more than one, womau, and it was in de-
fense ofhis ownpersonal indulgences that
the great author of the "Light of Asia"
Hew to the support of the freedom and
the laxity and license which were bane-
ful characteristics of that Oriential
life. Arnold's immoralities, he said,
were frequent and caused comment
among the Japanese everywhere,
who have been long under the delusion
that Englishmen and Americans wereall Christians and followed pure modes
of life. Actuated by the same motive of
shielding the impurities of his own life,Sir Edwin Arnold had made attacks
upon the work of the missionaries

Mr. Bartlett said he did not seek to
give his opinions publicly, being drawn
out only by the questions of brother
clergymen, but his sentiments toward
the poet were those by the whole baud of
self-sacrificing men who were trying to
redeem that Eastern land from the blight
of heathen impurities and idolatrous cus-
toms.

o'clock in the afternoon. At that hour
President Clarkson delivered his address.„ President Clarksou's annual address
was largely devoted to tho organization \
and progress of the league and its work
as a new element in politics. In the
course of his remarks he said: "The
rising question of the time, the one in
which the next national campaign is j
surely to be lought, is the labor question.
tty that time the McKinley bill willhave
fully demonstrated the wisdom of the
American policy, and willhave gained
the approval of the majority ofAmerican
homes as a permanent policy of the Re-
public, Next November the working-
men and farmers and business men and
all elements will join in striking down
the declaration of the Democratic plat-
form of 18(j2 in favor of free trade as an
American rule and free-trade wages for
American workingmen. The same good
elements, I am sure, will also strike
down with equal emphasis ofdisapproval
the Democratic declaration in favor of
destroying our present system of cur-
rency and finance for a return to the
wretched and disastrous form of State
banks and unsound currency. "Music Hall was filled in the evening
when Mr. Clarkson introduced tho first
speaker, Hon. J. P. Dollivar of lowa.
Dollivar spoke on tho issues of the day,
and on the careers of the Republican and
Democratic Presidential candidates. The
astonishing feature of current politics
was that the Republican party had per-
mitted itself to throw aside its past rec-
ord of great achievements anil tight it
out on the history of the past month. If
tho past had no lessons and no inspira-
tions, he would freely coniess he could
bring neither interest nor enthusiasm
into the present campaign. "Let us, as
Republicans, keep alive the memories of
past years," he cried. "Let not the his-
tory of the United States become obso-
lete to suit tho demands of the Demo-
cratic party."

Major McKinley was next introduced,
and for some time the hall was in a per-
fect uproar, the audience rising en masse
and greeting the Governor with waving
hats and handkerchiefs. He spoke at
some length on "two striking questions
raised by the platform of our political
adversaries—first, its adherence to free
trade, and second, its declaration for the
abolition of the tax on State banks'
issue."

McKinley outlined the evils that would
result from a step backward in currency
matters, and said the Democratic proposal
for the abolition ofthe tax on State banks
ought to be sullicient of itself to defeat
that party. He then turned his attention
to tho evils of free trade, etc., and said
the new tariil law has vindicated itself.
Oregon's election in Juno spoke for it,
and had been followed by Vermont and
Maine. As to tin plate, ho told what he
saw at Elwood, Indiana, on Tuesday. In
that factory all the machinery used was
made in the United States, and the sheets
of steel used in the manufacture of tin
plate were also made in this country.

"The Democrats said we couldn't make
steel rails, nor pottery, nor china, nor
plate glass, but we are making them as
good as anywhere in tho world, and so it
is with tin plate. The American people
can make anything they want, and with
adequate protection will."

The speaker, in closing, warmly eulo-
gized General Clarkson as a matchless
leader.

Barker, rode an exhibition mile on a trip-
lots afety and made new records for all
distance, the mile being run in 2:14.

Several People Were Injured.
Colttmbus (().), Sept. 15.—A vast crowd

of people attended the fair to-day, and
to-night fireworks were sent up from
many different parts of the city. Three
or four people were seriously injured by
misdirected rockets at one point, and in
front of the Neil House, where a man
was giving imitations of animal cries, a
section of the sidewalk gave %tay, pre-
cipitating fiftypeople into the basement.
Leach, the imitator, was fatally hurt, and
a dozen other people badly injured.

No Desire to Live After Learning of
San Francisco's Wickedness.

When
he endeavored to open the door leading
to the room of Anna Lange, one of the
cooks, he found it locked. Procuring
assistance, he forced the door and there
they discovered the woman lying on the
bed cold in death. She had evidently
committed suicide, as the jets in the
room were turned fully on, while the
keyhole and the crack around the door
were stopped with paper.

The deceased lefta letter.which plainly

From its contents it would seem
that the woman lately sold some real
estate on the Point Lobos road and in-
vested the money in stocks by the ad-
vice ofa friend.

A quantity of stock certificates were
found in her trunk, but it was evident
that the deal had not turned out as ex-
pected, for in the letter she says that she
has no desire to live after learning of tho
wickedness oftne people of San Fran-
cisco.

In another letter addressed to theowner
of the Park Hotel she says that she owes
no one any money, and directs him to
draw §160 which she had in bank and
purchase a plot in some cemetery and
see that sho has a decent burial.

801 lAgain Convicted.
San Francisco, Sept. 15.—Sidney Bell,

the convicted murderer ofSamuel Jacob-
sou, and also awaiting sentence for rob-
bing John Curley, a tailor, had a trial be-
fore Judge Murphy to-day on the charges
of stabbing and wounding Edward
Crouie, after having held up and robbed
the latter on November 2, 1890. No de-
it use was made and the jury found Bell
guilty after a trial lasting but half an
hour. Following this Bell was tried for
holding up Peter Robson on November
15, 18'JO, and was found guilty in less
timo than on the preceding charge.

San Antonio and Aransas Pass Road.
