New Yorkxk, Sept. 18.—The life of Gov-
srnor Flower has been threatened by an
infernal machine sent him at the Windsor
Hotel a couple of days ago. The police
officials are very reticent over the affair |
and put a large number of detectives |
working on the case. A box was sent to |
the Governor by mail, but, he being ab-
sent, it was not touched for a couple of |
days. When the wrapper was taken off |
the box it seemed to be such a queer con- |
trivance that it was deemed best to turn |
it over to the police, |

The police inspector, after soaking the |
box in water for two hours, raised the lid l

and discovered within a cigar box filled
with giant powder and matches, so ar-
ranged that if the box was to be opened
under ordinary circumstances it would
explode. The deadly machine contained
cnough giant power to have blown the
Governor into eternity. It issaid a letter |
was received by Mr. Flower before the
package was left at the hotel, warning
him to be careful if he received a box
and implying that an attempt would be
made on his life. This aroused suspicion
when the box was received.

There was great activity at the Detee-
tive Bureau yesterday morning, but the
Inspector would not admit anything in
connection with the infernal machine.

Chief Inspector Stears at a late hour
last night sent for the reporters at police
headquarters, and told them that the box |
was unmistakably an infernal machine, |
ingeniously contrived to kill the Gov- |
ernor or whoever might open it. It was
not mailed in the Postotiice, but left on i
a lamp-post letter-box.

RAILWAY GOsSIP.
Talk of a Rond From New York to
San Francisco.

DeTrROIT (Mich.), Sept. 18.—William
Dallin of Chicage, Vice-President and
General Manager of the Atlantic and Pa-
cific Construction Company, in this city
temporarily, gives an interesting account
of an air-line railroad to be built between
New York and Sau Fraveisco, which will
be a shortening of the distance of over
500 iniles, and a proportionate saving
of time. In the interview be bad the
following to say on the subject: ‘‘Ever
since October last I have been at work
perfecting the plans of the company.
Preliminary surveys have been made
and charters secured in Iliinois, Ohio and
Pennsylvania, in addition to work al-
ready done in Indiana, We are now en-
gaged in surveying a route through New
Jersey.

“The work of grading for the roadbed
and laying of rails will commence in
1803, and the entire road will be com-
pleted and in operation in the year 1901,
I'he cost of the division from New York
to Chicago will be 100,000,000 and of the
San Francisco end 3600,000,000. This in-
cludes everything,
in our work in the variou
will secure a right of wi
twenty miles on each side of the road.
When we come to a river we will bridge
it and if we cannot go over a mountain
we will bore through it, no matter how
long it may be.

“Our main line will ran within a few

MURDER AND SUICIDE.
Result of an Old Feud Between 1'wo

Sailors.

SAN Francrsco, Sept. 18.—There was a
shocking case of murder and suicide
about 9:30 o’clock last evening in the
saloon attached to a sailor boarding-
house at 11 and 13 Clay street. Charles
Steinforth shot and instantly killed The-
odore Anderson and, turning the weapon
on himself, committed suicide. Both
men were sailors. Some months ago
they were shipmates and they quarreled,
though the cause of their differences is
not known. A few weeks ago they found
themselves under the same roof at the
Clay-street boarding-house and although
theyv spoke still the old grudge rankled
in their bosons. 3

Last evening soon after supper two
sailors, Adolph Reeds and Wicbe de
Yong, sat down at a card table to play
for the drinks. They invited Anderson
and Steinforth to take hands in the game.
They did so, but it was not long before
the old enemies had another dispute over
the cards and Steinforth left the table in
anger. L. Holst took his place at the
table and the game went on for some
time, in fact until interrupted by the
double tragedy. Steinforth went out on |
the sidewalk for a time and to a friend he |
remarked: ‘*Allis trouble in this world.
Life is not worth living, so good-by.”
No attention was paid to his words and
he returned to the saloon.

Several times he walked past the play-
ers, who by this time were more or less
jolly from the effects of beer. Suddenly

large Colt’s navy revolver and, stepping
behind Anderson, placed the muzzle of
the weapon to his enemy’s head. There
was a loud report and Anderson tumbled
off the chair to the floor, dead. 'The bul-
let had torn his head open and spattered
his brains over the card table.

The murderer hastily stepped out of the
room into a small back yard or court and
A second later there was
a subdued roar and the terror-stricken
sailors in the saloon surmised that Stein-
forth had ended his own life,

When the police forced open the back
door a short time later they found that
this surmise was true. Steinforth wus |
lying on his back with the pistol by hisi
side, dead.

ARTESIAN WELLS.

They Are Too Expensive Where Other
Means Are Avalilable.

The census reports upon irrigation
show that one-year ago this month there
were 8,087 flowing artesian wells in the
United States. Of this number 3,930 wells
were employed in irrigation, watering
51,296 acres, or an average of 13.21 acres
per week. 'The inajority of these wells
were in California and Utah, the former
State having 3,210, and the latter 2,524.
Colorado had 595, Texas 534, South
Dakota 527, and North Dakota 461. We
find ldaho eredited with 28, Washington
9 and Oregon 6. Those in Idaho wereo
divided between Oneida and Bingham
Counties. Washington’s 9 are in Whit-
man County, excepting one in Spokane.
Oregon’s wells are distributed among
Crook, Gilliamn, Haruey and Wasco
Counties.

The conclusion derived from the data
gathered by the census is that irrigation
by artesian wells should not be attemnpted
where other means are available. The
average cost of irrigating an acre of land
with artesian water is 318 88, in compar-
ison with $5 15 by the ordinary methods.
In many instances. however, the artes
well is superior and cheaper to ti
method. It gives a farmer a plentiful
supply of water for other purposes, and
makes him independent of the powerflul
and too often grasping water commpanies.
As a rule, however, the water from these
wells is too cold te be immediately dis-
tributed over vegetation, and to over-
come this a small reservoir must be
figured 1n with the cost of the well.

The fact that the wells in the United
States are capable of irrigating no more
land than is covered by a single largoe
ditch, and that in California, Utah and
Colorado experience has shown that only
a li:nited amount of water can be forced
out of a single basin, the old wells going
dry as the new ones are sunk, is convinc-
ing that irrigation by this method can
naver be more than of minor importance,
The experiment is so risky, the cost so
great and the supply so limited, that
artesian wells can be called a success only
in those sections where it is impossible or
too costly to obtain water by canals. The
primary purpose of sinking such wells
should be the supply of farmhouses and
towns, and the surplusage can then he
turned to the uses of irregation.—Cre-
gonian.
