llanch Eggs are meeting with steady demand,
sellers being particularly benefited, batter is
In good supply, considering the lateness of
the season. Poultry is very dull. Fresh
Meats ot all descriptions are weak in tone in
consequence ot liberal supplies ;unl pi* es are
steady, but not strong. Trade in i*rovi>ioiiK
continues fairly active, but values in some
lines are a shade weaker. Staple Or<<c.-rie.-.
are moving fairly well at goad jpim The
market for all kinds of Uereala continues
ftbsadlly depressed and local dealers arc very
much dissatisfied with the present outlook.
The foreign markers are dull and show DO in-

dications of iinprovejnent. Mining stocks
presented a more favorable aspect y«'s;.ri:iy
than for man \ weeks past. The market was
stronger, business more active, and values on
U»e upward -iv.de.

In reviewing the present condition of the
fruit mark't the Catting Packing Company
report, in their tra If circular, a*, follows:

There is but little change in Cfcc condition of
affairs or the prospects from those advised a
month since. The weaiher has continued
cloudy and foggy nearly every day, and has
greatly retard* 3 the growth, nine and quality
oi all late trims aad repetatries, the crops oi
whicti have loliowed the results <\u25a0' earlier va-
rieties. This rmait fiawm tn be goacrol along
the coast and to baveapplied t<> all varieties
excepting possibly Pears. As a result prices
for green fruits have steadily Increased until
they have averaged fully double those thai
were anticipated in June, when prices to fu-
tares were lir.s; made. Ami ar!j all paekerd
••.old quite t:p te their capacity as soon as they
had made contracts fiw fruits, an i In some
cases earlier, and ha sort sue: \u25a0nim on June
aosts, the oaptoatable results owa easily be
anticipab

Ha<l crops matured as expected^ 6o that estl-
inat' s made bad been followed !>;• equivalent
deli series, there would ha\e'l>ei-n little
trouble a-ml j-.sults would bave been fairly
prohuible. As it Is, crops contracted have
fail< n ott fully one-third, sod in aome case*
one-half packers were obliged to replace with
other crops at such advanced prices as to
e:.siiy wipe out any prospective profit. Bo the
general results, from s profit standpoint,
are very disastrous to most packers. This
seems to lie aye itw ben all calculations, < .-;i-
inates and averages are set at naught.

Domestic demand from Eastern points,
•which tor a month or so has been quiescent,
has resumed activity. The Eastern Pea^h
packers, after waiting till the season was well
aiwng, havetinaiiy concluded they will set no
canning Peaches worth mentioning, and their
trade must look elsewhere for supplies. There
is little doubt but such stocks as may be
found in tirst hands here willcommand $2 25
atan early date for choice quality. There is
apparently no surplus of any other variety,
save possibly Pears, m> thai there should be a
Btrongsympathetic advance in theprie s of
all Fruits before the lail trade is fully sup-
plied.
