ToucnlnK Letter.

Charles Shoplar, who resides at 2411 O
street, and who is a stock -buyer and
fcpends much of his time in the country,
returned to his home about three weeks
ago to find it deserted.

Be was in the northern part of the State
When he received the letter written by
his wife, and "which is given below. He
returned at once, reaching this city on
Tuesday, to find his wife had deserted }
their home and three children. The letter
reads:

On the back of a "memorial card" of
the death ofa four-months-old child she
wrote:

Ellen S. Sheplnr, died Jury 13th, aged 1
months and 2 days. I had the baby given a
private baptism, and dear old Mt! Corwin
read the funeral services at the house, also at
the grave.

Mrs. Sheplar left no clew to 'ncr pro-
posed destination further than is given
in the letter—that she had been oifered a
position on an English steamer. This
her friends do not place much faith in, as
tiho is not known to have had any ac-
quaintances connected with steamers, and
they do not think she would apply to
strangers. While her friends do not be-
lieve that she has gone on a steamship,
they are at a loss to form any idea as to
her movements or probable destination.

SCANDAL'S DEADLY TONOIK.

A Rkoobd-Union reporter was in-
formed yesterday that the scandal con-
necting Mrs. Sheplar's name with that of
one Joseph Dcrban and another man was
not altogether groundless, and from tho
laot that Derban is said to have disap-
peared shortly alter Mrs. Sheplar did,
and that he has not since been heard
from, it is thought he may have knowl-
<xl^o of hor whereabouts.

Tho "something serious" referred to in
her letter her friends seem unable to ac-
count for, unless it is that one or two
over-solicitous neighbors who have made
it a business to pass judgment upon her
actions, had driven her nearly frantic by
criticism and advice, had finally suc-
ceeded in inducing the young woman to
iiesert her husband,

The oldest of the children is a little girl

of s years, another a boy of (i and the
youngest a little girl of about 4 years oi
age. They art' unusually bright little
ones, and are at present in good hands.
The reporter found them in charge of
Mrs. May Doyle, for a long time an inti-
mate friend of Mrs. Sheplar, and who
has known the family for several years
and been a frequent visitor.

Mrs. Doyle was very guarded in her
statements about the matter, but it was
evident she thought that while Mrs.
She] ilar'p conduct had not always boon
above reproach, she considered that her
«les>perate resolve to lea\o her home and
children forever was caused by the gos-
sip of the neighbors and her proud and
sensitive nature.

Mrs. Doyle came here from San Fran-

cisco on her way to take a situation as
housekeeper at Elk <Jrove. Incidentally
she visited .Mrs. Sheplar, only to learn of
her absence, and on Mr. Sheplar's return
.she was induced to remain at his homo
and take charge of tho children, Mr.
Sheplar being obliged to return at once to
Shasta County to fulfill a cattle-buying
contract ho had assumed.

lie notified the police, and made every
possible effort to trace his wife, beforeleaving for Millville, Shasta County,
whore he now is.

THE LAST TIU.CS OF MRS. SITJ-rLAR
Is obtained from C. 0. Beasly, who owns
tho house in which the sheplars lived.
Mr. Beasly Says he was called in by Mrs!
Sheplar, who asked him to strap her
trunk, but gave him no information as to |
her intention to desort her home. Ho 'noticed her as being frequently despond- !
out and fickle-minded for four or tivo
days.

The trunk was traced to the depot, Inn
whether it was checked and taken aboard
a train or afterward removed from the
baggage-room is not known. Itis thought
by some that Mrs. Sheplar is still in this
city. Itis also learned that she is likely
to assume the name ol Mrs. Ella Schaefier.She is a comely woman of 28 years,
vivacious, intelligent and good-natured, i
at other times nervous and excitable.
She has very larce and bright black eyes
and fairlyregular features.

Mr. Sheplar, who is veryhighly spoken
of by friends of the family, has regnlarlv
Beat his wifo remittances of never less
than $M per month, and, their home was
comfortably and well furnished. More
than this, he is said to have been in lovo
with his wife, and attentive and provident i
hi every way. except that his business
kept him from homo months at a time.

HELD TO ANSWER.
W. D. Stono Committed for Assault to

W. D. Stone was examined in the Po-
lice Court yesterday for assault to com-
mit murder and held to answer to the
Superior Court with bail fixed at ;M,OOO.

Commit Murder.

Stone is the man who assaulted Con-
ductor Jonkins on a J-street electric car a
week ago and cut his clothing in several
places with a knife, an account of which
was given in the Record-Union at the
time.

Conductor Jenkins testified that Stone
boarded the car at Twentieth street, re-
fused to pay his fare, and when put off
the car assaulted him. He exhibited his
trousers, which were cut, and also showed
that the knife reached his person, slightly
cutting the llesh.

Special Officer Armstrong testified to
arresting Stouo at Lockhart's stable,
where he had knocked down Robert
Barmely in an effort to take the latter's
horse and cart, and that on the way to tho
police station Stone actively resisted him
and tried to "cut his heart but."

W. L. Townsend, the motor-man on
the oar at the time of tho occurrence, and
a passenger also testified, substantiating
Jenkins' story.

Stone stated that he had no witnesses,
and when lie took the stand he said he
came from Lone Tree Ranch, in Placer
County, to the lair. He took several
drinks at the race-track, and when he
was coining away a young man gave him
a drink from a llask, which "seemed to
set him on lire," after which he could re-
member nothing.

The witnesses all said that he did not
seem to be intoxicated. Tho knife and
clothing were tiled as evidence.

AMUSEMENTS.
"The Ensign" will be the attraction at

the Metropolitan Theater this evening.
It is one of the successful American
plays, and comes with a very strong in-
dorsement. It is a nautical play, with a
plot that hinges upon the Mason and
Slidell affair of 18*31, and around which is
woven a love story with some vigorous
clashes of patriotism, a little villainy and
a good deal of healthful sentiment and
pathos. One of the main features of the
production is the scenery, which is said
to be unusually line. There are flvo
scenes,two of which illustrate life on board
a man-of-war, antl are said to be as true
a representation as it is possible to obtain
upon the stafre. One set shows the iu-
terior of a war vessel, with the gun and
main decks just as they are on a real
man-of-war. The time of the action la
coincident with that episode of the Re-
bellion known as the Trent aifair, and
the plot grows out of the attempt of a
renegade American, serving SB a Lieu-
tenant in the British Navy, to prevent
the arrest of Messrs. Mason and Sli-
dell. the Confederate Commissioners.
The first act occurs in Havana,
and Blythe, the renegade, who has been
instructed by his superidrs to detain the
San Jacinto in port long enough to allow
the Trent to get away with the Commis-
sioners, insults an American officer, hop-
ing thus to involve him and his crew in
an infraction of the Cuban laws, thus
causing their arrest and the consequent
delay of the United States frigate. The
American otlicer has been forewarned,
however, and for his country's sake sub-
mits to the aspersion of his sweetheart's
character. He keeps his temper until the
renegade turns suddenly and tears down
and tramples upon the American flag.
The swords of the two men are out in-
stantly, an old cockswain bounds in, and,
realizing the nature of the qu&rrej and
the danger his oflicer is in, cuts down the
chandelier with one slash oi his cutlass. 'There is a combat, and as tho lights are i
turned on the insulter of the Hag is 'seen falling over the balcony rail.
Tho Cuban police rush in and
are defied by the old cockswain,
who ha- called to his aid his crew ofblue-
jackets, who have been waiting close by
in a cutter to convey their oSicor to his
ship.
