Healthy Tone in the Wheat Market at
San Francisco,

Advance in Quotations for Future

Delivery—Trading in Barley

Also Active.

San Francisco. Sept. 23, 1592.

Th^re wa= a very healthy tone to the Wheat
market to-day. A f-llght advance in quota-
tions for future delivery took place in the op-

tion market. Reports from Eastern and Eng-
lish centers strengthened the local market,
and transactions were heavier. Some o\ ora-
tors believe to-day's advance is a vanguard of
the expected reaction and that better prices
will prevail, in the sample market trading
was comparatively lightat unchanged quota-
tions. Ofierings were few. In the option

market seller the year opened at $1 2'Jaud
closed at $1 2ii%asked. Buyer January sold
atsl 35, buyer December §1 S4tofl 34}&
and buyer September SI 28%. Ko new uliar-
ters are reported. Barley trading was also
active and a steady feeling exists. Seller the
year (new) was quoted at SS^C, December
s •'-,<• and buyer December bSJie. Rye, Oats
and Corn are weak. There ia but little ac-
tivityin other cereuls.

Dairy Produce is firm, especially good feel-
Ing prevailing with Eggs and Cheese.

Vegetables were generally weaker to-day.
But the demand for Onions and Potatoes, al-
though the receipts are very heavy, prevents
any surplus. PolatorJS are mostly coming
from Sacramento River district.

Fresh Fruits were fairly active to-day, but
the market did not clean up well, owing to
two(Says' receipts of some fruits swelling the
market. Strawberries are weak and of poor
quality, liaspberries are scarce. Choice Bart-
lett Pears are desired, but few are to be seen.
An extra prime Harriett will bring ;\s high as
91 50. Other kinds of Pears arc heavy.
Plum*and Prunes are still. Peaches, cling,

sell mostly in bulk at 2%(<H',>c, the poorer
grades selling for what can be had. Figs are
scarce. Grapes, weaker. Fair demand for
Melons.

Dried Fruits are under less inquiry and
weaker.

Hens and Gobbler Turkeys hold strong, but
other Poultry ie very weak under heavy re-
catpts.

Livestock and Provisions are in light de-
mand.

Business among produce dealers was very-
slack to-day, more especially as regards
Fruits. It stems as though the cholera scare
must toftve affected mauy, and they liftddc*

termlned to abstain from eating Fruits. As
an instance, although the market is well sup-
plied with choice watermelons, they sire un-
salable at any price and simply lie a drug on
the market. Even the small boy refuses to
accept them as a gift. Mountain Apples are
coming in ireely, the quality being of the
beat.

Lonions are very scarce. There are no
Sicily in market at all, and receipts of Cali-
fornia are very meager. In consequence
prices are very firm and high. Limes are

Elentiful. Bananas are In moderate supply,
ut r;.ttß continue firm.
Poultry is extremely scarce, and local deal-

ers find ithard to supply orders, even at the
adsanced rates. From the present outlook
consumers will be compelled to pay a fancy
price for barnyard fowls from this on until
spring.

L.HH6 and Batter are scarce at top prices.
Fresh Ranch Ej.irs readily command 35c per
dozen, retail, while Choice Butter cannot be
had at figures lower than \>>7% cents per
pound.

Fresh Meats of all kinds continue in liberal
supplies at unchanged quotations, while
Smoked Keats, particularly Bacon and Ham,
holci up well at top rates.

(iame is becoming more plentiful as tho
season advances. Hunters tind no difficulty
in bagging large quantities of Plover and
Curlew.
