Drum That He Wrecked.
“Iused to play bass drum in a little

brass band down in the village six miles | Abrams, Mrs M

from here,” said a Sullivan County
mountaineer to a correspoundent of the
New York 7ribune at Summit Level,
Pa., “and one afternoon in the black-
berry season I put my drum in the wagon
and started for the village to play at a po-
litical meeting in the evening. I was
going to pick a pail of berries tosellin
the village, so I drove to the head of the
gulf, ran the wagon to a shady place a
few yards froin the road and hung the
drum on the dead limb of a tree, so as to
let the horse ieed out of the hind end of
the wagon. The berry tield was half a
mile up the hill behind the woods, and I
badn’t been picking long before I heard
someone thumping on the drum. I im-
agined that some boys were tooling with
it, and the beating continued so long that
I cut a switch and ran down to the woods
to make the urchins stop. I stolethrough
the woods as still as I could, and when 1
got in sight of the rig I had to stop and
laugh at the way I'd been fooled.

“A large bear was standing upright in
front of the drum and tapping on it with
his right paw, as though he had found a
plaything that pleased him immensely.
I decided to let the amused animal bave
his fill of fun with the drum, so long as
he wasn’t doing any damage to it, and I
squatted in the bushes and watched him.
The bear beat the drum for several sec-
onds and then he put his paws on it,
pressed it against the tree, poked his nose
through the strap and worked and wrig-
gled ull the strap shipped off the limb
and slid over his head to his neck. That
was something I wasn’t expecting, but [
still had a desire to see the bear perforin,
and so I kept quiet in the bushes.

“When L{w bear saw that he had the
drum all to himself he danced around on
his hind feet and beat both heads with
his paws, as tickled as a child with a new
plaything. He was the happiest bear
that I ever saw till he backed against the
horse. He didn’t seem to be thinking
about anything but the drum when Lo
came in contact with the rear end of the
horse, and the horse let fly with both feet
and kicked the bear on the rump. The
blow made him siagger and brought him
to his senses in a hurry. He stopped
beating the drumni, faced about, snorted at
the horse, and then went to rubbing his
back against the trunk of a tree. All at
once he shook his head at the horse and
started for the ravine, placing his paws
on the ends of the drum, and not trying
to thump it.

“I then realized that the bear was go-
ing to ruin my drum, and I grabbed a
club, headed himn oif and drove him out
to the road. Instead of dashing across
the road the bear backed down it, kept
his front toward me and began to play on
the drum again. I ran around and got
behind him, intending to cut the strap
with my jack-knite, but the bear com-
pelled me to face the music by wheeling
about every time he saw me circle out of
the road. Omnce I came near getting be-
hind him, but the bear turned like a
flash, backed up the road and played
away onthe drum as though he kuew
that he was annoying me. After I had
tried more than a dozen times to geta
slash at the strap, the bear danced from
one side of the road to the
added insult to insult by snorting at me.

“Finally I found a piece of wagon tire
in the ditch, and rushing up to the tanta-
lizing brute, I hit him between the eyes
with it. That was the most foolish thing
I could have done, but I was hopping
mad, and I didn’t stop to consider. The
bear dropped on all fours with a grunt the
moment I hit him, crushed my drum
into a shapeless mass under him, and
dashed off toward the ravine, dragging
my ruined drum between hislegs. As
the bear plunged forward he left parts of
the drum in the brush, and before I could
getto him thestrap broke and left the
rest of it, and the political meeting down
in the village had to get along without a
bass drum that night. The bear looked
over his shoulder at me as he went can-
tering through the woods, and I was mad
enough to kill him.

“A few days afterward I was telling the
story to a lot of mountain men over at
Sundown, and when 1 had got through
Jeff Botsford accused me of mortaily
wounding his tame bear Ned. He said
that Ned had come home that night with
a frightful gash in his forehead, that he
would never have known how the bear
got the wound if T hadn’t told the story,
and that Ned died the third day after.
The bear had been taught to perform lots
of tricks, and he had taken possession of
my drum because it was something new
to him, and therefore pleased him im-
mensely. Botsford said that he wouldn’t
have sold the bear short of $40, and when
I convinced him that the destruction of
my drum was a loss of more than $40 to
me, he set up the drinks and agreed to
let the matter drop.”’

