How a Simple Fun and Mnslc-Lovlnc

Peoplo Enjoy Themselves In Ithelns-

berg—Quaint Customs in the Dining

Ilalland Beer Cellan

The following sketch of the village life,
•nd particularly of the tavern life, of the
little German town ol Kbeinsberg, is
from the pen of M. Ernest Lavesoe, the
newly-elected member of the French
Academy. It was given in a letter last
year to the Journal dee Jjcbats, and is a
very fairspecimen of bis lighter style. It
has a gentleness and humor about it not
always shown by Frenchmen, of those
days, writing of Germans:

The town has 2,000 and some hundreds
over of inhabitants, and I find a hall-
dozen hostelries of clean and dainty ap-
pearance. I hardly know where they get
thoir business. It is a question that has
often occurred to vie in the smaller places
of Germany, especially as you are al-
ways served well and with a certain
style.

At the Rathskeller, or the Cellar of the
Council, where Iam, there are two cham-
bermaids, ouo cook, one valet, and one
Kellner, i. c., a waiter. The latter may

!)\u25a0.\u25a0 L5or 16 years, as be does not yet wear
the waiter s coat, which would be forhim
a sign of advancement in his career. He
wears black trousers, black vest, black
cravat, is very clean, and well brushed
from head to foot, with a little pomade to
soften bis stiff looks, still' aud supple
himself in equal proportions, so that I
can hardly say whether it was the still-
ness that had the start.

He is a sort of little mechanism moved
by rule and a most jollygood will. At
the stroke of tho beil ho comes promptly,
holding a napkin grasped exactly at the
center; he stops three steps away, in-
cllues exactly the upper part of his body,
and raises it again as exactly; he listens
to the orders with the respect and atten-
tion of a soldier. He takes them to the
ofiice, and is back to arrange the table,
which he does with ceremony. He
spreads the cloth without a wrinkle,
places the plates accurately, then the
tablespoon, and then thethroe-tiued fork.
Ho nover touchos two objects at once.
Fach must bo treated by itself, a*und

fur .sich.
The knives are handled with especial

respect; he brings them on a tray, care-
fully in line, tho blade toward bins; he
takes each by the handle, and, describing
a curve, places it by the fork. The upper
part of his body beuds with a regular
movement, like that ol a bell-ringer
ringing his chimes, and at every act that
brings him near you he excuses himself
with "Bitte schoeu," "I beg your par-
don."

If you havo ordered Rhine wine or
Moselle, the bottle is served to you regu-
larly in a tiu pail with ice and water, and
you must confess that you would not lind
this luxury in the chiof village oi" your I
own arroutlissement.

The wine card and the bill of fare—
Weinkarto and Speisekarte—are of suit-
able length. Naturally you have not to
tio here with the cosmopolitan cuisine, of
which the English have imposed tho
arena on all the great hotels of the Conti-
nent. You have the fish of the neighbor-
ing lakes, antl German dishes cooked in
German fashion; boiled, unseasoned, but
with a luxury of accessories; potatoes
boiled without salt, compotes of various
kinds iv a plate, with divisions for
prunes aud cucumbers, pears or turnip
cabbage, some preserved in sugar, others
pickled in vinegar, and all these go bet-
ter together than a Frenchman could be-
lieve doubtless by an application ofthe
philosophic principle of the identity of
contraries.

The dish recommended to mc by the
inn-keeper with entire confidence is tho
Wiener-Schnitzel, an escalop of veal
sprinkled with bread crumbs, and sur-
rounded with mushrooms and other
"pickles," and charged with ornaments
that rather puzzlo at tirst glance. There
aro minute baskets ranged methodically
and filledwith little fruits. The basket
is woven of herring fillets and the fruits
are capers.

