WANT OF CONFIDENCE VOTE FAILS
TO CARRY.

A Crisis Impending in the Samoan

Islands—The Natives Restless and

Another Outbreak ILooked for in
the Near Future—Labor Matters in
New South Wales in a Sorry Plight—

Thousands Out of Employment.

[Correspondence of the Associated Press.]
HoxoLuLy, Sept. 22, 1892,

The question of want of confidence in
the Hawaiian Ministry was the all-ab-
sorbing topic at the time of the departure
of the steamer Australia, on the 14th inst.
Debate continued on the guestion during
the afternoon of the 14th, recess being had
at 5:30 o’clock until 7:30 p. M. At this
latter hour the Assembly room was
packed to suffocation, a number of ladies
being present, beside the usual represen-
tation from the leading business and
mercantile circles. The diplomatic corps
was represented by the resident British
Minister and 2 number of Consuls, Cap-
tain Wiltse of the United States steamer
Boston was also a listener. Representa-
tive Thurston was the recognized leader
of the opposition, and he was quite re-
publican in his speech. His charge
against the Cabinet was simply that they
had been seclected without the consent of
the majority which had ousted the previ-
ous Minmstry.

To bring this down to the present mo-
ment, the thirty-three signers of the reso-
lution presented to her majesty supported
the principle of representative against
personal government. *‘Some ol them
had no courage, and have gone back., We
don’t care if they have. The rest of us
will stand to our conviections, and if we
are beaten we will go down with the flag
flying.”

Arthur W. Peterson, who made the
leading speech in defense of the Cabinet,
said in the course of his remarks: *“‘I'he
resolution alleges as a reason why the
Cabinet should be voted out, that it does
not possess the confidence of the House.
That can only be determined after a
vote.”

The only other ground is as to the com-
ing back of the members ot the old Cab-
inet. He had thought himself and had
said that members, of the old Cabinet
should not come back. But he had been
advised that it was less objectionable to
call one who had not been Premier and
two-thirds of this very majority had
agreed to take Mr. Parker back. Just
about the time that the Ministry felt |
strongest was at this evening’s debate,
and the intention had been to force a de-
bate on the question. A sensation was
introduced by Representative Thurston,
who, rising quickly, spoiled the putting
of the question by declaring that one of
the Nobles had been spirited away and
was confined in the Palace.

At10:15 the motion to adjourn to 10:30
A. M. of the 15th was put and
lost amid considerable confusion.
I‘urther arguments were indulged in,
the Opposition, represented by Rep-
resentatives Wilecox, Bush, Smith and
others, 1usinuating that the Cabinet
was responsible for the absence of Noble
Kanoa. Minister Neumann said that any
statemnent made bringing the Cabinet in
connecting knowledge with Noble Ka-
noa’s absence was an infamous lie,

Adjournment was had on this date
(14th) until the next day, when another
war of words was indulged in,

The vote on want of confidence was |
was not reached until late on the afier-
noon of the I5th, and then was found to
be 24 in favor to 21 against the resolution,
the ministers not votiing, . The President
ruled that 25 was the necssary number to
oust the Ministry and immeaiately after-
ward left the Chair, declaring the House
adjourned. A scene of the widest confu-
sion followed, Representative . W. Wil-
cox fiercely denouncing the Ministers as
ungentiemanly, shameless and devoid of
the sense of honor, while other members
of the opposition rebuked them in a sim-
ilar vein, and amid cheers, hisses, taunts,

AUSTRALASIA,

Thousands of Men Out of Employment
in New South Wales.

SAN Fraxcisco, Sept. 20.—By the ar-
rival of the Alameda we have advices
from Sydney to September 5th, and from
Auckland to September 9th:

There does not appear to be any change
for the better with regard to the unem-
ployed in New South Wales, arfd thou-
sands of men are awaiting employment,
During the six months the Government
Labor Bureau has been in existence no
less than 13,466 men have registered their
names, and employment has been found
for 5,788 of themn.

The Relief Department in eonnection
with the Government Labor Bureau is
doing good work. Up to the present
nearly 700 families have been relieved at
the expense of the Government, and over
11,000 distributions of rations have been
made.

The strike at the Broken Hill mines
still continues, although a partial re-
sumption of work has been eftected. As
a result of the strike the shipping trade
of Adelaide has been steadily declining,
and several steamers will shortly be laid
up.
