
DOWN THE RIVER.

A Rich Section Almost Without a
Public Road.

Farmers Building Their Levees Close

up to the Itlver—Some Ac-

tion Necessary.

The ranch-owners along the river from
Freeport down to Walnut Grove are
likely soon to be without a road leading
to this city—and apparently ail because
of the dog-in-the-manger policy that is
being pursued by a lew of the more
close-iisted and grasping owners of land
down that way.

When they eoastructed a levee to pre-
vent the encroachment of the river they
placed it within a few yards of the river
bank, rather than lose a fewfeet ofground
in width; and now the river ha 9so cut
away the bank in places that there is
barely room fora wagon to pass along the
outside base of the levee. These land-
owners do not allow a roadway inside
their respective strips of levee, hence
when anyone has to come to town these
days it is almost at the peril of his life.

Now these well-to-do farmers are ask-
ing the county to drive piles in the worst
places and repair the narrow roadway n
they cau come to town without danger of
being dumped into the river. That is the
most fertile and productive section of the
county, and most of the residents down
that way are very wealthy. It is argued,
therefore, that they should so regulaie
their ievees as to leave a sunucient road-
way on the outside, or else make them
broad enough lor a double roadway on
top.

One gentleman was before the Super-
visors yesterday asking that body to take
Borne action, lie suggested, as one remedy
for the existing condition of things, that
Die county purchase enough land along
the river to insure a good roadway.

" Well,'' askeu Supervisor .Bates, "what
would you charge the county per acre for
land fur a roadway over your property?"

"Six hundred dollars per acre," replied
tie farmer; but he added that his iiand
wh better than most of that bo close to
tLe river.

" Yes," said Mr. Bates, "that's all very
well tor you to say, but when the other
land-owners are atked the value of their
html they will say it is just as good as
yours. They're not going to let you be
the judge of it."

David <)sborn addressed the board in
reterence to the alleged bad condition of
the river road. He said that some land-
owners down there are now repairing the
levee, and he suggested that they be re-
quired to enlarge their levees on the in-
side, so as to make a double wagon-way
on the top. At several places the river is
rutting away the bank, and soon there
will be no road down that way if some-
thing be not done.

Mr. ( toborn aaid that if the Supervisors
have the power they should require the
people down that way to so enlarge their
Wee's on the inside as to enable teams to
pass. He had traveled i that way for
about forty years, and it is in worse cou-
dition now than ever before. Earth had
been taken from the road and thrown
upon the ton of the levee, raising it, but
not widening it.

Mr. Osborn's idea was to compel land-
owners to give plenty 01 road room, ami,
it necessary, to pay for the necessary
land. Most of it is not worth much
where it is desired to widen the road, not
more than fclou an acre. Indeed, it would
pay the land-owners to give the right of
Avay. Along his own land he had a line
levee, with a wide top and gently sloping
bank, on which he raised a-good crop of
iiilalia. On the inside he had a ditch to
run oil the sipage from his land, and
everyone could do the same if ho would.

Supervisor Black moved that the mat-
ter be referred to tho Chairman of the
Committee on Roads.

It was suggested that the members of
the board visit the locality, and Mr. <J&-
born warned them that if they did go
down that way not to travel at night; if
they valued their lives.

.Silas Chance interposed an objection to
the Supervisors using money collected
from the ranchers on the dry plains to
improve the roads down among the rich
river lands. The owners of these lands
are rich; they send all their produce to
Sun Francisco, and many of them buy
their groceries there. They have no
right, he claimed, to oxpect the rest ofthe
ounty to make good driving roads for
them.

Supervisor Black's motion was carried,
and the board adjourned.

WICHERS PUT UNDER BONDS.
Justice Henry Thinks He is Liable to

Harm His Wife.
several weeks ago Fred Wichers, the

Walnut Grove butcher, was examined
before Justice of the Peace Henry on a
charge of having threatened to kill his
wife.

Mrs. Wichers wanted her husband put
under bonds to keep the peace, aud a
Long examination in which many wit-
nesses testified was the result. Judge
Henry took the n:atter under advise-
ment, and on yesterday reudered his de-
ciaion. lie decided that Wichors should
be put under bonds, and fixed the latter
at £>00, aud the time at six months.
Wichera appeared before the Justice aud
promptly gave the bond.

The Wichers are having a great deal of
trouble. They have a divorce case pend-
ing, besides the one just decided. Re-
cently Mrs. Wichers had her husband
arrested for disturbing her peace, andwithin the past day or two she applied to
the Police Commissioners for a permit tocarry a pistol.
