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CONDITION OF THE TREASURY.

THE PROSPECTS BRIGHTER THAN

FOR MANY MONTHS,

Secretary Foster Thinks All Demands
Can be Met Without Putting

on New Taxes.

New Yorg, Oct. 7.—Secretary Foster
of the Treasury is breathing easier over
the condition, says aWashington dispatch
to the Herald, than he has at any time
since the adjournment of the Fifty-first
Congress a year and a half ago. The pros-
pect of getting through another fiscal
year without putting on new taxes or
borrowing money to run the Government
is brighter than for many months. The
very thing which the McKinley bill was
passed to prevent—the increase in im-
ports of merchandise—is what is giving
the Secretary hope. For many months
after the McKinley bill had been put on
the statute books the imports declined,
and the customs receipts fell off under
tile influence of high duties.
bound has come, and proved again that
the laws of trade are even stronger than
those of the Republican Congress. The
customs receipts for September jumped
from $14,120,940 in 1891 to $17,209,947 this
year, and the receipts for the quarter
ending September 30th have increased
$9,000,000, and made those for the last
quarter a round $100,000,000. This may
not mean £400,000,000 ior the year, but in
the opinion of Treasury experts it means
a close approach to that figure, and it ap-
parently means enough to keep the
Treasury from a deticit before July ist
next.

The expenditures for the last quarter
were 98,247 685, but, except in the item
of pensions, they were kept below the
figures of one year ago.

The pension expenditures continue to
be the cloud on the horizon, and instead
of being no bigger than a man’s hand,
they are as big as 500,000 bands, reaching
out for the bounty of the Nation. The
expenditures for pensions during the last
quarter were $10,387,574, which indicates
a total of $160,000,000 for the year.

The Housz of RHepresentatives origi-
nally proposed to appropriate $135,000,000,
and the Senate raised 1t to_ $147,000,000,
but it is evident a deticiency of at least
$£12,000,000 will have to be covered at the
short session this winter. The net cash
balance when the appropriations of
Reed’s Congress expired June 30th was
86,692,377, It has now been pulled up to
$31,805,018.  The actual situation is even
better than this difference would indi-
cate, for the items of ‘‘money in banks”
and “*worn-ou’ silver” have been re-
duced, with a corresponding increase in
money for immediate use. These two
iterns footed up about 27,400,000 on June
Suth, while they now have been reduced
to $§24,000,000. The margin of free money
on the books now, therefore, is nearly
$5,000,000, where a little while ago there
was less than nothing. The balance is a
matter of book-keeping, and there are
other sums in the treasury set against the
demand of liabilities, which have kept
the treasury from practical bankrupiey.

LADY NAIRNE

She Was the Author of Poems Attrib-
ated to Burns.

Lady Nairne, one of the old Scottish
family of Oliphant, was known in her
girlbood as *“The Flower of Strathearn,”
Her family bad been attainted in the
Jacobite rebellion of 1715, and she was
for many years betrothed to her half-
cousin, Captain Nairne, whom she did
not marry until she was 40. She then
lived in Edinburgh for twenty-four years
with her husband, and afler her widow-
hood lived in- various places till 1845,
when she died. Dunng.all this time no
one knew, except her sister and a few
other ladies sworn to secrecy, that she

had ever written a line of poetry; her
husband died without suspectin "3 and
her famous poem, *“The Land o' the

T.eal,”” was printed over and over in
in editions of Burns without anybody’s
suspecting the real authorship. Professor
Masson, living in Edinburgh fifty years
ago, then supposed it to be by Burns. Sir
‘Walter Scott must often have met her at
the delightful old house of Ravelston,
near Edinburgh, for her sister married a
Keith of Ravelston—whose very name

muggests one of the few modern Scotch

ballads thatare worth remembering—and
Ravelston was the “Tully-Veolan” of
Scott’s “Waverley.” But he never knew
her as a poet, and perhaps only supposed
her to be, like Lady Wardlaw, a well-
bred personage with a pretty talent for
cuiting paper instead of writing o it.

But *“The Land o’ the Leal’’—which,
curiously enough, originally began—

I'm wearin’ awa’, John,
instead of being addressed to Jean, as
now printed—was by no means her only
or her most widely known poem. The
fmost ringing of all Scotch ballads,
“]\\'ha’ll be King But Charlie?”” was hers
also.

