special election, and if a majority of such
qualified electors voting thereat shall ratify
tne same, it shah thereafter be submitted to
the Legislature for its approval or rejection
as a whole, without power of alteration or
amendment. Such approval may be made
by concurrent resolution, ami ifapproved bv
a majority vote ot the member- elected to
each house, itshall become the charter ofsuch
city,or if such city be consolidated with a
county, then of such city and county, ami
shall become the organic law thereof, and su-
persede any existing charter and all amend-
ments thereof, and all laws inconsistent with
such charter, a copy of such charter, certi-
fied by the Mayor, or chief executive officer,
and authenticated by the seal ot such city,
setting forth the submission of such charter
tothe electors, and its ratification by them,
shall, after the approval of such charter by

An Act to ascertain and express the

will ofthe people ofthe State ofCali-
fornia upon the subject of election of
United States Senators.
WHSKXAS, Itis expedient that the wishes of

tin people of this .State upon the subject of the
election of United States Senators should be
unmistakably expressed; therefore,

'The People of the Slate of California, repre-
sented in senate and Assembly, do enact as
follows:

Section 1. That thirty days prior to the next
general State election, tbe Governor shall
issue his proclamation calling upon the elect-
ors to Signify, at said election, their will as to
the method of the election of United states
Senators, by placing upon the ballots the
words "For the election of United States Sen-
ators by the direct vote of the people,'' or the
words "Against the election oi United States
Senators by the direct vole Of the people,"
and the Inspectors and the Judges of Election
at each and every poil in the State shall as-
certain and make returns ofthe number of
votes cast. "For the election of United States
Senators by the direct vote of the people,"
and the number of votes cast "Against the
election Of I'nlted States Senators by the di-
rect vote of the people,"in like manner as
other votes are required to be Counted and
returned, and an abstract thereof shall be
transmitted by each County Clerk In the State
to the Secretary of State, in the same minner
that voles for Slate officers are now required
to be transmitted.

SECOND.
An Act to provide for the issuance and

sale of State bonds to create a fund
for the construction and furnishing
by the Board of State Harbor Com-

For the purpose of providing a
fund for the payment ol the indebtedness
ben by authorized to beincurred bythe hoard
ofState Harbor Commissioners, for the erec-
tion and furnishing of a general railroad, pas-
senger and ferry depot at or near the foot of

Francisco, at a cost not to exceed six hundred
thousand dollars, which the said hoard of
Btate Harbor Commissioners are hereby au-
thorized to construct in the manner ' and
method authorized by law,and at a cost not
to exceed said six hundred thousand dollars,
the Slate Treasurer shall, immediately alter
the issuance of the proclamation ofthe Cov-
entor, hereinafter provided for. prepare suit-
able bonds of the State Of California: one
thousand bonds in the denomination of one
hundred dollars each; live hundred bonds in
the denomination of live hundred dollars
each; two hundred and fiftybonds In the de-
nomination ofone thousand dollars each. The
whole issue of said bonds shall nor exceed the
sum of six hundred thousand dollars, wnieh
said bonds shallbear Interest at tbe rate of four
per centum per annum from their date,and
shall be payable at the O-tee Of the Stat(
Treasurer at the expiration of nineteen years
from their date. Said bonds shall bear* date
the first day of January, a. i>. eighteen hun-
aredand ninety-three, and shall he payable
on the first day of January, a. d. ninete D
hundred and twelve. The interest accruing
on said bom is shall be due and payable at the
office ut the said Treasurer on the hrst dav of
January and the first day of July of eachyear; provided, that the tirst payment of in-
terest shall be made on the Gist "day of July.
a. D. eighteen hundred and ninety-three, on
so many of said bonds as have been thereto-
fore issued. At the expiration of nineteeny. ars from the date of .-aid bonds, they shall
cease to liear interest,and said Treasurer shall

such parcels as said Treasurer shall deem best:
but ho must reject any and all bids forsaid
bonds, or any ot them, which shah be below
the par valtie of said bonds: and be may, by
public announcement at, the place of sale, con-
tinue such sale, as to the whole or any oart
tnereof, to any time and place he mav select.
Doe not ice ot the place and timeofsale ofsuch
bonds shall be given by said Treasurer, by
publication in two newspapers published in
the City and County of San Francisco, aad
also In tiro newspapers published in the City
of Oakland, two published in the city of Los
Angeles and two published in the City of Sac-
ramento, once a week for four weeks prior to
such sale. The costs of such publication shall

provement Fund, on Controller's warrants
duly drawn for that purpose. The proceeds
of the sale of such bonds shall be forthwith
paid over bysaid Treasurer into the treasury,
and must be byhtm kept in a separate fund,
to be known an t designated as the **San
Francisco Depot Fund,"' and must be used ex-
clusively for the building and furnishing oi
said depot. Drafts and warrants upon said
fund BhaU be drawn upon and shall be paid
out ot said fund in the same manner as dratts
and —arrants arc drawn upon and paid out ot
the San Francisco Harbor Improvement
Fund.

