If, during a vacancy in the office of
Governor, the Lieutenant-Governor shall be
impeached, displaced, resign, die, or become in-
capable of performing the duties of his office,
or be absent from the State, the President pro
tem. of the Senate shall act as Governor until
the vacancy be filled or disability shall cease.
The Lieutenant-Governorshall be disqualitied
from holding any other office, except ec-
ially provided in this Constitution, during the
term for which he shall have been elected.

Section 19. Governor, Lieutenant-Gover-
nor, Secretary of State, Controller, Treasurer,
Atltorney-General, Surveyor-General, shall, at
stated times during their continuance in office,
receive for their services a compensation,
which shall not be increased nor diminished
during the term, which compensation is
hercby fixed for the following officers for the
two terms nextensuing the adaoption of this
Constitution, as follows: Governor, six thou-
sand($6,000)dollars perannum; the Attorney-
General, three thousand ($3,000) dollars per
annum; the Secretary of State, Coatroller,

be, within ninety days after such elec-
tion, to prepare and propose a charter
for such cily, which shall be signed, in dupli-
cate, by the members of such Board, or a wna-
jority of them, and returned, one copy to the
Mayor thereof, or other chief executive officer
of such city, and the other to the Recorder of
the county. Such proposed charter shall then
be published in two daily newspapers of gen-
eral circulation in such city, torat least twenty
days, and the first publication shall be made
within twenty days after the completion of
the cnarter; provided, thatin cities containing
a population of not mcre than ten thousand
inbabitants such proposed charter shall be
published in one such daily newspaper; and
within not less than thirty days after such
publieation it shall be submitted to the quali-
iied electors of such city at a general or
special election, and if a majority of such
qualified electors voting thereat shall ratily
the same, it shall thereafter be submitted to
the Legislature for its approval or rejection
as & whole, without power of alteration or
amendment. Such approval may be made
by concurrent resolution, and if approved by
a majority vote of the members ciected to
each house, it shall become the charter of such
city,or if such ecity be consolidatea with a
county, then of such city and county, and
shall vecome the organic law thereof, and su-
persede any exisuing enarter and all amend-
ments thereof, and all laws inconststent with
such charter. A copy of such charter, certi-
fied by the Mayor, or chief executive officer,
and authenticated by the seal of such city,
setting forth the submission of such charter
to the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall, after the approval of such charter by
the Legislature, be made, in duplicate,
and deposited, oné in the ofice ot
the Secretary of State, and the other,
after being recorded in said Re-
corder’s office, shall be deposited in the arch-
1ves of the city, and thereafter all Courts shall
take judicial notice of said charter. The
charter, so ratified, may be amended at intgr-
vals of not less than two years by proposals

Also, at said election the following Aects of
the Legislature, submitted by the Legislature
at its last regular session, will be voted upon
by the electors of said State, numely:

FIRST.

An Act to ascertain and express the
will of the people of the State of Cali-
forniaupon the subject of election of
United States Senators.

WHEREAS, It is expedient that the wishes of
the people of this State upon the subject of the
election of United States Senators should be
unmistakably expressed: therefore,

The Peaple of the State of California, repre-
sented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as
follows: *
| Section 1. That thirty days prior to the next
general State election, the Governor shail
issue his proclamation ealling upon the elect-
ors to siznify, at said eleetion, their wiil as to
the method of the election of United States
Senators, by placing upon the ballots the
words “For the election of United States Sen-
ators by the direct vote of the people,” or the
words “Against the election of United States
| Senators by the direct vote of the people,”
and the Inspectors and the Judges of Election
iat cach and every potl in the State shall as-
certain and make returns of the number of
votes cast “For the election of United States
Senators by the direct vote of the people,”
and the number of votes cast “Against the
election of Unlted States Senators by the di-
rect vote of the people,” in like manner as
other votes are required to be counted and
returned, and an abstract thereot shall be
trausmitted by each County Clerk in the State
to the Seeretary of State, in the same manner
that votes for State officers are now required
1o be transmitted.

SECOND.

