The Virtues of 8affron.

To the virtues of saffron whole volumes
have been devoted, references to some of
the more important of which are given
in Canon Ellacombe’s *‘Plant Lore and
Garden Craft of Shakespeare,” there
is a long article on thesubject. The plant
was chiefly used for diseases of the lungs,
whence came its title of Anima polmo-
nwm; for assisting the eruption of mea-
sles, smallpox, ete. (in measles it is still
occasionally prescribed), as a cardiac and
general stimulant, and as a digestive and
strengthener of the stomach. To this
last (supposed) virtue its use in “meats’’
is due. © Lyte says that so taken it “com-
forteth the stomacke and causeth good di-
gestion, and sodden in wine it preserveth
trom drezxennessne.” It was a‘l)so used as
a love philtre, and it still enters largely
into some popular receipts for ““making
up”’ horses.

The most extravagant notions of its
powers were formerly held, and someold
writers went so far as to term it the king
of vegetables. Even aslate as the middie
of the last century it held a prominent
lace in our official dispensatories, but it
128 now come to he used only as 2 color-
ing and flavoring agent, being medicin-
ally almost inert, its property (such as it
is) being mildly stimulative. The medical
council has recently had under discus-
sion the propriety of omitting it alto-
gether from the next edition of the Brit-
ish Pharmacopwia as a useless and ex-
pensive drug.—Notes and Queries.

V TJTHEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF
the State of California, at its twenty~
aninth session, beginning on the 5tk day of

b January, A. D., 1891, two-thirds of all the

members elected to each of the two Houses of
said Legislature voting in favor thereof, pro-
posed the following described amendments to
the Constitution of the State of Calitornia,
to wit:

Amendment Number One.

SBenate Constitutional Amendment No. 10.)
ARTICLE IV,

Section 2. The sessions of the Legisiature
shail commence at 12 o’clock M, on the first
Monday after the first day of January next
succeeding the election of its members, and
shall be biennial, unless the Governor shall in
the interun convene the Legislature by procla-
mation. No pay shall be x\flowed Lo members
for a longer period than one hundred days,
and no bill shall be introduced in either House
after the expiration of sixty days from the
commencement of each session, without the
consent of two-thirds of the members thereof.

Amendment Number Two.

Assembly Constitutional Amendment No. 7.]
ARTICLE XI,

Section 18. No county, city, town, town.
ship, Board of Education, or school District
shail Incur any indebtedness or iability, in
any manner, or for any purpose, exceeding in
any year the income and revenue provided
for it for such year, without the assent of two-
thirds of the qualified electors thereof voting
ut an election to be held ror that purpose, uor
unless before or at the time of incurring such
indebtedness, provision shall be made tor the
collection of an annusl tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness as it falis
due, and also provision to constitutea sinking
fund for the payment or the principal thereof
on or before maturity, which shall not exceed
forty years from the time ot contracting the
same, Any indebtedness or liability incurred
contrary 1o this provision shall be void.

Amendment Number Three.

(Senate Constitutional Amendment No. 11.]
ARTICLE V,

Section 156. A Lieutenant-Governor shall
be elected at the same time and place and in
the samne manner as the Governor,and his term
of office and his qualiications ot eligibility
shall also be the same. He shall be President
ot the Senate, but shall have only a casting
vote therein, He shall also, when the Senate
is not in session, visit all the Stute institu-
tions, prisons, rejormatory schools, asylums,
and other institutions, supported in whole or
in part by the State, and make caretul examin-
ations of the manner in which the appropria-
tions for the support of such institutions, and
for &n-rmnuent mprovements, have been ex-
pended, and report the result of his examin-
ations to the Governor, to the Legislature, and
to any other officer, or board of officers, that
the Legislature may direct; provided, that in
case the office of Lieutenant-Governor becom-
ing vacant, or In the case of the functions ot
Governor devolvlux upon him, the President
pro tem. of the Senate, or his successor, shall
perform the duties and receive the ewolu-
ments of said Lieutenant-Governor, during
the term of such vacancy, or the time he is
performing such functluns of Governor. The
Leglslature may by law prescribe the time
and manner that such examinations shall be
made, If, durlng a vacancy in the office of
Governor, the Lieutenant-Governor shall be
1mpeaf:hed, displaced, resign, die, or become fn-
capable of performing the dutles of his office,
or be absent from the State, the President pro
tem., of the-Senata shall act as Governor nntil
the vacancy be flled or disabllity shall cease.
The Lieutenant-Governor snall be disqualided
from holdihg any other office, except as spec-
fally provided in this Constitution, during the
term for which he shall have been elected.

