An Aged Couple Brutally Mur-
dered in San Diego County.

BEATEN TO DEATH BY AN INDIAN
LABORER.

A Band of Eight Horse-Thieves Exter-
minated in a Battle With Authoritics
in Northern Idaho—An Old Veteran
of Calaveras County Throws a Box
of Glant Powder into a Fire-Place
by Mistake, and Narrowly Escapes
Death, Being Serlously Injured.

SaAN Drgco, Oct, 17.—The first news of
a shocking murder of an aged couple was
given in to-day’s Sun. J.S. Geiser and
wife bad a farm on the Otay mesa, about
seven miles east of Otay Station and
fifteen miles south of this city. Last
night the children of ‘Mr, Piper, a rela-
tive and neighbor, heard screams while
passing near the Geisers.

Piper and his son went over and as
soon as they approached the house they
saw the light go out. As Piper entered
a figure tried to slip out in the darkness
and they grappled, and after a terrible
struggle they secured the fellow, an In-
dian laborer, named Jose Grabielo.

On investigation they found the-bodies
of the aged couple lying outside the front
door beaten nearly out of semblance.
Three bloody sticks had been used. The
Indian’s shoes were found at the fence.

The theory is that he killed Geiser in
the cowyard, crept upon the old lady in
the front room and dispatckhed her and
then dragged the man’s body up to where
she had been thrown. In plundering the
house he did not hear the Pipers ap-
proach. It is believed the Indian had a
grudge against Geiser over pay about
well digging: also, that he may have been
the murderer, about three years ago, of a
Miss Abbey, who lived near, on a ranch
by herself, which deed has always re-
mained a mystery.

Officers were summoned and after se-
curing the murderer search of the region
revealed two other Indian suspects. All
were brought to jail this morning. The
bodies are also here for inquest.

The two Indians say Grabielo was going |

along in the road with a demijohn and
was drunk. They profess no knowledge
of what occurred. The prisoner appears
to be stupid and wont talk. He is middle
aged.

SHE HOVE TO.

A Chilean Bark Overhauled by an
American Revenue Cutter.

PorTt TowNsEND, Oct. 17.—The Chilean
bark Augusta was fired upon late last
night in the straits, four miles below
here, by the United States cutter Oliver
Wolcott. The Augusta attempted to leave
Puget Sound without the Custom-house
clearance. The trouble was occasioned
by jealotisy between the Chilean Consul
Macondray and Chilean Vice-Consul De
Lion at Tacoma as to which shall trans-
at the business of the Chilean Govern-
ment on Puget Sound. The Augusta ar-
rived here several weeks ago from Chile.
She surrendered her register to Consul
Macondray, and proceeded to Tacoma to
Joad a eargo. Viee-Consul De Lion ad-
vised the Captain t6 demand the register
from Macondray, and if he refused to
proceed  to sea with the temporary regis-
ter provided by De Lion. Macondray
instructed the vessel to clear from Port
Townsénd. As the vessel was going out
to sea she was overiaken by the Wolcott,
but would not heave to until fired upon.

The vessel is subject to a fine of $500.

RESULT OF A QUARREL.

A Barkeeper Shot by an Engineer in
the Fire Department.

SAN Francisco, Oect, 17.—At a quarter
to 9 this morning M. J. Dolan, a District
i‘ngineer in the Fire Department, shot
and seriously wounded Thomas O’ Neil, a
barkeeper. The trouble occurred in
front of the house of Truck 5, on Post

treet, between Fillmore and Webster.

There has been bad blood between the

men for months, and this morning they |

quarreled in the engine-house; and, ac-
cording to the story of (’Neil and his
friends, Dolan, without any provaocation,
pulied a pistol, chased ’Neil out of the
engine-house and, while he was running
away, shot him twice in the arm and
once in the back.

On the other hand, Dolan and his friends
assert that the shooting was dgne in self-
defense and that Dolan was perfectly
Justitied.

FATALLY WOUNDED.

Shooting Growing Out of a Dispute
Over a Game of Cards.

