Lieutenant-Governor shail he
impeached, displaced, resign, die. or become in-
capable ol performing the duties of Ills office,
or be absent from the Slate, the President pro
tern. of the Senate shall act as Governor until
the vacancy be tilled or disability shall cease.
The Lieutenant-Governor shall be disqualified
irom holding any other office, except as spec-
ially provided in this Constitution, during theterm for which he shall have been elected.

Such propose d charter shall then
be published in two daily newspapers of gen-
eral circulation in suchclty, lorat least twenty
days, und tiie Urst publication snail be made
within twouty days after tbe completion of
the charter; provided, that ln cities containing
a population oi not more than ten thousand
inhabitants such proposed charter shall bepublished ivone such dally newspaper; and
within not less than thirty days alter such
publication ltsbail be submitted to thequali-
lied electors of such city at a general or
special election, and if a majority of such
quaiitiecl electors voting thereat snail ratity
the same. It shall thereafter be submltteel to
the Legislature lor Its approval or re ection
as a whole, without power of alteration or
amendment. Such approval may be made
by concurrent resolution, and ifapproved by
a majority vote of the members elected to
each house, ltshall become the charterof such
city,or if such city be consolidated with v
county, then of such city and county, and
shall become the organic law thereof, and su-
persede any existing charter and all amend-
ments thereof, and all laws inconsistent with
such charter. A copy of such charter, certl-
iied by the Mayor, or chief executive officer,
aud authenticated by the seal ot suchclty,
selling forth the submission of such charter
tothe electors, and its ratification by ihem,
shall, after the approval of such charter by
tb.- Legislature, be made, in duplicate,
and deposited, one In the office ot
the Secretary of State, and the other,
alter being recorded in said Re-
corder's office, shall be deposited In the arch-
ives ofthe city, pnd thereafter all Courts shall
take judicial notice of said charter. The
charter, so ratified, may be amended at inter-
vals of not less than two years by proposals

The People of the State of California, repre-
sented in .-.enate and Assembly, Uo enact as
follows:

Section 1. That thirty days prior to thenext
general State election, the Governor shall
issue his proclamation calling npon the elect-
ors to signify, at said election, their will as to
tbe method of the election of United States
Senators, by placing upon the ballots the

SECOND.
An Act to provide for the issuance and

sale of State bonds to create a fund

to exceed said six hundred thousand dollars,

the issuance of the proclamation ofthe il-.v-ernor. hereinafter provided for, prepare suit-
able bonds of the State of California: one
thousaml bomls lv the denomination of one
hundred dollars each; live hundred bonds In
the denomination of five hundred dollars
each; twohundred and fiftybonda in thede-
noiiilr.atlou ofone thousand dollars each. The
whole Issue of said bonds shall not exceed the
sum of six hundred thousand dollar-, wnlch
said boneis shall bear interest at the rate of four
per centum per annum from their date,and
shall be payable at the office of the State
Treasurer at tbe expiration of nineteen yean
h-om their date.
