She
was capsized in a storm on_ October 10th,
and of thirteen persons on board, includ-
ing seven women and three enildren, all
except the two rescued are supposed to
have beenlost.

We have several. times answered the
question in the above letter, but here is a
specifie case namwed, and it is therefore of
value to again repiy. T'he ofiicers named
are not eligible. Section 1142 reads: **No

perscn shall be eligible to actasa member
of an lection Board, or as a clerk upon

such board, who canuot read and write
’

the Iinglish languag

Also: **No person shall be eligible to
act as an officer of election at any precinet
who has been employed in any official ca-
paoeily in the county, or city and county,
in the State, within ninety days next pre-
ceding any election.”

Also: The Election Board is made up
of electors whose names are taken from
the assessment-roll, and consists of two
Inspectors, two Judges and two clerks,
These are the “oflicers’ referred to above.
Section 1202 calls for the appointment of
“two ballot clerks,” who must possess
“the same qualifications as Inspactorsj of
Election.”” One of these qualifications,
as shown above, is that the appointees
have notserved in any oflicial capacity,
etc. It would seem that these words of
thie law are too plain to be susceptible of
any isconception. “‘Freeport” will see,
of course, that serving as a School Trus-
tee, and as a Postmaster and a Deputy
County Clerk, is serving in an ofiicial ca-
pacity.