PROCLAMATION,

STATE OF CALIFORNIA, }

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT,
SACRAMENTO, August 6, 1892,

\/ HEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF

the State of California, at its twenty-
ninth session, beginning on the 5th day of
January, A. p., 1891, two-thirds of all the
members elected to each of the two Houses of
suid Legisiature voting in favor thereof, pro-
posed the following deseribed amendments to
the Constitution of the State of Calitornia,
to wit:

Amendment Number One.

[Senate Constitutiona! Amendment No. 10.]
ARTICLE IV,

Section 2. The sessions of the Legislature
shail commence at 12 o’cloek M. on the first
Monday after the first day of January next
succeeding the election of its members, and
shall be biennial, unless the Governor shall i
the interim convene the Legislature by procla-
mation. No pay shall be allowed to members
for a longer period than one hundred days,
and no bill sball be introduced in either House
after the expiration of sixty days from the
commencement of each session, without the
consent of two-thirds of the members thereot.

Amendment Number Two.

[Assembly Constitutional Amendment No. 7.]
ARTICLE XI.

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, Board of Education, or School District
shall incur any indebtedness or liability, in
any manner, or for any purpose, excecding in
any year the income and revenue provided
for it for such year, without the assent of two-
thirds of the gualified electors thereof votiug
at an election to be held for that purpose, nor
unless before or at the time of incurring such
indebtedness, provision shall be made tor the
collection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness as it falls
due, and also provision to constitute a sinking
fund for the payment of the prineipal thereof
on or before maturity, which shall not exceed
forty yvears from the time of contracting the
same. Any indebtedness or liability incarred
contrary to this provision shall be void.

Amendment Number Three.

[Senate Constitutional Amendment No, 11.]
ARTICLE V.,

Section 15. A Lieutenant-Governor shall
be elected at the same time and place and in
the same manner as the Governor,and his term
of offi and his qualiieations ot eligibility
shall also be the saime. He shall be President
ot the Senate, but shall have only a casting
vote therein. He shall also. when the Senate
IS not in session, visit all the Stute in&titn-
tions, prisons, reformutory schools, asylums,
and other institutions, supported in whole or
in part by the State, and make caretul examin-
ations ot the manner in which the appropria-
tions for the support of such institutions, and
for permanent improvements, have been ex-
pended, and report the result of his examin-
ations to the Governor, to the Legislature, and
to any other oficer, or board of oificers, that
the Legislature may direet; provided, that in
case the office of Lieutenant-Governor becom-
ing vacant, or in the case of the functions of
Governor aevolving upon him, the President
pro tem. of the Senate, or his successor, shall
perform the duties and receive the emolu-
Inents of said Lieutenant-Governor, during
the term of such vacancy,or the time heis
performing such functions of Governor. The
Legislature may by law prescribe the time
and manner that such examinations shall be
made. If, during a vacaney in the office of
Governor, the Lieutenant’Governor shall be
ibmpeached, displaced, resign, die, or become in-
capable of periorming the duties of his office,
or be absent from the State, the President pro
tem. of the Senate shall act as Governor until
the vacancy be filled or disability shall cease,
The Lieutenant-Governor shall be disqualitied
from holding any other office, except as spec-
ially provided in this Constitution, during the
term for which he shall have been elected.

Section 19. Governor, Lieutenant-Gover-
nor, Secretary of State, Controlier, T'reasurer,
Attorney-General, Surveyor-General, shall, at
stated times during their continuance in ofhce,
receive for their services a compensation,
which shall not be inereased nor diminished
during the term, woich compensation is
hereby fixed for the following officers for the
two terms next ensuing the adoption of this
Constitution, as folows: Governor, six thou-
sand($6,000)dollars perannum; the Attorney-
General, three thousand ($3,000) dollars per
annum; the Secretary of Siate, Coutroller,
Treasurer, three thousand ($3,000; dollars
each per annum; Surveyor-General, three
thousand ($:3,000) doliars per annum, and
for the following officer for the fractional term
and for the two terms next ensuing the fourth
day of November, A. D. eichteen hundred and
ninety-two, as follows : Lieutenant-Governor,
four thousand ($4.000) dollars per annum,
and traveling expenses when he may be em-
ployed in visiting and examining State insti-
tutions. Suach (ompensation to be In full for
all services by them, respeectively, rendered,
in any official capacity or employment what-
soever, duriug their respective terms of office;
provided, however, that the Legisiature, after
the expiration of their terms hereinbefore
mentioned, may, by law, diminish the com-
pensation of any or all sueh officers, but in no
case shsall have the power to increase the same
above the sums hereby fixed by this Constitu-
tiou. The Legisiature may, in its discretion,
anolish the office of Sarveyor-General, and
none of the officers hereinbefore named shall
recétve for their own use any fees or perqui-
sites for the perfomance ot any official duty,

Amendment Number Four.