At the ciose of the dinner the Kellner
watches the moment to light your cigar
for you. You would oft'end him if you
took tho trouble to do it yourself. He
brings you an ash cup, in faience, square,
with a corner folded liko a folded card,
and illustrated. I have seen many of
theso little dishes in Germany; some
bear advertisements; other geure scenes
—for instance, the military drill in Came-
roon; a red-faced German sub-otlicer
shouts orders to negroes, clad only in
drawers, with a pointed hat and gun, who
stretch out the tips of their waxed feet;
the sun, which is gazing at them from the
heavens, is ou a broad grin. Some ofthese
ash cups are political. 1 read ou oue ot
the latter, "Where is Bismarck?" But I
prefer the one at Rheinsberg; through
the middle runs a littio furrow, about
which is written: "Bubeplatzohen fur
brennende Cigarren"—"Little plac;eof re-
pose for lighted cigars." You would not
have thought of that; nor I, either. lam
making a collection of inscriptions of
this kind, and I have already soveral
series.

Still, as Isaid, I don't know how the
Rathskeller gets its business. It enter- 'tains a low travelers. Tiie lake and the j
chateau draw a lew Berlinese in summer;
drummers, lumber dealers, lawyers make
a brief appearance. The traveler is so
little expected at the inn that one finds
no railway porters and no time-tablo.
Ihad to borrow the Railway Guide Book
of the Empire from the Postmaster.
Who, then, pays tho expenses of tin-
house and supports the force of servants?
The petite bourgeoisie of Rheinsberg
contributes a good part.

On entering the hotel one sees at the
left and at the right large rooms. Above
the door of one a lithograph represents a
noblo of the seventeenth century, one
hand resting on a barrel, tho other rais-
ing a glass. It is the "Lord of toe
Barrel,'' Her run Fass. He guides to the
room where one may lind drink and play
cards or billiards. The other room is
the Guest ilall. Thero the evening so
cials meet.

Some amateurs of tho place, making up
•a little orchestra, givo concerts there, and,
lam sure, fur pleasure. I have seen and
heard them; they do not impress me as
paid musicians. They come one by one, i
the iadies without hats and gloves, the j
gentlemen in frock coat or sack, with i
eru\ ats of soft colors and scarfpins.

They gathered in groups around tables, j
where the little Kellner, redoubling his !
bows, brought enormous glasses of beer, j
The talk at each table was animated and i
say. No one drank until he had raised
his glass in honor of a neighbor. l"r>>ni ;
table to table healths were exchanged
heartily in the regulation manner. One
calls the name of the one he wishes to !
hmior with a health, raises his glass, say- •

ing, "J'r<.:sit.' May it prosper you!'' j
-." responds the one saluted, and

both drink together. Meanwhile the lit-j
tie chapelle plays military marches like
"The Joys ofa Soiaier's Lite," the over-
ture to "The Caliph of Bagdad" and that j
of "Don Juan," potpourris aud waltzes.'
This lasts until after lo p. M., that is to
say. for Rheinsberg, late into the night.

lam astonished to see how happy all I
these people look and the pleasure they j
take in being together. They amused j
me by the way they amused themselves.
The pleasantries they exchanged are not j
such as we like, but sureiy one has the
right to jest as one pleases.

I cannot refrain from comparing the
lifeof the small towns with that of one of ;

our provincial towns, where there are
neither chapelle nor musicians nor these
familiar meetings to which the husband ;

takes his wife, the young man his be- J
trothed; where they talk and laugh in the j
cigar smoke joyously, jovially, not fail- I
ing in a certain respect lor others and in j
the rites of politeness, whose solemnity |

contrasts curiously with the rather ooarse
gayety. Here is plainly a good way of
looking at large, ol relaxation, oi" stretch- \u25a0

ing the elbows at ease, no intense oager-
ness in work, and only a moderate care
ofthe morrow. Tlie little expenses ofthe
evening socials, the coquetry of ties and
gloves, the excursions on "holidays, the
journey once a year certainly tell on the
yearly income, which must be small.
Rut economy is almost unknown in <ier-
many, and the famous woolen stocking
in which France each year puts millions
by hundreds is not woven there.