She wrote also that glorious ballad of
the humble, which I have heard sung be-
fore great audiences in a way to bring
tears from inany eyes, ‘‘Caller Herrin’.”

Wha'll buy my caller herrin’,

New drawn frae the Forth?

When ye were sleepin’ on your pillows,

*!Caller Herrin’”” means *cool” or
*fresh’’ herring; and this song of tbe cel-
ebrated fishwomen of Newhaven, near
Edinburgh—Christie Johnstone was one
of them—was written by Lady Nairne
for the celebrated Scotch musician, Neil
Gow, and sent to him anonymously for
one of his concerts.

She wrote also two humorous songs of
wide renown, and often printed under
the name of Burns, *“The Laird o’ Cock
pen”’ and “John Tod.”

These have been familiar to me from
childhood, but one wholly new to me un-
til Professor Masson recalled it to. atten-
tion is the following, which is, I suspect,
the only successful attempt ever made to
reproduce in words that extraordinary
buzz and birr which makes the Scottish
bagpipe wholly unique among instru-
ments. The song describes Prince
Charlie’s entrance into Carlisle preceded
by a hundred pipers—an event which of
itself, one would think, might have been
enough to send all the rest of Great Brit-
aln to a respectful distance. Lady Nairne
thus renders this instrument in song—
reversing the usual process by setting
music to words instead of words to music:

NEGROES IN WASHINGTON.
They Have Thelr Own **Soclety,” Live
and Dress Well.

The leading negroes of the Capital have
their own society, and the other negroes
are justly proud of them. They live in
good houses; they have comfortable in-
comes; some of them ride in their car-
riages; their women folk have regular
reception days, and dress themselves in
silks and satins, often employing the
dressmakers of their race who cut and
sew for their white neighbors, They
have their churches, modest but substan-
tial—Methodist, Baptist and Roman Ca-
tholic chiefly—and they like good loud
preaching, hearty singing and much
splendor. These churches are sources of
constant enjoyinent, and theological dis-
cussion is an ever-flowing well-spring of
pleasure to the nego man or woman.

Like the conventional New England,
the lives of many of the negroes of Wash-
ington center around the church. The
preacher is not always respected for hi:mn-
self, but his gift of speech and power of
lung are objects of great admiration. As
for the church buildings, they are always
spoken of afiectionately and warmly as
“she,” even when they are designated by
men’s names.

“How’s de John Wesley been a-gettin’
on sence I’ ben away?”’ asked one old
woman of another.

**0h, she done got her old wooden front
tore out, and done got herself a new brick
front.”

“An’ what's John Wesley 2d ben a
doin’ wif herse’f?”’

‘*She done got herse’f painted red.”

It will not be many years before the
negro shanties in the heart of the city will
disappear. They are already giving way
to the march of wealth and splendor. In
the northwestern part of the town small
lanes dart suddenly away from broad
avenues, and out of the rear windows of
fine houses there are visions of small
wooden dwellings, some of them hovels,
{and some of them neat with paint and
whitewash. Out of the lanes come trim
girls with baskets containing some one’s
washing, or tumultuous small children,
or the man who has made himself famous
by erying through the streets: *‘I'm
talkin’ bout deblled erabs.” A few mod-
est homes of the thriftier negroes linger
in the tashionable thoroughfares of Mas-
sachusetts avenue and Sixteenth street.
Since fashion made its entrance into this
quarter of the city, the black men who
were fortunate enough to purchase prop-
erty there have held on to it with the
tenacity of faith that fate has determined
that they shall be as rich as the richest,.
So they will not sell until they are com-
pelled by the siress of circumstances,
which means, in this instance, the in-
crease of taxes, Even then there are dif-
ficulties in the way, for the negroes are a
happy-go-lucky people, who have little
knowiedge of the forms of law, so that
their property descends and passes from
hand to band without much regard to the
laws governing the transfer of land. Con-
sequently, titles are not always good, and
the prudent white man who is desirous of
building what the newspapers call a ““pal-
atial residence,” does not like to invest
his money in a piece of ground which,
peradventure, may eventually turn out to
belong to some one else than his grantor.
—Harper’s Weekly.

““Lady Help.”