Section 5. For tho payment ofthe principal
and interest of said bonds g sinking fund, to
he known and designated as the "San Fran-
cisco Depot Sinking Fund," shall be and the
same is hereby created, as follows : The State
Treasurer shall, on the first day of each and
every month after the date of said bonds, take
from the San Francisco Harhor Improvement
Fund the sum of four thousand six hundred
and thirty-one dollars, and place the same in
said San Franciseo Depot Sinking Fund,
created by this section. Said Treasurer shall,
on Controller's wnrrants duly drawn lor that
purpose,employ the moneys in said sinking
fund in the purchase of bonds ofthe United
States, which said bonds shall be kept in a
proper receptacle, appropriately labeled: but
he must keep always on hand a sufficient
amount of money m said sinking fund with
which to pay the Interest on tbe State bonds
herein proviaed to be issued. And to provide
means for the payment of said sum of five
thousand one hundred and thirty-one dollars,
monthly, Irom said San Franciseo Harhor
Improvemeut Fund Into said San Francisco
Depot Sinking Fund, and for the other pay-
ments out of sail fund authorised by this
Act, and as proviaed lor therein, the said
Board of State Harbor Commissioners are
hereby authorized and directed, bv tbe collec-
tion of dockage. Wharfage, tolls, rents ana
cranage, to collect a sum of monev sufficient
therefor, over and above tne amount limited
by section two thousand five hundred and
twenty-six of the Political Code of the State
of California. After tiie payment of all's-.id
bonds the surplus or balance remaining insaid
sinking fund, it any there oe. shail forthwith
be paid into the San Francisco Harbor Im-
provement Fund. At the maturity ot said
State bouds the said Treasurer shall sell the
United States bonds then iu said sinking tund,
at governing market rales, and place the pro-
ceeds in said San Franciseo Depot Sinking
Fund, and shall pay out the same in extin-
guishment ofsaid State bonds.on Controller's
warrants duly drawn for that purpose-

Section 6. The State Treasurer shall keep
full and particular account and record ofall
his proceedings under this Act. and he shall
transmit to the Governor an abstractor uil his

proceedings th« rounder, with his annual re-
port, to be b> the Governor laid before the

dature; and all booksand papers pertain-
ing to the matter provided tor m this Act
shall atall times be open'to the inspection of
any party Interested, or the Governor, or At-torney-General, or a committee of either
branch of the Legislature, or a joint commit-
tee of both.

Section '. It shall be Mie duty of the State
Treasurer to pay the interest oh said bonds
when tlie same falls due, out of the sinking
fund provided lor in this Act. on Controller's
warrants duly drawn for that purpose.

Sections. This Act, If.adopted by the peo-
ple, as hereinafter previded for. shall takeeffeci
on the thirty-tlrst day of December, A. D.

provisions, except those relating to and neces-
sary for us submission to the people, and for
ret inning, canvassing and proclaiming the
votes, and as to said excepted provisions this
Act shall take —Sect immediately.

Section 10. The votes cast for or agaimt

State officers; and ifitappears thai said Act
shall have received a majority Of all the votes
cast for and against it at such election as
aforesaid, then the same shall have effect as
ia rein before provided, and shall be Irrepeal-
able until the principal and interest ofthe
liabilities herein created shall be paid and dis-
charged, and the Governor shall make procla-
mation thereof; but if a majority of tiie votes
cast as aforesaid are against this Act, then the
same shall be and become void.

Section 13. AllActs or parts of Acts in con-
flict with the provisions of this Act are here-
by repealed.

THIRD.