An Actto provide for the issuanceand
sale of State bonds to create a fund
for the construction and furnishing
by the Board of State Harbor Com-
missioners of a general ferry and
passenger depot in the City and
County of San Francisco; to create a
sinking fund for the payment of said
bonds, and providing for the sub-
mission of this Act to a vote of the
people.

The people of the State of California, repre-
sented in Sénate and Assembly, do enact as
follows:

Section 1. For the purpose of providing a
fund for the payment of the indebtedness
hereby authorized to beineurred by the Board
of State Harbor Commissioners, for the erec-
tion and furnishing of a general railroad, pas-
senger antl ferry depot at or near the foot of
Market street, in the City and County ot San
Franecisco, at a cost not to exceed six hundred
thousand - doliars, which the said Board of
State Harbor Commissioners arve hereby au-
thorized to construct in the manner and
| method autho:ized by law, and ata cost not
to exceed said six hundred thousand dollars,
| the State Treasurer shall, iinmediately after
the issuance of the proclamation of the Gov-
ernor, hereinafter provided for, prepare suit-
able bonds of the State of California: one
thousand bonds in the doxrmzuuliou of one

1

hundred dollars each; five Yundred bonds in
the denomination of fivefhundred dollars
each; two hundred and fifty bonds in the de-
nomination of one thousand dollars each. The
whole issue of said bonds shall not exceed the
sum of six hundred thousand dollars, waich
said bonds shall bear interest at the rate of four
per centum per annum from their date,and
shall be payable at the office of the State
Treasurer at the expiration of nineteen years
from their date. Said bonds shall vear date
the first day of January, A, D. eighteen hun-
ared and ninety-tiiree, and shall be payable
on the first day of January. A. D. nineteen
hundred and twelve. The interest aceruing
on said bonds shall be due and payable at the
office of the said Treasurer on the first day of
January and the first day of July of each
year; provided, tnat the first pavment of in-
terest shall be made on the tirst day of July,
A. D, eighteein hundred and ninety-three, on
so many of said bonds as have been thereto-
fore issued. Atithe expiration of nineteen
years from the date of said bonds, they shall
cease to bear interest, and said Treasurer shall
forthwith pay the same out of the San Fran-
&isco Depot Sinking Fund, provided for here-
Inafter in this Act. Saia bonds shall be
signed by the Governor, countersigned by the
Controller, indorsed by said Treasurer, and
shall have the seal of the State affixed thereto.

Section 2. Interestcouponsshall beattached
to each bond, so that they may pe removed
without injury or mutilation to the bond.
Said coupons, consecutively numbered, shall
be signed by the State Treasurer. But no in-
terest on any of said bonds shall be paid for
any time which may intervene between the
date of any of said bonds and the issue thereof
to a purchaser.

Section 3. The sum of one thousand dollars
ishereby appropriated to pay the expense that
may be incarred by the State Treasurer in
having said bonds prepared. Said amount
shall be paid out of the San Francisco Harbor
Improvement Fund, on Controller’s warrants
duly drawn for that purpose.

Section 4. When thebonds authorized tobe
issued under this Act shall be duly executed,
numbered consecutively, and sealed, they
shall be by the State Treasurer sold at public
auction to the highest bidder for cash, and in
such parcels as said Treasurershall deem best:
but he must reject any and all bids for said
bonds, or any of them, which shall be below
the par value of said bonds; and he may, by
public announcement at the place of sale, con-
tinue sueh sale, as to the whole or any vart
thereof, to any time and plaee he may selcet.
Due notice of the place and time of sale of such
bonds shail be given by said Treasurer, ny
publication in two newspapérs published in
the City and County of Sun Francisco, and
also in two newspapers publishied in the City
of Oakland, two published in the City of Los
Angeles and two published in the City of Sac-
ramento, once 4 week for four weeks prior to
such sale. The costs of such publication shall
be paid out of the San Frarcisco Harbor Im-
provement Fund, on Controller’s warrants
duly drawn for that purpose. The proceeds
of the sale of such bonds shall be forthwith
paid over by said Treasurer into the treasury,
and must beby Liim kept in a separate fund,
to be known and designated as the “San
Frauncisco Depot Fuand,” and must be used ex-
clusively for ihe building and furnishing ot
said depot. Drafts and warrants upon said
fund shall be drawn upon and shall be paid
out of said fund in the same manner as drafts
and warrants are drawn upon and paid out of
the San Francisco Harbor Improvement
Fund.