Section 19. Governor, Lieutenant-Gover-
nor, Secretary of State, ,l‘ontrolIer, Treasurer,
Attorney-General, Surveyor-General, shall, at
statad times during thelr continuance In office,
receive for their services a compensation,
which shall not be increased nor diminished
during the term, which compensation s
hereby fixed for {he following officers for the
two terms pextensuing the adoption of this
Constitution, as follows: Governor, six thou-
sand($6,000)dollars perannumn; the Attorney-
General, three thousand ($3,000) dollars per
annum; the Secretary of State, Controller,
Treasurer, three thousand ($3,000) dollars
each r anpnum; Surveyor-General, three
thousand ($3,000) doligrs per annum, and
for the following officer for the fractional term
and for the two terms next ensuing the fourth
day of November, A. D. eighteen hundred and
ninety-two, as followa : eutenant-Governor,
four thoueand ($4.000) dollars per annum,
and traveling expenses when he may be em-
ployed in visiting and examining State insti-
tutions, Such compensation to be in full for
all services by them, respectively, rendered,
in any officlal capacity or employment what-
soever, duriag their respective terms of office;

rovided, however, that the Legislature, after

e expiration of their terms hereinbefore
mentioned, may, by law, ¢iminish the com-
pensation of any or all such officers, but in no
Case shall bave the power to increase the same
above the sums hereby fixed by this Constitu-
tion. The Legislature may, in its discretion
abolish the office of Surveyor-General, and
none of the officers herelnbefore named shall
receive f\ér their own use any fees or perqui-
sites for the perfornance ot any official duty.

Amendament Number Four.
[Assembly Constitutional Amendment No. b.}

ARTICLE IV,

Section 84. No bill making an appropria.
tion for money, except the general nﬁpmprmr
tion bill, and the deflciency bill for the appro-
priation of money exclusively devoted to the
support of tae General Government and State
insututions, shall contain more than one
appropriation, and that tor asingle and cer-
tain purpose, to be therein expressed. When
the deficlency bill s presented to the Gover-
nor, he may object to one or more items,
while approving other portions ot the bill
No officer of the State shall have power to in-
cur any deflclency except in case of actual
necessity, and then only upon the written
authority, first obtalned, of the Governor,
Becretary of BState and Attorney-General.
Any deficiency incurred in violation of this
provision shail be void, and the Legislature
sball not bave the power toappropriate money
to pay the same.

Amendment Number Five.

(Senate Constitutional Amendment No. 14.)
ARTICLE XI.

Section 8. Any city contalning a po%uln—
tion of more than three thousand five hun-
dred inhabitants, may frame a charter for its
Own government, consistent with and subject
to the Constitution and laws of this State, by
causing & board of fifteen freeholders, who
siwll have been for at least five years qualified
eloctors thereof, to be elected by the
quaiified voters of said city at any general
or special election, whose duty it shall

within ninety days after such elec-
tion, to prépare and propose a charter
for such city, which shall signed, in dupli-
cate, by the membeérs of such Board, or a ma-
grity or tbgg.a, and returned, one copy to the
ayor thereot, or other chief executive officer
of such city, and the other to the order of
the county. Such proposed charter shall then
be published in two daily newspapers of gen-
eral circulation in such city, forutleast twenty
days, and the first pub‘xicufon shall be made
within twenty days afier the completion of
the charter; provided, that in cities containin
& populatidn Of not Mmore than ten thousans
Intabitanis sucn proposed charter shall be
ublisiiel in one such daily newspa, r; and
ithin not less than thirty days after such
publie&egon 1t shall be submitted to the quali-
tied eléttors of such city at a general or
special election, and if a majority of such
uulifled electors voting thereat shall ratiry

e same, it 8ball thereafter be submitted to
the islature for its approval or rejection
as a whole, without power of alteration or
amendment. Such gpproval may be made
by edncurrent resolution, and if approvea by
a majority vote of the members alected to
each bouse, it shall become the charterof such
city, or if such city be consolidatea with a
county, then of such city and county,and
shall pecome the organic law thereof, and su-
persede any existing charter and all amend-
ments thereof, and all laws Inconsistent with
such oharter.