CarsoN (Nev.), Oct. 17.—Dick Hern,
alias Tex, yesterday shot Joe Lynch
in the stomach with a six-shooter. The
wound will probably prove fatal. The
affair occurred at Wellington over a game
of cards. Both men had been drinking.
Tex placed the wmuzzle of the pistol
close to Lynch’s stomach, and saying,
**Look out, Lynch,” pulled the trigger.
Lynch jumped from his chair, and, al-
tiwough bleeding profusely, beat Tex with
his 1ists, drawing blood at each blow. 1n
a few moments Lynch fell back uncon-
scions and is not expected to recover.
Tex was arrested and taken to Dayton,
the county seat, to await an examination.

Marvin says that he witnessed the bat-
tle which followed, in which the entire
gang of rustlers, numbering eight, was
exterminated.

An Old Veteran Throws a Box of Giant
Powder Into a Fireplace.

Mirroxn (Cal.), Oct. 17.—Word reached
here to-day that on Saturday evening
William S, Brown, an old veteran, had
blown up his cabin with giant poyder,
hurting himself badly. By mistake he
threw a box, the contents of which was
twenty pounds of giant powder, into the
fireplace. The cabin and contents were
completely destroyed. Brown will lose
one eye and is otherwise badly bhurt.
After the accident he crawled over a
mile, but becoming exhausted before he
reached any dwelling he lay in the open

Sunday to late this morning, when he
was found by a neighbor.

Walter Graham, with half a dozen
friends, was drinking in a saloon, when a
man with a mask on entered and said to
Graham, *'1 want to see you a minute.”
Graham approached the stranger, when
the latter drew a revolver and ordered
“hands wup.” Graham obeyed. The
stranger then took a shot at him. The
bullet tore away a knuckle on one hand
and badly shattered the others, passing
on through the shoulder. There is no
clue to the would-be assassin, but as
Graham is a non-union miner it is
thought to have been the work of a dis-
charged union miner.

Hop Combine in Washington.

Tacoma (Wash.), Oct. 17.—The hop-
growers assert that a combination has
been formed between the chief buyers
and brewers of the Northwest to bear the
hop market. They say buyers are keep-
ing out of the field, only buying hops oi-
fered by growers who are obliged to sell.
State Senator Van De Venter of Kent, a
large grower, says hops will bring forty
to ntty cents a pound before June. He
has advised growers to hold for better
prices. The first sale of the season was
made Saturday in Puyallup at twenty
cents, Buyers deny that a combine ex-
ists.

Supposed Murderer Captured.

Los ANGELEs, Oet. 17.—Chung Yung,
alias Yung Two Thumbs, the supposed
murderer of the Spanish boy, Fernando
Quijada, was captured to-night in abay-
stack near Compton, about six miles from
Los Angeles, by Detective Steele and
safely lodged in a cell at the City Prison.

MICHIGAN ELEGIORS.

They Will be Voted For by Con-
gressional Districts.

THE MINER LAW DECLARED TO BE
CONSTITUTIONAL.

Thirty Thousand Dollars’®

Wreck in Texas—Minister Egan

Denies the Sensational Stories That
He Attempted to Snub Ex-Secretary
Blalne, by Making No Reference to
the Ex-Secretary in Hlis Speech at

WasmINGTON, Oct. 17.— The United
States Supreme Court, by Chief Justice
Fuller, to-day reaflirmed the judgment of
the Michigan Supreme Court, upholding
the constitutionality of the famous Miner
law, providing for the choice of Presi-
dential Electors by Congressional dis-
tricts instead of by the Stateasa whole.
The court holds the Fourteenth Amend-
ment to the Constitution of the United
States did not limit the right of the State
to fix the mode of choosing Electors. The
opinion was unanimous.

The conceded effect of this decision is
to give part at least of the Michigan elec-
toral vote to Cleveland.

Chief Justice Fuller, in announcing the
conclusion of the court, said the an-
nouncement was made at this time be-
cause of the exigency suggested by coun-
sel requiring early action. Hereafter the
court would file an opinion setting forth
more fully the grounds on which it de-
cided the case.

On the question of jurisdiction, which
point the Democrats waived, the Chief
Justice said the court ruled under Section
76 of the Revised Statutes that it had
jurisdietion.