[Assembly Constitutional Amendment No. 5.]
ARTICLE IV,

Section 34. No bill making an appropria-
tion for mnoney, except the general appropria-
tion bill, and the deficiency bill for the appro-
priation of money exclusively devoted to the
support of the General Government and State
institutions, shall contain more than one
appropriation, and that for asingle and cer-
tain purpose, to be therein expressed. When
the deficiency bill is presented to the Gover-
nor, ie may object to one or more items,
while approving other portions ot the bill.
No officer of the State shall have power to in-
cur any deficiency except in case of actual
necessity, and then only upon the written
authority, first obtained, of the Governor,

Secretary of State and Attorney-General.

Any deficiency incurred in violation of this
provision shall be vold, and the Legislature
shall not have the power toappropriate money
to pay the same.

Amendment Number Five.

[Senate Constitutional Amendment No. 14.]
ARTICLE XI.

Section 8. Any cily containing a popula-
tion of more than three thousand five hun-
dred inhabitants, may frame a charier for its
own government, consistent with and subject
to the Constitation and laws of this State, by
causing & hoard of fifteen freeholders, who
shall have been for at least tive years qualitied
electors thereof, to be eliected y the
qgualifled voters of said city at any general

or special election, whose duty it shall
be, within ninety days after such elec-
tion, to repare and ropose a charter

for such city, which shall be signed, in dupli-
cate, by the members of such Board, or a ma-
jority of them, and returned, one copy to the
Mayor thereof, or other chief executive officer
of such city, and the other to the Recorder of
the county. Such proposed eharter shall then
be published in two daily newspapers of gen-
eral circulation insach city, foratleast twenty
days, and the first publication shall be made
within twenty days after the completion of
the charter; provided, ihatin cities containing
a population of not mcre than ten thousand
inhabitants such proposed charter shuail be
published in one such daily newspaper; and
within not less than thirty days after such
publication it shall be submitted to the quali-
fied electors of such city at a general or
special election, and if a majority of such
qualified electors voting thereat shall ratlly
the same, it shall thereafter be submitied to
the Legislature for its approval or rejection
as a whole, without power of alteration or
amendment. Such approval may be made
by concurrent resolution, and if approvea by
a majority vote of the members elected to
each bouse, it shall become the charter of such
city,or if such city be consolidatea with a
county, then of such eity and county, and
shall necome the organic law thereof, and su-
persede any existing coarter and all amend-
ments thereof, and all Jaws inconsistent with
such charter. A copy of such charter, certi-
fied by the Mayor, or chief executive officer,
and authenticated by the seal of such city,
setting forth the submission of such charter
10 the electors,and its ratification by them,
shall, after the approvai of such eharter by

the Legislature, be msde,iln duplicate,
and deposited, one in the office ot
the Secretary of State, and the other,

after being recorded in  said Rew
corder’s office, shall be deposited in the arch-
1ves of the city, and thereafter all Courts shall
take judicial notice of said charter. 7The
charter, so ratified, may be amended at inter-
vals of not less than Lwo years by proposals
thereior, submitted by the legislative author-
ity of the city to the qualified electors thereof,
at a general or special election, held at least
forty days after the publication of such pro-
posals for twenty days in a daily newspaper
of general eirculation in such city, anﬁati.
negeby at least three-fifths of the qualified
electors voting thereat,and approved by the
Legislature, as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the charter. In submitting any
such charter, or amendments thereto, any al-
ternative article or proposition may be pre-
sented for the choice of the voters, and may
be voted on separately without prejudice to
others. 3

Now, thereiore, pursuant to the provisions
of the Constitution, and an Act of the Legisia-

ture entitled “An Act to provide for the sub
mission of certain proposed amendments to
the Constitution of the State of California to
the qualified eleetors for their approval,” ap-
g‘;ove(l Mareh 7, A. p. 1883, viz.: “Section 1.