1 am an object of curiosity here. When
the innkeeper saw me write "Paris" ou
his register, he gave a little movement of
surprise and pride, He straightway
asked tbo privilege of talking to me iv
French, for practice, lor he was very
much afraid he bad got rusty since the
time when he iearneu our tongue iv
Paris, where lie bad l>een a hotel waiter
in 1878. He talked lluently. He took
care to tell every one that ho had a Pa-
risian guest, and the news spread rapidly
through the town.

New was this all. I had secured an in-
troduction to tho Inspector of Forests,
who had under his charge tlie castle that
1 wished to visit at leisure. Very oblig-
ingly the Inspector, who is a gentleman
and quite distingue, camo to see me at
the inn. ln the presence of the inn-
keeper he gave me my titie of Herr Pro-
fessor, and from that hour tiie title fol-
lowed me. The innkeeper was careful to
use v when he addressed me in French,
which produced a curious effect*.

The keeper ofthe castle, notified of my
visit, saluted me with a Herr Professor,
and was quite timid in my company. I
took a row on the lake. The weather was
splendid, with a heavy air. Sea mews,
drawn from the Baltic by a presentiment
which willbring the lish to tne surface,
described their long w bite flight and fell
toward the water with melancholy cries.
Teal ducks, whoso little black heads
darted and shone, lied at the approach of
the boat; on the banks herons wire stand-
ing, one foot tucked up, motionless and
watchful.

i enjoyed that feeling of quiet which is
intense in the landscapes oi' the north,
where the earth and the sky blend in |
silent intimacy, "iicrr Professor," said j
tho boatman, and somo mischievous j
spirit evoked before me the hall ofexam-
inations and the students.

Yesterday 1 went into the bookstore to j
look lor a map. The bookseller straight-
ened himself, drew his heels together
and let his arms fall along his sides.
'\u25a0Herr Professor," and he thanked me
for the great honor 1 had done him. He
has not the map I want. He has this
moment sold it to his neighbor, the
apothecary, bnt he will go and get it
back, telling him it is fur a Professor nn
der Universitat zu Paris. "You shall
have it this evening," lie says.

As 1 was about to go, he retains me. He
tells me that he, too, isQengaged in stud-
ies, and he writes, too. He insists on
complimenting me with a present of his
complete works, and actually does it.
They consist of two articles that have ap-
peared in the Rheinsberg paper. He con-
sults me as to tho correctness of a lino of
French he has Introduced, "De Tabund-
auce dv eceurla bouche en parle." He is
afraid ho has not expressed himself well,
aud after I have reassured him, "from
the fullness ot his heart his lips smile."
In the evening lie came to see me at tlie
inn while 1 was at supper. Ho brought j
me tho map which the apothecary had !
willinglygiven up.

As he was smoking, ho put his cigur i
politely in the "little place of repose," I
where it went out. I ofiered him another,
which ho lighted, but soon let it go out, !
he had so tnanp things to say. He wished j
to know the name of my publisher in or- I
der to get permission to translate the vol-
ume in which I might speak of Rheins-
berg. He finds it nice in me to interest
myself in the history of tlio Great Fred- |
crick. Also, we interressiren sieh fur die \Gesehichte unsere grosser* Kom'gs.

After having again congratulated him-
self on tiie honor of having made mv ac- I
quaintancc. he salutes me in fine form, !
asking permission to gainer ausSpar-l
eamkeit, for economy's sake, the cigar i
from the cendrier, bows again, and de- i
parts holding Ids two extinguished ci- |
gars.

HINTS TO HOUSEKEEPERS.
Little Thfnga "Worth Knowing nnd At-

tending To.
Eel baskets make particularly good

waste-paper baskets, and those wiio are
at the seashore should carry a couple to
thoir winter homes. Nearly overy fisher-
man knows how to make them, and they
cost very little.

Crisped crackers are particularly good
for afternoon tea, ami are made in this
way : Split trie common water-crackers
and spread thinly with butter; pottbem,
buttered side up, iv a pan and color
quickly in a hot oven. They should be a
iight golden brown when ready to eat,
and should be served hot.