The “lady help” movement started in
London a few years ago was practically a
dead failure, but an effort is now to be
made to revive it in slightly ditferent
shape. For this purpose the Household
Auxiliary Association has been formed.
Both employers and applicants for situa-
tions are to supply references on register-
ing their names as annual members.
The ladies who take service are not to be
required to take their meals or share a
sleeping-room with regular servants,
nor will they be asked to undertake
scrubbing, blacking boots, or carrying
heavy weights upstairs, although special
agreements may be made in particular
cases, This is the plan adopted by the
Gentlewomen’s Employment Associa-
tion in Manchester, which has been in
operation for a little more than a year,
and has justissued its first report. From
this it appears that the lady-helps are
| most desirous of finding situations as
| companions, positions which are about
| the most difficult of all to find.

There is a good demand for nurses and
| plenty of ladies willing to undertake the
{ duties of such places, but, curiously
enough, most of the employers seem to
think that “lady-helps” ought to be will-
ing to work for much smaller wages than
those paid to regular servants, or even
for no wages st all, for the sake of getting
a comfortabla home. In other words,
they feel that they ought not to be called

upon to pay equal prices for skilled and
unskilled labor. If young “ladies’” knew
more about ordinary household duties

they would be better fitted for making a
livelihood if overtaken by misfortune.
The problem now is how to provide the
necessary preliminary instruction for
{ women absolutely penniless and help-
| less, without setting them to common
*drudgery.” Some day or other the as-
sociation hopes to have funds for this
purpose, but where they are to come
irom no oue yet has the jeast idea.

Fraser Lovett. Anotner poem is “My |
Betty,” by Mrs. Richards. Young read-
ers may learn in a short and well-consid- |
ered article, **How Columbus Reckoned.”
Clarence Pullen tells of a boy’s ““Land |
and Water Tussle” with a bear. The
Weather Bureau is treated, and S. A. |
Wetmore describes the system of obser-
vation and report, and makes excellent
suggestions. A “remarque” appended to
Mr. Wetmore’s serious sketch is *“The
Dodish Moral Signal Service,” a delight-
fully funny little home application of the
weather signals. A good ballad is *“‘Leon-
idas,”” by Anna Robeson Brown.

Approaching very near its semi-cen-
tennial, that venerable and only eclectic |
weekly, “Littell’s Living Age,”” is appar- |
ently as young, vigorous, and valuable |
as in its earliest years.

Freaks of Bullets,

In your issue of the 4th inst, S, S. Nor-
ris gives the freaks of a bullet. It might
be of some interest to your readers to
learn of the freaks of two bullets that
came under my observation in 1387, dur-
ing the Nez Perce Indian war in the Cot-
tonwood fight.

F. A. Fenn had a bullet cut four holes
in bis pantaloons without drawing blood,
and one burned both lips and loosened a
front tooth. This was kissing a bullet in
reality.

About one week later T was running a
race with some fifteen or twenty
Indians; the goal was a small mound;
whoever reached the mound first could
hold it. 'We bhad some friends coming on
the trail, which passed just at the foot of
the mound. The horse 1 was riding was
quite fast; I had got a hundred yards or
8o ahead of my companion and stopped
to take a shot at an Indian. After I shot
I jumped on my horse, just as a young
fellow came up. We were on the move,
when he said, ‘““Lew, I’m shot.” I asked
him if he was burt bad. He said, *No,
I have caught the bullet.”” *“*All right,”
said I; *‘put it in your pocket.”

Ilet my horse run, and soon left him,
for I had the trail and the Indians had
the grass. I reached the foot of the
mound when the nearest -Indian was
about 130 yards from the foot on his side.
The mound was tolerably steep and
about 150 feet high. I let my horse climb
as fast as he could. When I reached the
top I jumped off, and the Indians were
on the run to get on out of the reach of
my long-range Remington. I opened
fire and kept it up as long as they were
in sight. When the excitement was over
the young fellow showed me where he
had been shot. The ball bad just grazed
his arm, making a blue streak about five
inches long, and had struck his gun-
barrel (where it serews into the frame)
and raised a dent on the inside of the
barrel as large as a pea; it then glanced
and fell into his left hand. The gun was
ruined, but it saved his life.

The shot had been fired at me, as the
young fellow had not been in sight for an
instant.—Forest and Stream.