An Act to ascertain and express the
willofthe people ofthe State ofCali-
fornia upon the subject of requir-
ing an educational qualification of
voters.
Wh_RKAS, It is expedient that the wishes

of the people of this state upon tlie subject of
requiring an educational qualification of
voters should be unmistakably expressed, in
order that future Legislatures may be guided
thereby in submitting amendments to the
Constitution of the State; therefore,

The people of the State of California, repre-
sented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as
lollows:

Section 1. That thirty days prior to the
nexl general state election the Governor shall
issue ids proclamation calling upon the
electors to signify at said election their will as
to whether an educational qualification
should be required of voters in this State, by
placing upon the ballots the words -For an
< ducatlc—al qualification requiring every
voter to be able to write his name and read
any section of the Constitution in the Eng-
lish language." or the words "Against an edu-
cational qualification requiring every voter
to be able to write his name and read any
Bection of the Constitution in the English
language"; and the Inspectors and Jndges of
Kb ction at each and every poll in the State
shall ascertain and make returns of the num-
ber of votes cast "For an educational qualifi-
cation requiring every voter to be ab'.e to
write his name and read any section of the
Constitution in the English language," cue:
the number of votes cast "Against an educa-
tional qualification requiring everj voterto
be able to write his name and read any Bec-
tion of the Constitution in the English lan-
guage," in like manner as other votes are re-
quired to be counted and returned; and an
abstract thereof shall be transmitted bv each• 'ounty Clerk in the State to the Secretary of
State, in the same manner that votes forState
Officers are now required to be transmitted,

FOURTH.

An Act to provide for the payment of
funded indebtedness ofthe State of
California, and to contract a feu.dad
debt for that purpose.

The people of the state of California, repre-
sented in Senate and Assembly, do enact ss
follows:

Section 1. For the purpose of liquidating
and providing for the payment of the funded
indebtedness ofthe State of California herc-
Inafter specified, and to lessen the burden of
taxation, the Governor of the State, the Con-
troller of State, and the Treasurer of state,
and their successors in oilice. shall constitute
a Board of Commissioners, to be Btyled tbe
Loan Commissioners ot the State ol Califor-
nia, and shad have anil exercise the powers
and perform the duties hereinafter provided.

Section 2. The said Loan Commissionersarc hereby authorised to issue and sell nol ex-ceeding two million live hundred and twenty-eight tnousand five hundred dollars iS2.o^.v
500i of the bonds of said State,bearing inter-
est at the rate of four per cent, per annum
which interest shall be be payable semi-annu-
ally, in gold coin, on the Second days in April
and October in each year, at the officeof the
Treasurer of State. 'The principal of said
bonds shall be made payable in gold coin,
within twenty years after the date Of their
Issue, and shall be of such denominations as
the said Loan Commissioners sbaU direct, but
not less than five hundred dol are; BhaU bear
the date of their issue, and shall Designed by
the said Loan Commissioners, and shail have
tic seal of the state affixed thereto; and the
faith of the state of California is hereby
pledged for the payment of said bonds and
the interesl accruing thenon, as herein pro-
vide d. *

Section 3. Coupons for the interest shall bo
attached to each bond, so that they may be
removed without injuryor mutilation to tbe
bond; said coupons,consecutively numbered
Shall be signed by the Treasurer ofState. 'Section 4. Before the sale of any of said
bonds the said Loan Commissioners shall
eaus- notice of such sale to be published for
the space ofone month in two dally newspa-pers published in English, one iu the citv of
San Francisco and one in the Capital of the
Slate. Such notice shall specify the amountofbonds io be sold, the rate of interest they
shall bear, the day and hour of sale, the place
of sale, which shall be at the State CapltoL
and that sealed proposals will be received by
the said Loan ( ommissioiiers for the purchase
Of said bonds, within one montii trom the ex-piration of such publication; and on the day
and hour named in said notice the said Loan
Commissioners shall open all sealed propo-
sals received by them, and shall award the
purchase of said bonds to such bidders as willm their opinion, make the most advantage-
ous bid lor the State; provided, that said Loan
Commissioners may reject any or all bills, it'
they deem it to the advantage of the State*
and provided further, that they may relusc to
make any award unless sufficient security
snail be furnished by tbe bidders for the com-
pliance with the terms of their bids; and pro-
vided furth(r. that said bonds shall not be
sold for less than one hundred cents on the
doUar, in gold coin, par value.