Section §. For the paymentof the principal
and interest of said bonds a sinking fund, to
be known and designated as the “San Fran-
cisco Depot Sinking Fund,” shall be and the
same is hereby created, as follows: The State
Treasurer shall, on the first day of each and
every month after the date of said bonds, take
from the San Francisco Harbor Improvement
Fund the sum of four thousand six hundred
and thirty-one dollars, and place the same in
said San Francisco Depot Sinking Fund,
created by this section. Said Treasurer suall,
on Controller’s warrants duly drawn for that
purpose, employ the moneys 1n said sinking
fund in the purchase of bonds of the Unig:ﬁ
States, which said bonds shal: be kept ifa
L.mper receptacle, appropriately labeled: but

e must keep always on hand a sufficient
amount of money 1n said sinking fund with
which to pay the interest on the State bonds
herein proviaed to be issued. And to provide
means for the payment of saice sum of five
thousand one hundred and thirty-one dollars,
monthly, trom said San Francisco Harbor
Improvemeut Fund into said San Francisco
Depot Sinking Fund, and for the other pay-
ments out of said fund authorized by this
Act, and as proviaed for therein, the said
{ Board of State Harbor Commissioners are
hereby authorized and directed, by the collee-
tion of dockage, wharfage, toils, rents ana
cranage, to coliect a sum of monev sufficient
therefor, over and above tne amount limited
by section two thousand five hundred and
twenty-six of the Political Code of the State
of California. After the payment of alilsald
bonds the surplus or balance remaining in said
sinking fund, it any there ve, shall forthwith
be paid into the San Francisco Harbor lm-
provement Fund. At the maturity of said
State bonds the said Treasurer shall sell the
United States bonds then insaidsinking fund,
at governing market rates, and place the pro-
ceeds in said San Francisco Depot SinKing
Fund, and shall pay out the same in extin-
guishment of said State bonds, on Controller's
warrants duly drawn for that purpose.

Section 6. The State Treasurer shall keep
full and particular account and record of all
his proceedings under this Act, and he shall
transmit to the Governor an abstractof all bis

Section 7. It shall be the duty of the State
Treasurer to pay the interest on said bonds
when the same falls due, out of the sinking
fand provided for in this Act, on Controller’s
warrants duly drawn for that purpose.

Section 8. his Act, if adopled by the peo-
ple, as hereinafter provided for, shall take effecy
on the thirty-first day of December, A. D.
eighteen hundred and ninety-two as to all its
provisions, except those relating to and neces-
sary for its submission to the people, and for
returning, canvassing and Avmclﬂ;n}mg the
votes, und as to said excepted provisious this
Act shall take eflect immediately.

Section 9. This Act shall ve submitted to
the people of the State of California for their
ratification at the next general election to be
nolden 1n the month of November, A. D.
eighteen hundred and ninety-two; and the
qualified electors of the State shall, at said !
election, on their ballots, vote for or against |
this Act; those voting for the same shall write
or have printed on their ballots the words,
“For the San Fraucisco Depot Act,” and those
voting against the same shall write or have
printed on their ballots the words, ‘“Against
the San Francisco Depot Act.” The Governor
of this State shall include the submission of
this Act to the people as aforesald in his proe-
lamation calling for said general election

Section 10. The votes cast for or against
thils Act shall be counted, returned, and can-
vasset, and declared in the same manner and
subject to the same rules as votes cast for
State ofiicers; and if it appears that said Act
shall have received a majority of all the votes
cast for and against it at such election as
aforesaid. then the saimne shall have effect as
hereinbefore provided, and shall be irrepeal-
able until the principal and interest of the
limbilities herein created shall be paid and dis-
charged, and the Governor shall make procla-
mation thereof; but it a majority of the votes
cust as aforesald are against this Act, then the
same shall be and becore void.