The Chief Justice said further, that the
court ruled in view of the language of the
clause of the Constitution giving State
Legislatures the right to determine the
method of choosing Presidential Electors,
and a contemporaneous construction of it
cannot be held invalid . for want of power
in a State Legislature to pass such a law,
adding that the clause in the first section
of Article I1. of the Constitution was not
changed by the Fourteenth Amendment,
and the law is not obnoxious to that
amendment.

BLAINE IN NEW YORK,

CLEVELAND SILENT.

An Associ-
ated Press reporter showed him a dis-
patch which stated that he had promised
the Postimaster-Generalship to Governor
Gray of Indiana in case he should be
elected. After reading it carefully he in-
quired the day of the month. Being told,
he said the election was twenty-one days
later, and suggested that questions as to
his Cabinet werc somewhat premature.
He then advised the interviewer to call
on a clairvoyant. He made no more
definite reply.

MANDAMUS PROCEEDINGS IN MINNESOTA.

St. PAUuL (Minn.), Oct. 17.—The man-
damus proceedings before Judge Brili,
by which the Democratic State Com-
mittee seeks to compel the Secretary of
State to place the People’s Party Electors,
whom they indorsed, with the other
Democrats, as well as with the Populist
Electors, on the ballot, came up for hear-
ing this morning. The entire argument
was on the question of jurisdiction,
which had already been waived by the
State. When Attorney-General Clapp
was called upon he replied having waived
the question of jurisdiction, arguiient
was unnecessary, whereupon C. D,
(’Brien demand as an Klector to hear
from the Attorney-General.

LABOR TROUB;LES.

STRIKE OF TELEGRAPHERS ON
TIHIE SANTA FE.

Nine Hundred Men Quit Work in Re-
sponse to a Supposad Order

From Chief Ramsey. *

Special to the Recorp-UNTON.

Torexka (Kss.), Oct. 17.—The tele-
graphers on the Santa Fe system, to the
number of 90, struck this morning in
response to an order from Chief Ramsey
of the Order of Railway Telegraphers.
The source of trouble is the Gulf, Colo-
rado and Santa Fe, which is operated by
the Santa I'e. The operators of the Texas
line, to the number of several hundred,
had a schedule for increased wages be-
fore the officials, but it was not allowed.
The Santa e operators struck in sym-
pathy with the Texas operators. No trains
are moving in Texas. The train dis-
patchers on the Santa Fe proper are tak-
ing the stock trains in transit to division
points, when they will leave their keys
also.

General Manager Robinson of the Santa
Fe road says: ‘““The strike oeccurred
under misapprehension. Grand Chief
Ramsey dia not order our men out.
I have traced the matter down, and find
the order for the strike came from Dodge,
and that an operator by the name of
Johnson wrote it and signed Ramsey’s
name to it. He only intended it as a joke,
and when the men learn this they will re-
turn to work.”

The men here do not eredit Robinson’s
statement. ‘The Santa Fe oflicials also
contend the order for a strike on the
Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe was not
made by Ramsey, but by his assistant,
Tobey, who claims authority to sign
Ramsey's name.

RESULT OF A HOAX.

Toreka (Kas.) Get. 17.—The great strike !
of telegraphers on the Santa Fe s_vslcm‘
wus all the result of a hoax. The oper-
ators were informed by Chief Ramsay to- l
night that the order directing them to |
strike was a forgery, and instructing them '
to return at once to their positions, The
operators immediately returned to their
keyvs, and the work of straightening out
the tangle caused by the strilke was began,
Operator Baker,after reading the accounts
ot the strike on the Gulf, Colorado and |
Santa e divisions of the Santa Fe sys- |
tem, thought he would piay a joke upon
the inanager of his oflice, and wrote out |
a message ordering a strike, and signed
Chief Ramsay’s name thereto, and laid it
on the manager’s desk. Manager Sweet,
after reading it, immediately repeated the
message Lo the next station, and within
fifty minutes it was received by cvery
operator on the system, and tifteen min-
utes later everyone struek.