To exclude tlie air from windows and
doors, and to fill the kitchen with insect
powder blown from a bellows until the
air is so thick that the operator is forced
to beat a retreat, is not a pleasant task;
but it repays a housekeeper in that in the
morning tnere willbe no living tiling in
the kitchen—not a fly, beetle or ant.

Benefielnl Effects of Bathlnir.
No person would think of omitting to

bathe their faces after arisb.g iv the
morning, aud ail can testify to the pecul-
iar comfort and satisfaction which even
this small operation imparts, not only to
the skin itself, but also to the general
system. It salutary consequences fol-
low the bathing of, say, one-tifteenth part
of the external surface, it is reasonable to
infer that greater beneficial results must
accrue from a general bathing of the en-
tiro body. A quick sponge bath in cool
water in the morning, followed in all
cases with a brisk rubbing of the body
until sufficient friction is produced to
create Warmth, is exceedingly beueiicial
and healthful to all persons who are not
decided invalids. In the latter case warm
water should be used. Generally speak-
ing, warm water applied to the face is
more beneficial to the skiu, giving it a
softer, clearer appearance than cold
water. One bath in a tub of warm water
should be taken once a week, to remove
ail impurities. At this season of the
year, in the warm valleys, a bath in rea-
sonably cold water at night is conducive
to sleep. The body will become cooler if
the water is permitted to evaporate slow-
ly, instead of wiping the skin dry. Peo-
plo who are subject to colds can in gen-
eral prevent them altogether, ifafter tirst
getting out of bed they will sponge the
body in cold water in which a little salt
has been dissolved, and dry themselves.
A proper attention to the skin must al-
ways include a change of underclothing
in sleep from what is worn during the
day. Never bathe for a hour before or
alter eating.

A GOLD BRICK.
Bow Ingot Motnl is Turned Into United

States Cables.
About 9 o'clock in the morning two

men entered the .Mitchell building, in
Tliird street, St. Louis, and. getting into
the elevator mounted to the sixth floor
ami went straight to tiie rooms of tlie
I'nited suites Assay Office. < toe of them
carried in his band a bundle the size ot a
thin brick, wrapped in paper. lie laid it
down on the counter in tlio office and
slowly an wrapped the bundle. It was a
gold brick. The clerk took the bullion,
and stepping across tlie Iloor placed it in
one of the pans of a largo pair of scales.
Then he closed the office windows and
j,lace.I sonic weights iv tho other. When
it balanced nicely he went to Ids desk,
took cut a blank form, and wrote to tlie
affect that KM ounces ofgold bnUion bad
been received from tlie SU Louis Smelt-
ing and Refining Works at the United
States Assay Office, to be assayed. This
was signed by E. C. Jewett, ihe assayer
in charge, and the men went away. This
is the nrst step tho Government takes to-
ward obtaining precious metal ior coin-
ing purposes.

it is extremely interesting to follow
this process of assaying through all the
steps until the value ofthe gold is deter-
mined and the Government's check
given fur it.

While Clerk Rex was filling out the re-
ceipt Mr. Jewett explained the marvel-
ous delicacy of the scales. Their weigh-
ing capacity is 5,000 ounces, ami it is pos-
sible to indicate by them a ditfereuce in
Weight of one grain. To illustrate, so
that this may be easily grasped, two
heavy men could be placed on one of the
pans, and by moving a piu from tlio coat
ol one of them the balance would be
changed, still.it would be ditlicult to
obtain the exact weight ofthe men owing
to the constant change iv the men's
bodies by perspiration aud othor causes.