S tion 5. it shall be the duty ofthe Treas-
urer and Controller of Stab-each to keep a
separate record of all bonds sold under tbe
provisions of this Act,showing the number,
uate, amount and rate of Interest of each
bond and to whom the same was issued.

seition <;. The proceeds ofsuch bonds shall
be paid into the Stato Treasury, and shall be
applied to the payment of*the following
bonds, in the order of their issuance. The
outstanding bonus issued under the Act en-
titled "An Act to provide for the payment of
the funded indebtedness of the state of Cali-
fornia, and to contract a funded debt for that
purpose," approved April second, eighteen
hundred and seventy.

Section 7. All persons having any of the
bonds specified in Section t; of this Act shall,
upon prcsi ntatlon of such bonds to the sairi
Loan Commissioners, be entitled t<> exchange
them at their par value for bonds authorized
to be issued under this Act at the rate of one
hundred cents on the dollar, par value; but no
bond shall be issued for a tesa sum than dve
hundred dollars, nor for a fra-tional part of a
hundred dollars, but the said Loan Commis-
sioners may issue certificates of such i.ac-
tional parts not bonded, which said c rtificatc
shall be transferable and entitled to be paid
out of the proceeds of the -ales of any bonds
Provided for in Section u of this Act The

oan Commissioners shall cancel each bondso exchanged, ana shall indorse on such bond
the uate on which they received the same
and Irom whom, the number and the amountof the noud issued ln exchange therefor andshall file such bond in the otiice or the Seem
tary of State. oecre-

Sections. Whenever there shall be In the
State ireasury. from the- proceeds of the sideofbonds issued under tins Act, a sum of tenthousand dollars or more, It shall be the dutyOf the treasurer to advertise in two news da-r ers printed in English, one in San Franciscoand one in the Capital of the State, for twomonths which advertisement shail state the
amount of money ln the treasury applicableto the redemption of bonds, and the number ofbonds, numbering them inthe order of theirissuance, which are redeemable; and threemonths from the date of the expiration of
such advertisement, such bonds, unless soonerpaid, shail cease to draw interest, but themoney for the redemption cf such bonds shallremain in the treasury to pay such bondswhenever presented.

Section 9. For the payment with—1 twenty
years ofthe principal and Intorest ofthe bonds
issued under this Act, ttiere shall be levied an-
nually by the State Hoard ol Kaualiz.utlon,
after any bonds have been issued under this
Act, such rate ol tax on each one hundred dol-
lars of the assesseu value of real and personal
property in the State, to be computed by the
Controller ofState on tbe basis ofthe assessed
value oi such property for the preceding year,
as siiu;i produce annually for the tiisi rive
yeai - seven per centum of the amount ofsuch
bonds issued; lOr the next ten years there-
after, twelve perceniuin oftheamount ofsuch
bonds issued; and thereafter, until all tho
bonds issued under this Act are paid, fifteen
per centum of the amount of such bonds
issued. The State Hoard of Equalizat ion BhaU
certify the rate of tax thus computed to the
several ( ounty Auditors, aud the said Audi-
tors are hereby din cted aud required to enter
such rate on the assessment rolls of their re-
spective counties, in the same manner and
with the same effect as is provided by law in
relation to other State taxes. Every tax levied
under the provisions or authority of this Act
is hereby made a lien against the property as-
sessed, which lien shall attach on ofeachyear, am! shall not be satisfied or removed un-
til such tax has been paid. Allmoneys de-
rived from taxes authorized bv the provisions
Ol this section shall be paid Into the State
Treasury, and BhaU be applied, that, to the
payment of the interest on the bonds issuedbythe provisions of this Act: second, to the
payment.f the principal of such bonds; pro-
vided, that all the moneys remaining in the
Mate Treasury on the third day of January of
each year, tor the tirst five years after the issu-
ance of any bonds under this Act, alter all the
interest on such bonds then dne has been paid,
shall be transferred by the Treasurer of State
tothe General Fund.