Section 11. Itshall bethe duty of the Secre-
tary of State to have ihis Act published in at
least one newspaper in each county, or city
and county, if on be published therein,
throuzhout this State, for three months next
preceding the general election to be holden in
the month of November, A. D, eighteen hun-
dred and ninety-two. The costs of such pub-
lieation sha'l berpaid out of the Generai Fund,
on Controller’s warrants duly drawn for that
purpose.

Section 12. This

Act may be known and
cited as the “Sau Francisco Depot Act.”

Scetion 13, Al ts or parts of Actsincon-
flict with the provisivns of this Act are here-
by repealed.

THIRD.

An Act to ascertain and express the
will of the people of the State of Cali-
fornia upon the subject of requir-
g an educational qualification of
voters.

WHEREAS, It 1s expedient that the wishes
of the people of this State upon the subject of
requiring an_ educational qualification of
voters should be unmistakably expressed, in
order that future Legislatures may be guided
thereby in submitting amendments to the
Constitution of the State; therefore,

The people of the State of California, repre-
sented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as
follows:

Section 1. That thirty days prior to the
next general State election the Governor shall
issue his proclamation calling upon the
electors tosignify at saiC eiection their will as
to whether an educational qualitication
shiould be required of voters in this State, by
placing upon the ballots the words “For an
educational qualitieation requiring every
voter to be able to write his name and read
any section of the Constitution in the Eng-
lish language,” or the words “Against an edu-
cational qualification requiring every voter
to be able to write his name and read any
section of the Constitution in the English
language”; and the Inspectors and Judges of
Election at each and every poll in the State
shall ascertain and make returns of the num-
ber of votes cast “For an educational gualifi-
cation requiring every voter to be able to
write his name and read any section of the
Constitution in the English language,” and
the number of votes casi **Against an educa-
tional qualification requiring every voter to
be able to write his name and read any sec-
tion of the Constitution in the English lan-
guage,” in like manner as other votes are re-
quired to be counted and returned; and an
abstract thereof shall be transmitted by. each
County Clerk in the State to the Secretary of
State, in the same manner that votes for State
officers are now required to be transmitted,

FOURTH.
An Actto provide for the payment of
funded indebtedness of the State of

California, and to contracta funded
debt for that purpose.

The people of the State of California, repre-
sented in Senate and Assetnbly, do enact as
follows:

Section 1. For the purpose of liquidating
and providing for the payment of the fanded
indebtedness of the State of California here-
inafter gpecified, and to lessen the burden of
taxation, the Governor of the State, the Con-
troller of State, and the Treasurer of State,
and their successors in office, shall constitute
a Board of Commissioners, to be styled the
Loan Commissioners of the State'of Califor-
nia, and shall have and exercise the powers
and perform the duties hereinafter provided.

Section 2. The said Loan Commissioners
are hereby authorized to issue and sell not ex-
ceeding two million five hundred and twenty-
eight thousand five hundred dollars (£2,5285 -
500) of the bonds ot said State, bearing inter-
estat the rate of four per cent. per annum,
which interest shall be be payable semi-annu-
ally, in gold coin, on the second days in April
and October in each year, at the office of the
Treasurer of State. The principal of said
bonds shall be made payable in gold coin,
within twenty years after the date of their
issue, and shall be of such denominations as
the said Loan Commissioners shall direct, but
not less than five hundred doliars; shail bear
the date ot their issue, and shall be signed by
the said Loan Commissionars, and shall have
the seal of the State atfixed thereto; and the
faith of the State of California is hereby
pledged for the payment of said bonds and
the interest accruing thereon, as herein pro-
vided.

Section 8. Coupons for the interest shall be
attached to each bond, so that they may be
removed without injury or mutilation to the
bond; said courons. consecutively numbered,
shall be signed by the Treasurer of State.