Baker doubtless is the only man who
got all the fun out of the joke, for it was
a most serious business for the Santa Fe
road. It was not until 7 o'clock this
evening that Chief Ramsay was put in
posdession of the facts, and he immedi-
ately ordered the men back to work.
During the day the entire system from
Chicago to the Pacific Coast, and from
Kansas City to Galveston, was practically
tied up, over two thousand operators he-
ing idle. The only man who remained at
his post was the operator at Barclay,
Kansas, who says he knew the order was
a hoax. The loss to the company is very
great, while the only benetit to the oper-
ators is in showing the perfect manner in
which they are organized. Joker Daker
was discharged.

THE RIO GRANDE STRIKE,

DeNVER (Col.), Oct. 17.—There is no
material change in the Rio Grande strike.
Trains are sent out from here but go only
to Pueblo and Canyon City. No trains
are yet crossing Marshail Pass or run-
ning on either of the lines between Sa-
lida and Grand Junction. All the Lusi-
ness for Aiamosa and Santa ¥e go from
Pueblo via Las Vegas Pass. The passen-
ger business from California is trans-
ferred to the Colorade Midland at Grand
Junetion.

Business on the second and third divis-
ions is about at a standstill, and the
effects of the strike are felt all along the
line. The men on the first and fourth
divisions are still at work, and it is
learned that the conductors and engineers
on these divisions will not strike unless
torced to do so by their superior officers,

As Truman is the victim
of the di'ne novel, and armed, it is prob-
able he will resist. The explosion caused
{ hundreds of dollars’ worth of damage.
Several houses must be entirely rebuilt.

WORLD’S FAIR.

People Disappointed at Route of Pro-
cession for the Dedication Event.

Cuicaco, Oct. 17.—A glamorous ex-
pression of disappointment was raised to-
day over the official announcement that
the great military parade at the World’s
Fair dedication would be cenfined to the
outskirts of the city, consisting only of a
short march from Washington Park to
the World’s Fair grounds. While the
managers of the parade declare there
never was any intention of parading the
down-town streets, no doubt such an idea
was generally entertained, and theconsen-
susofopinion this afternoon was that those
responsible for the arrangements made a
grave mistake, which could hardly fail to
lead to widespread criticism and ill-feel-
ing,

The United States infantry, cavalry and
marines, to the number of 2,700, went
into camp at the World’s Iair grounds
to-day. A larger body of troops will ar-
rive to-morrow and Wednesday. The
advance guards of the militia of the
ditferent States are on the ground also,
making arrangements for the reception
!01' their regiments, many of which will
arriveto-morrow.

Members of the National Commission
and Board of Lady Managers, as well as
distinguished visitors and hordes of sight-
seers, are pouring into town as they have
never done before. Great activity was
displayed by merchants to-day decorat-
ing their buildings, preparatory to the
dedication.

| States. 1 am sure, however, that this is
| impossible, and I am unwilling to under-
take a trip, which from beginning to end,
| despite all efforts on my part, would be
| regarded as a political tour made by a can-

didate for the Presidency. My general
| aversion to such trip is overwhelmingly
| increased in this instance when 1 recall
| the afilictive dispensation which detains
| at the bedside of a sick wife another can-
didate for the Presidency.

I have thus frankly stated the reasons
which constrain me to forego the satisiac-
tion which the acceptance of your invita-
tion would otherwise afford me. I hope
in the light of considerate and sympa-
thetic sentiment, which ought to be felt
by all our people, that these considera-
tions will be deamed an abundant justi-
fication of my action.

-The Peninsular
and Oriental steamer Bokhara left Shang-
hai for this port October Sth. When she
did not arrive on time the steamer Bom-=
bay and the British cruiser Porpoise
went in search of her. They bring intel-
ligence that she was wrecked on Sand
Island, between the island of Formosa
and the Chinese mainland, in the line of
the fearful typhoons which sweep over
that portion of the world. She earried a
large number of both cabin and steerage
passengers, her crew. All on
board were drowned except twenty-
three. After battling long in the terrible
cross sea, which broke over her con-
stantly, the hatches were torn off, the
hold filled with water, the fires put out,
and she drifted upon the island and went
to pieces. It was impossible to launch
boats, and of those on board only twenty-
three were able to cling to the wreck till
the storm subsided. The exact number
of lost is not known. The Bokhara was
a fine steamer of 3,000 tons burden. The
cargo was very valuable, consisting, in
addition to the mails, of a large amount
of specie and a heavy consignment of
silk.