Alter the bullion's weight was deter-
mined on these scales, it was taken to tbe
furnace-room and placed in a black-lead
crucible. This was set on a fire buck
resting on a grate and a lire built around
it. Tiie fuel used is a mixture of anthra-
cite coal and charcoal. After an hour's
melting, during which time it was fre-
quently stirred with a plumbago poker,
to which gold does not cling; a sample of
the metal was dipped out with an ordi-
nary clay pipe and poured into a small
mold. The assay is made trom this, as it
takes so much longer for tho larger <juan-
tity to cool. A piece of the sample was
cut oil', pounded, and then rolled through
a roller of tool feteel, looking something
like a clothes wringer, to make it thin.
When this was done. Herman, tho Ger-
man who aids the assayor in his work,
handed tho thin golden strip to him, and
then went back to the furnace-room to
pour out the molten thousands into tlio
big mold.

Mr. Jewett cut the strip into small
pieces, and then, forming littlo lead
cornucopias of uniform weight, dropped
into two of them 500 milligrams ione-
sixteenth of an ounce, of accurately
weighed gold to bo assayed. Into two
others he put the same quantity of abso-
lutely pure gold. Enough silver was
then added to mako the proportion of
silver to gold two to oue, as this propor-
tion is necessary in order that the gold
should separate from tho silver when
boiled in nitric acid.

There is in all gold a certain amount of
silver, and it is owing to its presence ami
certain other foreign substances that tlio
color of gold varies. The idea that gold
found in California or Australia is ofsuch
a color because found there is a mistaken
oue.

Alter the silver had been added the
leaden cornucopias were scjueezed up and
each one placed in what is called a cupel.
A cupel is a little cup made of sheep
bones burned to ashes, ground line,
moistened, and molded into a mold an
inch long, au inch in diameter, with a
cup-shaped depression at one end. The
cupels were placed iv a small furnace
with a temperature of about I,loo° centi-
grade, and when heated to a white heat
the littlemetal chunks were laid, by tho
aid of tongs, one in aach cupel. They
melted, sputtered, and bubbled, and then
began to grow smaller. In about ten
minutes they were taken out and all tho
lead and foreign substances had been ab-
sorbed by tbe cupel, leaving only the
noble metals in little round balls. When
these were boiled in nitrate acid the sil-
ver passed into nitrate of silver and tlio
yold was left in its pure state. Ey this
was found tho ratio of pure gold in tho
bullion.

The weighings of pure gold are used as
a check to any peculiar conditions ofheat,
etc. Tho assayer knows the constitution,weight and specific gravity of tho pure
gold used. When it is weighed after the
heating process, if it has changed its
weight it is fair to suppose that it is owing
to the conditions of heat or strength of
acid, aud that the same influence havo
been at work on tho assay gold. By al-
lowing for this in theassay gold a true re-
sult is reached.

The next step was to find the weight of
the gold and silver together. The lead

j cornucopias were again filled witli cer-
I tain weights of the pure and assay gold,
I but no silver added. When melted in! the cupels the baser metals disappeared
jas before, and the gold and silver were
left together. By subtracting from the
weight of gold aud silver the weight of
the gold, the exact weight of the silver
was obtained. Ofcourse the proportion
is usually very small. If the amount is
not sufficient to pay for extracting, the
Government does not pay for it, and
charges nothing for extraction.

The entire amount otgold iv the bullion
is found by multiplying its weight by the

j proportion of the gold. This is reduced
i to standard or coin gold by multiplying
this amount by ten and dividing by nine,
as standard gold is only <t0 per cent, fine!
and the depositor is paid by tho Govern-
ment 5vS m per ounce of standard metal
equal to 8-0 <*7for line gold. The assay

j fee is one-eighth of 1 per cent, of the, total value of fine gold, tho melting fee is
; li, and the alloy charge about 1 cent on
\u25a0 SluO. and after this is deducted the assayer
I hands a check to the owner of the gold.
\u25a0 The entire time occupied by this cotnpli-
! cated operation was from 9a. m. until
I 1 p. m., only four hours—St. Louis Re-

tainly nave appreciated the luxury of tho
el trie light. The water is piped to
Girard turbines, which drive alternating
current generators, and an old Roman

i viaduct is used as part of the waterway.