Section 10. Whenever, on the third dav of
January or July In any year, after the expira-
tion of live years from the date of issuanci of
any bonds under this Act, there remains, after
the payment Of the interest as provided in
tbe preceding section, a surplus of ten thou-
sand dollars or more, it shall be the doty of
the Treasurer to advertise, for the space ofone
month, in one daily newspaper published in
English in the city of San Francisco, and lor
one month in one daily paper published inEnglish at the State Capital, for sealed pro-
posals, lo be opened one month alter the ex-
piration ofsueb publication by the Treasurer.in presence of the Governor o"r Controller, at
the state Capitol, for the surrender ot bonds
issued under this Act, which advertisements
shall state tiie amount of money he has ou
hand for the purpose of redemption, and theyshall accept the lowest proposals, ai rates not
exceeding par value, as may redeem the great-
est amount of bonds, until the amount of
cash on hand for redemption is exhausted;
provided, however, in case of a sufficient
amount of such bonds shall not be offered as
aforesaid to exhaust the sinkins fund to a
less amount than ten thousand dollars, then
it is hereby made the duty ol the Treasurer toa Ivertise in two newspapers, one InSan Fran-
Cisco and one m the Capital of the state, for
three months, which advertisements shall
state the amount in the sinking fond,and the
number of bonds, numbering them in tbe
order of their issuance, which such funds is
set apart to pay and discharge: and Ifsuch
bonds so numbered in such advertisements
shall not be presented for payment and can-
cellation at the expiration ofsueb publica-
tions, then such fund shall remain in tbe
treasury to discharge such bonds whenever
presented; but they shall draw no Inters it
after the expiration of such publication. He-
tore an j-Of said bonds shall be paid thev shad
be presented to tiie Controller, who shall in-
dorse tm each bond the amount due thereon,
and shall write across the face of each bond
the date of its surrender and the name of the
pei son surrendering.

Section 11. The Treasurer shall keep a full
and particular account and record of all his
proceeding nnder this Act, and ofthe- bonds
redeemed and surrendered, and he shall trans-
mit to the Governor an abstract ofall his pro-
ceedings under this Act. with His annual re-
port, to be by the Governor laid before the
Legislature; and all books and pa pi rs i ertein-
ing to the matter provided for in this Act
shall, at all times, l>e open to the Inspection
ofany party interested, or the Governor, or
tbe Attorney-General, or a committee ot either
branch of the Legislature, or a jointcommit-
tee ot both.

Section 12. Itshall be the duty ofthe Treas-
urer to pay the interest on said bonds wheu
the same falls due. out of said interest fund.
Ifsufficient; and it' said tuml be not sufficient.
then to pay the deficiency out of tbe general
fund; provided, thai the Controller of State
shall first draw his warrant on the Treasurer,
payable to the order ol said Treasurer, for the
amount of interest money about to become
due, Which Said warrant s.iall be drawn at
least one month previous to tiie maturing of
the Interest.

Section 13. This Act shall take effect sixty
days after the nexl general election, as td all
its provisions, except those relating to and
nee s;„y for Its submission to tbe people.
and for returning, canvassing and proclaim-
ing the votes, which shall take eticct imme-
diately.

8 ei ion 14.—This Act shall be submitted to
the people of the State fortheir ratification at
the next general election, and the qualified
electors of this State shall, at said election, on
their ballots for State officers, vote for or
against this Act. Those noting for the same
suah write or have printed on their I allots the
words, \u25a0•Keiund the Debt—Yes;'" and those
voting—gainst tbe same shall write or have
printed on their ballots the words, ".Refund
the Debt—No."

Section 15. The votes cast for and against
this Act shail be counted, returned and can-
vassed, and declared In tbe same manner and
subject to the same rules as votes east for
Treasurer of State; ar.d Ifit appear that a ma-
jorityof ah the votes so cast for or against
this law as aforesaid are In favor of this Act,
then the same shall haveeffeel as hereinbefore
provided, and shall be trrepealable until the
principal and interest of the liabilities herein
created shall be paid and discharged,and theGovernor shall make proclamation thereof;
but If a majority of tbe votes so cast arc
against this Act, then tiie same shall become
void.

Section 16. Itshall be the duty of the Sec-
retary ol State to have this Act published In
one newspaper in each county of this stale lor
four successive weeks immediately preceding
election.

Each Act shall be voted upon separately
from tbe Others, by balloi, at the next' g» rv ral
election, to be held on Tuesday, the Bth daj
oi November. A. I>. Is'j::.

Each ballot used at such election must con-
tain, printed thereon, the words:

For the election of United States Senators
by direct vote of the people.

Against the election of United Stabs s
atorB by uirect vote of the people.

For the San Francisco Depot Act.
Against the San Francisco Depot Act.

For an educational qualification, requiring
every voter to be able to write his name and
read any section of the Constitution in theEnglish language.

Against an edueitional qualification, requir-
ing every voterto be able to write his name
and road any section of the Constitution in
the English language.