Section 4. Before the sale of any of said
bonds the said Loan Commissionérs shall
cause notice of such sale to be published for
the space of one month in two daily newspa-
pers published in English, one in the city of
San [Francisco and one in the Capital of the
State. Such notice shall specify the amount
of bonds to be sold, the‘rate of interest they
shall bear, the day and hour of sale, the place
of sale, which shall be at the State Capitol,
and that sealed proposals will be received by
the said Loan Commissioners for the purchase
of said bonds, within one month from the ex-
piration of such publication; and on the day
and hour named in said notice the said Loan
Commissioners shall open all sealed propo-
sals received by them, and shall award the
purchase of sald bonds to such bidders as will,
in their opinion, make the most advantage-
ous bid for the State; provided, that sald Loan
Commissioners may rejéct any or all bids, ifr
lhe‘y deem 1t to the advantage of the State;
and provided furthoer, that they may retuse to
make any award uuless sufficient security
shall be furnishied by the bidders for the com-
pliance with the terms of their bids; And pro-
vided farther. that said bonds shall not be
sold for less than one hundred cents on the
dollar, in gold coin, Ivar value.

Section 5. It shall bethe duty of the Treas-
urer and Controller of State each to keepa
separate record of all bonds sold under the
provisions of this Act, showing the number,
date, amount and rate of interest of each
bond and to whom the same was issued.

Section 6. The proceeds of sueh bonds shall
be paid into the State Treasury, and shall be
applied to the payment of the following
bonds, in the order of their issuance: The
outstanding bonds issued under the Act en-
titled “An Act to provide for the paynient of
the funded indebtedness of the State of Call-
fornia, and to contract a funded debt for that
purpose,” approved April second, eighteen
hundred and seventy,

Section 7. All persons having any of the
bonds specified in Section 6 of this Act shall
upon presentation of such bonds to the sai
Loan Commssioners, be entitled to exchange |
them at their par value for bonds authorized
to be issued under this Act at the rate of one
hundred cents on the dollar, par value; but no
bond shall be issued for a less sum than five
hundred dollars, nor for a fractional part of a
hundred dollars, but the said Loan Commis-
sioners may issue certificates of such frac-
tional parts not bonded, which said certificate
shall be transferable and entitled to be paid
out of the proceeds of the sales of any bonds

rovided for in Section 6 of this Act. The

san Commissioners shall cancel each bond
s0 exchanged, and shall indorse on such bond
the date on which they received the same
and from whom, the number and the amount,
of the vond issued 1n exchange therefor, and
shall file such boud in the office of the Secre-
tary of State,

Section 8. Whenever there shall be in the
State Treasury, from the proceeds of the sale
of bonds issued unaer this Act,a sum of ten
thousand dollars or more, it shall be the duty
of the Treasurer to advertise in two newspa-
pers printed in Englisb, one in San Franeisco
and one in the Capital of the State, fortwo
months, which advertiseruent shall state the
amount of money in the treasury applicable
to the redemption of bonds, and the number of
bonds, numbering them in the order of their
issnance, which are redeemable; and three
months from the date of the expiration of
such advertisement, such bonds, unless sooner
paid, shall cease to draw inferest, but the i
money roxr tl‘;g redemption of such bonds shali
remain in e treasury to y such bon
whenever presented. - .

relation to other State taxes. Every tax levied
under the provisions or authority of this Act
is hereby made a lien against thesproperty as-
sessed, whieh lien shallattachon of each
year, and shall not be satisfied or removed un-
til such tax has been paid. All moneys de-

lzed by the provisious
of this section shall be pagid into the State
Treasury, and shall be applied, first, to the
sayment of the interest on the bonds issued
¥ the provisions of this Aet; second, to the
payment of the principal of such bonds; pro-
vided, that all the moneys remaining in the
State Treasury on the third day of January of
each year, for the first five yearsafter the issu-
ance of any bonds under this Act, after all the
interest on such bonds thenr due has been paid,
shall be trausferred by the Treasurer of State
to the General Fund.

Section 10. Whenever, on the third day of
January or July In any vear, after the expira-
tion of five years from the date of issuance of
any bonds under this Act, there remains, after
tlie payment of . the interest as provided m
the preceding section, a surplus of ten thou-
sand dollars or more, it shall be the duty of
the Treasurer to advertise, for the space of one
month, in one daily newspaper published in
English in the city of Saiz Franciseo, and for
one month in one daily paper published in
iinglish at the State Capital, for sealed pro-
posals, 10 be opened one month after the ex-
piration of such publication by the Treasurer,
in presence of the Governor or Controller, at
the State Capitol, for the surrender ot bonds
issued under this Act, which advertisements
shall state the amount of money ‘he has on
hand for the purpose of redemption, and they
shall accept the lowest proposals, at rates not
cxceeding par value, as may redeemn the great-
est amount of bonds, until the amount of
cash on hamd fors redemption is exhausted;
provided, however, in case of a sufficient
amount of such bonds shall not be offered as
aforesaid to exhaust the sinking fund toa
less amount than ten thousand dollars, then
it is hereby made the duty of the Treasurer to
advertise in two newspapers, one in San Fran-
cisco and one in the Capital of the State, for
three months, which advertisements shall
state the amount in the sinking fund, and the
number of bonds, numbering them in the
order of their issuance, which such funds is
set apart to pay and discharge; and if such
bonds so numbered in such advertisements
shall not be presented for payment and can-
cellation at the expiration of such publica-
tions, then such fund shall remain in the
treasury to discharge such bonds whenever
presented; but they shall draw no interest
after the expiration ot such publication. Be-
fore any of said bonds shall be paid they shall
be presented to the Controller, who shall in-
dorse on each bond the amount due thereon,
and shall write across the tace of each bond
the date of its surrender and the name of the
person surrendering.

Section 11. The Treasurer shall keep a full
and particular account and record of all his
proceeding under this Act, and of the bonds
redeemed and surrendered, and he shall trans-
mit to the Governor an abstract of all his pro-
ceedings under this Act, with his annual re-

rt, to be by the Governor laid before the
wegislature; and all books and papers pertain-
ing to the matter provided for in this Act
shall, at all times, be open to the inspection
of any party interested, or the Governor, or
the Attorney-General, or a committee of either
branch of the Legislature, or a jointeommit-
tee of both.

Section 12. 1t shall be the duty of the Treas-
urer to pay the interest on said bonds when
the same falls due, out of said interest fund,
if sufficient; and if said fund be not sufficient,
then to pay the deflciency out of the general
tund; provided, that the Controller of State
shall first draw his warrant on the Treasurer,
payable to the order of said Treasurer, for the
amount of interest money about to become
due, which said warrant shall be drawn at
least one month previous to the maturing ot
the interest.

Section 13. This Act shall take effect sixty
days after the next general election, as to ail
its provisions, except those relating to and
nec s:ary for its submission to the people,
and for returning, canvassing and proclaim-
ing rlhe votes, which shall take eflect imme-
diately.

Section 14.—This Aect shall be submitted to
the people of the State for their ratitication at
the next general election, and the qualified
electors of this State shall, at said election, on
their ballots for State officers, vote for or
against this Act. Those voting for the same
shall write or have printed on their ballots the
words, “Refund the Debt—Yes;” and those
voting against the same shall write or have
printed on_their ballots the words, “Refund
the Debt—No.”

Section 15. The votes cast for and against
this Act shall be counted, returned and ean-
vassed, and declared in the same manner and
subject to thegsame rules as votes cast for
Treasurer of State; and if it appear that a ma-
Jjority ot all the votes so cast for or against
this law as aforesaid are in favor of this Act,
then the same shall have effect as hereinbetore
provided, and shall be irrepealable until the
principal and interest of the habilities herein
created shall be paid and discharged, and the
Governor shall make proclamation thereof;
but if a majority of the votes so cast are
aguilnst this Act, then the same shall become
vold.

Section 16. It shall be the duty of the Sec-
retary of State to have this Act published in
one newspaper in each county of this State for
four successive weeks immediately preceding
election.

Each Act shall be voted upon separately
from the others, by ballot, at the next general
election, to be heid on Tuesday, the Sth day
of November, A. D. 1592,

Each ballot used at such election must con-
tain, printed thereon, the words:

For the election of United States Senators
by direct vote of the people.

Against the election of United States Sen-
ators by direct vote of the people.

For the San Francisco Depot Act.
Against the San Francisco Depot Act.

For an educational qualification, requiring
every voter to be able to write his name and
read any section of the Constitution in the
English language.

Against an edueational qualification, requir-
ing every voterto be able to write his name
and read any sectiop of the Constitution in
the English language.

Refund the debt—Yes,
Refund the debt—No.
